The secretary says in substance that 
the Texas is all right and has suffered no 
more accident than any other boat 
of her class in the navy. She has 
been subject, he says, to malicious and 
surreptitious attacks of naval officers 
and he issues a general order against 
officers of the department talking for 
publication on such subject.

He 
is also directed to take projaT steps to see 
that this demand is carried out. Tin* House 
passed the bill to transfer the rights of (he 
Atlantic A- Pacific Railroad company under 
the original charter to the reorganization 
committee upon their purchase of the prop­
erty.

Maaison, Wis., Dec. 14.—[Special.]— 
Unless the Travelers' Insurance com­
pany of Hartford, Conn., pays over to 
the state of Wisconsin the sum of $31,- 
503.09 for back fees and taxes, with in­
terest. within a few days, it is liable to 
have its license permitting it to do busi­
ness in the state revoked. Commissioner 
Fricke today cited the company to ap­
pear December 18 and show cause why 
such action should not be taken.

The history of the controversy be­
tween this company and the Wisconsin 
insurance department runs back for a 
year or more. The company has a li­
cense to do a life insurance business in 
Wisconsin, but as the life insurance 
business it does is insignificant com­
pared with its accident business, and as 
the latter requires a much higher pay­
ment for fees and taxes than the former. 
Commissioner Fricke held that it should 
pay for its accident as well as life busi-

way depots. Its officers claimed that the 
payment of a life insurance tax was all 
that could be required, and contested the 
I>oint in the courts. The decision was 
that it must pay the accident fee and 
tax for the period Commissioner Fricke, 
who made the demand, has been in of­
fice. the previous period not being in­
volved in the case. This does not satis­
fy the commissioner, however, who de­
mands that the company shall pay the 
entire amount of back taxes, under 
penalty of the revocation of its license.

When asked regarding the case today 
Commissioner Fricke said:

The Supreme court's decision declined to 
pass upon the liability of the company for 
the years prior to 1894. for the reason that 
it was not necessary in the determination 
of the case then before them. The decision 
clearly Indicates, however, that my prede­
cessors ought to have collected these fees 
and taxes each year since 1880. and that 
the company would have been liable to pay 
these fees and taxes if they had been in­
sisted upon by the former "commissioners. 
It must therefore follow In good morals 
that the Travelers' Insurance company is in­
debted to the state for the fees and taxes 
of the former years.

The attorney-general savs that if he were 
to bring an action at law the company 
would undoubtedly set up the limitation of 
six years, and has advised the acceptance 
of whatever money the company was ready 
to pay on account" of the recent decision of 
the Supreme court, and that if the whole 
amount named was refused or the comnany 
sought to take advantage of its position, 
that I issue the usual order to show cause 
why its license should not be revoked for 
failure to pay these fees and taxes, and 
advises also that I include in such demand 
the annual interest on each of the sums 
due.

In accordance with this opinion of the 
attorney-general the citation has been draft­
ed and a demand made on the company for 
$31,503.09. The amount thus far paid by 
the company for taxes for two years past 
amounts to $1682.78.

Janesville, Wis., Dec. 14.—[Special.]—

NewTariff Bill will Protect the Metal 

Equal to the Bullion 
Discount.

Chicago. 111.. Dec. 15.—The Post’s 
Washington special says:

Silver is to i>e given recognition in 
the new tariff bill by the imposition of 
a duty equal to the discount in the price 
of the bullion. That is to say. if the 
average price of silver for a month be 
(55 cents per ounce, the duty will be 35 
cents.
