A most novel and ingenious method of 
dding the representation of a rainbow 

to stage realism has recently been dis­
covered. the effect which is produced be­
ing as beautiful as the means employed 
are simple. The apparatus consists of 
an ordinary box, having a semi-circular 
opening in front to give the shape of the 
rainbow, within which are two cande­
labra prisms, mounted on supports, so 
that they can be revolved by means of 
handles fixed outside. To work the ap­
paratus, a strong light is projected 
through the prisms and through the 
opening, across which strips of wire are 
fixed in order to break up the rays, and 
thence on to a back-drop scene. When 
the prisms are turned in opposite di­
rections. it is asserted that the most 
beautiful and vivid color effects are pro­
duced.—London Public Opinion.

DEATH OF DR. FOX.
One of Milwaukee’s Best Known 

and Most Successful 
Practitioners.

Milwaukee, Wis., April 13.—Dr. Wil­
liam Fox, one of the best known physi­
cians of Milwaukee, died at 11:45 o’clock 
last night at his residence, 420 Jackson 
street.

He had been unconscious for two days 
and his family and friends had known 
that he could not live. His brother. Dr. 
Phil p Fox of Madison, had been at his 
bedside for several days and Mrs. Fox 
and the children were all with him when 
the end caiuc.

Dr. Fox’s illness began two years ago 
when he was attacked with nervous pros­
tration. After many months he rallied

and was again able to bo about ami even 
to visit some of his old patients, but his 
health was never restored and for several 
weeks past has been failing.

William Fox was born in Dane county. 
Wis., in June, 1844. his father. George 
Fox, being one of the pioneers of the 
West. Mr. Fox. Sr., was a farmer, ami 
the son spent his earlier days upon the 
farm, attending the district school during 
the winter season. At the age of 15 he 
entered the Sinsinawa Mound institute, 
now known as St. Clara's institute, in 
Grant county. Having acquired all the 
knowledge possible at the institute, he 
became a student in the State university. 
Next he was clerk in a drug store in 
Madison, and while thus engaged deter­
mined to become a physician. Leaving 
the store in 1866, he returned to his home 
at Oregon, Dane county, and the follow­
ing year entered Rush Medical college at 
Chicago as a student, being graduated in 
1870. On obtaining his degree he was, ap­
pointed on the house staff of the Cook 
county. Ill., hospital. This position he 
filled for one year, and then began prac­
tice as a physician and surgeon at Janes­
ville. A year later he moved to Madison, 
where he remained for seven years, 
building up a large and lucrative prac­
tice. In 1878 he came to Milwaukee, his 
older brother. Dr. Philip Fox. succeeding 
to his practice in Madison. In this city 
he at once took leading rank in his pro­
fession. His practice was large and suc­
cessful and to his untiring work is no 
doubt due the breaking down of his health 
two years ago. Dr. Fox was a member of 
the American Medical association, the 
State Medical and many other kindred 
associations. In 1876 he was a delegate 
to the International Medical congress, 
which assembled in Philadelphia during 
the centennial celebration. No two phy- 
sieians in the state are more widely 
known than Dr. William Fox of this 
city and his brother. Dr. Philip Fox of 
Madison. Seven children survive him— 
five sons and two daughters.

Suit of Oshkosh Fishermen Against 

Game Wardens to be 
Dropped.

Oshkosh. Wis.. April 12.—[Special.]—

VALUE OF TIME.

Avoid Petty Economies that Cost More 
Than They Are Worth.

Many housewives who are extremely 
frugal in other things seem to have no 
id< a of the value of time. A good deal 
of time is daily wasted and much extra 
labor expended in preparing the meals by 
having to wash one saucepan in which to 
cook a second dish that could as well 
have been cooked with the same fire and 
watched at the same time as the first. 
Or a towel must do duty as a strainer 
or colander, no account being made of 
the time required to wash the towel, nor 
of its becoming worn or stained. Or a 
silver spoon is used to stir or lift food for 
the lack of iron or wooden ones. Why 
not afford such kettles and pans as are 
really needed for advantageous cooking 
and “save” in some other department?

Have you ever seen some busy house­
wife hanging out clothes on a cold, 
windy day. taking off a clothespin every 
time a garment is added to the line, 
trying to make the pin hold_ two and 
sometimes three articles? When good 
clothespins can be bought at such low 
rates it seems like very unwise economy 
to stand on the cold and damp ground 
double the time really required to shake 
out and hang up the clothes and run the 
risk of taking cold while so doing.

Could any mathematician compute the 
number of half hours spent in a family of 
half a dozen children in untying hard 
knots in shoe strings that are too short 
or so worn as to require tying in more 
than one place and must again be untied 
before the little shoes can be taken off? 
Shoe strings cost, it may be. 10 cents a 
dozen pairs. Could the hours which 
some mothers spend in one year alone in 
managing wornout shoe laces in order to 
save a few cents not be better utilised in 
doing some sewing or some other work , 
by which enough could be earned to 
stock the family with shoe strings for 
life? Beware of these extravagant ecou- 
jniies.—Philadelphia Record.
