A Silent Metropolis,

The surface of the mouster metrop-
olis of this country is undergoing a
transformation that will be an im-
mense relief and benefit to the popula-
tion. It is popularly supposed that
where there is the noise of traflic there
is prosperity, but when the one can be
suppressed without a loss to the other
go much the better.

| that is being carried out in New York
to-day. Miles upon miles of rough
streets are being covered with asphalt
and much of the city’s noise is accord-
ingly a thing of the past.

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To Prepare Sweetmeats.

Cherry Dumplings.

Chop two tablespoonfuls of butter
into a quart of flour in which have been
sifted a heaped teaspoonful of baking
powder and a saltspoonful of salt. Wet
with two cups of milk, or enough to
make a soft dough. Roll into a sheet
thick, cut into
squares, put a large spoonful of pitted
cherries into each, fold together, pinch-

buttered tin, like biscuit, and bake; or,
tie in cloths, leaving room for the dum- |
pling to swell, and boil one hour.

Corn Pudding.

Score and serape from the cob one
pint of corn. Cream one tablespoonful
of butter, work into it one heaping tea-
spoonful eof flour, one teaspoonful of
sugar, one teaspoonful of salt and one-
quarter of a teaspoonful of pepper. Stir |
in slowly one cupful of milk, then turn
into corn. Add the beaten yolks of
three egzgs, then the whites beaten to
a stiff froth. Turn into a shallow bak-
ing dish, well buttered, and bake for
twenty minutes in a quick oven.

Creamed Hashed Potatoes.
These potatoes are seldom seen well |
served, but are delicious if directions |
are followed. Cut three boiled pota- |
toes into slices and then cut them into |
tiny squares. Do not chop them. I‘ut"
in a sancepan with four tablespoonfuls |
of cream, half teaspoonful salt and
dash of pepper. Cook a minute umill

Books of very delicate bindings, such
as white or other pale shades, may be
freshened and cleaned by rubbing them
gently and thoroughly with chamois
leather and finely powdered pumice
stone.

To clean tarnished silver, it should be
well washed in a strong solution of
soda and hot water; then redipped into
fresh boiling water, dried, afterward
cleaned in the ordinary way with whit-
ening, mixed to a paste with either |
wethylated spirits or ammonia.

To remove mildew stains from linen,
stir a quarter of a pound of chloride of
lime in a gallon of cold water. Let this
settle for an hour, then pour off the lig-
uid without disturbing the sediment,
and soak the mildewed articles in this
for two hours. Lastly, wash in the
usual manner, and hang the clothes out
to dry.

To prevent an unpleasant odor while
cooking green vegetables, place them
first in a saucepan with only enough
glightly salted cold water to cover
them, and as soon as the water slight-
ly boils they should be taken out and
rinsed in cold water, then placed i a
fresh saucepan of boiling water, tp
which a small plece of soda apd a Mittle
salt have been added.
