Burrowing Animals.
It is noticeable that the two weakest 

and least numerous of our mice, the dor­
mouse and the harvest mouse, do not 
burrow, but make nests: and that these 
do not multiply or maintain their num- 
bers like the burrowing mice and voles. 
But the fact that there are members of 
very closely allied specie#, some of which 
do burrow, while others do not. seems 
to indicate that the habit is an acquired 
one. In this connection it is worth not­
ing that many animals which do not bur­
row at other times form burrows in 
which to conceal and protect their young, 
or. if thev do burrow, make a different 
kind of a more elaborate character. 
Among the nursery burrows? are those of 
the dog. the fox, the sand martin, the 
kingfisher and the sheldrake. Foxhound 
l*ttcrs never do so well as when the 
mother is allowed to make a burrow on 
tin- sunnv side of a straw stack. In 
time she will work thio five or six feet 
into the stack, and keep the puppies at 
the far end. while she lies in the en­
trance. Vixens either dig or appropriate 
a clean burrow for their cubs, which is 
a natural habit, or. at any rate, one 
acquired previously to the use of earths 
by adult foxes.—Tribune.

Queer Town in England.
The most curious town in England is 

Norwich. There is not a straight street, 
nor, in fact, a straight house in the 
place: every part of it has the appear­
ance of having suffered from the visita­
tion of an earthquake. Norwich is the 
center of the salt industry in Cheshire. 
England, on nearly all sides of the town 
are big salt works with their engines 
pumping hundreds of thousands of gal­
lons of brine every week. At a depth of 
some 200 or 300 feet are immense sub­
terranean lakes of brine, and as the con- 
tents of these are pumped away, the up- 
aer crust of earth is correspondingly 
weakened and the result is an occasional 
subsidence.

Senator Gallinger Tells Colleagues 
What He Saw on the Un­

happy Island.

Washington, D. C., March 23.—In the 
Senate today Mr. Gallinger of New 
Hampshire delivered an extended address 
on the situation in Cuba.

In opening his speech Mr. Gallinger 
said that after the calm, dispassionate 
and touching statement concerning Cuba 
made in the Senate recently by Mr. 
Proctor of Vermont it might be well for 
him to remain silent, but, yielding to 
the desire expressed by many of his col­
leagues, he had consented to give a plain 
recital of some of his observations on 
that “unhappy island.” He referred to I 
the efforts made by the Cubans in 1844. 1 
in 1848, in 1850, in 1851. in 1868 and 
again in 1895. to break the chains that 
bound them to Spain in order that they 
might establish for themselves a free gov­
ernment “upon the soil that was rightly 
theirs.”

Save the last, all these efforts have 
ended in failure. That failure is history 
and need not be recounted.

Mr. Gallinger then detailed some of the 
events leading up to his arrival in Cuba 
and of his reception bv Consul-General 
Lee.

“Gen. Lee.” said he. “is deserving of 
the highest possible praise for the manner 
iu which he carries himself in Havana. 
Cool and fearless in the midst of difficul­
ties and dangers, he never loses sight of 
the fact that he is an American citizen, 
nor is he unmindful of the tremendous 
responsibilities and duties of his posi­
tion.”

Referring to his call upon the autono- I 
mist cabinet. Mr. Gallinger said it was 
evident that the president of the cabinet ■ 
was not encouraged in the work. “The i 
truth is.” said Mr. Gallinger. "autonomy ’ 
is a flat failure, opposed alike by the ultra 
Spaniards and Cubans. The leaders of I 
the insurrection have not forgotten how I 
they were treated by Spain in 1878 and | 
the blandishments and bribes now being i 
offered them are spurned with contempt. | 
'Better death than autonomy.’ said a 
leading Cuban to me. 'for autonomy is 
only a pretense under which we would 
again be slaves to Spain.’ ”

No Doubt About Existence of War.
Mr. Gallinger recalled that he had 

heard during debates in the Senate de­
nials made that a state of war existed 
in Cuba, but it required only a brief 
personal observation to convince one tint 
war actually did exist. A desolated 
country and its stricken people told the 
story more eloquently than it could be 
conveyed in words. "The war in Cuba, 
however,” he said, “is a war of starva- | 
tion and extermination—a war more cruel 
than the world has ever known.”

The Spanish troops do not impress 
Americans as great soldiers. They are 
under a lax discipline and are poorly 
uniformed and inadequately fed. The I 
high officials do most of their fighting in 
hotels and cafes, the actual fighting be­
ing done by those of inferior grade. ()n 
the contrary, the insurgents are com­
fortably clad and under strict discipline. 
They occupy a large part of the island 
and could, in Mr. Gallinger's judgment. ■ 
take Havana or Matanzas whenever it 
might suit their purpose, although these I 
cities could not be held for lack of navy. I 

"The scenes in the streets of Havana i 
are harrowing beyond description.” said ; 
Mr. Gallinger. "People in want and suf- I 
fering are everywhere seen and walking J 
skeletons meet one on every hand. Naked 
children, emaciated and ragged women 
and diseased and starving men throng 
the streets, the hotel lobbies and every 
place of public resort. It is a terrible | 
sight—one that sickens the heart and j 

[ quickens every impulse of human sym- | 
pathy and love.

"I nder the very shadow of cathedrals I 
and churches, where Spain's authority is 
absolutely unquestioned, the most horrible 
conditions are conceded to exist. Many 
have refused to believe that a great gov­
ernment was waging a war of extermina­
tion instead of a war of honor, yet such 
is an absolute fact. A visit was paid to j 
the orphanage which is now under the 
care of Miss Clara Barton. It contains 
now about fifty children, almost everyone 
of whom is a victim of starvation. Dr. ’ 
Lesser, one of Miss Barton's assistants, 
had experience in the Armenian massacres 
and India famine, but he declares that 
the famine in Cuba is worse than that in i 
Armenia, and pictures he drew of the 
terrible suffering and starvation in the 
island more than confirm all that has been 
written upon the subject.

A detailed story of a visit to Los Focas. i 
the place where the reconcentrados daily 
assemble to get food, was also given. A 
few weeks ago when Miss Barton discov- j 
ered the place there were 645 people lying 
on the floors, many of them entirely nude • 
an<l all suffering from the pangs of star­
vation. Much Las been done by the Red 
Cross society to alleviate the condition of 
those who still remain, but scores of men. 
women and children are yet there, gaunt 
and bony, almost as a skeleton, many of 
them covered with sores directly traceable 
to insufficient food.

“What a chapter of horrors and death 
that is! And still the tragedy goes on. I 
How much longer it shall continue large- j 
ly depends upon the forbearance of a i 
great people, who through suffering and 
sorrow achieved their own independence 
and whose sympathies have always gone 
out to the oppressed of all nations of the 
world.”

People Herded Like Cattle.
A vivid picture was then drawn by Mr. 

Gallinger of a trip to the city of Matan­
zas. All along the route were wretched 
people in rags, but not until the city was 
reached was the full extent of the suffer­
ing realized. "It occurred to me as I I 
looked upon the scenes of suffering and j 
horrors that the Cuban reconcentrados 
might well have adopted the words of 
Dante, ‘Who enters here leaves hope be- , 
hind,’ when they were driven from the ’ 
fields and herded like cattle in the cities 
and towns of this fertile land. The truth , 
is that Weyler devised a scheme of hu- i 
man suffering and sorrow that put ' 
Dante’s ’Inferno’ in the shade and con- i 
verted a contented, prosperous people into ; 
a herd of suffering, starving unfortunates. I 

“Matanzas is literally a place,of beg- I 
gary and death. Never before did my 
eyes behold such suffering, and never 
again do I expect to see such havoc 
wrought through a cruel and inhuman 
decree. A visit to Matanzas hospitals 
revealed an even more shocking condition 
than the streets. Members of the Red 
Cross society who had visited one of the 
hospitals two weeks before were almost 
overcome upon discovering that nearly 
everyone of the inmates at that time had 
since died. Poverty, sorrow and suffer­
ing were depicted in their worst forms; 
children, gaunt in face with abdomen and 
limbs terribly swollen, women in the last 
stage of emaciation and men there were 
rapidly drifting to death.

"If there was food in these hospitals.” 
said Mr. Gallinger, “I did not discover it. 
neither were there signs of medicine or of 
proper nursing and care.”

The governor of Matanzas informed 
Mr. Gallinger that the 'first day he oc­
cupied the place fifteen persons had died 
in the courtyard. He said further that 
in the city 1200 had died in November. 
1200 in December, 700 in January and 
500 in February. The death rate was 
decreasing, simply because the reconcen­
trados, by death, were becoming fewer.

"The number of people who have 
starved in Cuba will never be definitely 
known,” said Mr. Gallinger. “It is es­
timated that 800.000 were driven from 
their homes into the cities and towns. I 
had it from Spanish authority that ac­
cording to their figures. 225.000 al­
ready hare perished, but it is said that 
the Red Cross society is in possession of 
figures showing that 425.000 Cubans 
have died as a result of Spanish cruelty 
from starvation and that 200.000 more 
must inevitably die.

“I have been asked many times. What 
of the Maine? I do not know. This, 
however. I do know: A government that 
will deliberately starve 4041.000 of its own 
people will do pretty much anything.

"If the ship was Mown up from the 
outside, what should our government do? 
Perhaps I should forbear to discuss that 
question now. hut this I will venture to 
say. Human life purposely taken cannot 
be paid for in gold or silver. Mark my 
words, 'purposely taken.' and if it shall 
appear that sucn was the fate of 250 
brave American sailors, then heaven pity 
the guilty parties. It will not be a ques­

tion for arbitration, but a question in­
volving the dignity and honor of this 
great republic.”

Little Loyalty to Spain in Ooba.
Mr. Gallinger said there was little rea' 

loyalty to Spain in Cuba as would be 
demonstrated when the hour of trial 
should come. He did not believe that 
Spam could subdue the insurgents. The 
Cubans had been oppressed so long that 
they preferred death to continued Spanish 
rule.

Gallinger referred to the matter of 
taxation. In addition to all direct and 
indirect taxes on real estate there is a 
tax on every door, every window and 
every .chimney in every house, on every 
letter in every business sign and on every 
name on every hotel register. Licenses 

rv,lu*re^ *° build houses and to paint 
houses. There is a tax on food animals 
as a whole and special taxes on the 
horns, the hoofs and the hide. In addi­
tion to all this, the interest on the debt 
is a tremendous burden. The salaries of 
the Spanish officials are beyond all rea­
son and the amount of money wrung 
from the Cubans to keep the" Madrid 
government from complete insolvency is 
simply enormous.

"No people on the face of the earth 
have been so oppressed,” he sail, “the 
treasury of Spain being literally sup­
plied from the revenues extorted from 
Cuba and the Philippine islands.

"Our forefathers went to war because 
the mother country put a tax on tea. 
Cuba has 10.000 more reasons than we 
had for rebellion, and she deserves the 
sympathy and help of every true Amer­
ican.

Fortunately, the people of this great 
republic are thoroughly aroused to the sit­
uation and the great heart of the Ameri­
can populace is in full sympathy with Cu­
ba. Religion and humanity alike demand 
that this unholy war shall cease, and 
cease it should, even though the glitter 
and glamor of military rule shall end and a 
decaying dissolute throne shall pass away 
never to return.”

As to what should be done. Mr. Gal­
linger felt that sooner or later this gov­
ernment would of necessity absorb Cuba, 
but if annexation cannot now be accom­
plished. let independence speedily come, 
he said. "American interests in Cuba.” 
he said in conclusion, "have already suf­
fered enough. We have patrolled our 
coast in the interest of Spain as long as 
we should and we have spent quite too 
much money in protecting our people from 
epidemic and disease coming to our shores 
because of the unsanitary condition of the 
harbor and city of Havana. Spain has 
failed to meet the requirements of an ad­
vanced civilization. Let the United 
States or Cuba take up the problem and 
solve it.”_______________________

When the secretary brought the matter 
to the attention of the President they
agreed that it was nece to assign
another flag officer to duty in Admiral 
Sicard’s place.

Large Tracts of Michigan Lands will 
be Assessed for First Time 

—Counties Benefited.

Marquette, Mich., March 23.—[Spe­
cial.]—Upwards of 1.000,000 acres of 
land, which have never been on the tax 
roll, will be spread for the first time 
this year. In consequence of this the 
burden of taxation in the counties in the 
eastern half of the upper peninsula will 
be very materially lessened. This is 
land which was given under two grants 
to the Detroit. Mackinaw & Marquette 
railroad to induce the capitalists who 
formed that corporation to build a line 
from the straits of Mackinac to the bay 
of Marquette. It was shown on the gov­
ernment surveys as swamp land, but in 
fact most of it was valuable as agricul­
tural. timber and mineral land. On ac­
count of the dense growth ef timber, 
which prevented the drainage and ob­
structed evaporation, it appeared as 
swamp land and was so designated on 
the surveyors' plats. This land is un­
like other large areas from which the 
timber has been stripped and which are 
now let go for taxes. The greater part 

! of it is still of value, and the taxes on it 
will he promptly paid by the Duluth. 
South Shore & Atlantic company, which 
assumed the grant of the old Detroit. 
Mackinaw & Marquette, when the latter 
was merged into it.

By special act of the Legislature, the 
lands under these grants, so long as they 
remained in the possession of the rail­
road company, were exempt from taxa­
tion for a period of sixteen years. The

Hoboken, told several ac­
quaintances in that city that the Maine 
was blown up by the explosion of a mine 
underneath her. In the course of his con- ■ 
versation he made several statements con- . 
cerning the condition of the wrecked bat- [ 
tieship. He said:

"The bottom plates of the Maine were I 
blown clear through the deck, and the 1 
bow was practically separated from the 
rest of the ship. The main magazine was 
found intact. It had not exploded. The 
bodies were floating against the ceilings 
of the decks, and had to be pulled out 
with cotton hooks and carried to the 
gangway, where they floated to the sur­
face.

"That the Maine was blown up from 
beneath was shown by the pieces of ce­
ment found on the decks of surrounding 
vessels in the harbor after the explosion. 
The cement on the Maine's hull plates 
was entirely different from that on her 
decks. The hull cement was two inches 
thick, while the deck cement was one- 
quarter of an inch thick and mixed with 
powdered cork. The cement found on 
the surrounding vessels was all hull ce­
ment.”

Naval officers have said that, if the ce­
ment found on the decks of the surround­
ing vessels should prove to be hull ce­
ment. it would show that the explosion 
occurred outside and beneath the vessel.

Not So Much Barley.
Appleton Poxt: It is possible that lit­

tle barley will be sown in Outagamie j 
county this spring compared to that i 
sown other years. At present a good 
portion of the farmers are talking ol 
putting all their land into spring w heat 
and oats. Many are of the opinion 
that wheat will be higher than ever 
next fall, and that oats will not be far 

jbehind.
The reason that less barley will be 

I sown is that the price is not keeping 
pace with that of wheat and oats. At 
present barley is selling at from 30 to 
33 cents. This is several cents in ad­
vance of the price a year ago. Oats 
last year sold for 1<> and 17 cents a 

I bushel, while this year they are worth 
26. At the present price farmers say 

j thev can make more money raising 
j oats than they can barley. Many claim 
that wheat will be worth at least a dol­
lar next fall. If such is the case each 
farmer will be able to start a bank, as 
the acreage this year is to be nearly 
double that of other years.

Dr. Pickett was one of the founders 
of the Milwaukee Medical society.

Manufacturing Establishment at Lomira.

| Joseph Hoerig. The plant consists of a 
j building 46x60 and two additions, one 
of the latter Being a saw-mill 20x50 
and the other a boiler-room 28x26.
The main structure has two stories and 
a basement, the first fioor containing 
machines of the latest patterns for w ood 
turning, manufacturing mouldings, sid­
ing and everything in the line of finish­
ings for the interior of buildings, while 

| on the second floor wagon fellies are 
bent at the rate of a carload per week 
week when fully operated. In the 
engine room the company has a 55- 
horse-power engine and an 80-horse- 
power boiler, the extra steam from the 
latter going to a large drying kiln and 

I a steam-box in the bending department 
Besides circulating in pipes throughout 
the whole building for heating the same. 
The yard around the plant is filled 
with logs, the number of them being 
estimated at 100,OGO, which will keep 
the saw-mill crew steadily engaged for 
three months.

Ten men are now employed in the 
plant, while the prospect of increasing 
that number is good. Between $8,000 
and $10,000 is invested in the enter­
prise. and it is having a beneficent 
effect upon the village of Lomira and 
surrounding country as well as proving 
profitable to the investors. The me­
chanical work is under the supervision 
of the Hoerig Bros., all of whom have 
actively engaged in the works and are 
well known to our readers as skilled 
mechanics in their line, and that the 
new enterprise will undoubtedly be a 
success under their supervision goes j 
without saving.

VERDE ANTIQUE MARBLE.

Loat in Thessaly, but Found in Inex­
haustible Store in Georgia.

In the early centuries of the Christian 
era. anti imssibly lieforc. the exquisite 
green marble, veined with white, which 
the ancients prized so highly for orna­
mental building purposes.- was quarried 
in Thessaly. With the advent of the 
dark ages the location of the quarries 
was lost and has never since been found. 
The ruined structures were stripped to 
afford decorations for modern churches 
and palaces, and the marble became very 
expensive. Substitutes of ordinary green 
marble from Greece, France. Ireland. 
Italy and America were offered, but noth­
ing was found to equal the real Thes­
salian green, or verde antique, as it is 
called. For ten or fifteen years it has 
been known that there was a deposit of 
green marble in Georgia, but that it was 
as beautiful as the old Thessalian verde 
antique has only been realized recently. 
Geologists, by the way. do not classify 
verde antique as a green marble, but as 
a stone by itself, a serpentine, and they 
furthermore say that there is no such 
substance as verde antique marble. Rut 
none the less the stone is everywhere 
known as green marble, and within the 
last few months has won the highest 
praise from American architects and 
builders. Several of Chicago's largest 
public buildings are being finished with 
this new material.

The quarry is now over sixty feet deep 
and the deeper it gets the better is the 
marble. It is expected that the world 
at large will jump at the chance to se­
cure a stone so like the rare old Thes­
salian green. When the first company 
organized to work the marble quarry 
they attempted to get out the stone by 
blasting with dynamite, which shattered 
the stone and greatly wasted it. Shortly 
after the company went into the hands 
of a receiver. Lift spring a Chicago 
stock company was organized and went 
to work with channeling machines. Dur­
ing the summer the ragged hole left by 
the former dynamite method of working 
has been shap'd out. the walls squared, 
the floor leveled, and now blocks of stone 
of regular size, weighing eight and ton 
tons, are taken out. The Cherokee coun­
ty verde antique seems likely to become 
as famous and in as great demand as 
was the old Thessalian green marble.— 
Lewiston (Me.I Journal.

L. A. W. to Engage Attorneys—Free 
Advlca About Rights of 

the Road, Etc.

An attorney in every city and town, 
whose services will be free to members 
of the League of American Wheelmen, 
in matters pertaining to the rights and 
privileges of wheelmen, will shortly be 
engaged as a result of a movement under­
taken by the rights and privileges com­
mittee of the division. Chairman Foster 
has just issued a circular letter to every 
□ne of the local consuls, urging them to 
send in the name of an attorney in their 
respective towns who is willing to act as 
the L. A. W. attorney. The puniose of 
this movement is to secure a wider recog­
nition of the rights of the wheelmen, and 
in order to do this it will be necessary to 
invoke the aid of the law. This-is to be 
done in a decisive manner and if the 
plans of the committee do not miscarry, 
the wheelmen will enjoy privileges never 
before conceded them, in many communi­
ties in Wisconsin, or else there will be 
prosecutions in courts of justice. The 
following appointments have already 
been made by the committee:

The effort made last year by local con­
suls to have guideboards elected in their 
towns has resulted in awakening the 
town authorities in the matter, and in a 
large number of townships complete sys­
tems of guideboards have been estab­
lished. Many towns, however, lack these 
signs and an urgent letter has been sent 
to the consuls, calling for immediate ac­
tion in appearing before the town boards, 
and calling attention to the state law 
upon the subject. This law makes it the 
duty of every town chairman to have 
guide-boards erected and kept in repair in 
his town, and provides a penalty for fail­
ure to observe and obey the law. Where 
chairmen fail to respond, the local attor­
neys are expected to take action looking I 
to the enforcement of the penalty. While । 
this statute has been on the books for a 
long time this will be the first occasion 
that concerted action looking towards its 
enforcement has been undertaken.

A new field of activity has been opened 
to the members of the division by a letter 
that Chief Consul Rotier has prepared 
and which will be sent to every member 
shortly. The plan is to undertake work > 
among the churchmen by enlisting the j 
aid of the clergy, and it is as pleasing as i 
it is novel. In the letter the chief consul 
says: “The position which the L. A. W. 
is maintaining in □reventing Sunday rac­
ing warrants the support of the Wiscon­
sin clergy; not alone through membership 
but by voice from the pulpit. Encourage­
ment ought to be extended to the officers 
w ho are striving to maintain laws where- I 
in a high standard of moral principle is 
upheld. Since it is impossible to draw to 
it that element favoring Sunday racing, 
it must necessarily seek the enlistment 
of the people who arc in sympathy with 
the principle. The influence of the church | 
is greatly desired to add tone and dignity 
to the organization. Your efforts, there­
fore. as a member should be directed to­
ward scenting the clergymen in your 
town saying a good word for us.”

Smallpox Has Vanished.
The last weekly report of the United 

States Marine Hospital Service records 
the encouraging fact of only one case of 
smallpox in the Northern states, aud as 
this is credited to last November it is 
reasonable to infer that this section has 
been entirely free from this disease dur­
ing the whole winter. This, says the 
Philadelphia Press, is a most reassuring 
situation considering the extent to which 
this disease has prevailed in past win­
ters in large Northern cities.

The climate there is 
more favorable to the disease, but the 
main causes of its spread are doubtless 
the neglect of vaccination and the back­
wardness of sanitary science. The South
