RESULT OF A PLOT.
Verdict of Board of Inquiry in 

Maine Disaster.

Impocsible, However: to Fix Responsi­
bility for the Deed.

Washington. D. C., March 28.—The 
suspense regarding the Maine report 
which has been so characteristic of the 
sessions of both houses of Congress for 
several weeks was broken today when 
the findings of the naval court of inquiry 
and an accompanying message from the 
President was sent to the waiting legis­
lators.

TEXT OF BOARD’S REPORT.
Vert’ii t a* a Result of the Inquiry Into 

Maine Disaster.
Washington, D. <_’.. March 28.—Follow­

ing is the text of the report of the board 
of inquiry, which the President sent to 
Congress with his message:

i S. Iowa, Key West, Fla.. March
21. 1898.—After full and mature consid­
eration of all the testimony before it, the 
ourt finds as follows:

1. That the United States battleship 
Maine arrived in the harbor of Havana. 
Cuba, on the 25lh day of January, 1898, 
and was taken to Buoy No. 4, in from 
fire-and-a-balf to six fathoms of water, 
by the regular government pilot.

The United consul-general at
Havana had notified the authorities at 
that place the previous evening of the 
intended arrival of the Maine.

2. The state of discipline on board the 
Maine was excellent aud all orders aud 
regulations in regard to the care and safe­
ly of the ship were strictly carried out. 
All ammunition was stowed away in ac­
cordance with instructions, and proper 
are was taken whenever ammunition was 

handled. Nothing was stowed iu any 
ne of the magazines or shellrooms which 

was not permitted to be stowed there. 
The magazines and shellrooms were al­
ways locked after having been opened, 
aud after the destruction of the Maine the 
keys were found in their proper place in 
the captain's cabin, everything having 
been reported secure that evening at 8 
o’clock.

The temperatures of the magazines and 
shellrooms were taken daily and report­
ed. The only magazine which had an un­
due amount of heat was the after 10-inch 
magazine, and that did not explode at the 
time the Maine was destroyed. The tor-

Nothing further has been learned re­
garding the wrecking train sent to the re­
lief of the train carrying supplies to towns 
in Havana province, which was wrecked 
yesterday about twenty-one miles outside 
of this city between Cienaga and Bejmal 
by an explosion on the track.

No one was injured by the accident, 
though four freight cars left the track 
and one was overturned in a ditch. The 
only loss reported is two sacks of corn- 
meal. The stores will be distributed to­
day. Special Commissioner Louis 
Kbpsch, who was in the passenger coach 
behind the freight cars, will return to 
New York city today or tomorrow.

THE COURSE AND RESULTS OF THE EXPLOSION.

5. At frame 11 the outer shell of the 
ship, from a point 11% feet from the 
middle line of the ship and 6 feet above 
the keel when in its normal position, 
has been forced up so as to be now about 
4 feet above the surface of the water;

To the Congress of the United States: 
For some time prior to the visit of the 
Maine to Havana harbor our consular 
representatives pointed out the advantages 
to flow from the visit of our na­
tional ships to the Cuban waters in ac­
customing the people to the presence of 
our flag as the symbol of good will and 
in the fulfillment of the mission of pro­
tection to American interests, even though 
no immediate need therefor might exist.

Accordingly, on the 24th of January 
last, after conference with the Spanish 
minister, in which the renewal of visits 
of our war vessels to Spanish waters 
was discussed and accepted, the penin­
sular authorities at Madrid and Havana 
were advised of the purpose of this gov­
ernment to resume friendly naval visits 
at Cuban ports, and in that view the 
Maine would forthwith call at the port 
of Havana.

This announcement was received by 
the Spanish government with apprecia­
tion of the friendly character of the visit 
of the Maine and with notification of in­
tention to return the courtesy by sending 
Spanish ships to the principal ports of 
the United States. Meanwhile the Mame 
entered the port of Havana on the 25th 
of January, her arrival being marked 
with no special incident besides the ex­
change of customary salutes and ceremo­
nial visits.

The Maine continued in the harbor of 
Havana during the three weeks following 
her arrival. No appreciable excitement 
attended her stay. On the contrary a 
feeling of relief and confidence followed 
the resumption of the long-interrupted 
friendly intercourse.

So noticeable was this immediate effect 
of her visit that the consul-general strong­
ly urged that the presence of our ships in 
Cuban waters should l»e kept up by re­
taining the men at Havana, or, in the 
event of her recall, by sending a vessel to 
take her place.

At forty minutes past 9 on the even­
ing of the 15th of February the Maine 
was destroyed by an explosion, by which 
the entire forward part of the ship was 
utterly wrecked.

I have directed that the finding of the 
court of inquiry and the views of this 
government thereon be communicated to 
the government of her majesty, the 
Queen, and 1 do not permit myself to 
doubt that the sense of justice of the 
Spanish nation will dictate a course of 
action suggested by honor and the friend­
ly relations of the two governments.

It was the duty of the executive to ad­
vise the Congress of the result, and in 
the meantime deliberate consideration is
invoked.

The two after-boilers of the ship were 
in use at the time of the disaster, but for 
auxiliary purposes only, with a compara­
tively low pressure of steam and being 
tended by a reliable watch. These boil­
ers could not have caused the explosion 
of the ship The four forward boilers 
have since been found by the divers aud 
are in fair condition.

On the night of the destruction of the 
Maine everything had been reported se­
cure for the night at 8 p. m., by reliable 
persons, through the proper authorities, 
to the commanding officer. At the time 
the Maine was destroyed the ship was 
quiet and therefore least liable to acci­
dent caused by movements from those on 
board.

Maine was destroyed by the explosion of 
a submarine mine, which caused the par­
tial explosion of two or more of her for­
ward magazines.

The court has been unable to obtain ev- 
dence fixing the responsibility for the de­
struction of the Maine on any person or 
persons.

3. The destruction of the Maine occurred 

at 9:40 p. m. on the 15th day of Feb- 
narv, in the harbor of Havana, Cuba, 
being’ at the time moored at the same 
buoy to which she had been taken upon 
her arrival. There were two explosions 
of distinctly different character, with a 
rerv short but distinct interval between 
them, and the forward part of the ship 
was lifted to a marked degree at the time 
of the first explosion. .

The first explosion was more in the na­
ture of a report, like that of a gun; while 
the seeoad explosion was more open, pro- 
ioaz-d. and of greater volume. 1 he sec­
ond explosion was. in the opinion of the 
court caused by the partial explosion ot 
two or more of the forward magazines 
of the Maine.

Condition of the Wreck.
4 The evidence bearing on this being 

principally obtained from divers, does not

The appalling calamity fell upon the 
people of our country with crushing force, 
and for a brief time an intense excite­
ment prevailed, which in a community 
less just and self-control led than ours 
might have led to hasty acts of blind re­
sentment. This spirit, however, soon 
gave way to the calmer processes of rea­
son, and to the resolve to investigate 
the facts and await the material proof be­
fore forming judgment as to the cause, 
the responsibility, and (if the findings 
warranted it) the remedy due. This 
course necessarily recommended itself 
from the outset to the executive, for 
only in the light of a dispassionately as­
certained certainty could it determine 
the nature and measure of its full duty 
in the matter.

The usual procedure was followed, as 
in all cases of casualty or disaster to na­
tional vessels of any maritime state. A 
naval court of inquiry was at once organ­
ized, composed of officers well qualified 
by rank aud practical experience to dis­
charge the onerous duty imposed upon 
them. Aided by a strong force of wreck­
ers and divers the court proceeded to 
make a thorough investigation on the 
spot, employing every available means 
for the impartial and exact determina­
tion of the causes of the explosion.

Its operations have been conducted with 
the utmost deliberation and judgment, 
and while independently pursued no source 
of information was neglected, and the 
fullest opportunity was allowed for a 
simultaneous investigation by the Spanish 
authorities.

The finding of the court of inquiry was 
reached after twenty-three days of con­
tinuous labor, on the 21st of March in­
stant, and having been approved on the 
22d by the commander-in-chief of the 
United States naval force on the North 
Atlantic station, was transmitted to the 
executive.

It is herewith laid before the Con­
gress, together with the voluminous testi­
mony taken before the court, its purport 
is in brief as follows:

When the Maine arrived at Havana 
she was conducted by the regular govern­
ment pilot to buoy No. 4, to which she 
was moored in from 5% to 6 fathoms of 
water.

President McKinley on this side and w 
Sagasta, the head of the Spanish gov­
ernment on the other. If either gov- ^ 
eminent ha 1 at its head a man of the w 
opposite kind, war would have been 
declared long ago. The cool heads of ^ 
McKinley and Sagasta have so far been h 
able to hold back the people who are 
clamoring for war. But how long can 
they hold them in check?

Matters have reached a crisis in both 11 
nations. The report of the court of 
inquiry in the Maine matter has ar­
rived at Washington. Previous to its li 
arrival it was comparatively easy to a 
keep the war spirit down. The govern- t; 
ment must go slow and be sure ot its 
ground. It must do nothing in haste « 
that might stain the honor ot the na- tl 
tion. "

On the other hand, Spain has just 
been having parliamentary elections. Lj 
and the new cortes—coming direct ^ 
from the people—will reflect the popu-j h 
lar will. The Spanish people are an 
impulsive race. They <1<> not like the 
attitude of the United States toward 
Spain on the Cuban question. 1 hey | 
resented the sending of an American | 
battleship to Havana and rejoiced when | 
it was destroyed. They resent thegath 
ering of an American fleet at Key \\ est 
and another at Hampton Roads, both 1 
near enough to threaten Havana, they 
see in our national sympathy for the 
Unbans a spirit that is hostile to Spain. 11 
They affect to believe that we are mak- 
ing the Maine incident a pretext for 
interference in behalf ot the Unbans. 
Under all the circumstances it would '* 
not be strange if there should be in the 
new Spanish cortes a drong war spirit, 
one which the conservatism of the Sa b 
gasta ministry cannot withstand.

President McKinley has much such > 
a situation to confront with congress. •* 
which is dominated by the war senti- 
ment. If the matter had been left to 
congress instead of to the president. 
war would have been declared before b 
this time. Prudence has dictated that ' 
the nation should be put on a war toot- 1 
ing as last as possible, while the prob- ^ 
lem was getting into shape for solution, 
and to this end every possible prepar- | 
ation has been made. The navy has < 
been strengthened, vessels have been s 
made ready for war, fortifications have v 
been made,$50,000,000 has been appro- i 
priated for the national defense, and ;1 
the arsenals and navy yards of the | 
country have been turned into scenes s 
of activity. It is probable that the f 
next few days will decide the question \ 
as to peace or war. The situation is s 
most serious, and while war may not t 
be the outcome, the chances are the 1 
other way.

It now looks as though Spain would . 
propose to allow the herded people in t 
fortified towns to return to their homes, , 
and to provide food enough to keep the , 
hungry from starving—a proposition I , 
which if accepted by Uncle Sam would ( 
leave him in such a position that he , 
could not even recognize the insurgents । 
while Spain lived up to the terms of 
the proposition. As to the Maine mat- ) 
ter, Spain will undoubtedly take advan- ( 
tage of the stand we took in the Vene­
zuelan boundary question and ask that 
the Maine matter be arbitrated.

The sign of war which comes near­
est to the people of Wisconsin in con­
nection with the Spanish troubles is : 
the ordei received at Milwaukee a few : 
days ago for the revenue cutter Gresh­
am tw go to the Atlantic coast as soon 
as the dukes are open. It indicates 
that the government feels that war is 
indeed imminent. The Gresham was 
not built for a war vessel, yet she can 
be turned into a valuable auxiliary to 
a battleship very easily. She has no 
armament of war, but is arranged so as 
to carry several effective guns if it be­
comes necessary. The Gresham will 
leave Milwaukee today (Sat.) and go 
to the coast by way of the St. Laurence 
river. If war ensues she will be used 
as a dispatch boat and torpedo de­
stroyer.

The Klondike appears to have been 
almost forgotten in the greater interest 
aroused over the probability of war 
with Spain. In such a contest the ice 
of the frozen north must melt under 
the fervid rays of the war god of the 
south. And yet thousands upon thous­
ands of enthusiastic gold seekers are 
toiling through the mountain passes to 
make their fortunes if they can.

Officers of the army and navy on 
the retired list have been notified by 
tiie government to hold themselves in 
readiness for active service again in 
case of an emergency. Capt. Charles 
King of Milwaukee, who was on the 
point of going to Europe to join his 
family, has given up the trip and is 
waiting for orders.

The Russian government has issued 
a decree to exclude the Chinese from 
Siberia, where there is great complaint 
from the people of their influence upon 
the labor market.

Public Demonstration at the Ob­
sequies of One of the Battle­

ship Maine’s Dead.

Pittsburg, Pa., March 30.—The cities 
of Pittsburg and Allegheny united today 
in a loyal and patriotic spirit and paid 
the highest civic and military honors to 
the remains of Lieut. Friend W. Jenkins, 
who perished on the United States battle­
ship Maine. The public funeral accorded 
Lieut. Jenkins’ remains was not a local 
matter merely, dictated by the motives 
of local pride in a martyred son of this 
community; it was a national affair and 
was the first outpouring of the sentiments 
of the people, for this was the first fu­
neral of a victim of the AJaine that has 
taken place on American soil and Lieut. 
Jenkins was the most representative 
American of all the 269 victims.

From the time of the arrival of the 
body in Pittsburg at 6:05 this morning un­
til the volley of musketry over the grave 
in Uniondale cemetery, Allegheny, the 
manifestations of mourning afid patriot­
ism were marked in two cities.

Flags were at half-mast everywhere. 
The tolling of bells, echoes of minute 
guns, and the marked suppression of the 
boisterousness of ordinary days, the 
strains of funeral airs and the muffled 
roll of drums told those who heard, but 
did not see, of the solemn event passing 
this day.

The funeral programme was made to 
occupy most of the day, and the weather 
was most favorable for it. First the 
body was taken to Allegheny and placed 
in state at 9 o'clock in the postoffice cor­
ridors. A squail of Division C, Pennsyl­
vania naval reserves, was the guard of 
honor.

At 11 o’clock, still escorted by the mili­
tary guard and a detachment of police­
men, it was brought to the courthouse in 
this city, where it again laid in state for 
two hours. While the people tiled by 
the bier and the bells tolled, the National 
guard organizations and the G. A. R.

At the beginning of the Eighteenth 

century a soldier belonging to one of the 
French garrisons in India became en­
amored of the eyes of Brahma in the 
temple of Serringham. These eyes were 
diamonds, more brilliant than ever 
shone under the eyebrows of Crapaud’s 
European divinities. Their luster cap­
tivated his soul. He haunted the temple, 
and. yielding to the might of the god, 
became a convert to his worship. At 
least so he persuaded the priests, who 
went so far as to admit him to some care 
of the temple, doubtless trusting Brahma 
to protect his own. But on a stormy 
night the convert disappeared, and with 
him one of the idol’s eyes, the other 
having resisted all his efforts to dislodge 
it. So Brahma was left squinting, anil 
the perfidious Frenchman sold his prize 
to a captain in the English navy for 
about $10,000. Later it was bought by 
the Armenian merchant Schaffras for 
more than five times this sum. and shown 
by him to Catharine of Russia, who of­
fered for it about $400,000. a life pension 
of $18,000 and a patent of nobility.
