Washington. D. C.. April 13.—At 1:30 
p. m. the majority of the House com­
mittee on foreign affairs agreed to the fol­
lowing resolution, which will be reported 
to the House this afternoon:

"M hereas, that the government of 
Spain fur three years past has been at 
war on the island of Cuba against a rev­
olution by the inhabitants thereof, with­
out making any substantial progress to­
wards the suppression of said revolution, 
and has conducted the warfare in a man­
ner contrary to the laws of nations, by 
methods inhuman and uncivilized, caus­
ing the death by starvation of more than 
200.000 innocent non-combatants, the 
victims being for the most part helpless 
women and children; inflicting intolerable 
injury to the commercial interests of the 
United States, involving the destruction 
of the lives and projsTty of many of our 
citizens; entailing the expenditure of mil­
lions of dollars in patroling our coasts 
and policing the high seas in order to 
maintain our neutrality; and

“Whereas, this long series of losses, in­
juries and burdens for which Spain is 
responsible has culminated in the de­
struction of the United States battleship 
Maine in the harbor of Havana and in 
the death of 266 of our seamen.”

PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

WANT TEN-HOUR DAY.
Employes of Chippewa Lumber 

Boom Company Refuse 
to Work.

McKinley Opposes Recognition of 
Cuban Independence by 

Congress.
Washington. D. C., April 11.—The 

President's message asks Congress to au­
thorize the President to take measures to 
secure termination of hostilities in Cuba 
and to secure the establishment of a sta­
ble government there, and to use the mili­
tary and naval forces of the United 
States as may lie necessary for those pur­
poses.

The President says the only hope of re­
lief from a condition which can no longer 
be endured is the enforced pacification of 
the island. The issue is new with Con­
gress anil he awaits its action, standing 
prepared to carry out every obligation im- 
posed on him by the constitution.

Spain’s decree for a suspension of hos­
tilities is submitted to Congress for just 
and careful attention, with the observa­
tion that if the measure attains a success­
ful result then our aspirations as a peace- 
loving people will lie realized. If it fails, 
it will be only another justification for 
further contemplated action.

The Maine incident figures prominently 
in the message. The President argues 
that the wreck of the Maine in Havana 
harbor shows that Spain is not able to 
guarantee security to foreign vessels. 
Spain has disavowed any connection with 
that disaster and has offered to submit 
to arbitration all the differences which 
mav arise from that affair.

The President favors intervention to 
terminate hostilities in Cuba and asks dis­
cretionary authority, but opposes recog­
nition of present Cuban government.

LOGGING ESTIMATES.

Input of Past Year on Black River Small-

Chippewa Falls. Wis., April 12.—Dur­
ing the past season there has been put in 
on the Black river in Wisconsin, about 
75.<MM>,000 feet of logs. This is the small­
est input on that stream since the. year 
1868. Logging operations on the Black 
river reached their height in the early 
'80s. though for a number of years fol­
lowing that there was a large input. The 
largest amount ever taken out in any one 
vear was in 881, when there were 25u. 
669.739 feet logged. In 1890 there wa* a 
spurt that lasted only for the year and 
there were cut over 2’ 10,000.91 mi feet. In 
the fortv-five years since 1853 there ha» 
been cut on the Black river and its tribu 
taries almost 5,000.000.000 feet of tim 
ber. It is likely that the figures of the 
early years are much too small, and that 
an accurate record was not kept of the 
amount of timber cut. It is estimated 
that there are now standing on the 
stream less than 200.000,000 feet and 
that in three or four years at the most 
logging there will have been ended.
