WED Bl THE WIND
Rockford. Ill., May 19.—Eleven people 

are known to be dead and twoscore bad­
ly injured as a result of a destructive cy­
clone which swept over Ogle county last 
evening. The storm came from the south­
west and was from 300 to 400 feet wide. 
It leveled everything in its path, demol­
ishing hundreds of farmhouses and barns, 
and killing much livestock. The storm 
was severest at Stillman Valley, where it 
wrecked fifteen buildings, two churches 
and a depot. Great damage was also

NN <>rks was demolished and twenty-nine 
of his valuable herd of Hoiderness cows 
were caught in the basement. By hard 
work all but five were saved. Mr. Works 
had no tornado insurance; loss. $5000. 
Gottlieb Burgess’ house was demolished, 
but he and his family were under a bridge 
near by and escaped.

Rib Falls Suffers Severely.
One of the strangest freaks of the 

storm was that there were more fatali­
ties in a small farming community in the 
town of Rili Falls as the result of the 
wind than in Antigo, where the storm 
swept through the northern portion of 
the city and wrecked all the buildings in 
a section two squares wide. The first 
victim- of the wind were members of the 
Hanke family, which lived about four 
miles northva-t of Rib Falls village and 
here Fritz Hauke and wife and their 
son Fred. 18 years old. were killed. Otto, 
another son. aged 21. was so severely in­
jured internally that it is feared he will 
die. and Charles, another son. 25 years 
old. was also injured, but his wounds are 
not thought to lie dangerous. In the 
town of Stettin lived another son of the 
Hankes. Albert, who was married, and 
he was also killed by the wind which 
w recked his old home and killed his par­
ents and brother.

Track of the Storm.
The track of the storm appears to have 

been in a northeasterly direction, but no 
fatalities are reported at the time this is 
written between rhe town of Stettin and 
the city of Antigo.

ty was about $35,000. with scarcely any 
insurance against cyclones and tornadoes.

OVER TWO COUNTIES.

Path of the Storm was Through 
Pierce and Oneida.

Rhinelander. NVis.. May 19.—A cyclone 
passed from west to east across Pierce 
and Oneida connties in Northern Wiscon­
sin al*out 6 o'clock last night. The track 
of the storm extended forty miles from 
Hrant wood. Price county, to Pennington, 
< tneida county, both towns on the Soo 
railroad. At Pennington the roundhouse, 
depot and a number of houses were de­
stroyed. Two men. Charles Fosberg, 
section foreman, and E. C. Beekman, car 
repairer, were killed. Eight were in­
jured. Five are reported killed at Har­
shaw. a small lumbering town twenty 
miles west of here.

EIGHTEEN BODIES IN A DEPOT

Brought in to Heafford Junction from

Rhinelander. Wis., May 19.—[Special.] 
—A tornado, terrible in its destructive 
powers, visited this section last night at 7 
o’clock. Houses were unroofed, trees 
torn up by the roots and the timber lev­
eled. At Pennington, eleven miles east 
on the Soo road, the wind swept every­
thing before it. The depot, roundhouse, 
hotel and dwellings were destroyed and 
huge cars of coal picked up bodily and 
throw n from the track. Two men were 
killed outright and a number injured. 
The killed are: John Fosberg, section 
foreman; unmarried: skull crushed. E. C. 
Beekman, car repairer; unmarried; neck 
bn ken. The badly injured are at the 
hospital here: T. J. Wettiver. a conductor 
running between Pennington and Glad­
stone. had his head ent, hand broken and 
back injured: Mrs. Charles Hickey has a 
4-inch cut in head, ankle sprained and arm 
bruised; John E. Kibler, telegraph opera­
tor. had his head badly cut, shoulder 
bruised, ankle lacerated: John McDon­
ald. section hand, nns broken, face 
bruised, injured internally. An engineer 
and fireman, both badly hurt, were taken 
to Minneapolis.

The “Soo" officials are here and doing 
everything possible. A local accommoda­
tion train due here at 7:25 p. m. from 
Minneapolis was delayed three hours by 
the storm. It was obliged to back up 
several times. It brought a report that 
eighteen dead bodies laid in the depot at 
Heafford Junction. These are supposed 
to have come from Goodyear's camp, near 
Harshaw, where thirteen men were re­
ported killed. Communication is difficult 
with wires down in many directions. 
Line repairers are busily engaged estab­
lishing connections between here and 
Gladstone, Mich., many poles being 
down.

The schoolhouse in the town of Pelican 
was destroyed and several buildings were 
unroofed.

It is now likely that the Soo division 
will be changed to Morrison, a station 
west of Prentice, as the damage at Pen­
nington is such that it is not thought that 
the place will be rebuilt. Morrison has 
been fitted up with sidings and tracks 
with the intention of making it the di­
vision point, but the change was not in­
tended to be made for several months.

Storm Does Great Damage in a 
Lumber Camp.

Tomahawk, NVis.. May 19.—[Special.] 
George Martell of this city was killed in 
the tornado that passed fifteen miles 
north of here, while in a logging camp. 
Thirty-five others were badly injured. 
Three physicians went on a social train 
last night. The party has not returned. 
The storm did great damage.

FILL OLD REGIMENTS,
No New Companies will be Ad­

mitted Until the Army is at
Full Strength.

Washington. D. C.. May 19.—A num­
ber of applications have been received at 
the adjutant-general's office for copies of 
muster rolls with which to form the nu­
cleus of national guard organizations in 
tin- various states to take the place* of 
commands absorbed by the recruiting in 
the volunteer army. These applications 
come from persons whose intentions the 
department officials say may be all right, 
but who apparently fail to comprehend 
the provision in the volunteer act bearing 
on the subject of the admission of new 
organizations. The volunteers shall be 
so recruited as to maintain them as near 
to their maximum strength as the Presi­
dent may deem necessary and no new or­
ganization is to lie accepted into service 
from any state unless the organizations 
already in service from such state are 
as near to their maximum strength of 
officers and enlisted men as the President 
decides shall be the case.

This provision, it is explained, is intend­
ed to prevent a condition of affairs simi­
lar to that which existed in the war of 
the Rebellion, when the veteran regiments, 
depleted by active service on the field, 
were not recruited again to their full 
strength, but new regiments were con­
stantly added to the army. This latter 
practice was reprehensible in that it thrust 
raw and undisciplined men forward in the 
new organizations instead of recruiting 
them to the older and established veteran 
regiments. It is pointed out that few if 
any of the regiments of the volunteer 
army are recruited to their maximum 
strength and that if additional volunteers 
are called for they will be used first of all 
to bring these regiments up to the legal 
number provided by law. Many of the 
regiments contain less than 1000 men 
whereas their maximum strength is. in the 
case of the infantry, over 1300 men.

For these reasons the officials of the 
war department desire to discourage the 
idea of the formation of new organiza­
tions if it is contemplated that they are 
to enter the service as such, although 
there is no reason why they should not 
be organized with a view to disciplining 
the men for any service that might be 
required of them hereafter in the event 
that additional volunteers are called for. 
Another bad feature of the admission in 
the volunteer army of the new organiza­
tions is that it results in a proportion of 
officers to soldiers much larger than is 
contemplated by law. which will not oc­
cur if the men are recruited into the older 
regiments. >________________

NATIVES MASSACRED.

London. May 19.—A dispatch to the 
Star from Montreal, published today, 
says Senor Polo y Bernabe has secured, 
by cable, a coal depot near St. Pierre, 
Miquelon, the French colony on the south 
coast of Newfoundland, at which the Ca­
diz squadron will coal, previous to at­
tacking the Atlantic seaboard of the 
United States, while the Cape Verde 
squadron, commanded by Admiral Cer- 
vera, draws off the squadrons command­
ed by Rear-Admiral Sampson and Com­
modore Schley.

Montreal, Que., May 19.—Grave dan­
ger lurks in the scheme projected by 
Senor Polo y Bernabe and his ambassa­
dorial associates who are now housed in 
the Windsor hotel in this city.

His object, it is believed by the United 
States secret service agents here, is to 
bring the Cadiz fleet to within striking 
distance of the Maine. Massachusetts and 
New York sealmard.

This fleet consists of the first-class bat­
tleship Pelayo, the armored cruiser Im- 
parador, Carlos V. and Alfonso XIII., 
and the newly-equipjied cruisers Rapido 
aud Patria. besides the tori>edo destroyers 
Augaz and Proserpina. These ships are 
ready for sea and by the time they will 
have reached th • landward waters of 
Newfoundland coal supplies will await 
them there to replenish their depleted 
bunkers.

This information may completely 
change the plans of the American naval 
strategic hoard, which is now concentrat­
ing its energies with respect to the move­
ments of Admiral Cervera’s fleet in the 
Caribbean sea. Admiral Cervera. on 
reaching Martinique in the French West 
Indies, proceeded to Curaeoa. where he 
procured coal supplies, it is believed, from 
Spanish ships awaiting him there.

The Cadiz fleet, if Polo's plans are not 
checkmated, will seek to cross the north 
Atlantic and in a similar manner obtain 
coal supplies from Spanish vessels now- 
awaiting them in the vicinity of St. Pierre 
and Miquelon, the coaling station of the 
French north Atlantic squadron.

St. Pierre and Miquelon lie southeast of 
the coast of Newfoundland. They are 
far out of the track of the great Atlantic 
highway from New York to Great Brit­
ain. Here there is a direct cable run­
ning to Brest. France, with a connecting 
line to Montreal via North Sydney. Cape 
Breton.

Information is positive that Senor Polo 
already has been in communication with 
parties in St. Pierre. In fact, circum­
stantial evidence would go to show that 
his correspondents in that island 
were Spanish officers, who came 
ahead to make arrangements for 
the fleet. Having guaranteed this sup­
ply of coal, it is now believed that an 
order has been flashed to Cadiz to advance 
the Spanish flotilla beaded by the battle­
ship Pelayo. Once possessed of a fresh 
coal supply, the Spanish admiral would 
be prepared to hurl his forces upon the 
ports on the New England seaboard.

Circumstances point to the fact that a 
supply of coal was sought to be obtained 
for the Cadiz fleet at Louisburg. Cape 
Breton. The Dominion Coal company, 
however, which controls the supply there, 
and which, by the way. is an American 
company, recently refused to accept an 
order for a suspiciously large amount of 
coal, the destination of which could not 
be ascertained.

Agents of the company in Montreal 
caused the statement to be published that 
the order was refused because it was be­
lieved that it would further Spanish nav­
al operations. Senor Polo was the Span­
ish factor in this deal.

CHARLESTON PUTS BACK
Trivial Accident to Her Condens­

ers Delays Departure for 
Philippines.

Vallejo, Cal., May 19.—The cruiser 
Charleston that railed yesterday for Ma­
nila with ammunition and supplies for 
Admiral Dewey, is back at her berth at 
Mare island navy-yard with her conden­
sers out of order. The cruiser steamed 
about the bay all day yesterday, out of 
sight of San Francisco, while her com­
passes were being adjusted and cargo 
trimmed. NVhen everything was in readi­
ness for a start on the journey the con­
densers were found to lie out of order. 
The accident was trivial, but Capt. Glass 
concluded it would be better to return to 
the navy-yard aud secure the benefit of 
the facilities there than to repair the 
damage at sea. The Charleston will make 
another start within the next two days.

TO CUT THE CABLES.

Spaniards Killed Hundreds 
Rebels Before Dewey 

Arrived.

of

Vancouver. B. C., May 19.—It appears 
from information brought by the Em­
press of India that the Spanish did a lit­
tle bombarding on their own account in 
the Philippines about a fortnight before 
Admiral Dewey silenced their fleet. 
About the middle of April, says a Manila 
report. Spanish 'warships went down to 
Cebu, where they bombarded the city. 
The troops met no opposition on landing, 
the rebels having absconded before a shot 
was fired, taking with them, it is said. 
$200,000 in cash. About thirty natives 
were killed in the bombardment, but no 
European casualties are reported.

The foreigners in business in Cebu 
hoisted their national flags over their 
premises and these were respected by the 
Spanish admirad. Cebu, which ranks 
third in the cities in the Philippines, was 
wrecked by the bombardment.

A massacre of rebels by the Spanish 
also preceded Admiral Dewey's volley. 
Another account from Manila says: 
“The other day a panic was occasioned 
in the city by a report that the suburb of 
Tonde, had arisen. All the doors and 
windows were closed and the civil guard 
paraded tbs streets. The real cause of 
the panic was afterwards discovered to 
be surprise by the civil guards of a meet­
ing of insurrectionists in a house in Calle 
de Camda. The civil guards opened fire 
upon the rebels and at the same time 
bnrst open the doors of the bouse. The 
rebels offered afoot resistance with long 
knives and axes, but the volleys soon set­
tled matters, seven natives being killed. 
Eight of the guard were wounded and 
later two died. Subsequently sixty or 
seventy persona were captured and shot 
without loss of time. It is estimated 200 
rebels escaped into the country. Two 
companies of the Third native regiment 
were also sent in pursuit. Risings in 
Bolinac and Zambeles have been sub­
dued. Spanish troops having killed thou­
sands of Indians and hundreds of women 
and children.”

American Warships Are Off Santi­
ago de Cuba—Bombard­

ment Reported.

Chicago, Ill.. May 19.—A special to 
the Daily News from Washington says: 
Although nothing official is given out at 
the navy department, the opinion is cau­
tiously expressed that the reported bom­
bardment of Santiago de Cuba is prob­
ably true.

A large number of American vessels 
are there and one of the special missions 
to which they have been assigned is the 
cutting of the cable from that port.

There are three cables at Santiago de 
Cuba, two running to Jamaica and one 
to Hayti. They are British property, but 
they either have been or will be cut to 
prevent Blanco from communicating with 
any outside points.

OFF FORTHEPHILIPPINES.
Pittsburg People Stay Up All Night 

to Bid Troop* Goodby.
Pittsburg. Pa.. May 19.—Five thou­

sand people. 3000 of them having re­
mained up all night, greeted the Tenth 
Pennsylvania volunteers when it arrived 
at Union station this morning on its 
way to San Francisco and then to Ma­
nila. The members of the regiment are 
from the surrounding towns in Western 
Pennsylvania and they were given an en­
thusiastic welcome. After breakfast had 
been served the troops departed for the 
West. Battery B of Pennsylvania also 
passed through during the night en route 
to Chickamauga.

THE WAR WITH SPAIN.

A month has passed since the dec­
laration of war against Spain, and 
three months since the destruction of 
the Maine in the harbor of Havana. 
It is but a short time, and yet much 
has been done by the American gov­
ernment toward getting its navy on 
a war footing. Many people appear , 
to be too anxious for results. Wars 
are not fought in such short periods ' 
of time, especially by countries which ! 
have to prepare for them after the I 
commencement of hostilities. If the 
United States had been the possessor 
of a strong navy and a large stand­
ing army, Cuba and Porto Rico 
could have been ours by this time, 
but the navy had to be strengthened 
and an army had to be raised. The 
navy has already been put into con­
dition to meet the Heetsof Spain and 
Admiral Sampson has been for some 
time trying to find the enemy to 
show what American seamen can do. 
An army has been raised and equip- 
l*d in the very short time since the

The achievement of Commodore 
Dewey in striking and annihilating 
the Spanish fleet at Maila without 
the loss of a man and with hardly 
any damage to his ships, stands 
without a parallel in the annals of 
naval warfare. There have been 

I great naval victories in the past, but 
I the victors have never bought their 
successes without a great expendi­
ture of blood and ships. In this re­
spect Dewey’s victory stands alone, j 
and it will probably never have its 
equal in all time. CommodoreDewev 
acted promptly, and some think 
rashly, for a defeat to him meant 

| destruction to his fleet, as he had no 
harbor wherein to retire if he had 
been beaten. He was in the Asiatic 
waters with the American Pacific 
squadron. Spain held the Philippine 
islands where her armies and fleet 
had been vainly trying to put down 
such an insurrection of the inhabit­
ants as has been in existence in 
Cuba for the past three years. The 
Spanish fleet was not as strong as 
the American fleet, but it was sup­
ported by the heavy fortifications on 
the land, and its admiral believed he 
was secure from attack.

Two regiments of 
Wisconsin soldiers are in the camp 
at Chicamauga, over 2,000 of the 
brave sons of the Badgerstate, readv 
to do what they can to uphold the 
honor of the nation and avenge the 
insult to the flag of their country by 
the treacherous destruction of our 
battle ship and nearly 300 of its । 
crew when the vessel was at anchor

know Dewey as he knows him now. 
No naval commander had ever as­
saulted a strong enemy under such 
conditions, and it was something 
that the Spaniard could not expect. 
He was therefore taken by surprise 
and fought at a great disadvantage, 
but his failure to deal some damage 
to his antagonist was as incompre-
hensible to the Americans as their 
sudden attack was to him. Thev 
steamed into the harbor of Manila 
fully prepared to take the chances of 
war and find a desperate battle on 
their hands.

The Philippine islands are thous­
ands of miles from our shores and 
still farther from Spain. To com­
plete the conquest of the islands and 
thus cripple the Spanish power in 
that quarter of the world it is neces­
sary to send an army to support the 
fleet. Such an army is alreadygath-

in what was supposed to be a 
friendly port.

It is answer enough to those who 
complain of the delay in getting the 
fleets and armies into battle to show 
the record that has been made bv 
these two Wisconsin regiments, it 
being only fifteen days after the 
troops were called out that thev 
were on their way fully equipped to 
the camp in Georgia. Such expedi- 
dition was possible because thestate 
had ready an organized national 
guard, but the speed with which the 
troops were gathered, mustered into 
the United States service and for­
warded to the seat of war is almost 
marvelous. These troops left another 
regiment of over 1.000 men in Camp 
Harvey at Milwaukee almost readv 
to follow them as soon as the orders 
should come. Back of these brave 
men stands thousands more ready 
and anxious to follow them if there 
should be a second call for troops. 
The whole state is alive with patri­
otic devotion, and all of the other 
states are in line with Wisconsin. 1 
The second call for troops cannot be 
tilled so quickly because nearly all 
the national guard of the states has 
been taken by the first call, only six 1

■•^DS Gt San Francisco and American 
soldiers will have their first oppor­
tunity to do battle in a part of the 
old world, the little wars this coun­
try had in its infancy with the Bar­
bary states having been conducted 
wholly by the navy. Perhaps Wis­
consin troops may have apart inthe 
conquest of the Philippines, since a 
regiment has already been ordered 
from Minnesota to join that army, 
and as this article is written it seems 
likely that there will be another call 
for troops to follow those who went 
under the first call. The indications 
are that from 12,000 to 15,000 men 
will be required for service in the 
Philippines, as less than that number 
would not be able to hold them if 
Spain should make any effort to re­
cover them.

A Wonderful Solar Engine.
At Longwood, near Boston, a solar en­

gine of ingenious construction, which has 
been under construction for several 
months, was given a highly-successful 
test with cold water in the boiler, the for­
mation of steam being almost instantlj. 
The gauge registered a pressure of about 
85 pounds in half an hour, which drove 
the engine steadily, doing the work of 
about two horse-power.

The engine consists of three parts a 
reflector, which concentrates the heat, a 
cylinder for generating the steam ami a 
device for keeping the sun’s rays con- 
stantlv in focus on the cylinder. In the 
machine set up at Longwood there is a 
heavy iron framework, which support a 
series of glass mirrors, arranged in a 
semi-circular sheet 22 feet in diameter. 
This mirror is nearly as high as it is wide, 
and the framework on which it is placed 
is so adjusted that it will follow the sun 
in its circuit, and may be adjusted by 
hand from week to week to follow the 
declination of the sun.

This boiler is one of the peculiar fea­
tures of the solar machine, which would 
puzzle anyone unacquainted with helio­
dynamics. It is of copper, about 8 inches 
in diameter and as long as the curved 
mirror, in tho focus of which it is placed. 
Owing to the fact that that mirror is 
made up of innumerable facets of glass 
the cylinder receives light on every part 
of its surface, cutting out any area of 
shadow at the back and having the direct 
sunlight in front.

Mr. Gladstone had been unconscious 
practically all day, though at times he 
seemed to recognize for a moment some 
of the watchers about him. Certainly he 
did recognize his wife who was beside 
him all day. except when the physician 
prevailed upon her to rest. She tenderly 
clasped her husband’s hand as she 
watched him.

Apparently he slept a good deal, and 
occasionally he uttered a few words in an
incoherent, dreamy ■—words
who were watching were unable to catch. 
Their only consolation was that he was 
not suffering pain. No narcotics were ad­
ministered.

Though a national funeral will probably 
be accepted by the family, there is little 
doubt that the remains of Mr. Gladstone 
will be laid at rest in the peaceful grave­
yard at Hawarden adjoining the church 
where he was married more than half a 
century ago.

The very early life of William Ewart 
Gladstone* did not differ materially from 
that of any other English boy of that day 
and station in the world. After Sir John. 
William Gladstone’s father, had become 
firmly established in trade the family 
took up its residence at Seaforth, ami it 
was there that William spent his boyhood. 
His home life was such as to shape his 
character in a firm and desirable mold. 
His father was a lowland Scotchman, 
whose dominant characteristics were can­
niness, unbending will, imperious spirit 
ami inexhaustible eneigy, each one of 
which was inherited by the boy and sub­
sequently displayed to a marked degree.

Congress Should Build at Once Six 
Large, Modern, Armored

Cruisers.
Washington, D. C., May 19. Ex-Sec­

retary of the Navy Tracy of New Aork, 
undeY whose official administration of the 
navy department many of the battleships 
and cruisers of our navy were projected 
and built, was at the navy department to­
day, meeting his oid associates and talk­
ing with the officials on the status of the 
present war. Gen. Tracy was asked if 
our ships in their present active service 
met the expectations he had of them when 
the new naw was being developed.

"To judge from Manila, they are meet­
ing everv expectation,” said Gen. I racy. 
"And vet I believe it to be the plain duty 
of Congress to authorize immediately the 
construction of six large armored cruisers 
of the most modern type, even larger than 
the cruisers New York and . Brookly n. 
These should be ordered in addition to the 
ships authorized by the regular naval ap­
propriation bill. Now that we are called 
upon to carry on offensive warfare the 
need of armored cruisers is imperative, 
and the lack of them at present is a se­
rious handicap.

"Our new navy was developed on the 
idea of being a defensive navy, not an of­
fensive one. It was thought that if we 
ever had a war it would be one of the 
great naval powers, capable of throwing 

i their vast naval armament against our 
shores. To meet this onslaught we pro­
ceeded on the theory of having a navy to 
protect our long stretch of coast, and 
incidentally to scout the ocean and cause 
all the damage possible on the commerce 
which most of the naval powers possess.

: For that reason we built our battleships 
anil our unarmored cruisers. The battle­
ship is essentially for defensive purposes, 
as it lacks the speed essential to carry on 
effective offensive warfare, although, of 
course, it is a valuable adjunct in any 
line of warfare. The unarmored cruisers, 
such as the Minneapolis and Columbia, 
were designed mainly as swift scouts, 
aud also as commerce destroyers.

"Now. however, we find ourselves at 
war with a nation which has little com­
merce to be destroyed, so that the unar­
mored cruiser has little work to accom­
plish in the line of its original purpose 
as a commerce destroyer, although tain- 
able as an adjunct in any line. In short, 
we are carrying on what was not expect­
ed. an offensive instead of a defensive 
war anil as a result we ought to ha\e 
the ships capable of executing offensive 
warfare. The armored cruisers New 
York and Brooklyn are fine ships of 
their class and are exactly fitted for this 
line of defensive work. They combine 
the features of heavy armor and pro­
tected decks of an ironclad together with 
the speed of a cruiser. But what we 
want is more of them.

"The strength of the Spanish squadron 
now in Southern waters lies in the fact 
that it has this type of armored cruis­
ers, with speed and protective armors, 
suitable for offensive work. L nder the 

i new conditions which have arisen it 
semis plain that Congress should provide 
at least six of these armored cruisers. 
We are not only carrying on an of­
fensive warfare but we are reaching out 
to the Philippines. The entire theory of 
a defensive navy, on which our present 
naw was formed, has been changed by
this" conflie’t with Spain, 
changed, the new condition:

Haymaking in India.

It is impossible to 
Sake good hay before that time, for, even 
in periods when there is no rain, the 
ground is so wet that moisture is drawn 
un bv the hay, which, quite independently 
of this circumstance, does not dry proper­
ly in the humid atmosphere. There are 
forty-eight good species of natural grasses,

He distinguished himself early in his 
Eton career by turning down his glass 
and refusing to drink to a coarse toast 
proposed at an election dinner, and later 
attracted general attention by a protest 
against the torture of wretched pigs, 
which were considered fair game for 
school boys on Ash Wednesday. He took 
a prominent part in the debating society, 
and at the age of 18 contributed to the 
Eton Miscellany under the nom de 
plume of Bartholomy Bauveire.

At the age of 19 he went up to Ox­
ford and became a model undergraduate. 
Ten years after he left it was said that 
undergraduates drank less wine in the 
’40s because Gladstone had been so ab­
stemious in the ’30s. It was in 1831 
that he made his first great speech at the 
Oxford union, of which he was the first 
secretary and later president. It is no­
table that it was in denunciation of the 
reform bill. The speech attracted the at­
tention of Bishop Wadsworth, who de­
clared that some day Gladstone would be 
premier of England, a prediction which 
was fulfilled thirty-seven years later. It 
was about this time that Gladstone con­
cluded that mathematics was not his 
forte and he wrote home saying he had 
decided to concentrate his attention on

He was defeated for Oxford university in 
1865, but found a seat in South Lanca­
shire and became chancellor of the ex­
chequer. After Palmerston’s death he 
became leader in the Commons under 
Lord John Russell's second administra­
tion. On the defeat of the* reform bill in 
1866 the ministry resigned and Disraeli, 
coming in, “dished the whigs” by a re­
form bill of his own. which Gladstone 
vainly opposed. While in opposition he

He told me that the first book 
which he ever translated into Russian 
was Thomas a Kempis ’Imitation of 
Christ;” and of that he gave me the Latin 
original from which he had made bis 
translation, with a copy of the transla­
tion itself. He also told me that the next 
book which he translated was a volume 
of Emerson’s essays; and he added that 
for years there had always lain open upon 
bis ’study table a volume of Emerson s
