tactics and showed that, after weeks of ’ 
weary following of clues furnished by .

succeeded in bottling up the Spanish nee, 
in one of its own harbors. Less than 
two days before two supposed Cuban 
pilots sent from Jamaica by the govern­
ment had informed the commodore on the 
deck of the Brooklyn that no vessels of 
the size of the Spanish warships could 
go up the harbor, and after this informa­
tion had been politely received the pilots 
were sent back to Kingston, altnougn 
they desired to be landed in Cuba.

The latest maps of the harbor show a 
narrow but deep channel, fairly .well 
protected and supposed to be mined. 
The narrow neck is not wide enough to 
allow more than one shin at a time to 
pass up, and the batteries, unless re­
duced, would be very destructive.

Strength of the Batteries.
There are three batteries outside and 

three small ones inside and between the 
entrance place and the city proper the 
distance is very nearly three miles up the 
bay, measuring from Morro castle.

The latest information in possession of 
the government showed that at the nar­
rowed point entrance near Morro castle 
there are three lines of electrically- 
worked mines. thirty in all. Besides 
this there are two sets of new batteries 
just opposite the Morro. forming with 
the latter, a dangerous cross-fire. Just 
inside this, are two batteries on the east 
shore. Estrella and Catalina.

Inspiring Scene When the Big Gray 
Battleship Made Her 

Appearance.
On Board the Associated Press Boat 

Dauntless. May 29, via Key West, Fla., 
June 2.-11:40 a. m.—The United States 
battleship Oregon joined the fleet this 
morning, finishing the most remarkable 
long-distance cruise in the history of 
modern ironclads. Her reception by the 
fleet was worthy of her achievement. 
Coming along at a 15-knot speed, she 
swept in a majestic semi-circle through 
the fleet to a point opposite the flagship, 
solid ranks of white-clad, cheering sail­
ors manning the sides of each vessel as 
she passed.

Chicago, Ill., June 1.—Charles N. Post, 
vice-president of the Lyon A Healy com­
pany, who has just returned from an ex­
tended tour of the Orient, met Admiral 
Dewey in Hong Kong March 25.

Farmer Boys Fired at a Train.

Two farmer boys have been ar­
rested by Supt. Cantillion of the lo­
cal line of the North-Western railway 
and Detectives Peck and McManus 
of Milwaukee, on a charge of having 
thrown a stone and fired a bullet at 
a passenger train in the afternoon of 
May 27th, near Granville.

or fatten than the strippings can be. 
Most farmers think that milk cannot be 
too rich for a fattening calf. But this 
ruins the cow, as by the time the calf 
gets to the strippings it Is tired of suck­
ling, and will never drain out the last 
drop, as the good milker always does.— 
American Cultivator.

Potash for Bearing Trees.
Either wood ashes or some other form 

of available potash should be applied 
without delay to all trees that show a 
full bloom. Spread It freely all over 
the surface in a well-filled orchard, or 
to the distance of twenty feet all 
around each single tree. Trees that 
stand singly spread their roots farther 
than trees in orchards, where they 
stand in blocks, and their roots Inter­
lace after they have made a few years’ 
growth. There is no harm In using an 
excess of potash. What Is not wanted 
this year is put In bank in the soil, 
which, after all, is about as profitable 
a bank as the farmer can put money 
into.

Destroying; Liveforever.
This Is not a really dangerous weed 

on rich land, for though it spreads by 
Its roots, and these are apparently In­
destructible when dug up and exposed 
to the air, the weed is not nearly so 
hard to kill as its discouraging name 
implies. On poor eoil it is rather hard 
to kill, and thus It probably gets Its 
name. If the land lie not rich, its leaves 
and stalks will be less succulent, and it 
is by rotting these down in connection 
with the root that the plant Is to be 
rotted down ami thus killed. Exposure 
to air and sun merely dries up the roots, 
ami when a wet time conies they revive 
and grow again.

Land Plaster on Potatoes.
Although land plaster does not pr^ 

duce so great effect on potatoes as it 
does on the clover crop, yet it will al- 
ways pay tv apply some during the 
growing season. When the potato bee­
tle first came, those who mixed paris 
green with plaster for the destruction 
of the pests said that the effect of the 
plaster in keeping the vines green long­
er more than offset the cost of the poi- 
sou. Gypsum on the leaves, by draw­
ing and holding moisture, made the po­
tato beetles less likely to lay their eggs 
on the hills thus treated.

It is not generally known that a small 
amount of grain fed to pigs during the 
summer, when they have a run in pas­
ture or orchard, brings a larger return 
than if fed at any other time of year. 
Most of the corn crop is fed out to the 
hogs late in fall, when they get so 
much that their stomachs are unable

Systematic Housework.
No one can accomplish much unless 

there is real system about their work. 
Not only will this give more time to ac­
complish each task, but having less to 
do each day the work will be done in 
a better manner. Always have certain 
days for laundry work; hang all the 
Ironed clothes around the fire till per­
fectly dry; when folded, always put 
those that need repairing in one place, 
and mend them before they are put 
away for good. Always have certain 
places on closet shelves, or in draw­
ers, for all clothes, and keep them in 
good order. Have one day in the week 
set apart for a good cleaning of the 
house, sweep and dust well, and with 
a little care the home may be kept in 
order all the time. If the sewing is all 
done at home, as it is in our case, do 
not make the mistake of sewing some 
nearly every day, but try to do your 
summer sewing in the winter or early 
spring, and winter sewing in the fall. 
By following this plan you will not al-
ways Im* rushed with your sewing, 
ways i»lan the work ahead ami you 
not always be kept at it; Insides, 
will find more real pleasure in 
work.

Wash the rhubarb and cut off the root 
and leaf end, but do not peel it, unless 
i ery tough, for the pink skin gives a 
fine color and flavor. If it is a very 
sour variety, pour boiling water over it 
and let it stand five minutes, then drain 
it. Put the rhubarb, cut into inch 
pieces, into a deep dish, earthen or 
granite, and sprinkle over it one level 
cup of sugar to each heaped pint of rhu 
barb. If you like the syrup thick, mix 
one level tablespoonful of cornstarch 
with the sugar. Add also one table- 
spoonful salt. Cover with a rich pastry 
crust and bake about half an hour.

To Prevent Attacks of Insects.
Al! fruit trees should be sprayed 

without regard to whether they have 
been attacked by insects or disease or 
cM-ajied. as it is less labor to prevent 
attacks than to remedy an evil after it 
appears. It costs more to repair dam- 
age than to ward off danger. In some 
States, such as California, spraying of 
tri“ s and vinos is enforced by law. If 
the grower neglects his duty lie is con­
sidered as one maintaining a public
nui and some official is ordered to
spray the orchard and add the cost to 
the tax bill of the negligent grower.

Manure on the farm is seldom an 
abundant article, and it is frequently 
spread over the land injudiciously. It 
should.be the aim to apply the manure 
over the poorest spots of the field more 
liberally than on the portions that are 
fertile. By so doing the farmer can 
utilize his manure to the best advant­
age and in a few years have his land 
uniform in fertility. When manure Is 
spread indiscriminately there will be 
more or less waste because of not hav­
ing a sufficiency to properly provide all 
the requisites of plants.

The slightest degree of tilth in a milk 
can will injure the milk, and it is 
H>s<ibb> to have portions of the former 
milk contained in tho can to be left 
over, despite the greatest care. First 
wash the cans in tepid water to which 
a little powdered borax has been added, 
ami then scald them with boiling wa- 
ter, adding borax again. Rinse with 
clean cold water ami place them where
du<t cannot reach them. Borax may 
be used freely in all water used
milk cans with advantage.

appearing In other trees in the orchard.
