Bauer, who shot Adolph Graeven, came 
to a close late yesterday afternoon, the 
prisoner being bound over for trial under • 
$5414 mi bonds.

Judge Saw- ■ 
yer. attorney for Bauer, waiving exam­
ination of his client.

Graeven was cross-examined by Attor­
ney Sawyer the entire afternoon. He 
said that about three years ago he sold j 
a farm on the Chicago road, south of Mil- • 
Waukee, for $34 44 44), This was bequeathed 
to him by his father. There was a mort- j 
gage amounting to about $1000 on the ; 
property which he paid. There was also ; 
another piece of land which he derived 
$!••"" from. It was sold for $3iMM» ami \ 
was divided between Graeven and a half- 
brother and half-sister. Louis Graeven. 
Wu half-brother, lives at 371 National I 
avenue and Lizzie Graeven. his half-sis-1 
t»r lives with a doctor at the corner of 
Third ami Washington streets. He said | 
be put $*iM» in the South Side bank. $400 I 
in the Commercial ami $4410 in the Plank­
inton. and the rest, about $4<*\ he carried I 
in his picket.

1 
The next day he tried to get the advance * 
money back, but the man would not 
give it to him. Graeven said he did not 
intend to buy a place near Hartford 
when he went, but had an idea that he 
might rent one. He counted the money i 
in the trunk there before he left and I 
I ’it it in one bag.

was jt. his pints pocket. That $80 he 
has in his possession.

Dr. Rogers was then called for the j 
state. He testified he arrived out to where } 
Graeven was at about 10:30. He found1 
Graeven very weak from loss of blood, j 
There were three bullet wounds on the 
skull, one in the breast just below right 
of heart, one U low the right shoulder : 
blade and one through the hand. The i 
bullet that struck the skull at the fore- ' 
head lodged just above the nose, which I 
is still there. The bullet which lodge,’ 1 
near the heart is also still there: H» I 
said there were no powder marks on th. 
wounds except around the wound on thf 
hand. Graeven bled profusely from thf 
nose and also from the wound near thf i 
h» art. The doctor thought the caliber of 
the revolver used was 22. “I in nc 
wise now think that the wounds are 
dangerous. Graeven will recover.” con 
eluded the doctor.

Graeven was recalled again, but most 
the questions were confined to the amount 
of money he had. Graeven seemed to bf 
all mixed up and several times got thing? 
badly twisted around.

It is the opinion of some here that, ac- I 
cording to testimony. Graeven did not 
have so much money as was represented. I 
and that the $84) which he had was prob- i 
ably all he took with him.

Bauer was put under $54X10 bail and 
taken to the county jail by the sheriff, 
where he will be kept until the circuit 
court convenes next fall.

Mrs. Bauer, wife of the prisoner, was 
here yesterday. When seen last evening 
by a Wisconsin reporter she said that she 
and her husband had always lived happi­
ly together. They had a good business. 
She said she never noticed anything wrong 
with her husband. They have no chil­
dren. Mr*. Bam r looked as though the 
sad affair had caused her much sorrow.

Henry Miller, her father, who lives near 
Cudahy, said that he does not believe that 
Graeven had more than $80 with him.

“Are you going to furnish bail:" was 
asked.

“How can I? I would willingly do so. 
but I am not worth enough. Besides, 
they ask for two sureties."

Mr. Miller and Mrs. Bauer took the 
train for Milwaukee last evening.

HELLSTEHN IS OUT.
His Attorney Says He was Unlaw­

fully Evicted from the Parish 
House.

Rev. Herman J. Hellstern, the Barton 
priest who has brought suit against 
Archbishop Katzcr. several of his fel­
low priests and members of his former 
congregation, has at last been dispos­
sessed of the parish house in Barton. 
Father Hellstern has been in possession 
since the eviction proceedings were in­
stituted. nearly two years ago.

The Sheriff • f Washington county is 
now in possession and it is stated that 
he has placed the priest of the church at 
Barton in charge of the house. Al­
though the sheriff acted under an execu­
tion issued by the circuit court for Wau­
kesha county, it is claimed by Father 
Hellstern’s attorney. H. L. Eaton, that 
he had no right to interfere ami suit is 
to be instituted for damages against him.

It is claimed that, according to the rec­
ord in the proceeding in which the execu­
tion was issued, the circuit court for 
Waukesha county had lost all jurisdic­
tion. the suit being now before the Su­
preme court upon an undertaking and ap­
peal assorted to have been properly tak­
en. served and filed. The congregation 
of the Immaculate Conception, the Bar­
ton parish, institute-1 proceedings to evict 
Father Hellstern. Tn, cause was tried 
before Judge Dick at Waukesha and 
judgment n ndered adversely to Father 
Hellstern.

Father Hellstern appealed from the de­
cision of the court. The bill of exceptions 
and undertaking on appeal were filed and 
■erred. As a precautionary measure. At­
torney Eaton states, ho also serve,! cop­
ies upon the sheriff of Washington coun­
ty. so that he might know the suit was 
on its way to the Supreme court. The 
bill of exceptions and undertaking was 
filed with the clerk at Waukesha, after 
having been serveri on March 211.

A short time ago Attorney O’Mara ap­
plied to »udge Dick and securer! an order 
directing Father Hellstern to show cause 
why certain records, exhibits, etc., should 
not be returned to the clerk of the court. 
Attorney Eaton did not appear as he con­
sidered the circuit court had lost all juris­
diction and the order was issued by 
Judge Dick. Then the execution was is­
sued directed to the sheriff ordering him 
to dispossess Father Heilstern.

Father Heilstern left the premises 
under protest, after there had been a 
show of force. He is now in Barton, at 
a private residence. Attorney Eaton 
stated this morning that there would be 
no activity in the suit against the sheriff 
until the Supreme court had passed upon 
the appeal. He said he would pay no at­
tention to the eviction of Father Hell­
stern until that time. Attorney Eaton 
asserts that the sheriff had no right to act 
in the matter on the further ground that 
there is no such corporation as the Con­
gregation of the Immaculate Conception 
of Barton. Washington county, the plain­
tiff in the eviction proceedings. The arti­
cles of incorporation give the name of the 
parish as the Congregation of the Immac­
ulate Conception, and then locate it at 
Barton in Washington county.

Fifty years ago today the territory 
of Wisconsin cessed to exist and the 
first governor of Wisconsin, Nelson I 
Dewey, was sworn in. That this event 
might be appropriately celebrated today 
an act of the Legislature and a proclama­
tion of the governor has made the day 
a legal holiday in the Badger state. To- I 
day, in a measure, Madison is Wisconsin, 
for the state’s most distinguished sons I 
and daughters are here at the capital to j 
celebrate fittingly fifty years of statehood, i 
This cannot be done in one day, how- ' 
ever, and so Madison has arranged to ex­
tend its hospitality to three days, and 
each day is to be full of events of inter- I 
est to the scholar, the patriot, the politi- | 
cian. the student and the observer of 
pageants.

Traveled by Stage Coach Then.
Fifty years ago, when the thirtieth star ' 

was firmly fixed in the field of blue. i*eo- I 
pie journeyed from Milwaukee to Madi­
son by stage coach. The journey took i 
almost as many days then as it does 
hours now by the two bands of steel , 
which unite the Badger metropolis and 
the capital city. Half a century ago the 
Democrats took possession of the state

government; today the Republicans direct 
the government machinery. In 1848 Wis­
consin's fighting sons were returning from 
war. where they had aided in acquiring 
the vast territory or California and New 
Mexico. The treaty of Guadaluupe had 
been signed February 2, 1MS.

1848. Today, fifty years afterwards.

It was on 
June 5. 1848. that the first Legislature 
of the state convene,! here. Today and 
for the next two days the semi-centen­
nial Legislature is to be on reception 
duty at its chambers, where it will re­
ceive the survivors of the Legislatures , 
of fifty years

For months Madison has been arrang­
ing for the reception of her guests on 
this important birthday of the state. Her 
invitation to the people of Wisconsin to 
join with her in this observance has been 
very generally accepted and the city is 
full of visitors ami every train, carrying 
passengers at half the usual fare, is 
bringing many more. The outward show ! 
of the holiday consists in decorative ef­
fects of red. white and blue, reinforced 
by portraits of the nation's and the I 
state's heroes, past and present. Inward- 1 
ly the good people of Madison, through 
their various organizations and the gen­
eral committee, have done their best to 
make thoir visitors feel at home.

Gov. Scofield’s Welcome.
The official opening exercises of the 

celebration took place at the university 
armory building at 3 o'clock this after­
noon. After music and an invocation 
by Dr. James D. Butler, Gov. Scofield 
welcomed the visitors on behalf of the 
state.

After the governor's address Mayor C. 
E. Whelan gave the visitors welcome on 
behalf of the city of Madison. He said:

Gov. Bushnell Responds.

He expressed his gratitude to the governor 
of Wisconsin for his words of welcome, i 
and to the people of Madison and of Wis 
cousin for the generous reception given to 
him and to the people who came with him 
from Ohio. Iio said that this occasion j 
would be cherished by himself and those 
who had accompanied him on the trip as 
one of the brightest occasions in their 
lives. When the forty-eight men who j 
founded the Northwest settlement landed 
at Marietta they bad no conception of the 
extent of the territory nor of the groat 
population which it has now roachci. Wis­
consin is to be congratulated, he said, upon 
the progress which she has made during 
the fifty years since she was admitted into 
the Union, in manufacturing, in mining, 
and in the sciences and arts. Ohio being 
the first of the five states carved out of the 
Northwest territory, looks upon Wiscon- I 
sin as a younger sister and rejoices with 
her today in this golden anniversary of her 
career.

Educational Gathering. ‘
Madison, Wis.. June 7.—[Special.] —

A song by a double quartette was fol­
lowed by an address by President Albert 
Salisbury of the Whitewater normal I 
school, on “The Country School as a 1 
Factor in Wisconsin History.” President j 
Duncan McGregor of the Platteville nor- I 
mal spoke next on “The Evolution of the 
Wisconsin Teacher.” After a Song. | 
“The Banner of the Free,” by the [cho­
rus. Prof. J. B. Butler of this city spoke 
on “An Early Decade of the University.’’

W. H. Chandler, state high scl oM in­
spector. closed the programme with some 
“Observations and Conclusions.” review­
ing the incidents, efforts and struggles of 
the early and formative period in Wis­
consin’s territorial and state history, . 
whereby its schools and school system 
were established and given the form and 
direction through which they had been ;

Manila. One report, commenting on 
Dewey's well-timed arrival, says:

The great victory of the United States’ 
Asiatic squadron is, of course, due in a 
great measure to the splendid marksman­
ship of the American gunners, but more 
particularly to the tact and strategy of 
Commodore Dewey, in command of the 
fleet. Late on Saturday night, April 30, 
his ships entered the channel leading to 
Manila bay. Several shots were fired 
at them from the batteries at the en­
trance, but none of them struck the 
ships. The whole squadron got safely 
into the bay of Manila, and when the 
sun rose over the city the American 
ships were cruising around in front.

Manila Batteries Open Fire.
When they were discovered the Manila 

batteries opened a fusilade on the ships 
at a range of about five miles and as 
several shots had been falling around 
(he Boston, she opened fire, but the or­
der to cease firing was hoisted by Com­
modore Dewey on the flagship and the 
erratic firing of the town batteries pro- 
ceeded without interruption. A large 
number of British mercantile vessels 
were lying in the harbor, but no tract's 
were visible uf the Spanish fleet. The 
American squadron proceeded in a line 
ahead to the naval station at Cavite, 
and there found the Spanish fleet lying 
in four or five fathoms of water. The 
Spaniards were drawn up in line, the 
wootlen hulk Castilla being moored fore 
and aft. This was the strongest possi­
ble position that the fleet could have oc-

men the admiral, who had been slightly 
wounded in the left thigh by an iron 
splinter, escaped by the road to Manila.

A survey of the remnants of the Span­
ish fleet after their surrender revealed a 
sight of ileaolation. Three large cruisers, 
eight gunlioats and two torpedo-boats had 
been sunk. In the smoking hulks of the 
remainder of the fleet floating everything 
was in the greatest confusion, a large 
number of the crews having deserted 
and left articles of great value behind. 
Dead bodies were floating in the water. 
A large number of Americans sustained 
slight injuries from splinters, but noth­
ing of a serious consequence.

Cavite Arsenal Well Supported.
The naval arsenal at Cavite, contrary 

to previous reports, is well equipped with 
the latest types of munitions of war 
and is well filled with coal. The mining 
of the channels in Manila harbor was 
considered by officers a regular farce. 
One of the channels was five miles wide 
and t<><< deep for any mines or torpedoes 
to be laid.

After the cessation of hostilities the 
Baltimore and Raleigh sailed down the 
channel between Corregidor bay and the 
mainland and the officers were after­
wards told that the Spaniards in the 
forts which had ceased to molest the 
Americans had been holding up their 
hands in horror and fear of the result.

"If the channel had been mined." said 
one of the officers, “it had not been mined 
by experts.”

The sight of another man-of-war in the 
offing raised the prosprets of another fight, 
but she was discovered to be a French 
man-of-war which had gone down to 
Manila to look after the welfare of the 
French nation.

Very little damage was done to the 
American fleet. Four or five shots struck 
the Baltimore and some of them had 
taken very erratic courses.

A Pathetic Feature.
A sad incident occurred on board the 

revenue cutter Hugh McCulloch. As th* 
squadron was making its way through 
the south channel between Corregidor 
island and the mainland into Manila bay 
the ships were steaming in line up the 
channel.

At a range of 
6000 yards the Spanish ships and forts 

; opened fire on the United States fleet, 
but the shells fell far out of range of 
the United States boats. The United 
States fleet drew slowly nearer to the 
Spanish squadron, undeterred by the tre­
mendous fusilade of the Spaniards.
Olympia's First Range 5000 Yards.
When the range had been lessened 

from 4W00 to 54 44 44 4 yards the flagship 
Olympia opened fire and as the Baltimore 
and other ships filed past they main­
tained a steady fire from their 6-inch 
and 8-inch guns. The American ships 
maneuvered in line and sent broadside 
after broadside into the Spanish fleet. 
About 7:30 o’clock the tire from the 
Spaniards having been considerably 
quieted the order was issued to stop 
tiring.

From 9:30 o’clock the previous evening 
till then the men bad been en duty at the 
guns and had received no refreshment 
but cups of coffee. At 11 o’clock the 
American fleet renewed the attack and 
in about an hour and a half a white en­
sign was hoisted at Cavite. The lighter 
draught vessels and pinnaces from the 
American fleet and a large number of tug­
boats ami launches captured in the har­
bor steamed into Cavite harbor sh ,rtly 
after the surrender, and the wounded men 
who were left behind in ships and others 
picked up out of the water were con­
veyed to the hospitals at Cavite and also 
to Manila city.

The Spanish had taken away most 
of their dead and buried some of them, 
but next day while parties were search­
ing around the naval arsenal at Cavite 
their attention was drawn by the dread­
ful stench to a large heap of putrifying 
bodies, sonic of which had been horribly 
mangled by American shells.

Tried to Torpedo the Olympia.
The Olympia had a narrow escape from 

torpedo attack. Two torpedo launches 
which lay in wait off Cavite attempted 
to run in with torpedoes against the 
Olympia, and there were trying moments 
for the crew of that ship. The shells 
from the big guns were unable to reach 
such small objects as they rapidly ap­
proached. When within 84)41 yards of 
the flagship the second batteries of the 
Olympia sent out a perfect hail of 6- 
pound shells, smashing up the leading 
launch and killing all on board and driv­
ing the second launch back on the beach 
with twelve shot holes through her. Her 
boat was afterwards found covered with 
blood.

The Petrel ami Coneord. being of light­
er draught than the remainder of the 
fleet, sailed into shallow water and sunk 
or destroyed all the small gunboats which 
remained of the Spanish fleet. There 
wire eleven Spanish war vessels and 
two torpedo boats sunk or destroyed at 
Cavite and the loss of life is variously 
stated. As far as can be learned, how­
ever. a fair estimate puts the Spanish 
losses at 4<I4> dead and about 64)0 wound­
ed.' After the American ships had re­
tired from action ringing cheers were 
raised from each of the ships.

Spaniards Are Poor Gunners.
Notwithstanding the notoriously bad 

gunnery of the Spanish, there must have 
been many shots in the vigorous can­
nonade which got pretty near their mark, 
and many stories are told regarding th*' 
number of shells that struck the different 
vessels. The aim of the Spaniards’ 
smaller guns was more within range than 
the guns of heavier caliber. The flagship 
Olympia was pierced by numerous 7- 
pound shots. Had the Oring of the big 
guns been as accurate as that of the 
United States ships which are not ar­
mored vessels they would have fared 
rather badly.

The wardroom of the Olympia was 
turned into a sick bay and the chaplain 
and some surgeons had a narrow ewape. 
They were watching the fight through 
large portholes when a seven-pound shot, 
fired at 3000 yards' range, exploded 
against the side of the ship. The chaplain 
received a few scratches. At a range of 
2000 yards this shell would have explod­
ed in the wardroom and done tremendous 
damage.

Day was Perfectly Clear.
The day of the fight was a perfectly 

beautiful Sunday, an ideal first of May. 
The sky was clear, the sun was pouring 
down in scorching rays, and the bay was 
like a large blue lagoon. As the sun went 
down in the west it showed up the poor, 
battered hulls with withered funnels and 
masts of Spanish ships. Far away on 
Bacoor shore, the Isla de Mindaneo. de­
stroyed by the Concord, Rent up a huge 
column of smoke, broken from time to 
time by myriads of sparks and long 
tongues of flame as bulkhead after bulk­
head collapsed and the fire spread from 
stem to stern. At Cavite the wooden 
hull of the old Castilla burned and smoul­
dered ’.ong into the night, sending up into 
the midnight air a lurid glare beside which 
all other conflagrations, with the excep­
tion of the arsenal, seemed puny fluttering 
rushlights.

The gradual destruction of the arsenal 
was a long drawn out series of pyrotech­
nics. About 8 o'clock a tremendous explo­
sion occurred, the flames shooting up into 
the air about 100 feet, anil for many sec­
onds after a loud tremendous roar trav­
eled across the bay. It was a fine spec­
tacle. terrible in its exemplification of the 
disatrous effects of modern warfare. 
The Maine disaster had been terribly 
avenged.

“Scuttle and Abandon.”
The Spanish admiral, when the Reina 

Cristina caught fire, transferred his flag 
to the Isle de Cuba. Finding the Ameri­
can tire too hot. he considered it useless 
to further expose the lives of his men and 
gave the signal “Scuttle and abandon.” 
None of the Spanish vessels struck their 
colors. All went down with the proud 
flag of Castile flying at the main. Com- 
modcre Dewey had not even the satisfac­
tion of capturing his brave adversaries. 
Admiral Montejo was in the arsenal when 
the bombardment of Cavite occurred. 
With the remainder of his officers and

had been on duty in the South and was 
ignorant of the stirring events of th;* list 
few days. She knew nothing about the 
war or about the Americans being in 
possession of the bay and came along un­
concernedly flying the Spanish flag and 
asking for the admiral of the Spanish 
fleet. The several shots from American
ships she at first thought had been fired

Captured Ship Paraded.
Shortly afterwards, flying Old Glory,

The captain of the British ship Esmer­
alda. when in Hong Kong. May 16, ridi- 
cnled the idea that he piloted the Ameri­
can fleet into Manila bay. “As a matter 
of fact." he said, “the Americans needed 
no one to show them the way into the 
bay; it was all plain sailing for them. 
When we left Manila all was quiet. For 
two or three days after the tight the Span­
iards in the city were very much down 
in the mouth and in the evenings all thor­
oughfares were in darkness, but by the 
time we left they had picked up some­
what and in the evening the electric 
light was in full blast. We had no con­
tact with the shore. We simply complied 
with the orders of the American admiral 
and the commander of the Immortalite 
and were guided by them."

The Pacific Mail Steamship company’s 
steamer Aztec, which entered Yokoha­
ma under the Hawaiian flag on Monday, 
May 11, had twenty-one cases of gun- 
powder to be sent to the gunboat Petrel, 
one of the United States’ Eastern squad­
ron. Official application for landing 
them was made by the Unite! States au­
thorities to the customs officials. After a 
conference between the customs officials 
and the Kencho and Yokohama naval sta­
tions the goods were ordered to la* sent to 
the Nakamwura gunpowder magazine un­
der care of the police. It is the usual cus-

Cable Was Not Working.
No information can be obtained with 

reference to the re-establishment of com­
munication between Hong Kong and Ma­
nila. The cable is. of course, a neutral 
enterprise and then fore the conqiany own­
ing it cannot repair it for the exclusive 
use of one of the combatants only. Ad­
miral Dewey dis-lines to sanction its use 
by the Spanish government and thus a 
deadlock is set up. The injury to busi­
ness caused by the existing state of 
things is. of course, a mere incident of 
war as to which there is nothing to be 
said, but there is another aspect of the 
interruption of telegraphic communication 
which is worthy of mention and that is 
the flanger to shipping caused by the ces­
sation of storm warnings from Manila.

Off Santiago de Cuba. Saturday, June 
4. 2 p. m. (Via Kingston, Jamaica, Mon­
lay, June 6, 9 a. m.)—The firing by the 
New York and New Orleans, briefly re­
ported last night, was directed against a 
Spanish torpedo-boat destroyer, probably 
the Furor or the Pluton.

The character of the enemy was not 
lefinitely known until the next day, 
when the torpedo-boat Porter found two 
loaded torpedoes floating off shore. 
Neither of them had been discharged. 
One sank, but the other was hauled on 
board the Porter. It exactly fitted the 

’a scription of the tori»edoes carried by 
the Pinton and Furor. It is believed the 
torpedo-boat destroyer escaped. She was 
-cen by the New Orleans when too far 
away to do any damage and the heavy 
fire must have driven her back. When 
the New York arrived she would have 
had time to slink along the shore and 
back into the harbor.

First of Its Kind in This War.
The daring attempt of the Spaniards, 

which was fortunately frustrated by the 
vigilance.of the New Orleans’ lookout, is 
the first instance of its kind since the be­
ginning, of the war. It illustrated how 
hard it is to hit a small object at night.

As seen from the flagship the scene was 
brilliantly dramatic. The New York was 
lying several miles to the east of Morro 
castle. The New Orleans was on her 
starboard hand, close in shore, ready to 
pounce upon any craft which might at­
tempt to steal out under the shadow of 
the hills.

Shortly after 10 o'clock the New Or­
leans flashed her private signal. It was 
answered by the flagship anil in a few 
seconds colored lights sprang up into the 
darkness from the New Orleans’ deck. 
They signified that the enemy was in 
sight. A little later she burned another 
colored light. This meant that a hostile 
torpedo-boat was approaching, although 
later Capt. Folger of rhe New Orleans 
was not certain whether this was cor-

On board the flagship men and officers 
had scrambled out of their bunks and 
hammocks in response to the call to quar­
ters. They stood in groups on deck, 
around the guns, watching the short, 
sharp flames which showed the activity of 
the New Orleans’ rapid-fire battery.

Flashing; of Searchlights.
The flagship was then too far away to 

; hear the sound of the firing or sec its ob- 
I ject. The Now Orleans kept her bril­
liant searchlights playing in all directions 

I and other ships near her did the same. 
On the decks of the New York the ma­
rines were crouched down, peering in the 
darkness, with their rifles on their knees. 

। watching for the sailors’ most dreaded 
enemy, the torpedo-boat. The lookouts 
were in every conceivable spot and guns 

I were trained in the direction where the 
New Orleans seemed to be firing. Every 
now and again sparks and red fire flared 
up in the distance, marking the explosion 
of shells.

| but today it is believed that they found 
their mark on shore. The moon, which 

! had been hidden behind clouds, came out 
at about 11 o’clock. The New York was 
then steaming at full speed towards the 
shore to head off. if possible, the retreat 
of the enemy into the harbor. The evolu­
tions had to be carried on with great 
care, to avoid getting in line of fire from 
the other American ships.

The searchlights played frequently. 
[ and private signals burned brightly.

A dim object like a small boat envel­
oped in smoke was seen on the port side 
from the signal bridge and Ensign Mus- 
tin reported to Capt. Chadwick: “A tor­
pedo-boat one point forward on the port 

i beam. sir. headed this way.”
Capt. Chadwick, with Rear-Admiral 

• Sampson, was on the forward bridge.
Curious Object Disappears.

Before a shot was fired from the flag­
ship this curious lurking object disap­
peared. It must have been two or three 
miles away from the New York and the 
same distance away from the New Or­
leans.

The Oregon, grim and big. crossed the 
New York’s boats in the direction the 
torpedo was reported. The toqiedo-boat 
was still headed for shore. When a mile 
away and close to Morro castle an object 
was seen against the cliffs. It was 
thought to be a torpedo-boat and the New 
York's forward 8-inch guns bellowed out. 
making a hideous noise in the quiet night, 
lighting up the crowded dis ks and filling 
the air with bright yellow smoke.

On shore a few sparks close to a dark 
object showed where the shells struck.

The 4-inch and 6-pounder guns followed 
suit and for a few minutes a sharp fin* 
was kept up. The boom of the Oregon's 
big guns was twice heard to the seaward.

“Cease firing” was then signalled. The 
searchlights failed to reveal the presence 
of the enemy and nothing but the bare 
coast could be seen.

After a careful search the New York 
steamed back to her station and the men 
went back to their hammocks.

There had been no firing from the forts 
and accounts differ as to whether the tor­
pedo-boat did or did not fire.

FIFTY YEARS A STATE.
The semi-centennial of the state ol 

Wisconsin has been becomingly cele­
brated this week by a great gather­
ing of people at Madison, during 
which a wealth of addresses were 
made bearing on the history of the 
commonwealth to be preserved for 
the benefit of the future generations. 
The celebration of the epoch in the 
history of the state was a perfect 
success in every particular, and the 
printed volume of the proceedings 
will contain a great deal of interest­
ing historical matter, touching on 
all lines to show the progress of the 
state.

Wisconsin, though 50 years old. is 
yet voung when compared with the 
older states, half of them having al­
ready passed their centennial. The 
thirteen original states are now 122 
years old, counting from the time 
they declared themselves independent 
of Great Britain, and 109 year old 
counting from the adoption of the 
present constitution. From that
time the march of settlement rapidly 
extended toward the west, but it 
was almost fifty years before the dis­
tance between the Atlantic and the 
west shore of Lake Michigan had 
been traversed by people in search of 
new homes in sufficient numbers to 
entitle those who located within the 
present boundaries of the territory 
of Wisconsin to entitle them to state­
hood. Though the territory was not 
made a state until 1848, yet its 
growth had been rapid and steady 
for about fifteen years previous to 
that time.

The way of the pioneers of Wiscon­
sin wes toilsome and laborious. It 
was before the age of railroads, and 
a journey from the Atlantic states to 
the region of the great lakes was one 
from which the faint-hearted shrank 
because of the difficulties which at­
tended it. They had to make the long 
journey with teams over a sparsely 
settled country almost wholly with­
out roads, or, taking passage on one 
of the few vessels that sailed the 
chain of lakes make a longer and 
much more dreaded journey by water. 
The vast inland seas were but little 
known to the people of the east, but 
they had heard of the fertile lands 
and the immense forests beyond and 
longed to possess them. The difficul­
ties of the long journey were really 
of great value to the future state, 
because of the fact that they deterred 
the weak and faint-hearted from 
making the journey and gave to the 
new territory the better and more 
desirable element of the host of west­
bound settlers.

When the poet wrote "Westward 
the star of empire takes its way,” he 
uttered a great truth, which has been 
abundantly proven by the flow of 
emigration from the Atlantic sea­
board to the interior ever since the 
movement started. This emigration 
has always flowed almost directly 
along the parallels of latitude. There 
have been exceptions, but they were 
merely governed by the desire of in­
dividuals which have led them out of 
the direct line of travel. It io to that 
law of emigration that Wisconsin 
owes the greater portion of her pop­
ulation. The early settlers were 
nearly all from the New England 
states and New York, bringing with 
them those habits of thrift and in­
dustry which have made those states 
so wealthy and prosperous. South 
of New York the same law took the 
emigrants to the states of Ohio, In­
diana and Illinois, and when they 
crossed the Mississippi river they 
continued on in the same straight 
line, moving directly toward the set­
ting sun. Comparatively few of the 
emigrants from New England and 
New York went farther south than 
northern Illinois and Iowa, few of I 
those from the states south of New 
York found their way to Wisconsin.

Her farms 
are models of cultivation; her cities 
are marts of wealth, trade and in­
dustry; her schools are the best in 
the world. Her progress has indeed 
been wonderful, but yet her destiny 
is not yet fulfilled.

FIFTY YEARS A STATE.
The semi-centennial of the state ot 

Wisconsin has been becomingly cele­
brated this week by a great gather­
ing of people at Madison, during 
which a wealth of addresses were 
made bearing on the history of the 
commonwealth to be preserved for 
the benefit of the future generations. 
The celebration of the epoch in the 
history of the state was a perfect 
success iu every particular, and the 
printed volume of the proceedings 
will contain a great deal of interest­
ing historical matter, touching on 
all lines to show the progress of the 
state.

Wisconsin, though 50 years old. is 
yet voung when compared with the 
older states, half of them having al- 
ready passed their centennial. The 
thirteen original states are now 122 
years old, counting from the time 
thev declared themselves independent 
of Great Britain, and 109 year old 
counting from the adoption of the 
present constitution. From that 
time the march of settlement rapidly 
extended toward the west, but it 
was almost fifty years before the dis­
tance between the Atlantic and the 
west shore of Lake Michigan had 
been traversed by people in search ot 
new homes in sufficient numbers to 
entitle those who located within the 
present boundaries of the territory 
of Wisconsin to entitle them to state­
hood. Though the territory was not 
made a state until 1848, yet its 
growth had been rapid and steady I 
for about fifteen years previous to i 
that time.

The way of the pioneers of Wiscon­
sin wes toilsome and laborious. It 
was before the age of railroads, and 
a journey from the Atlantic states to 
the region of the great lakes was one 
from which the faint-hearted shrank 
because of the difficulties which at- i 
tended it. They had to make the long 
journey with teams over a sparsely ■ 
settled country almost wholly with- 
out roads, or. taking passage on one 
of the few vessel# that sailed the 
chain of lakes make a longer and 
much more dreaded journey by water. 
The vast inland seas were but little 
known to the people of the east, but 
they had heard of the fertile lands 
and the immense forests beyond and 
longed to posses# them. The difficul­
ties of the long journey were really 
of great value to the future state, 
because of the fact that they deterred 
the weak and faint-hearted from 
making the journey and gave to the 
new territory the better and more 
desirable element of the host of west­
bound settlers.

When the poet wrote “Westward 
the star of empire takes its way,” he 
uttered a great truth, which has been 
abundantly proven by the flow of 
emigration from the Atlantic sea­
board to the intenor ever since the 
movement started. This emigration 
has always flowed almost directly 
along the parallels of latitude. There 
have been exceptions, but they were 
merely governed by the desire of in­
dividuals which have led them out of 
the direct line of travel. It ia to that 
law of emigration that Wisconsin 
owes the greater portion of her pop­
ulation. The early settler# were 
nearly all from the New England 
states and New York, bringing with 
them those habits of thrift and in- । 
dustry which have made those states 
so wealthy and prosperous. South 
of New York the same law took the 
emigrants to the state# of Ohio, In-1 
diana and Illinois, and when thev 
crossed the Mississippi river thev 
continued on in the same straight 
line moving directly toward the set­
