Berlin. March 9.—The principal reason 
given officially for the resignation of Ad­
miral von Knorr is the reorganization in 
the near future of the German army.

Instead of an admiral-in-chief the Kais­
er himself will be in supreme command.

Washington, I). C., March 9.—When 
his* attention was called to the statement 
coining from various, sources to the effect 
that Admiral Dwvey was breaking down 
and cannot last a month longer. Secre­
tary Long said that he had no informa­
tion whatever on this point.

The stories of the admiral's ill-health 
have been in circulation with more or 
h ss itersisteney for the past four months. 
They are all traceable to private reports, 
though officers of the navy who have 
returned recently from Manila state that 
Dewey’s health so far as it could be 
gauged from his appearance, appears tn 
be ab<.:it the same as it has been for 
the past year. They agree that the pri­
vate reports probably have u fair basis 
of fact.

It is not denied by these officers that 
the admiral has aged in his appearance 
notably within the past year; his hair 
is undoubtedly whiter and his figure 
shows ^igu> of that weakness which 
might be expected to come with ad­
vancing years. Dewey will be G2 years 
• •Id next December and for many years 
has not been a strong man physically. 
Meantime he has inqv.sed upon him the 
most severe and exacting duties, so that 
it is but nature! that his frail physique 
should show the effect of the tremendous 
strain. It is said by persons familiar 
with the Philippine climate that the 
second year is the hardest to bear 
for a Caucasian, and Dewey soon 
will tiegiii his second year there. In 
addition to this, he labors under the 
drawback of having undergone a most 
severe surgical iqwration for the relief 
of his liver. A man needs i sound liver 
ii. the Philippines of all places. These 
facts lead naval officers to believe re­
ports that Dewey is showing signs of 
physical strain.

On the other hand, as already stated, 
there is absolutely no official evidence on 
fib* at the department to show that this 
is true. The full medical history of Ad­
miral Dewey is among the records of 
the bureau of medicine and surgery. 
They show every ailment that he has 
vxi«erieneed since he Inis been in the 
navy, as well as th*' results of the phys- 
i< al examination w hich he has undergone 
when he has l»*en promoted from time 
to time. Hut these d<> not disclose any 
lomplnint at this time; the admiral has 
nd been the subjet t of a sick report 
sime he went to Manila.

Some time ago the President feared 
that the great strain he was under might 
overtax him so he cabled Dewey through 
Secretary Long permission to return to 
the Vnited States. Tin* admiral declined 
to avail himself of this permission and 
asked permission to stay, saying that in 
his opinion dut> required that he should 
finish the task he had begun at Manila.

They accepted this statement and 
Dew* v remains by his own wish. He is 
free to return to the I’nited States when­
ever he •ares to do so. and the depart­
ment will relieve him by cable orders. 
In that case Capt. N. II. Dyer, com­
mander of the Baltimote. who is the 
set tor aptain of the Asiatic station, 
would have command of the American 
squadron temporarily. and probably 
would be relieve! biter by one of the 
i« ar-admirals recently created, nearly all 
of whom are anxious to assume active 
Hag rank la-fore retirement.

Help Him Celebrate His 
7Oth Birthday.

New York. March I).—Carl Schurz was 
the guest of honor at a dinner given last 
night in Liederkrunz hall in celebration 
of Mr. Schurz’s seventieth birthday, and 
more than MM German-Americaus were 
present. From first to last the occasion 
was an ovation to Mr. Schurz. Diplomas 
of honorary membership in a number of 
societies were presented to him. The 
Liederkrauz society gave him a magnifi­
cent punchbowl ami ladle in solid silver.

An address of congratulation signed by 
lOO.tNMi German-Americans in all sec­
tions of the I’nited States and bound in 
calf was given to him. and it was an­
nounced that it had been decided to raise 
$2tUNM to found a library and endow 
a Schurz chair of German literature at 
Columbia university.

Mr. Schurz stw.ke of the influence of 
the Germans in this country. He said 

I among other things:
The German who makes this country the 

home of his choice must soon learn to 
! unde rat a na—and most do learn it imme­

diately—that henceforth this is his country; 
। that his welfare and that of his posterity 

are closely bound up in the welfare of this 
republic: that it -•hall never enter the minds 
of him or his countrymen to form here a 
separate nationality; that as a German 
l>orn he has no exceptional rights or duties 
or interests hut only the rights and duties 

| and interests of the American citizen: that 
| De must fully comprehend the responsibil­

ity of the American citizen under the free 
| institutions of this republic, so as to exer­

cise his political rights honestly anil wisely 
! for the public good; that his own freedom, 

his own rights and his own future are pre­
served most safely in the freedom, rights 

: and future of the community; and that he 
i owes the .American republic his fullest de- 
; votion. and. if necessary, even his goods 
. and his blood.

DEWEY BREAKING DOWN.

British Officer Says Hero of Manila is | 
Succumbing to the Strain.

Vancouver. B. ('.. March 9.—Capt. 
Fraser of London, late of the British im­
perial forces, arrived here direct from 
Manila, w here be had the honor of dining 
with Admiral Dew ev. Capt. Fraser 
slid:

The war at Manila will have to end soon 
or th - life >>f the gerat American admiral 
will bo worth nothing.

I dined with him at Manila within a 
mouth, and am convinced that if he is not 
relieved of the terrible strain imposed upon 
him he cannot last a month longer. As he 
sat at the banquet table, surrounded by his 
staff. Ue looked to me like a dying man. 
His hair is snowy white, his face ashen, 
and he ate hardly anything.

I had the pleasure of a few minutes' con­
versation with him when we retired to the 
smoking room. Having in mind his en­
feebled appearance. I asked him if he 
thought of returning to America soon.

I would like to. but my work is by no 
means finished here. When it is. and only 
then, will 1 return.”

I am thoroughly convinced that only the 
admiral's indomitable will has kept him up 
so long. The strain on him is terrible, and 
the climatic conditions have reduced him to 
a shadow.

His officers and men worship him.
As an English officer, and knowing the 

magnificent work he has done. I have the 
greatest admiration for him.

one of his officers said to me just before
I left Manila:

‘ The war will lie ended by the admiral 
aeon, or it will end him. No man can stand 
such a strain as he does in this climate and

Section of War Inquiry Board to 

Make Tour of Chicago Stock- 
yards District.

Chicago, Ill.. March 9.—The Chicago 
end of the investigation regarding army 

j beef began today with the arrival of 
| Maj.-Gen. James F. Wade and Brig.- 
j Gen. George L. Gillespie, members of the 
I court of inquiry. They had been pre- 
j ceiled by Gen. George W. Davis. Lieut.- 
। Col. George B. Davis and Maj. J. M.
Lee.

While in Chicago the court will exam­
ine the various packing houses and will 
take all availalue testimony, ilthough no • 
witnesses were formally summoned by 
the court to appear in this city.

The board held a brief session Immedi­
ately on assembling at division armory 
quarters in the Pullman building. As a 
result of the executive session the mem­
bers left at once for the Stockyards dis­
trict to visit the packing houses and ob­
serve the slaughtering methods and the 
various processes of packing and refrig- 

: crating beef.
This afternoon the commission con- 

। tinned making its way through one pack- 
ing-hotise after another, the members en- 

i deavoring faithfully to see for them­
selves all the details of transforming cat­
tle into canned roast beef. etc. No oral 
testimony was taken.

The board first visited packing-houses 
of Armour & Co. The commissioners wit- 
in ssed the entire process of getting beef 
ready for the market, from killing to 
loading on refrigerator cars. The com­
mission was shown carcasses condemned 
by I’nited States inspectors and later 
saw same carcasses thrown into the tanks 
to be made into fertilizers. After leav­
ing Armours' the committee visited the 
Libby. McNeil A Libby works and 
shown the process of canning beef.

Chillicothe. O.. March 9.—One hundred 
and fifty feet cf the state dam here has 
been carried away by the flood in the 
Scioto river. The break renders the ca­
nal from here to Portsmouth useless, there 
being a feeder at this point. There will 
Im* a strong protest against rebuilding the 
dam on the part of the’people who favor 
the abandonment of the canal. If it 
should be repaired an expenditure of over 
$50,000 would be necessary.

Cincinnati. March 9.—The Ohio river 
today had fallen eight-tenths of a foot 
from the highest point. The fall has not 
so far been rapid, but as it is falling 
everywhere above Cincinnati, the decline 
will be more rapid hereafter. If predic­
tions are fulfilled the railroads will be in 
normal condition before noon Friday as 
to the handling of freight and the use 
of the Central passenger station.

THE QUEEN DELAYS.
Departure for the South Postponed 

Because of Storm in the 
Channel.

London. March 9.—The Queen has 
postponed her departure to the south of 
France until Saturday next, in conse­
quence of the storm in the channel. The 
[avstponement of her majesty's departure 
is a striking illustration of the extreme 
care and of the precautions with which 
she is surrounded.

TO SUPPORT CHINA.
Plain Declaration in House of Com­

mons Regarding Policy in 
Far East.

London,. March 9.—In the House of 
Commons today, replying to a question 
on the subject, the parliamentary secre­
tary of the foreign office. Right Hon. 
William St. John Broderick, said hi r 
majesty's government had not modified 
its undertaking to support China against 
a i»ower committing aggression in China 
because the latter had granted British 
subjects permission to make or support a 
railroad or public works. But. he added, 
the government <lid not apprehend that 
a question of this description would arise 
with respect to the British contract for 
the Northern railroads.

The foregoing question anil answer 
arose from the Russian protest against 
the British railroad contract and the 
statement of the British minister at 
I’ekin. Sir Claude MacDonald, that any 
attempt to repudiate the contract will 
be regarded as a breach of faith merit­
ing retributive measures. He at the 
same time recalled lord Salisbury's as­
surances of sup[>ort for China if another 
[lower attempted to force him to repudi­
ate the contract.

Father Victorien at first 
made his esca[>e, but was so unfortunate 
as to lie caught by a roving band of riot­
ers, who, after beating him cruelly and 
stripping him almost naked, tied him to 
a board and brought him in triumph back 
to his former home, where a large band 
of rioters w ere assembled whose evil pas­
sions hail bi*en stirred up by the burning 
out and slaughtering of converts in which 
they had been indulging.

In sight of his late home they tied 
the poor priest up to a tree and pities 
were cut from his thighs and eaten by his

The final result is that 
both are made rear-admirals and 
Schley is two numbers in advance of 
Sampson, the relative positions they 
held when the war broke out, Schley 
having been a commodore and Samp­
son a captain.

According to a statement made 
by Joseph G. Cannon of Illinois, the 
Fifty-fifth congress will go down in 
history as a record-breaker in at least I 
one respect. He places the total am­
ount of appropriations at $1,566- 
890,016, of which sum $482,562,- 
083.47 resulted from the war with 
Spain and $6,000,000 are for new 
war ships. As Representative Can­
non is chairman of the house com- 
mitte on appropriations, these figures 
are undoubtedly correct. The per 
capita tax that the whole sum would 
amount to on 70,000,000 of people 
is likely something that the average 
congressman never gave a thought.

One or two experiments never per 
fected a machine or a discovery.

AMPBELLSPORT CULLINGS.

Beeore congress adjourned it re­
vived the rank of admiral in the 
navy in order to do honor to the 
great achievements of Rear Admiral 
Dewey, who richly deserves the high­
est honors that can be accorded to 
him. The grade of admiral was 
dropped from thenavy when Admiral 
Porter died, a number of years ago. 
It was created tor Farragut on ac­
count ot his services during the civil 
war, the act providing that it should 
lapse on the retirement of his succes­
sor. The new act provides that the 
officer appointed to the rank mav re­
main in service after he reaches the 
age of retirement, 62 years, and on 
his death or retirement it shall lapse 
again. Dewey alone will be able to 
fly an admiral’s flag until some com­
mander in future years may equally 
distinguish himself.

Two important lobbies came into 
conflict in the closing days of the ses­
sion ot congress on the Nicaragua 
canal bills, and the one in the inter­
est ot the Pacific railroads was vic­
torious. The canal project went 
through the senate, the appropria­
tion tor it having been put as an 
amendment on the river and harbor 
bill. I he other lobby dominated the 
house, and when the bill went to a 
conference committee the house won 
its point. A concession was made 
of an appropriation of $1,000,000 to 
make examinations and surveys of 
both Nicaragua and Panama routes 
and report to the next congress, 
when the fight will come again. In 
a case like this it is difficult to decide 
which is the worse end of the bargain, 
to surrender to the canal lobby or to 
the railroad lobby. An inter-oceanic 
canal would be very valuable to this 
country, but the chances are that in 
its construction there would be frauds 
which would double its cost.

The administration 
has been very secretive to its inten­
tions in regard to the Philippines, j 
possiby because there was too large 
an element in congress that is op­
posed to annexing them to thiscoun- 
tfy- The attitudeof the government 
toward the islands has not vet been 
disclosed. What it will be is left for 
the future, but there are signs which 
indicate that the administration is 
determined to go the full length of 
the expansion programme. Secretary 
Alger said in an address at Detroit a 
few days ago that the flag must stay 
where it had been carried by our 
forces. In Europe the governments 
have a way of informing the public 
what they propose to do. A minister 
makes a speech at a public gathering 
and carelessly lets out the secret. 
Then if it does not create a terrible 
uproar among the people and the 
other governments it is all right, but 
if it stirs up a storm the government 
dares not face, the minister is re­
moved from office for presuming to 
state a false policy for the govern­
ment. Perhaps President McKinley 
has adopted the European method. 
Gen. Algier’s speech does not appear 
to have created a ripple, however. 
A few newspapers have condemned 
it and demanded his removal from 
the cabinet, but it has apparently 
not touched either congress or the 
people. There are different solutions 
for this state of affairs. The person­
ality of the speaker may not be re­
garded as of any importance, and j 
again the people are so drunk with 
the spirit of war and conquest that 
they care not where it takes them.

OBITUARY.

The Hon. Peter Johnson died 
at his home here on March 3d, 
at the advanced age. of 87 years. 
The deceased had been ill for two 
years previous to his death, but never 
before. He was a pioneer of this 
state, having located in the town of 
Ashford, about 4 miles north of here, 
in 1848. He was born in the county 
of Louth, Ireland, on March 3,1812. 
For seven years he was a stone-ma­
son’s apprentice at a shilling and his 
working clothes for the whole time. 
In 1845 he went to France, where 
he worked at his trade for two years, 
when he returned to Ireland and 
married Miss Alice Kelly in 1847. He 
came to this country the same year 
and lived in New York until 1848, 
when he went by boat from Buffalo 
to Milwaukee, and thence came by 
team to his farm in this town. He 
never used an axe until he settled in 
the wilds of Wisconsin. The Indians 
used to sleep by his fireside and re­
quest him to awaken them early, so 
would be in time for the deer-hunt.

Mrs. Johnson died in 1879. They 
had nine children, of whom the fol­
lowing survive, viz: Thomas, Mar­
garet, Alice and John.

Mr. Johnson was a member of the 
Assembly in 1857 and a member of 
the county board for 8 years, besides 
having been chairman of the latter 
for a term.

The funeral was held from the St. 
Matthew church, with Rev. Heller 
officiating and interment in the By­
ron cemetery, where his deceased wife 
and children are buried.

Methodists Assert the Bible is Untrue.

“That the inerrancy and the infal­
libility of the bible are no longer pos­
sible of belief among reasonable men” 
is a proposition which was urged in 
all force, sincerity and enthusiasm by 
the Rev. S. P. Caldman, pastor of 
the Metropolitan Temple, before the 
regular weekly meeting of the Meth­
odist mission of New York.

Four hundred leading ministers of 
New York and vicinity, including the 
popular Edward G. Andrews were 
present when Mr. Caldman’s paper 
was read, and he was applauded 
when he got through.

The paper was one of a series on 
bible criticism. This bold, porten- 
tious utterance—involving the most 
radical departure from accepted ten­
ets of the Methodist church since its 
foundation—was made before the 
most representative body of Meth­
odist clergy in America. It included 
the vast majority of the preachers of 
Greater New York.

It is the first announcement of an 
important controversy which may 
shake the Methodist church to its 
foundation stones. The acceptance 
of Dr. Caldman’s proposition iscom- 
parable to the suggestion of a new 
constitution for the United States.— 
Associated Press.

They Amounted to More Than His 
Salary by About $60,000.

And in this connection, said Chief Jus­
tice Peters of Maine, I will state my 
own experience. I have been on the 

; bench continuously for twenty-five years 
| last May, and my salary, at first $3000, 
i and since 1887 $3500, has never for a 
I single year paid my year's expenses, or 
anywhere near it. The nearest it has 
ever come to making the two ends meet 
was in 1874, the year next after my ap­
pointment. when my expenses of sup­
port were $4416. And this sum did not 
include house rent (I own my house), 
but did include house repairs, uor did it 
include taxes, nor expenses of board and 
travel when at court away from home, 
nor money paid for law books, nor gifts 
to friends anil relatives, excepting small 
current charities. The next nearest to 
this was in 1880, when my living ex­
penses, making the same exclusions of 
deductions as before stated, were $4759.

The disparity in all the other years of 
my occupancy of a seat on the bench be­
tween receipts and expenses were great­
er than in the instance named. And 
while it may not be worth while to ex­
pose the facts in detail, I will say in 
general terms that for the period of more 
than a quarter of a century during 
which I have been a member of the 
court, and wholly in the service of tbe 
state, my ordinary living expenses, not 
including any of those items enumerated 
above, exceed all the amount of salary 
received by me from the state by more 
than the sum of $60,000. And still 1
am not aware that I am regarded by my 
friends and neighbors as living at all
travagantly.—Boston Globe.

j flood of petitions against the passage of 
Senator Green’s bill authorizing Milwau- 

) kee to vacate three acres of park land for 
i a station for the proposed belt line. Sen- 
I ator Baxter introduced a resolution allow- 
• Ing Senator Bissell to introduce a bill to 
I prevent the spread of San Jose scale. Be- 
i fore taking up the order of bills ready for a 
third reading President Thayer called Sen­
ator Roehr to the chair. Senator Thayer’s 
bill amending the statute relating to presen­
tation of claims against cities was passed. 
Also a bill introduced by Senator Devos, 
authorizing the appointment of two deputy 
clerks instead of one in the superior court 
of Milwaukee county, at a salary of $1000 
each.

The Senate had but three bills on the cal­
endar for action on the night of the Oth. 
one for passage and two to be engrossed. 
President Thayer was in the chair. A
resolution, drawn by Senator Whitehead, 
was adopted, permitting Senator Roehr to 
introduce two bills to correct errors in 
the revised statutes relating to the Mil­
waukee county hospital for the Insane.
Barlow’s bill, appropriating $1000 In two

Sen­
ator Roehr's bill, authorizing towns to buy 
roadmaking machinery, was ordered en­
grossed. Senator Riordan's bill, anthoriz

| cn request of Senator Baxter was referred 
to the joint committee on claims. A mes­
sage from the Assembly brought word of 
the defeat in that body of the bill authoriz­
ing the common councils of all cities of the 
third and fourth class to change the bound­
aries of wards. On motion of Senator Wit­
hee the Senate adjourned.

Eighteen petitions were laid on the clerk's 
desk in the Senate on the 7th, most of them 
protesting against the donation of three 
acres of Milwaukee park lands for a station 
for the proposed belt line. Senator Bissell 
introduced his Idll to prevent the spread of 
San Jose scale. The bill carries an appro 
prlation of $(500 annually. When the A* 
senility message came over announcing that 
the House had refused concurrence in the 
Senate amendment to Mr. More's arson bill. 
Senator Roehr explained that tbe amend 
ment was simply a straightening out of th, 
somewhat obscure wording of the bill.

the Supreme court for decisions on the con­
stitutionality of important measures, was 
again reported for indefinite postponement. 
The bill to permit Milwaukee to buy land 
for an isolation hospital outside of the city 
was reported for killing. There was a fight 
over Senator Jacobs' bill to permit cities 
ot the second anil third class to organize 
wards of 500 inhabitants, and it was finally 
killed. The roll was called on Mr. Gii- 
more's bill requiring the state to pay the 
cost of prosecutions for offenses committed 
in state institutions, and it was killed, by 
a vote of 38 to 53. Mr. McDonald's bill re­
lating to the organization of bankers' in­
surance companies and Mr. Eline's bill 
relating to justice court appeals, were or­
dered to a third rending. Judge Orton 
pointed out some objections to Mr. Minch's 
bill amending the law relating to the eligi­
bility of county school superintendents and 
the bill was killed. It sought to strike 
out the clause making former superintend­
ents eligible whether they had the other 
necessary qualifications or not.

The chaplain of the week, the Rev. E. G. 
I pilike, opened the Assembly session on the 
night of the (5th with prayer. Mr. Hoehle 
was granted leave of absence for the rest 
of the week. Mr. Morgan presented a 
remonstrance against the passage of the bill 
to create the town of Coleman. Petitions 
for a 2 cent passenger rate were presented 
by Messrs. M. Greer. Humphrey and Porter. 
Mr. Evans sent to the clerk’s desk a peti­
tion signed by residents of Kenosha, urging 
the passage of Mr. Sneddon's bill, to prohib­
it the sale of liquor within 250 feet of any 
church or schoolhouse. Under authority of 
a joint resolution Mr. Keene introduced 
two bills, one to prevent fraud In the adul­
teration of flaxseed and linseed oil, and the 
other to divide Milwaukee into health dis­
tricts. The Assembly approved the recom­
mendation of the judiciary committee for 
noh-eoUcorrence In the Senate amendments 
to Mr. Moore's bill, relating to the crime of 
arson. There were two Senate bills on the 
calendar for n third reading. The first 
was the cause of a short discussion which 
Was ended by the adoption of Judge Orton's 
motion that the bill be rereferred to the 
committee on charitable and penal institu­
tions. The measure provides for the grant­
ing of police powers to employes of all 
state and county Institutions. Senator 
Mailer's bill providing a contingent fund of 
$50,000 for the prevention of cholera and 
other contagious diseases, was ordered to a 
third reading, Mr. Vandereook’s bill, ciniijg 
•ng the time for the payment of state taxes 
by Marathon county, was laid over. Sev­
eral other bills Were also laid over and this 
action prompted Mr. McGrath to move 
that all bills be laid over for thirty days, 
but the chair refused to entertain the mo­
tion,

A lot of petitions came Into the Assembly 
on the 7th for the passage of the Humphrey 
2 cent fare bill, and another batch in favor 
of the Sneddotl hill prohibiting saloons 
w ithin 250 feet of a church or school.

clothes, but they never caught cold until 
they returned to the Andree settlement 
on the coast. Wherever European set­
tlements exist, there colds seem to de­
velop. and the writer says that the only 
time the people living on the lonely isle 
of St. Kilda catch cold is when excur­
sion steamers land, bringing European 
visitors. Then every inhabitant of I he 
island, babies included, is seized with 
a cohl; all of which, the writer says, 
shows that cold is an infectious disease 
prevalent only where civilized man ex­
ists.
