Proclamation at Manila Merely to 

Induce the Filipinos to Lay 
Down Their Arms.

Washington, I). C.. March 23.—Secre­
tary Hay says the Philippine commission 
will issue an address to the people, but 
he could not say whether the reported 
gist of the proclamation was correct or 
not.

There is nothing in the proclamation 
committing this government to any par­
ticular line of policy, and the depart­
ment officials here and those connected 
with the administration give no intima­
tion of what system of government will 
be eventually adopted.

There is a strong impression in official 
circles, however, the United States will 
never give up control of the islands, and. 
while some system of self-government 
may be evolved, it will be subject to the 
control of the United States.

It is believed the government will be 
on the order of that now enjoyed by 
Canada, but there are some objections to 
having it known as a colonial govern­
ment. Objections have been urged to a 
purely territorial form of government, 
but just what will be done will undoubt­
edly be worked out by the administration 
within the next few months.

AA’ith the reports and advice of the 
American commissioners to guide them, 
the President and his advisers will prob­
ably work out a satisfactory form of gov­
ernment by the time Congress meets, 
when it will be taken under considera­

Mr. Alartiu asked the witness if Mrs. 
Sharp ever dressed up to go out to watch 
Miss Herald.

Mr. Felker objected to the question 
and stated that they were not here to 
try any other crime.

"AA’hat has it got to do with this case 
if the defendant did 'rotten-egg' Miss 
Herald or if she ‘rotten-egged' Alartin?” 
Air. Felker asked.

Air. Alartin said it was entirely compe­
tent.

The court ruled that the witness might 
answer, in order to show a motive, if 
there was one.

The witness testified that Mrs. Sharp 
took from a trunk, one evening during 
1897, two overcoats and a hat, stating 
at the time that she wished to use them 
in disguising herself, so that she could go 
out and "rotten-egg” Aliss Herald.

Taken 1 ito Her Private Office.
“On one occasion, said Aliss Schultz.

The hardest problem the legisla­
ture has on its hands this winter is 
that of taxation. For many years, 
the corporations have been growing | 
in strength, power and wealth—all I 
the time paying less than their share । 
of the expenses of the government. 
They are now fighting the bills to in-' 
crease their taxes and are using all 
the means in their power to defeat , 
them. Smooth lobbyists beguile the । 
members of the legislature with plaus­
ible stories and in some cases prob-' 
ably offer something for votes against 
the bills, as is usually their way. In 
former years they have managed to 
escape taxation, and thev are likely I 
to escape now through their crooked I 
practices. It ought to be plain to j 
any citizen that any corporation hav­
ing $100,000,000, or any other im- 
mense sum. should pay taxes on its; 
property, since the government pro­
tects it as it does other property. In j 
some eases these corporations have 
paid no taxes whatever, and in oth- ; 
ers but a small portion of what they ' 
should pay. In some cases the taxa­
tion laws have been changed for the 
benefit of the corporations and at 
their command. The people are . e- 
ginning to see the enormity of the 
present system, which puts the bur­
dens of government on the shoulders 
of individual owners of property— 
those who have no organized method 
of getting laws for their own benefit. 
There is a demand for reform in this 
particular, and it has grown so pow- 
erful that neither political party 
dared to go into the last political 
campaign without promising the 
people relief in the line of taxation as 
well as in other lines. The party 
which has a majority of the legisla­
ture is bound by the most solemn 
promises, and the people will hold it 
to a rigid accounting. The people 
should demand of their local mem­
bers a support of just taxation bills, 
so that all the corporations may be 
compelled to pay their share of the 
taxes, just as the farmers, merchants 
an other business men pay theirs.

The queen of Spain has signed the 
treaty of peace w it h the United States 
and the war is thus at an end.

After discussing 
the different systems of figuring divi­
dends, it was decided that cheese shall 
be made and dividends apportioned by 
the Babcock milk test, which is an im­
portant and intelligent advance in the 
cheese business in this section, as a 
majority of the factories hereabouts 
adhere to the old pooling system or 
pound for ten business, which has been 
discarded by all dairy experimental 
stations as being entirely wrong in that 
it encourages the adulteration of milk 
in one way or another.

A correspondent of the Ohio Farmer 
asserts that he has pulled 60 posts in 
JO minutes, that were G to 8 inches in 
diameter and 3 feet in the ground solid 
and with no digging.

There is no bottom to the rest of the 
coop, and the lower end lias a hinged 
floor, and is also covered with one inch 
mesh of wire netting.

When very cold, the door can be shut 
up tight and the chicks will have a 
warm run on the ground outside the 
slats. When it is warmer the end door 
can be dropped, giving a protected run, 
but plenty of fresh air. The hen can be 
let out Into this run when desired.

Growing Sweet Potatoes.
Place potatoes in a hotbed the last 

week In April and keep bed dry until 
slips begin to show, then water well 
every evening. A mellow soil is best. 
After the ground has been well culti­
vated, open furrows four feet apart, fill 
with stable manure, and with a turning 
plow make a small ridge over the ma­
nure. After the ridge lias been 
smoothed with a rake it is ready for 
the slips. Plant in dry dust when there 
is a prospect of rain, aud set them just 
as they are pulled from the bed without 
heeling In. They should be set eighteen 
inhes apart. Open ridge with a trowel, 
set slip in before removing trowel, pour 
half pint of water around slip, and af­
ter water has settled cover with dry 
soil, placing it around the slip. After 
they begin to grow, plow the patch, re­
peating in about two weeks, after 
which the soil is raked up and placed 
around the vines to choke out the crab 
grass. They are much easier to raise 
than corn and are excellent for fatten­
ing hogs; the meat made from them is 
very sweet.—Practical Farmer.

The Seckle pear has been a favorite 
and the standard of excellence in qual­
ity for nearly a century. The chief 
objection to it has been its size and 
color. Mr. Worden, of New York, who 
produced the Worden ^rape, lias 
recently given to the public a seedling 
of the Seckle pear, which he has named 
"The Worden-Seckle.” This pear, while 
equal in quality to the parent variety. 
Is larger and of finer color. But while 
the Seckle is freest of all pears from 
blight, the Worden-Seckle seems to 
blight very badly. It is said to lie a 
strong grower and an early bearer.

Sowing Clover ‘ ec<l on Snow.
A light fall of snow in March makes 

an ideal condition for sowing clover 
seed on winter rye and wheat. A man 
who sows by hand or with the seeder 
can see as he goes along, by the seed 
on the snow's surface, how close the ' 
seeds are, and whether he is making 
any balks to Lie filled with weed i 
growth The timothy seed should have 1 
been sown in the fall.

Thoroughbred Hens.
A farmer who discarded his old farm­

yard fowls and started afresh with a 
few thoroughbreds says that he aver­
ages as many eggs a year now from 
his twenty and thirty first-class chick­
ens as he formerly did from his old 
flock of seventy-five to 100, says a cor- 
resi)ondent of the Bangor (Me.) Com­
mercial. That was the average size of 
his (lock when he pinned his faith to 
the old mongrels which had descended 
to him from a long line of mixed an­
cestors with no particular variety of 
blood in them. They were the common 
barnyard chickens which we see on so 
many farms. The owner kept the flock 
up between fifty and 100 year after 
year, selling or eating about fifty every 
fall and winter.

In the summer time the entire flock 
laid enough eggs to keep the basket 
moderately full, and sometimes a few 
could be sold at prices that left very 
little profit. Oue year the owner tried 
to keep account of the cost of feeding 
them, and the result was that he de­
cided to kill them all off. They did not 
pay for their keep.

After that he purchased a few fancy 
breeds. He fed them carefully and 
regularly, and gave them good quar­
ters. He started in with a dozen and 
gradually raised the number to twen­
ty-five, and every year he raises a few I 
more. He sells a few when anybody 
wants a few thoroughbreds, and he 
gets good prices for them.

It 
should lie enclosed in paper or straw 
or in a box, so that there will be no 
chance for soli to touch it. Nor should 
the fruit be placed where water lead
Ing through the soil can 
it. as that will spoil it 
would the soil Itself.

and the colony will be built up when 
hatching begins in the spring. If there 
is too much drone comb in the hive re 
move it and replace with worker comb 
By doing this the supply of drones is 
easily regulated by the apiarist, and the 
bees become more profitable than they 
would be if left to their own devices.
