Milwaukee, Wis., Sept. 13, 1899.— 
The state fair is a success. Today 
made it so. Yesterday proved that the 
exhibit was fine. Today's attendance 
was all that was needed to make the fair 
a “go” in every particular. The weather 
has treated the exhibition people and the 
public admirably and each, including to­
day, has been lovely in that particular. 
People commenced to come out to the 
fair earl}- this morning and they kept a’- 
coming, until this afternoon there were 
30,000 or 35,000 people on the extensive 
ground*.

Rush to the Grounds.
The travel towards State Fair park 

was so heavy even this forenoon that 
many loaded ears whizzed past people 
standing on street corners waiting fur 
transportation to the fair grounds. More 
frequent service was put into effect after 
midday and all ths cars went out full. 
The people who came out in the morn­
ing settled down to an all-day job of 
seeing the fair. They checked their par­
cels under the grandstand and then pro­
ceeded to business. So many came Out 
on bicycles that the man who checks 
them had to set up a great many more 
racks than he had in service yesterday. 
'1 hose who came in buggies and carriages 
tied up for the day, and many of them 
unharnessed their horses and turned 
them out. As is well known, the State I 
fair grounds consist of attractive!v-di- 
versified fields and woods. Towards noon 
many picnic parties sat down under the 
trees in the grove and opened up lunch 
baskets and bottles.

It takes a lot of people to make much 
bf a showing upon such large grounds, 
but every exhibit and attraction had its 
full quota of spectators today. For the 
first time the distant stalls aiul pens con­
taining the livestock entries were sur- 
rcv.nded by crowds of people. The judg­
ing of horses and cattle was going on in 
the northern part of the grounds and as 
the splendid horses or cows were brought I 
out to be viewed the spectators formed a ' 
ring around the animals and the judges 
at a safe distance and “rubbered.”

The 
“congress of international dancers,” the 
Australian “wild girl” and the knife 
thrower did a thriving business and the 
agents gave humorous accounts of their 
attractions from platforms in front of 
the tents. A new show on the grounds

A Second Stroke of Paralysis.

Mr. Vanderbilt’s death was caused by 
a stroke of paralysis, the second which 
he suffered. The first attack was in 
July, 1896. The stroke which caused 
death occurred about midnight. The pa­
tient was semi-conscious until death. 
Drs. Janeway and Butler were with him 
when he died. Chauncey M. Depew 
reached the Vanderbilt house at 7:30 
o’clock. He remained but ten minutes. 
When he came out he was greatly af­
fected, and with tears in his eyes, said 
he was too deeply grieved to give any in­
formation at that time.

William K. Vanderbilt, brother of the 
dead man, arrived soon aft. r Mr. De­
pew. He was much agitated. He said 
when asked for information: “My broth­
er died suddenly at 5:15 o’clock from 
heart failure, brought about by an at­
tack of acute paralysis which occurred 
at midnight. When he died his wife, 
his daughter Gladys and son Reginald 
were with him.”

The coroner's office was asked to send a 
coroner to the house, and Coroner Hart 
responded. The reason for this is that 
Mr. Vanderbilt's regular physician was 
not with him at his death and a strange 
doctor was in attendance who had been 
called in to the case less than twenty- 
four hours before death ensued.

Disposition of the Estate.
The disposition of Mr. Vanderbilt’s es­

tate is a matter of some doubt. Corne­
lius Vanderbilt. Jr., was alienated from 
his family by his marriage two years ago 
with Miss Grace Wilson, daughter of R. 
T. Wilson, the banker of this city, and it 
is thought probable that this son will 
not be the principal heir. The opposition 
to young Vanderbilt’s marriage was 
based upon his youth and the fact that 
Miss Wilson was eight or ten years his 
senior.

William K., Frederick W. ami George 
are surviving brothers of Cornelius Van­
derbilt. After the first stroke of paraly­
sis Mr. Vanderbilt leased a residence in 
Washington, D. C., and upon advice of 
his physicians, lived there for three 
months, refraining from entertaining, 
however, and living very quietly. His 
sojourn in Washington was of evident 
benefit, and upon his return to this city 
in April, 1899, he appeared to be nearly 
as strong and as well as he ever had 
been. Plans were made for a trip to 
Europe.

Cornelius Vanderbilt, a son of William* 
H. the fir-t. was born in New Dorp, 
Staten Island, on November 22, 1X43.. 
His grandfather was Cornelius J., the 
founder of the family. The young Corne­
lius went through the common schools 
and then entered a bank, not as president 
nor ornamental director, but as a plain 
clerk, at a plain salary. He went early 
to his desk and left late. On Saturday 
night he went to his father's farm in 
Staten Island, but he returned on Sunday 
night, so that he might be early at his 
desk on Monday morning.

Enormous Wealth.
With this man of infinite resources and 

infinite responsibilities, one day was very 
like another. A suite of three rooms on 
the Fifty-seventh street side of his Fifth 
avenue house was devoted to his personal 
use. The rooms and furniture are done 
in mahogany, green satin and brass, rich­
ly but not ornately conceived.

How great was Mr. Vanderbilt’s for­
tune? Only guesswork can answer the 
question. He had something like $10,- 
000,000 when his grandfather died. His 
father left him $12,000,000 besides, and 
a residuary interest in the estate, whose 
value no man can more than guess. It 
has been estimated at $85,000,000. If he 
kept what he had and added thereto it 
is plain that the fortune must now be 
far in excess of $150,000,000.

Cornelius Vanderbilt's imposing man­
sion in Fifth avenue, between Fifty-sev­
enth anil Fifty-eighth streets, facing all 
three highways, guards the southern ap­
proach to the broad plaza opening upon 
the entrance to Central park. It is a 
masterpiece of architecture, and expense 
was not spared in its construction.

When we paid $20,900,000 for the 
Philippines, we bought Spain’s right in 
the islands. She did not convey them 
to us by warranty deed with covenants 
of seizin and warranty and for quiet 
enjoyment, but simply quit-claimed 
them, thereby putting our country in 
precisely the same position with re­
spect to the inhabitants of the islands 
that she was in before the conveyance, 
with full knowledge that the inhabit­
ants of the islands were in arms against 
Spanish rule and were disputing Spain's 
ownership and right of sovereignity. 
We therefore are not innocent purchas­
ers in good faith, but have taken the 
islands with full knowledge that their 
inhabitants, years before our purchase, 
had determined to put an end to Span­
ish control and dominion, and to adopt 
a government of their own, and the 
only right which Spain could grant at 
the time the treaty was made, was the 
right to continue the fight against the 
inhabitants. We are now in precisely 
the same position Spain was in before 
the agreement was made, and we are 
doing the very thing we condemned 
Spain for doing—killing off the natives 
by thousands.—Madisonian.

Altogether the day 
was considered favorable to Dreyfus.

Twenty-third Day, Sept. 1.—Germaine, 
a Beaurepaire witness, testified that in 
1886 or 1887 he saw Dreyfus at Mulhouse 
after he attended the German maneuvers. 
Germaine’s employer denied the story. 

। Dreyfus himself explained his presence 
at Mulhouse, but his words proved his 
embarrassment. Lieut. Bernheim said 
that while nt Rouen he furnished Ester- 
nazy with information and documents re­
garding artillery, which Esterhazy had 
never returned. Lieut. Brugere said that 
almost any officer could have inspected 
the 120 gun, and that in May, 1894, the 
new firing manual was printed and so 
widely distributed that even the gun­
ners had copies. Gen. Sebert of the ma­
rine artillery said that none but an ar­
tillery officer could have written the bor­
dereau.

Twenty-fourth day. Sept. 3.—Maj. 
Hartmann of the artillery dissected the 
bordereau and declared that it could not 
have been written by an artillery officer. 
M. Funds Lamothe, a probationer with 
Dreyfus, said that in May. 1894, all pro­
bationers were notified that they were 
not to attend the maneuvers.

Twenty-fifth day- Sept. -fc-^Cernuschi. . 
an Ausjrian-rt'fiigee, testified that he was

spies were in Paris, one of whom was 
Dreyfus. He said he had been shown 
maps of the French mobilization and or­
ganization, which he said could be had 
for a price at any time in France.

M. Paleologue testified that the 
diplomatic dossier contained a document 
reciting a conversation between M. Del- 
casse, the French minister of foreign af­
fairs, and Count von Munster, the Ger­
man ambassador, in which the latter stat­
ed that Schwartzkoppen had sent numer­
ous petit-bleu notes to Esterhazy. Maj. 
Gallopin testified that he once met Drey­
fus with papers relating to the mobiliza­
tion of troops, which the prisoner said he 
was taking to the geographical depart­
ment to be destroyed as soon as printed.

Twenty-Eighth Day, September 7.—The 
court declined to adjourn court until I.a- 
bori could question Schwartzkoppen and 
Fanizzardi by telegraph or by a commis­
sion. A few threads of testimony were 
picked up and completed and the an­
nouncement made that the evidence was 
all in. _ The generals and other mili­
tary witnesses at once left the court­
room and within two hours were on their 
way to rejoin their regiments under the 
orders of the minister of war. Maj. Car­
riere, the government commissioner, then 
made his address to the court, reassert­
ing the guilt of the prisoner and mak­
ing a closing attack on Col. Picquart.

HISTORY OF THE CASE.

Story of Dreyfus Conviction and Ban­
ishment to Devil's Island.

Albert Dreyfus was a captain i-j the 
Fourth artillery of the French army. He 
was convicted by court-martial in 1894 
of having communicated to a foreign 
power certain information about the con­
struction of French guns, the mobiliza­
tion of troops on the frontier, etc. This 
information was in the shape of a memo­
randum without date or signature, writ­
ten on peculiar water-marked paper, and 
is called a “bordereau.” According to 
the evidence of the late Col. Henry, the 
forger, it was discovered torn in the 
wastepaper basket of Col. von Schwartz­
koppen, then military attache at the Ger­
man embassy in Paris, and after being 
put together by Col. Henry, formed the 
basis of the original charges against 
Dreyfus. There is no evidence connect­
ing Dreyfus with the bordereau except 
that there is an alleged similarity between 
the handwriting of Dreyfus and that of 
the author of the bordereau. The court 
of cassation, the highest judicial tribunal 
of France, has decided that the bordereau 
was written by Esterhazy and not by 
Dreyfus. The Berlin foreign office an­
nounced officially that Dreyfus had never 
had any relations, directly or indirectly, 
with any representative of the German 
government.

Upon his original conviction in 1894, 
Capt. Dreyfus was publicly degraded and 
exiled to Devil’s island, where he re­
mained five years.

Pasturing Stumpage.
M ith a little scientific handling, stump- 
xe may be made excellent pasturage.

In some of the heavily-wooded sections of 
\\ isconsin the cow is brought in about 
as soon as the timber has been hauled 
away. The stumps remain, and in the 
course of nature the spaces around them 
would soon grow up thick with briars, 
berry bushes and underbrush. But the 
farmer puts in his harrow'and perhaps 
his plow and the land is roughly pre­
pared for grass seed, which is at once

The grass quickly a firm
hold and then* is no room either for un­
derbrush or weeds. The whole land is 
soon occupied with grass, except that act­
ually occupied by the stumps.

The cows are then turned into this pas-
ture and occupy Mean-
time, the stumps, if they be of certain 
varieties of trees, are rotting away at the 
roots, and the rotting clears the way for 
the stumpage pasture to become a tillable 
field. This plan is worthy of more gen­
eral adoption.

Land that has been cleared of timber 
is generally allowed to lie practically 
waste for long years. If the cattle arc 
turned onto it for pasturage they simply

here and there. Too often weeds get 
possession in such numbers that the 
whole area becomes a veritable thicket 
of weeds. In all such cases grass should 
be placed in possession of the denuded 
land.—Farm, Field and Fireside.

As crimson clover is a nitrogen gath­
erer. having the power to derive nitrogen 
from the atmosphere through bacterial 
agency, there will be no necessity for the 
use of nitrate of soda, or sulphate of am­
monia. although it must lie admitted that 
a small quantity of nitrate of soda will 
not come amiss. Potash is the main sub-
stance required and may be 
the form of wood ashes or 
salts. Lime, however, always 
ri suits, and is used at times

applied in 
as potash 
gives good 
in seeding

as well as when turning the crop under. 
What is most important, however, is to 
disregard the advice that crimson clover 
can be grown anywhere by scattering 
the seed on the surface of the ground 
without first plowing the land. Such an 
experiment is never satisfactory, as many 
of the seeds fail to germinate, while the 
plants that take root are liable to be in­
jured in winter. The ground should be 
deeply plowed, and if manured with well- 
rotted manure, so much the better, as 
the land will then be in more suitable 
condition for corn when the crimson 
clover is plowed under, and the ground 
should lie harrowed several times, or un­
til it is fine and in good condition for 
the seed, covering with a brush. A seed­
sower should be used to secure even dis­
tribution of the seed, and if sowed early 
and vacant spaces occur the spots may 
be seeded again. If the ground is well 
prepared there will be less liability of 
the plants being thrown out by frost in 
winter.—Philadelphia Record.
