deport them, and to send Out marauding : 
bands to plunder, burn and damage burgh 
ers’ private property; that they have armed , 
Kaffirs ami natives and used them against i 
us In the war; that they hove been con­
tinually capturing women And children and 
old. sickly men, and that there have been 
many deaths among the women because the , 
so-called Christian enemy had no consldein- ; 
lion for women on a sick bed. or whose | 
state of health should have protected them । 
against rough treatment. Honorable worn- ' 
en and tender children have not only been 
treated roughly, but have been insulted by 
soldiers, by order of their officers. More­
over. old mothers and women have been 
raped, even wives and children, and the 
property of prisoners of war. even killed 
burghers, have m t been respected. In many 
instances the mother and father have been 
taken, the house lias been left unprotected 
and All haw been left to their fate, an 
easy prey to savages.

London. Feb. 21.—A special dispatch 
from Pretoria, dated February 20. says 
800 Boers passed Piennars river yester- J 
day. moving in the direction of Nyl- , 
stroom. a point about seventy till- miles] 
north of Pretoria and on the railroad be-| 
tween Pretoria and Pietersburg. It is , 
supposed they purposed discussing the 
question of deserting ami surrender. 
They were in a deplorable state; their 
clothing wa« in rags and many were rid­
ing donkeys while others trudged afoot. 
All appeared to be in the greatest dis 
tress.

London. Feb. 21.—It is reported that 
the British Parliament will be invited 
to vote $100,000 to Lord Roberts. A 
question on this subject will lie asked 
in the House of Commons this after­
noon.

London. Feb. 2L- Replying to a series 
of war questions. Mr. Chamberlain, the 
secretary of state for the colonies, said 
in the House of Commons that Lord Rob­
erts had acted on his own initiative in 
proclaiming the annexation of the Boer 
Republics. The terms of the surrender 
were founded on instructions from the 
government, but Lord Roberts’ telegram i 
never reached Gen. Botha, who had pre- i 
viously refused Gen. Buller's offer to nl- ! 
low the burghers to return to their farms 
with their arms.

To the great satisfaction of ministerial 
benches, Mr. Broderick, secretary of 
state for war. informed Mr. Labouchere 
that the government approved the mili­
tary suppression of the pro-Boer newspa­
pers. The pro-Boer papers include Mr. 
Labouchere's Truth.

ENGAGEMENT BROKEN.
Wedding of Anne Depew Paulding 

and Lieut. Edie will Not
Take Place.

Washington. D. C., Feb. 21.—Senator 
Depew last night announced that the en­
gagement between his niece, Miss Pauld­
ing; and Lieut. Edie had lieen broken 
off. Further than this neither the sena­
tor nor Mr. Edie would sp’eak.

The news was a surprise to everyone, 
and no reason can be given for this sud­
den change of plans. The young people 
have been devoted to each other ever 
since Miss Paulding has been in Wash­
ington.

There are several surmises as to the 
provoking cause of the announcement, 
but accounts as to when the actual rup­
ture came about differ. From one 
sourer* it is declared that the young peo­
ple had a quarrel that originated at the 
.Mardi Gras ball given by Assistant Sec­
retary of State and Mrs. Hill, at which 
ball Miss Paulding. Lieut. Edie and Sen­
ator Depew were guests. From another 
sourer* it is declared that they were out 
to dinner on Sunday evening, but have 
not Den seen anywhere since. Miss 
Paulding had accepted an invitation to 
Mrs. Hill's fancy dress ball for last night 
and the hostess did not know that she 
I'id not intend to accept.

Wedding Cards Printed.
Cards had already been printed, but 

these invitations to the wedding had not 
been issued. It was to have been the 
great event of Easter week and would 
have been attended, by all the pomp of a 
church ceremony. Another rumor is that 
Senator Depew" sent for Lieut. Edie on 
Mondav afternoon and had a conference 
with him. They were together some­
what over an hour and the present move 
was decided upon at that time. Lieut. 
Edie is not a man of means. He has 
only his officer's pay and also is the 
support of a widowed mother.

It was thought last year when it was 
known that the young people were fond 
«f each other, his lack of means would 
stand in the way of a match, but Sena­
tor Depew came to the aid of the young 
jieople. He recently purchased a house 
for them on N street near the British 
embassy, and this house was nearly 
ready for occupancy.

This house the senator had deeded to 
his niece. Miss Paulding had purchased, 
not only her trousseau, but furniture and 
decorations for the new house. Lieut. 
Edie, who was born and bred here in 
Washington, was somewhat younger 
than his intended bride, and his mother 
was always understood to be opposed to 
the match. Beyond these facts there is 
little to announce.

Would Give No Reasons.
Senator Depew was seen last night 

and aci-epted responsibility for announc­
ing the breaking of the engagement. He 
would give no reasons and make no ex­
planation.

“You know," he said, "that whc> one 
says an engagement is broken that is all 
there is to it.”

The Edie house was completely dark 
and the lieutenant did not appear at the 
Army and Navy club. That the rupture 
was sudden was shown by the fact that 
when Lieut. Edie and Miss Paulding 
lined on Sunday with Miss Merriam, 
who was to be one of the bridesmaids, 
there was no intimation of difficulty. On 
the contrary, the wedding was spoken of 
as ill but an accomplished fact.

The engagement of the lieutenant to 
Miss Paulding was formally announced 
at a dinner party given by Senator De­
pew on December 15 in honor of Gov. 
and Mr* Odell.

- Lieut. Edie is now on shore duty, with 
a desk in the navy department.

All Arrangement!* Canceled.
Miss Paulding refused herself to all 

calier- last evening, but has notified her 
intended maid of honor that her attend­
ance on April 17 will not be required.

Lieut. Edie, through his brother-in-law 
and intended best mhn. has sent similar 
messages to the six men who were to 
serve as ushers, and Senator Depew has 
communicated the- same intelligence to 
Rev. Mr. MacKay-Smith, who had been 
invited to officiate.

The wedding gown, which was ordered 
from Paris six weeks ago, is now en 
route for New York.

Lieut. Edie is the son of the late Capt. 
John Edie, U . S. A., and was graduated 
from the naval academy in the class of 
1890. He has spent five years of his na­
val career a; sea. but when on shore 
duty has always made his home with his 
mother in this city.. He was on tempor­
ary duty at Newport last summer, where 
his. engagement to Miss Paulding was 
admitted, although not formally an­
nounced.

Extraordinary Ruling by Kansas 
Judge in Mrs. Nation’s Case.

ABATED THE NUISANCE.
______

Another judge Hohls that Buildings, , 
However Occupied. Have Pro­

tection of the Law.

Topeka. Kas., Feb. 21.—A decision fav­
oring the defendant was rendered today 
by jUDGE McCabe in the city court in the 
ease against Mrs. Carrie Nation for 
smashing the Senate saloon, 476 Kansas 
avenue, two weeks ago.

Judge McCabe, in dismissing the case, 
held that since Mrs. Nation had no mal­
ice toward the proprietors of the place, 
and destroyed it in abating a public nui­
sance, she was not guilty of malicious de­
struction of property. This decision does 
not affect the cases pending against Mrs. 
Nation for the Sunday raid for which 
she is now in the county jail.

Wichita, Kas.. Feb. 21.—Judge Dale 
delivered a solar-plexus blow to "joint” 
smashing in Kansas. In a decision ren­
dered >n the case of Mrs. Carrie Nation 
and three other women charged with ma­
licious destruction of property, it was 
held that buildings occupied by saloons 
have the protection of the law. and can 
only be confiscated by order of a court. 
Judge Dale holds that no person has the 
individual right to destroy property, no 
matter to what use it is put. The de­
cision means that Mrs. Nation and her 
three coworkers who smashed two sa­
loons in Wichita, will be tried. The sa­
loons wore owned by John Herring ami 
James Burns and were wrecked on Jan- 
bary 22. Mrs. Lucy Wilhoite, Mrs. 
Julia Evans and Mrs. Lydia Muntz were 
with Mrs. Nation. Ray and Keith, at­
torneys for the smashers, claimed that 
saloons had no legal right to exist, that 
saloon men were unworthy and consid­
ered outlaws in Kansas and that the 
information set forth in the complaints 
Mas not a plain statement of facts.

Attorneys in a Rage.
Judge Dale stated that the first two 

charges were too senseless to consider, 
but that he would listen to brief argu­
ments on the latter point. This enraged 
the attorneys and they refused. “Very 
well, then." said Judge Dale. "I will 
overrule any motion to quash this indict­
ment and hold the women for trial. The 
trial will come up in regular docket 
form." Mrs. Nation is now in jail at 
Topeka. She will be tried on two charges 
< f malicious destruction of property. The 
penalty for each is six months in the 
county jail and £500 fine, lite decision 
of Judge Dale has already had a quiet­
ing effect upon prohibition fanatics who 
have been threatening raids at any time. 
All that remains to be proved to convict 
Mrs. Nation before Judge Dale is to 
prove that she smashed the property de­
scribed. and there are hundreds who wit­
nessed that affair. Discussing the mat­
ter Judge Dale said:

"It is expressly stated under Kansas 
law that no pet son or persons here the 
right to abate a nuisance and that such 
nuisance can only be abated by order of 
the court. Saloon property is as much 
protected by law as any other property. 
I am afraid Mrs. Nation violated the law 
when she wrecked fixtures."

Fire Department May Act.
A definite plan has been formed hero 

in case of a raid on the saloons in the 
nighttime—which is expected to take 
place at any moment—to call out the 
fire department to re-enforce the inade­
quate night-police service. For the pur­
pose of quelling a riot the firemen will, ; 
it is said, be permanently clothed with 
the authority of policemen, with power 
to deputize citizens. This action is to 
be taken at Monday's council meeting, 
and until then it is understood they have 
been given temporary authority to make 
arrests. There are twenty-six men in 
tlie fire department so located that some 
of them can reach any saloon in town 
within three minutes. Judge Dale of 
the district court is quoted as saying he 
would arrest ministers who incite the 
people to riot against the saloons.

“If a complaint is filed charging the 
ministers with inciting mob violence by 
their speech." said he. “a warrant will 
be issued from*this court for their arrest 
the same as for any other person.”

the EMPEROR yields.
Kwang Su Agrees to Demands that 

Boxer Chiefs be Punished-
Names of the Victims.

Washington, D. ('., Feb. 21.—A cable­
gram has been received at the state de­
partment from Minister Conger stating 
that the Chinese plenipotentiaries have 
informt d the foreign ministers that the 
Emperor has agreed to all the punish­
ments a.imed in his (Conger's! telegram 
of February 1.

The persons named in the telegram re­
ferred to. with the pv.uishments pre­
scribed. were as follows:

For Princes Tuan and Lan. degrada­
tion and exile. The death penalty for Yu 
Hsien, Chili Liu ami Hsu-Sheng-Yu, the 
two latter being prisoners of the Jap­
anese. Posthumous honors for the four 
members of the t.-ung li yamen, who 
were executed last summer by the Chi­
nese because of their intercession for the 
foreigners. The great difficulty in., the 
way < f executing Gen. Tung Fu Siang 
being recognized by the ministers, it was 
agreed that some punishment to be de­
termined on later, should.be administered 
to him when it was possible to do so.

A subsequent message from Minister 
Conger includes in the punishment list 
Chuang, who is to be executed: Chain 
Hsu Chain, Ying Nien. Chi Hsu and Hsu 
Cheng Yu. who are to be punished in 
some method yet to be determined.

SCANDAL IN HIGH LIFE.

Duke of Westminster, Recently 
Married, is Corespondent in

Divorce Proceedings.
London. Feb. 21.—Maj. T. J. Atherton, 

second in command <>f the Twelfth 
lancers, now in South Africa, has filed a 
suit for divorce against his wife, Mabel 
Louisa Atherton, naming the Duke of 
Westminster as corespondent. The case 
cannot lie aired in courf'fbr some months 
ami friends of the just-thitrried duke may 
yet succeed in compromising the matter 
and preventing a trial. But as Maj. 
Atherton is reported to have already re­
fused a check for £40.000 as compensa­
tion for the injury he is said to have 
sustained, the task ahead of those who 
are trying to arrange a settlement, 
among whom is said to be King Edward 
himself, would seem to be a difficult one. 
The petitioner in this sensational scandal 
belongs to one of the cracs regiments in 
the British army. Maj. Atherton ought 
to have succeeded to the command of 
the regiment when its late colonel, the 
Earl of Airlie. was killed in South Af­
rica in June last, but he was passed 
over in favor of Col. B. T. Mahon.

An Incendiary Fire.
Fond du Lac. Wis., Feb. 20.—I Spe­

cial. |— Fire which is thought to hive 
been of an incendiary origin, did about 
$1060 damage to the residence property 
at the northwest corner of Forest avenue 
and Waupun street. The property is 
owned by Joseph Perrizo The house 
was vacant. Ine tire started in the at­
tic at 1 o'clock this morning, burning the 
roof and doing considerable damage in 
the second story. The loss is covered by 
insurance.

The stock ot the Meves & Hammill 
Bedding company in the W. J. Chegwin 
building at 45 Third street was destroyed 
by tire last night. The loss was about 
$1000, fully insured. The tire started 
about 7:30 o’clock. Its crigiu is un­
known.

USB TRIED TOGETHER
Ada Arlington and John Beemer 

Not Granted Separate Trials,

MURDER IS CHARGED.
Story of the Killing of the Woman's 

Lover—Jury Not 
Secured.

West Superior, Wis., Feb. 21.—[Spe 
cial.]—The case against Ada Arlington 
end John Beemer was started this morn­
ing, but a jury has not yet been secured. 
An attempt was made Io get separate 
trials, but the district attorney objected 
on the grounds of expense.

Story of the Murder.
The crime with which Ada Arlington 

and John Beemer are charged is the mur­
der of John Resburg, Ada's lover. The 
crime is claimed to have been commit 
ted on the night of July 4 last in a lone­
ly shack up the St. Louis river, where 
Ada and Beemer were spending the time 
together playing cards and chatting.

The affair occurred between 11 and 
12 o'clock at night and the next day 
Ada came to Superior, told of the crime, 
had it verified by Beemer and both gave 
themselves up to the sheriff. Beemer I 
was at first held as a witness, but later . 
both were bound over to the circuit court 
charged with the crime.

Resburg, who was infatuated with the | 
Arlington woman, came to her home on 
the night of the murder and demanded 
entrance. Beemer was with the woman 
and refused to admit the suitor. Res­
burg tore the screen off the window and 
Ada nailed a board over the hole, so that 
he could not get in there. She says he 
made five different attempts to get in | 
and threatened to kill Beemer.

Ada says that Resburg was drunk and 
persisted in his attempt to get into the ' 
house. She says that after the fifth 
warning she fired at Resburg and his 
companion,. John Nord, whom she discov­
ered just before she fired. The first ball 
went wide and was intended to frighten 
them, but they persisted and then Ada 
says she tired again, with the result that 
the ball severed Rosburg's jugular vein.

Respect for the Dead.
The Arlington woman then carried the 

bloody body of the still living man into 
the house where he died after saying that 
he could not -fay away from her. j 
Nickels were placed on the eyes of the 
dead man by Beemer and his alleged ac­
complice in crime. This was to show re­
spect for the dead.

The house where the killing took place 
is up the St. Louis river about a mile 
and a half from New Duluth and neat 
the place is the grave of Ada's departed 
mother.

The Arlington woman is alleged to be 
the wife of Capt. Wilson, who has been 
in charge of a boat on the lakes. She 
is said to have lived in this neighbor­
hood for fifteen yenrs. She is charged 
as being the principal in the crime, but 
Beemer is held also and it is said there 
will be other developments when the evi­
dence comes so that he will be more fully 
implies ted.____________________  

heavy loss by fire.
Village of Woodruff Swept by 

Flames, Causing Loss of $64,- 
250 with $10,000 Insurance.

Minocqua, Wis., Feb. 21.—[Special.j 
—Woodruff, a small village on the 
North-Western railroad, situated twt 
miles from this place, was visited by_a 
very disastrous fire. The loss is $64,250 । 
with $10,009 insurance.

The tire broke out in the third floor 
of the Woodruff house, owned by Swan­
son Ac Co., about 10 o'clock Tuesday 
night, and. when discovered, was be­
yond all control. A high northwest 
wind prevailed at the time and, there 
being no tire protection with the excep 
tion of a small tank supplied by a wind­
mill, the flames swept everything before 
it. The hotel was situated dbout the 
center of the block on Front street and 
the fire worked west to the corner build­
ing; Occupied by Matt Reed's confec­
tionery store; where, with hard fighting 
by the bucket brigade it was finally 
stopped. The fire swept east, the entire 
length Of Front street and today not a 
budding stands. This street was the 
business street of the town and some fif­
teen business places were wiped out. in­
cluding two large hotels, the Woodrufl 
house find Wisconsin houses.

The losses are as follows, with about 
$1(1.000 insurance: A. Toussirut, five 
buildings, $2500; IL Stndeman. $3500 
Charles Rylander. $1500; Fred Fitch. 
$1000; Frank Waechter. $2000: Swan- ; 
son Ar Co.. $25,000. with $8000 insur 
anec; Fay; $2000- Kennedy. $500; 
Smeaton, $500; Rolle Hagen. $250; Skud 
Bros., $2000; Bartean, $700; Fredet. 
$200; Hillis. $100.

The majority will rebuild at once and 
it is expected the town will soon regain 
all it has lost in the fire.

Cambridge, Wis., Feb. 21.—[Special.] 
—Fire broke out at 1:30 o’clock this 
morning in the flour mill of George Dow 
& Sons, destroying the machinery anil 
gutting the interior completely. Dow's 
inn. a hotel which is located hut a few 
yards from the mill, was burned to the ' 
ground.

from $5000 to $7000 a year, and of Clrctiit 
com! judges from $3600 to $5000. Dot td 
rake effect during present terms, which 
was on tlie calendar for passage, was laid 
over. Bills were passed as follows: Amend­
ing the law relative to the reassessment Ot 
void special assessments; amending the 
statutes relative to drainage districts, pro­
viding that in case the decision at the hear­
ing is against the p<utl< uers they shall lie 
liable for the costs; restoring chapter 38. 
laws of 1897, relative to the incorporation 
of the Milwaukee Orphan asylum, omitted 
in the revision of the statutes: providing 
compensation to the legislative visiting 
committee; requiring the registration of 
articles of incorporation of churches. The 
Assembly bill providing for the establish- | 
ment of a ferry across Luke St. Croix, nt 
Hudson. Wis.. was concurred in. The 
judiciary committee reported the Osteop­
athy measure favorably by substitute. 
Senator Mills’ bill making it a crime for 
tramps to steal rides on trains was report­
ed for killing by the committee on state 
affairs. Adjournment was until the even­
ing of the 18th.

In tlie Senate on the evening of the 18th 
six bills drafted by the tax commission 
were introduced. Two relate to the taxa- 
tl'ii of street railways and telephone com­
panies and are drawn along the lines rec­
ommended by the commission in its recent 
report. Another bill provides for tlie or 
ganization of reinsurance companies and 
the other bills relate to assessment of 
property. The bills were introduced by 
Senator Whitehead and referred to the 
committee on assessment and collection of 
taxes. The same bills will be introduced in 
tiie Assembly by Mr. Hall. The following 
bills were passed: Relating to the cancel­
lation of void tax deeds; exempting tlie 
Milwaukee Industrial exposition from taxa­
tion: fixing the compensation of county 
superintendents in certain counties; requir­
ing county judges to file official signature; 
legalizing the acts of Dr. H. P. Clute as 
state veterinarian; relating to investments 
by domestic life insurance companies.

The 19th was tin* las* day for the intro­
duction of new bills, and' in the Senate 
thirty-nine were submitted. Tills brings 
the total introduced at this session in the 
Senate up to 317. which is forty-eight less 
than the total two years ago.' The me­
morial to Congress, urging the defeat of 
the ship subsidy bill, was on the calendar 
f<>r concurrence, but on motion of Senator 
Green it was rereferred to the judiciary 
committee. When the bill legalizing the 
practice of osteopathy was reached. Sen­
ator Burns tried to have it rereferred to 
the committee on public health and sanita­
tion. Senator Roehr. sponsor for the bill, 
opposed tiie motion, and Chairman Eaton 
of the health committee said they did not 
want it. The bill was finally advanced to 
engrossment and third reading with two 
or three dissenting votes. The Senate had 
a little fun with Senator Mills' bill, to pre­
vent the tramps from stealing rides ou 
trains, and giving conductors the power of 
a sheriff to arrest them. It was reported 
for indefinite postponement by the commit­
tee on state affairs, but the Senate re­
fused to kill it. It was finally referred to 
the committee on claims, of which Senator 
Mills is chairman. Among the bills relat­
ing to Milwaukee was a joint resolution 
offered by Senator Roehr, for a constitu­
tional amendment to permit the Legisla­
ture to authorize a separate government 
for Milwaukee county, and to establish a 
joint government for the city and county. 
There was u hew school board bill and a 
bill looking to the completion of the lake 
shore drive. Senator Green had a bill 
amending the general fish and gutne laws. 
It makes the deer season ten days later, 
from November 10 to November 30. and 
closes the season for upland game Novem­
ber 10 instead of December 1. Recess was 
taken to 7:30 p m.

Only one bill was introduced at tlie even­
ing session of the Senate on tlie 19th, mak­
ing the total number received 388, as 
against 370 two years ago.

The first petitions for the passage of the 
primary elution lull came into the Senate 
on the 20th from constituents of Senators 
Bissell and Martin. Other petitions were 
for the Milwaukee viaduct bill and the 
stationary engineer bill. Three new bills 
came In from the judiciary committee. They 
were: Requiring that interest and install­
ments of principal on state loans be made 
payable February 1 of each year: author­
izing the secretary of state to compile for 
public distribution in pamphlet form the 
laws of Wisconsin relating to cities, drain­
age. corporations and other subjects for 
which there may lie a demand in the trans- 
aetion of Hie public business; relative to 
admissions to Hie bar. requiring three 
years' study instead of two before examina­
tion l»y the state board. On motion of Sen­
ator Jones, his joint resolution providing for 
n budget committee was put over until 
March 5. When the Senate adjourns on 
the 21st it will be until the 25th, hoth 
houses haring voted to observe Washing­
ton's birthday.

The Senate ou the 21st concurred in Mr. 
Oilman's bill making attempted bribery a 
felony. It provide* that anylmdy who shall 
advise or attempt a felony which fails shall 
be tim'd from Moo to $tooo or imprisoned 
from one to three years in cases where no 
punishment for such attempts is provided 
for by law. The Senate passed Senator 
Devos' hill amending the act conferring 
upon street railway companies tlie right of 
eminent domain. The Senate passed a bi- 
rvrle sidepath bill, which is a dupleate of 
the bill which the Assembly fought over 
and finally rereferred to a committee. 
When Mr’. Lenroot’s bill relating to the 
reassessment of void special assessments 
was passed a time limit was overlooked 
mid this m irniuga bill was rushed through 
both houses to correct the defect. The 
committee on charitable and penal institu­
ting reported for iiidefiiute postponemeD* 
the bill transferring tlie school for deaf 
from the supervision of tiie Ixianl of con­
trol to that of the normal regents. Sen­
ator Mosher's bill prohibiting the insur­
ance of state properly was reported favor­
ably by the state affairs committee, with 
an amendment making provision for re­
building by Hie university or normal re­
gents in case of fire. A bill was passed pro­
viding that moneys received from the gov­
ernment for the Wisconsin National guard, 
in pavment for state property used in the 
war with Spain, may be used for improve­
ment at Camp Douglas.

Assembly.
Mr. Miner's joint resolution memorializ­

ing Congress to kill the ship subsidy bill 
created quite a furore In the Assembly on 
the 15th. When It was reached David Ev­
ans, Jr., moved to refer the matter to Hie 
committee on federal relations In order that 
the members might learn something more 
on the subject, but this was lost. On a roll 
rail the resolution passed by a vote of 78 
to 15. The lax commission unexpectedly 
sent seven bills to the Legislature on as 
many different questions of taxation. The 
bunch included a telegraph company bill, 
a bill relating to tlie one-mill school tax. 
an express-company bill, a sleeping-car bill, 
nn equipment-company bill and a bill mak­
ing Hie tax commission a state board of 
assessment. Mr. Lenroot’s bill requiring a 
vote of the people on franchises in certain 
cases, and Mr. Williams' joint resolution 
for a new banking law. were laid over un­
til Monday. Three bills were passed, as 
follows: Relating to duties of Wisconsin 
state board of agriculture; relating to at­
tempts to commit felony; prescribing du­
ties of notaries public. The bills to be or­
dered to a third reading were: Relating to 
depositions to perpetuate testimony; relat­
ing to incompetent persons under guardian­
ship. The Assembly adjourned to the even­
ing of the 18th.

Among the seventy five new bills intro­
duced1 in the Assembly on the 19th was one 
by Assemblyman Cady that provides that 
marriages between negroes and whites shall 
be considered void. Mr. Owen had a bill 
that provides that prison-made goods shall 
be labeled, and Mr. Overbeck offered an­
other against the operation of slot machines 
In tills state. Mr. Whitson lA.d a kidnap­
ing bill providing a penalty of from five to 
twenty years, and Mr. Anderson had a
measure that releases the city of New 
Richmand from its indebtedness to the 
state, amounting to $27,000. Another hili’ 
by Mr. Duerrwaechter provided for the 
punishment of persons or members of cor­
porations who borrow funds knowing their 
business to be insolvent. More remon­
strances against Mr. Hall's poison bottle 
bill were received. Among the bills that 
were killed is Mayor Rose's measure relat­
ing to the borrowing of funds by the city 
of Milwaukee. -In the Assembly the cal­
endar was unusually heavy and after the 
third order of business had been disposed 
of Mr. Overbeck moved that the bills on 
the calendar be taken up before offering 
new bills. This was done and after the 
calendar had been disposed of new bills 
were called for and the flood began. The 
assemblymen became restless, however, and 
aovefl to adjourn before the hills could tie 
read. Bills were passed as follows: Re­
lating to depositions to perpetuate testi­
mony: relating to reassessment of void as­
sessments; relating to incompetent persons 
under a guardianship.

More than 100 bills were introduced at 
the morning session of the Assembly on the 
19th. making the total 561.%mong the meas­
ures were several Joint resolutions looking 
to legislative amendments. One by David 
Evans. Jr., is designed to extend the fran­
chise to women. Another by Mr. Keene, 
extends the limit of municipal bonds from 
twenty to fifty years. One by Mr. Dahl, 
proposes to remove the limitation from 
sheriffs lu the matter of office-holding, and 
another by Mr. Frost is intended to permit 
state aid in road building. Among the bills 
the most picturesque was Judge Orton's 
re-establishing capital punishment In cer­
tain cases. A measure by Mr. Duerwaech- 
ter extends to merchants the provisions of

the law relating to receiving of deposits by 
insolvent batiks. It prescribe a fine of 
$5600 or imprison meat for ten years for 
obtaining credit when a merchant knows • 
• hat he is insolvent. There were bills ex­
tending the scope of the present corrupt 
practices act. and to make Judicial elec­
tion* nonpartisan by forbidding a party des­
ignation on a judicial ballot. A bill by 
Mr. Babb for the equalization of the dis­
tribution of the SchGGl tax brings up an old 
fight. A hew vessel taxation bitt came In 
fixing a 3 per cent, tonnage tax. The old 
bill relating to double beader trains and 
fixing the number of brakemen to be em­
ployed on them also reappeared, being in­
troduced by Mr. Galaway A bill by Mr. 
Lenroot to'regulate foreign companies do­
ing business in this state is aimed, at the 
trusts. Under a deceptive title a bill came 
in to permit a thirty-day racing season in 
this state. Mr. Zinn introduced a bill tn 
encourage the beet sugar industry. It ex­
empts beet sugar factories from taxation 
for a period of five years. A bill to ex­
empt notaries public from the operation of 
Hie anti-pass law was the first effort to re­
strict that very sweeping measure.

At the evening session of the Assembly 
ou the 19th. 55 more bills were introduced, 
making the total number received by that 
body 615, as against 540 two years ago. 
The Assembly chamber was crowded in the 
evening to hear arguments on the primary 
election bill before the joint committee oh 
privileges and elections. There was only 
one speech, that of M. G. Jeffris of Janes­
ville. against the bill.

The bill for the establishment of bicycle i 
sidepaths along highways promises' to 
cause as bitter a contest as the famous 
bicycle baggage bills of former Legisla­
tures. It was on the calendar for engross­
ment and third reading, but was laid over. 
Then it was amended In several respects. 
When it came up on the 20th it was stlli 
further amended and sent back to Hie com­
mittee on judiciary. The bill taxing bach­
elors and the bill forbidding free lunches 
were killed without debate. The commit- ' 
tee on ways, and means reported for pass­
age the I.ill authorizing a loan from Hie | 
trust funds of Portage county and the bill 
prohibiting the distribution of samples' of 
medicines. Senator Riordan's bills. No. 50 
S.. relating to the service of notice to quit, 
and No. 51 8., relating to evidence in cer­
tain cases, were ordered to a third reading. 
Mr. Thomas’ bill, No. 107 A., relating to 
highway taxes in towns, was laid over for 
a week. The following bills were killed: 
Exempting certain personal property from 
taxation; to abolish free lunches in saloons. 
The Assembly concurred In the Senate reso­
lution to observe Washington’s birthday 
and then adjourned.

Among the remonstrances received by the 
Assembly on the 21st was one signed by 
ex-Gov. Upham and twenty others against 
the passage of the Hall railroad commission 
bill. A long debate over a bill relating to 
allowances to widows served to lengthen 
the session. The following Assembly and 
Senate bills were passed and concurred in: 
To provide bounty for killing of wolves, 
etc.: relating to fees for return of notice 
of births: relating to appointment of as­
sistants by county clerk; relating to allow­
ance to widows: relating to county superin 
tendents of poor: relating to county courts; 
relating to use of false weights and mens- i 
tires; relating to service of notices to quit; 
relating to evidence in certain cases. Mr. 
Johnson's bill, 363 A., prohibiting the de­
positing of drugs, etc., upon the premises 
of another, was rereferred. Mr. Collins’ 
bill. 330 A., authorizing the state to loan 
trust funds to Portage county, was ordered 
to a third reading. Mr. Henry's bill, 301 
A., requiring all license money to lie paid 
to counties for the support of the poor and 
to pay th<' cost of criminal trials, was 
killed. The Assembly adjourned until the
