U of W Mokes Lecture 
Booklets Available

Madison Important contribu­
tions of various factors in the de­
velopment of the American way 
of life are discussed in a series of 
booklets now being published un- 
der the auspict of the Knapp 
Fund Committee of the University 
of Wisconsin.

Each of the booklets contains 
a reprint of one of the series of 
lectures given on the UW campus 
during the past year by outstand­
ing Americans.

Thus saith the Lord, Let not the 
wise man glory in his wisdom, 
neither let the mighty man glory 
in his might.—(Jer. lx. 23.)

They Tell 'Em
American Sailor-Battleships— 

why the flagship of our navy is 
so big that the captain goes 
around the deck in his car.

British Sailor—You ought to 
see our flagship. Have a look at 
the kitchen. It’s so large the cook 
has to go through the Irish stew 
in a submarine to see if the po­
tatoes are cooked.”

After food and housing costs 
bite into the family budget, many 
a homemaker finds that there is 
not enough money left over to take 
care of another very essential part 
of family life — that of providing 
sufficient clothing for everyone.

But some thirty million women 
in this country have found that 
one answer to this problem lies in | 
the family sewing machine. For 
example—the axerage creative 
home seamstress turns out for her­
self alone an average of 27 gar­
ments annually for a third of the 
cost of comparable garments pur­
chased ready-made. In addition 
she can further stretch the money 
allocated for household spending 
by sewing for her children and 
making her home furnishing items 
such as slipcovers, curtains and 
linen*.

That today’s h omemaker is using 
her sewing machine to offset high

living costs was proved recently 
in a survey conducted among 2,673 
home seamstresses. Married wo­
men ran up a total score of 7.8 
hours each per week spent stitch­
ing, practically a full business day. 
In addition to making new cloth­
ing and household furnishings, 
these women also explained that 
their sewing machine was neces­
sary for mending of these items as 
well as make-over projects. In this 
way they provide themselves, their 
families and their homes with 
many necessary items that they 
otherwise could not afford.

Many women in this group fur­
ther explained that in addition to 
enlisting the aid of their sewing 
machines for family sewing they 
also turned out articles for church 
and hospital auxiliaries, the Rad 
Cross and other charity organisa- 

i Uon*.

The lecturers were brought to 
the Wisconsin campus by the 
Knapp Fund Committee of the 
UW faculty to ( try out the de­
sires of the late K< mper K. Knapp 
as expressed in his will bequeath­
ing a $2 million trust fund to the 
University.

Now available in booklet form 
the lectures are ' Law and Gov­
ernment in the Development of 
the American Way of Life" by 
Arthur T. Vande rbilt, chief jus­
tice of the Supreme Court of New 
Jersey; “The Role of Education 
in the Development of the Amari- j 

jean Way of Life" by Lee M. 
Thurston, superintendent of pub­
lic instruction for Michigan; and! 
“The Contribution of Moral and' 
Spiritual Ideas to the Making of I 
the American Way of Life” by ■ 
Harvie Branscomb, chancellor of 1 
Vanderbilt University.

In his will, Knapp, who became j 
a distinguished Chicago lawyer 
after his gradual! n from UW in I 
1879, asked that income from the 1 
trust fund be used partly for 
scholarships and partly “to culti­
vate in the student body ideals of 
honesty, sincerity, earnestness, 
tolerance, and social and political 
obligations.”

In addition to awarding some 
500 scholarships and fellowships 
so far to help outstanding stu­
dents, the committee has sponsor­
ed visiting professorships, numer­
ous lectures, conferences, sym­
posiums, publications, and other 
activities in keeping with the in­
tent of Knapp s will. During the 
1951-52 school year the committee 
sponsored the first series on the 
development of American way of 
life lectures.

“This subject was chosen be­
cause it is believed that if our 
students could hear outstanding 
persons discuss different facets of 
this important question, a consid­
erable number of them might be 
brought to a sharper understand­
ing of the immense responsibility 
which as citizens of this fortu­
nate country we have all inherited 
at birth.” the committee declares 
in its foreword in the booklets.

WEEP

Chairs usually squeak because 
the wood has dried out and the 
glue joints have become broken. 
This is often the result of the air 
in the house being too dry.

There are many remedies, and

most of them include the use of 
glue.

Plastic resin glue, or casein glue 
are recommended. These must be 
mixed when used, and cannot be 
kept over from one job to an­
other. Be sure to follow mixing 
directions carefully.

Ready-mixed all-purpose glue, 
however, is more convenient, and 
will keep for a long time.

In any gluing job, be sure to 
clean off all the old glue. This is 
important.

After freshly glued joints are 
assembled, drive a nail through 
the joint as illustrated. This elim­
inates the need for clamping, and 
reinforces the joint. The head of 
the nail can be set, and the hole 
filled w’ith plastic wood so that 
it does not show.

When the back slats squeak, 
drill a hole into the joint with a 
small drill. Fill the joints with 
liquid glue, by using a soda straw. 
Suck enough glue into the straw 
to half fill it. Then put the end 
of the straw into the hole and 
blow the glue into the joint.

It may be necessary to stop up 
the cracks in the joint to keep 
the glue in.

Drive a peg into the hole and 
finish even with the surface with 
sandpaper.

Brushing a cane or rush seat 
with melted paraffin will some­
times stop squeaks. Keep covered 
with a cloth until the paraffin 
wears off the surface. Another 
method is to soak with varnish 
thinned with turpentine. Wipe off 
the surface before it dries.

Reservation At 
Menominee Is
Outdoor Paradise

Neopit — Anyone wondering 
about the ways of outdoor man­
agement ran collect a lot of pos­
itive data on the Menominee In­
dian reservation here where the
Indians can fully manage their 
forests and hunt game when and 
how they please around the year 
to maintain an outdoor paradise.

This reservation, as was the 
common story, came to the Indi­
ans because no one could find 
a better use for it It consists of 
234,000 acres and today holds 
about 3,000 Indians.

The reservation follows the 
philosophy of harvesting rather 
than saving trees. There is a mu­
seum forest that for years has 
drawn the admiration of visitors 
but the question is now being con­
sidered as to whether these 150- I 
foot trees should be left to de- • 
teriorate or be brought under the 
same economic management that i 
prevails generally over the res- 
ervation.

Management of the rese rvation I 
is centered on wood products and 
the annual timber crop produces , 

, more than 95 percent of the res-1 
1 ervation income. But the annual 
' cut is limited to 20,(100,030 board 
feet, figured on a sustained yield 
basis. The probability is that the 

’ cut is conservative and that more | 
: timber is growing back annually 
than is taken off. The Indians 
process their own timber at their 

j Neopit mill and sell their lumber | 
on the open market. The harvest' 

[does not materially change the 
। appearance of the red men’s for- 
1 est. Taking of a mature tree here । 
and there does bring in a bit more 
sunlight and stimulates the 
growth of close & sizeable neigh-1

I bors. The cutting program helps 
maintain a wildlife habitat.

Officials here agree that if the I 
land and its vegetative progres­
sion can be maintained you need 
worry little about the wildlife on 
it. And nobody worries about 
wildlife here. There are no game 
laws. With year-around trapping 
permitted without any restric­
tions, beaver survived the era of 
high-priced pelts and Walter Rid- 
lington, chief reservation forester, 
wishes at times there were fewer, 
of these animals because they | 
prove troublesome in his opera­
tions.

Any Indian can take deer when­
ever he is inclined to and as many i 
as he is able to. But most of the : 
Indians take their venison thru' 
the fall and up to Christmas. 
Some of the Indians do hunt at ■
other times of the year. A sug­
gestion that Indian hunting may 
in time eradicate the deer of the

1% cups sugar 4 to 1 cup very finely chopped

1 cup shortening nut meats
•With butter, margarine, or lard, ur ‘a cup milk. With vegetable or 
any other shortening, use 4* cup muk.

(Mix by hand or at a low speed of electric mixer. Count only actual 
beating time. Or count beating strokes. Allow about 150 full strokes 
per minute. Scrape bowl and spoon or beater often.) Measure into 
sifter; flour, baking powder, salt, and sugar.

James Arentson, reservation su-1 
perintendent. As long as the deer 
productive machinery can be kept 
in high gear the animals will be j 
there.

The deer herd on the reserva­
tion is held dow n well within | 
the limits of their preferred food. 
As a result the best deer foods 
have a chanctgto grow and if the 
Indians ever let up on their hunt­
ing the animal population would 
probably explode to wreck both 
deer and forests. Deer now drift 
into the area from the surround- j 
ing country where hunting is re-1 
stricted because nowhere else can 
deer find the choice foods avail-1 
able on the Indian lands.

Conservation Warden O. K 
Johnson, who patrols Shawano | 
County, says his big reservation 
problems are venison-hungry 
whites who are always tempting 
Indians. A single Indian is said 
to have taken as many as 35 deer 
and there is plenty of money1 
available for this meat just over 
the border. What the Indians do 
with their game within the res­
ervation is their own business. 
There have been some reservation 
suggestions against shining deer 
at night but there are no actions 
against this practice. The Indians 
commonly hunt deer with dogs. 
There are no records as to the 
number of deer or other game the 
Indians take in the course of a 
year.

Forester Ridlington says the 
reservation is producing a lot of 
yew, a preferred deer food that J 
is practically being eradicated in 
the rest of the state’s deer coun-' 
ery. He finds that deer browse 
heavily on this. There is no res 
servation browse line and the 
forest floor carries an abundance 
of brushy plants well within the 
reach of deer. The reservation has 
no winter starvation of deer.

There was a time when the res­
ervation freely issued trout fish­
ing permits to outsiders but that 
day is passed. For one thing vis­
itors were apt to start a forest 
fire and the Indian has come to 
appreciate his own trout fishing 
without a crowd of white neigh­
bors.

There is talk now that this res­
ervation is no longer needed as 
the Indians are fairly well assim- 
ulated into the general popula-' 
tion. Under the plan, the Menom- j 
inee reservation would become a 
part of Wisconsin and be subject 
to its laws and regulations. It 
could be the undoing of this out­
door paradise. Hunters storming) 
in here might not find hunting as 
easy as they desire and insist that 
the area be closed for a deer 
build-up. And with too many 
deer, the preferred d«er food 
would disappear, meaning a de­
generation common enough else­
where in the state.

The Menominee# have been 
talking about this eventuality. 
Should the reservation be abol­
ished, . they ipay form a coopera-; 
tive and try to continue the man­
agement that has demonstrated j 
its success.

Half the thrill of Christmas is 
in the pre-holiday preparations—
mixing cakes that are crammed 
w’ith fruits and nuts, baking an 
endless variety of cookies. Try 
these recipes—some arc old, some 
are new.

Dundee Cake 
7/8 cup butter 
2/3 cup sugar

4 eggs
1/3 cup almonds blanched and 

chopped
24 cups pastry flour

1 teaspoon baking powder 
4 teaspoon salt

1 cup seedless raisins 
1 1/3 cups currants 
1/3 cup candied orange and lem­

on peel cut fine
2 tablespoons orange juice 

For Decoration
1/3 cup almond meats blanched 

and split
1/3 cup candied cherries cut in 

strips
1/3 cup citron, cut in thin slices 

and narrow strips
Cream butter, add sugar slow­

ly. Beat well. Add eggs, one at a 
time, beating 5 minutes after add­
ing each. Stir in chopped almonds. 
Sift flour with baking powder 
and salt. Mix with fruit, and add 
to first mixture. Add orange and 
lemon peel mixed with orange 
juice. Mix thoroughly. Fill 2 or 
3 small loaf pans lined w’ith 
greased wax paper Cover top 
with blanched almonds, candied 
cherries and citron. Bake 1 hour 
to 11 < hours at 275 degrees. Cover 
with paper as soon as cake be­
gins to brown.

Pecan Cake
7 eggs

4 lb. butter
1 lb. shelled pecans
2 teaspoons baking powder
3 teaspoons nutmeg

14 lbs. raisins
1 lb. flour

4 lb. citron cut in thin strips
4 pint rose water
Mix as other fruit cakes. Bake 

in an angel food pan in an oven 
275 degrees for 1 hour.

4 4 cups fine ground graham 
cracker crumbs

1 cup chopped walnut meats
Pit and slice the prunes Pour 

boiling water over figs and let 
stand 10 minutes. Drain and dry 
on a towel, clip stems and cut 
into thin strips Rinse and drain 
raisins and currants. Rinse apri­
cots. drain and chop medium fine.

It is necessary 
to refrigerate the cake until it 
becomes firm enough to cut. Let 
ripen at least 2 weeks. The fla­
vors blend and become more mel­
low.

New Unit Picks and Shells Corn

Early snowfall last winter forced many farmers to leave their corn 
in the field for picking in the spring One of them was Walter Ericksen 
of Wydemere, N. I). To save time, however, he is killing two birds with 
one stone end is picking and shelling his corn in a single operation with 
a combination picking and shelling unit.

The winter of ‘51-‘i>2 played a mean trick on many farmers in Minne­
sota and parts of the Dakotas. Before the corn had time to mature, the 
mows came and there was nothing for the farmers to do but wait for - 
spring to pick the corn.

Fortunately for the farmer today, picking corn is not the serious 
problem it once was. Today he can pick his corn, husk it, and shell it— 
all at the same time and right in the field. He does not have to store the 
ears of corn in a crib and then worn about finding time later to shell it.

Furthermore, the husks and the cobs are left in the field to be plowed 
under for mulch. In this way more mineral elements arc left in the soil 
to keep up its fertility.

The machine that does this trick for he modern farmer is the 
only one of its kind so far. Recently introduced by the Minneapolis 
Moline Company, it is considered a revolutionary development in farm 
equipment.

The corn picking and shelling unit can be removed from the specially 
designed tractor so that if the farmer wishes, he can mount a harvesting 
unit on it to harvest his grain or soybeans. Other attachments have been 
derigned and soon will be in production. In the field testing stage are a 
baling unit and a harvest forager.

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Behind The Scenes 
In Americon Business 

By Reynold! Knight

NEW YORK—A great deal of 
mathematical acrobatics goes into 
estimating the average consum­
er’s real earnings today.

Usually a single year a decade 
or two past is used as standard. 
Then wages and prices are com­
pared with any desired following 
period. To make estimates ac­
curate, however, it is necessary 
to adjust for inflation, shifts in 
savings media and new products 
which were previously unknown. 
When you finally get these (plus 
dozens of other variables) all 
neatly tied in you must face a 
battery of opponents who will 
claim you used the wrong fig­
ures, in the wrong manner and 
at the wrong time. And, since 
the whole affair is a matter of 
opinion, they will have some jus­
tification for doing so.

The National Industrial Con­
ference Board has sidestepped 
these many pitfalls by going back 
to a basic measuring device— 
take the average hourly wage 
during any given year, find the 
price of any given product and 
then evaluate the number of 
hours and minutes of work re­
quired to buy the article. The 
beauty of the plan is that you 
can figure relative earning power 
of the nation as a whole, of a 
particular group of workers, or 
of yourself. The method doesn’t 
account for changes in product 
quality—but no other method 
does either.

WIDE WHIRLING ARMS—Biggest helicopter in the world, the XH-17, made a test flight gt 
Culver City, Calif The long blades extend more than 125 feet from end to end. This is expected to 
be the first of experimental heavy-lift machines able to pick up and carry heavy artillery, trucks, 
even sections of bridges. .Because it is able to land where conventional aircraft cannot,, the XH-17 
will be able to supply almost inaccessible areas with heavy equipment. The machine was built by 
Howard Hughes’ aircraft company for the U S. Air Force. It is powered by two turbojets, one at 

each blade tip.

An NICB graph formed on this 
basis shows some interesting 
changes between 1939 and 1952. 
Average time of work to buy a 
dozen eggs: was 28, now is 22 
minutes; man’s suit: was 27 hours 
13 minutes, now is 23 hours and 
10 minutes; haircut: 47, now 43 
minutes.

MUSICAL CHAIRS—Automo­
bile analysts are watching with 
considerable interest the com­
petitive struggle for dominance 
in the industry. Of course, Gen­
eral Motors, Ford and Chrysler 
continue to rate as the big three, 
but there’s some interesting jock­
eying for position among com­
panies outside that potent circle.

A company that has been com­
ing along very rapidly is Willys- 
Overland, which has jumped to 
fifth place in the industry among 
the 19 producers of cars and com­
mercial vehicles, compared with 
seventh place a year ago. The 
surprise is that Willys-Overland, 
though regarded by many as a 
big wartime producer of Jeeps 
and military vehicles, is forging 
ahead on the strength of its ci­
vilian business. The aerodynamic 
styling and body construction and 
gasoline economy of the new 
Aero Willys passenger cars ap­
parently are catching the public 
fancy.

As an indication of how this 
picture is developing, Willys- 
Overland in the first 10 months 
of the calendar year produced 
135,900 cars and trucks, compared 
with 121,500 for Nash, 64,700 for 
Hudson, 59,800 for Kaiser-Fra­
zer and 48,600 for Packard.

TV IMPACT While television 
has probably done mon* in less 
time to change our way of living 
than any other industry, it hasn’t 
had as much effect as many seem 
to think.

One authority points out that 
dollar sales of such competitive 
amus< menu as newspapers, mag- 
azims, movies, betting sports, 
participating amusements and 
books amounted to $11,308,000,000 
in 195! compared with $10,276,- 
000 000 in 1949 Books, movies 
and hoss betting was off some­
what, it's true, but radio, maga­
zines, newspapers and informal 
recreation had one of their big­
gest years.

Television isn’t through, though, 
and many industries have yet to 
feel the full effect of television. 
Previous non-TV areas are get­
ting their first stations and sales 
of receivers are on the rise again. 
In September 875,290 sets were 
sold—well above sales of 700,490 
in the previous three months.

“Rather than being a valid 
excuse, this is really a confession 
that the driver was caught unpre­
pared for the emergency in which 
he suddenly found himself.”

The safety director added, “Af­
ter the car’s vital equipment has 
been placed in good order, the 
motorist must adjust his driving 
habits. Road surfaces change from 
dry to wet, from icy to snow-cov­
ered. The snow may be loose or 
hard-packed. The ice may be wet 
or dry or in patches. Frost or 
thin ice on shaded streets and 
roads gives many a driver his 
first skid scares of the dangerous 
driving season. If no accident re­
sults, the scare may prove a bless­
ing in disguise, for it usually 
shocks a person into more care­
ful driving.”

Pedestrians, too, should be more 
cautious, Salisbury concluded.

‘‘Walkers should bear in mind 
that drivers have more difficulty 
operating their cars in bad weath­
er. Persons on foot are hard to 
see on any dark night, and es­
pecially in stormy weather. Pe­
destrians therefore should cross 
at corners, not between intersec­
tions; and on rural roads they 
should walk facing oncoming ve­
hicles, stepping off the traveled 
portions of the roadway when 
cars approach.”

There are persons who will tell 
you that the ring-necked pheas­
ant is a semi-tame bird, as easy 
to outwit as a hatchery trout. To 
back up their claims they cite 
cases of pheasants hanging around 
barnyards, feeding on scratch 
grain along with the farmer’s 
chickens. But this, claims outdoor 
writer Ted Janes, only proves 
the sagacity of these birds to get 
their food without working for 
it. You never hear of anyone 
walking up and chopping the 
head off one of these “tame” 
birds.

There is, to be sure, a measure 
of truth in the compprison of 
pen-reared pheasants with hatch­
ery trout. You can fool them for 
a day or so, but the survivors 
quickly smarten up, and it doesn’t 
take long, either. By the end of 
opening day hawks are tame by 
comparison.

Pheasants hit the ground run­
ning, and by the time you reach 
the spot where you’ve marked 
them down, they’re somewhere 
in the next county. These sprint­
ing tendencies trouble old-time 
grouse hunters who profess to 
scorn pheasants, and often their 
hostility stems from frustation.

The behavior of pheasants in 
front of a dog is another source 
of irritation to grouse hunters. 
Instead of lying close in the man­
ner of well-bred upland birds, 
they have a habit of sneaking 
out from under a statuesque point 
when no one is looking. Such un­
sporting tactics, the old-timers 
will tell you, ruin a good grouse 
dog, but this is pure malarkey. 
Actually, experience with the 
pheasant will improve any dog’s 
I.Q. and teach him a whole new 
bag of tricks. However, spaniels, 
springers and cockers are better 
for pheasants.

Pheasants are big, hardy birds 
and can carry away a surprising 
amount of shot. Unfortunately, 
the pheasant’s large bulk often 
makes him appear to be much 
closer than is actually the case. 
The average cock bird has an

over-all length of about three 
feet, but two thirds of this is 
tail. Too many gunners uncon­
sciously center their muzzles 
amidship, causing them to shoot 
below a rising bird and behind 
a crossing one. If you remember 
to swing and pull the trigger 
when the muzzle blots out the 
ringed neck, you’ll score more 
solid hits.

Brushing, Steoming 
Renews Hats Easily

Is your favorite hat beginning 
to look worn and dowdy?

If it is, it can spoil the effect 
of your most becoming costume, 
says Gladys Meloche, clothing 
specialist at the University of Wis­
consin.

A good brushing can go a long 
way toward brightening up a hat 
you'd like to wear another season, 
she says. Use a soft, long-bristled 
brush that will reach into folds, 
and trimmings.

If there are water spots that 
don’t come off with brushing, rub 
them gently with a piece of fine 
(00> sandpaper. But be careful 
not to rub so hard that you make 
a hole in the felt, Miss Meioche 
cautions.

Steaming, too, will perk up the 
fabric. Holo the crown of the hat 
over the spout of a steaming tea­
kettle. Let the steam penetrate 
the felt thoroughly—but don’t 
soak It. When the steam softens 
the felt, you can smooth out 
creases and shape the hat back 
Into its original lines. As the felt 
dries, it will stiffen again.

Trimmings can also be freshen­
ed easily. Miss Meloche points 
out.

If ribbon ends are frayed, you 
can trim them off with sharp 
shears. Or you may want to re­
move the ribbon to wash and 
steam press it. I Hat trimmings 
aren’t always pre-shrunk, she 
warns. Before you risk washing 
a ribon, be sure it’s long enough 
to allow for shrinkage.)

A limp or crumpled veil can 
make even a new hat look bedrag­
gled, the specialist continues. 
Torn veiling isn't worth keeping. 
If a veil is undamaged, you can 
freshen is between two layers of 
waxed paper.

Torn veiling is inexpensive to 
replace. Instead of stitching new- 
veiling on, you may want to sew 
narrow ribbon on each end of the 
veiling so you can just tie it over 
the hat. Then you can wear the 
hat with or without the veil—and 
you can wear the veil separately.

You can reduce shrinkage 
of cotton knits by removing them 
from the dryer when they’re still 
damp. Stretch them and block 

t them into shape before they dry.

Suede 
is an animal skin tanned and 
rubbed by abrasive wheels, giv­
ing it a close soft nap. Good suede 
leather is mellow and velvety. 
Its nap is silky and even.

Leather is windproof making 
it ideal for outer garments. It 
breathes, allowing ventilation. It 
is pleasing to the touch, and skill­
ful tanning provides softness and 
smoothness. With proper care and 
attention to the following sug­
gestions, a suede garment should 
provide many seasons of wear.

Avoid the use of cleaning flu­
ids or abrasives to remove soil 
or stain from suede garments. 
Such methods almost always re­
sult in discoloration of the leath­
er. Do not keep leather garments 
in a warm, airless place

Crocking is the natural result of 
“sueding" leather. The fine parti­
cles of suede dust that may rub 
off at first will disappear after 
the garment has been worn a 
short time. You can obtain a 

j chemically treated sponge to use 
| on suede garments. Sponging re­
moves suede dust as well as sur­
face soil insuring longer and more 
satisfactory wear..

If a suede garment gets wet, 
allow it to dry at room tempera­
ture and then sponge it thorough­
ly. Wear a scarf or ascot to help 
protect the neckline from skin 
and hair oils. Suede garments re­
quire expert cleaning and refin­
ishing, so select a cleaning firm 
which specializes in this type 

| work.

If your fur coat should get 
rainsoaked, take it to your fur­
rier to be properly dried. If only 
damp, hang it on a padded hang- 

i er and dry slowly at room tem- 
perature, never near a radiator.

Doughnuts and cider are tradi­
tional companions for party 
lunches. Guests will surely like 
these sour milk doughnuts. In­
gredients are four and one-half 
cups sifted enriched flour, one 
and one-half teaspoons soda, one 
and one-half teaspoons cream of 
tartar, one and one-half teaspoons 
salt, one-fourth teaspoon nutmeg, 
three eggs, one cup sugar, three 
tablespoons shortening, melted, 

(and one cup buttermilk or sour 
i milk.

Sift together flour, soda, cream 
of tartar, salt and nutmeg. Beat 
eggs until thick and lemon color­
ed. Add sugar gradually beating 
it in. Add shortening and butter­
milk or sour milk. Add flour 
mixture. Mix well. Roll out one­
fourth inch thick on lightly 
floured board or pastry cloth. 
Cut with floured doughnut cut­
ter. Fry in deep hot fat, 375 de­
grees, for three minutes, or until 
brown, turning frequently. Makes 
about three dozen three inch 
doughnuts.

You can make all sorts of sim­
ple frostings to vary your dough­
nuts Embellish the frostings, too, 
with varied color sprinkles, red 
cinnamon drops and chopped nut 
meats. A magic butter frosting 
doesn’t require any cooking. In­
gredients are two tablespoons but­
ter, one-fourth cup sweetened 

l condensed milk, one and one-half 
j cups sifted confectioners’ sugar 
and one-half teaspoon vanilla. 
Cream butter and sweetened con­
densed milk thoroughly. Add 
gradually the sifted confectioners* 
sugar and beat until the frosting 
is smooth, creamy and light in 
color.
