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Behind The Scenes 
In American Business

NEW YORK—Defense forever! 
Or at any rate, defense—at a 
steady but bearable rate of ex­
penditure—for as far ahead as 
budget-makers ever look, rather 
than alternate periods of build­
up and slack-off. This is the pic­
ture which begins to emerge 
from Defense Department an­
nouncements of program changes.

Production lines making me­
dium tanks and 24-ton trucks are 
slowed down or stopped. Three 
tank plants will reduct* output; 
one truck line will close down al­
together. One tank model is be­
ing abandoned.

At the same time the Defense 
Department proposes to buy as 
much as $500 million worth of 
large precision machine tools in 
the fiscal year beginning July 
1, 1953 Whether it will get them 
is doubtful; airplane companies 
are taking all the industry can 
turn out now.

The two actions seem to look 
in opposite directions Actually, 
they reflect a feeling that war 
in the near future is not a strong 
probability, that it is more im­
portant to have the tools with 
which to build fighting equip­
ment for 1954 or 1955 than it is 
to have huge inventories of 1952 
models.

NICKEL EXPANSION — De­
fense Production Administra­
tion’s new goal for nickel supply 
has been moved up to 190,000 
short tons in 1955. Supply in 1950 
was 101,000 tons. Further to em­
phasize the great and growing 
shortage of this vital military i 
metal, electroplaters were told 
they would get no more nickel in 
the coming quarter than they 
had in this one, despite rising 
supplies. Reason is that the shift 
from piston-engined to jet-pow­
ered airplanes will devour avail­
able nickel supplies and cry for 
more; some jet power plants re­
quire 2400 pounds of nickel in 
alloys.

Expansion in the Canadian 
mines which supply the bulk of 
U. S. nickel will take care of 
some of the added demand. The 
Nicaro plant in Cuba is expected 
to supply 15,000 tons a year soon. 
Nevertheless, the outlook for 
reaching the new goal is bleak, 
unless some way of tapping the 
vast Cuban and other deposits at 
a greater rate is deviat'd

Question: Last winter, moisture 
collected on the composition 
board walls of my home, and 
some started to mildew. I wish 
to repaper the room, but fear 
the mildew will ruin the new 
paper. Will painting help, or what 
would you suggest? —S. D., An­
selmo, Nebraska.

Answer: Wash the mildewed 
areas with household ammonia 
or chlorine compounds to kill the 
mildew, and when dry, paint the 
area with shellac. Over this you 
can paint or paper as you prefer. 
As mentioned in the April-May 
’52 issue of the Family Handy­
man, there are also, several com­
mercial mildewcides now avail­
able, which will serve the same 
purpose.

Question: The front of my 
house, of brick construction, is 
painted white. The balance, of 
shingles, is to be repainted gray. 
I would like to restore the brick 
to natural color. How can I re­
move the paint? —R. A. H., Mil­
lington, N. J.

Answer: Since paint soaks into 
porous brick to a depth some­
times as much as one-fourth inch, 
paint removal is virtually impos­
sible. Chemicals strong enough to 
remove the paint, would destroy 
the mortar to a degree, and even 
such chemicals would not remove 
all traces of paint. Best idea 
would be to paint the wall brick 
red, then paint in mortar lines 
in white.

Question: We have a hot water 
heating system, two radiators of 
which never give off much heat. 
Is there anything we can do to 
correct this trouble? —E. B. O., 
Brecksville, Ohio.

Answer: Hot water radiators 
that fail to heat are usually air­
bound. If you have a valve at 
the upper corner, remove it, or 
open the valve with a key, to 
let the air escape. When water 
flows from the radiator, at the 
valve, it is full of water, and 
should heat properly thereafter. 
You might try replacing the valve 
with a self-venting type which 
eliminates this trouble perma­
nently.

Question: My home, shingled

In another of his "learning 
from nature” series Dr. William 
J. Long writes that in days gone 
by fox hunting was the prime 
winter sport and there were 
enough foxes and a plentiful sup­
ply of small game. Now in the 
New England community where 
he lives game birds are pitifully 
scarce "because fox hunters are 
too few and foxes too many."

Here you may object that lab­
oratory tests (examination of 
stomach contents and droppings) 
seem to prove that game birds 
form a small percentage of fox 
food. That is undoubtedly true in 
some localities. The question is, 
would the percentage be larger 
if the fox could find more game? 
Based on his own examination 
of stomach contents in the north­
ern wilderness, Long thinks the 
answer is definitely "yes.”

One fact which will never 
come to light in a laboratory is 
that a fox will naturally haunt a 
place where small game of any 
kind is plentiful. When he finds 
a covey of quail or grouse, he 
will kill as many as he can, and I 
bury those he cannot eat. There 
are many records of fox destruc­
tiveness, and in this respect the 
gray fox is even worse than the 
red.

Another fact beyond range of 
laboratory tests is that a certain 
number of foxes may be fairly 
safe at one season but dangerous 
at another. For example, say 
three foxes loose during a ruffed I 
grouse peak cycle might not j 
much influence the natural 
grouse increase. Turn them loose 
at a time of low cycle, and you 
endanger not only the increase 
but the survival of the bird. AI 
fox knows no game law; he hunts 
practically every night of the 
year.

As for those who hopefully 
argue that predators improve the 
race of game birds by killing the 
weak or sickly or witless, Long 
politely suggests that they are 
talking through their hats.

A fox that finds a quail or 
grouse nest does not pick out the 
addled eggs; he eats the whole 
clutch. If he runs into a brood 
of young grouse, he does not se­
lect the weakling; he is much 
more likely to kill the mother 
bird as she tries to protect her 
family, leaving the whole brood 
to die of starvation or be caught 
by other predators.

Our Qrowing Trade Barriers 
Weaken Free World’s Unity

Bible Comment:

Israel Grew From 
Small Tribal State 
To Unified Nation 
T« process whereby a people | 

becomes a nation varies in its 
time span according to many and 
varied circumstances. The Amer­
ican colonies built themselves into 
a nation after a slow and tedious 
beginning as tiny spots of civiliza­
tion along an untamed coast which 
fringed a wilderness.

Israel began slowly to achieve 
a sense of national unity, ripen- ' 
ing suddenly as she acquired 
strong leaders with the will to 
weld the tribes into a country 

। under a ruler who gave his peo­
ple a feeling of sovereignty.

Moving slowly from the Egyp­
tian bondage to the haven of the 
Promised Land, the feeling of the 
people was more on a tribal, racial 

: and religious level rather than na­
tional.

Eli was a great leader and had 
high personal integrity, but his 
sons “made themselves vile and 

; he restrained them not.”
A new leader, Samuel came to 

give the people such a strong na­
tional consciousness that they de­
manded a military leader instead 
of a religious one. In this way 
they went too far, paving the way 
for the disaster which was soon to 
come to them.

We first meet Samuel as a small 
boy brought to the Temple by hl* 
mother, Hannah, who devoted him 
to the service of the High Priest 
Eli.

Eli enjoyed more success with 
the little helper than with his own 
sons. When Samuel heard the 
voice calling him, Eli realized it 
was the divine call and told th* 
boy that when the call came again 
he should say, “Speak Lord for 
thy servant heareth.”

And thus Samuel became aware 
of having a great mission. He 
purged the Temple of abusive 
practice* and restored the religious 
life of his people to it* former 
strength. He had hi* undeniable 
part in the building of the Jewish 
nation.

Washington. — Nineteen coun­
tries, each a friend and ally of 
the United States, have protested 
to the Department of State that 
they are bewildered by various 
actions on our part which either 
threaten or reduce their trade in 
the American market.

They are bewildered, they say, 
at the inconsistency of our block­
ing trade (Imports), while we are 
encouraging them to produce 
more and sell more in the United 
States.

In effect, their point is this: To 
shield American industries from 
foreign competition, we seem to 
be undermining our efforts to 
promote economic recovery, po­
litical stability, and military pre­
paredness In the rest of the free 
world. Unreasonable trade bar­
riers, they say, weaken the 
strength and unity of free na­
tions.

This feeling among our allies, 
the Department of State points 
out, is very significant—and not 
only with respect to trade rela­
tionships. For the Inconsistency 
in our trade policy raises ques­
tions in the minds of other peo­
ple with regard to all our oro- 
grams in the free world.

The practical effect of tighter 
restrictions on our imports, with­
out doubt, is to hurt both the 
United States and friendly coun­
tries. For. the Department of 
State emphasizes, such barriers 
tend to diminish—

1. The chances of cutting down 
our foreign aid.

2. The opportunities for im­
proving the use of manpower and 
resources among the free nations.

3. The livelihood of free peo­
ples.

In addition, there is an impact 
on our leadership in world affairs. 
Since trade is the lifeblood of the 
world’s economy, one sure result 
will be to lessen our leadership in 
all things if we do not support 
the movement among our allies 
toward freer trade.

For several years the United 
States has been aiding our allies 
through the Marshall Plan and 
the Mutual Security Program. 
This help to others is based on 
the assumption that they even­
tually will recover and will then 
be in a position to sell us enough 
to pay for what they need from 
us

It is apparent, says the State 
Department, that if other coun­
tries are to become self-support­
ing, trade and not aid should 
become the means whereby they 
can obtain mor* dollars. Other­

wise, the American aid that keeps 
them going must continue to 
come out of the American tax­
payer’s pocket.

In addition, every move toward 
Increased U.S. trade restrictions 
is used now as ammunition in the 
Communist attack against us. 
The Communists are propagan­
dizing that our only interest in 
aiding others is to assure bigger 
markets for ourselves. They tell 
other people that this is our aim, 
that we are slamming our doors 
against the products of other 
people.

More directly, the Department 
points out, our own security re­
quires the freeing of trade from 
unreasonable barriers. The man­
power and resources of the United 
States alone are not sufficient. 
The United States needs to com­
bine its strength with its allies to 
make the best possible joint use 
of manpower and resources. More 
trade is the best way to assure 
this.

But trade restrictions tend to 
prevent such cooperation. They 
force other countries to misuse 
scarce resources, to waste man­
power, and to Isolate their econ­
omies.

Most Americans, of course, real­
ize that the well-being of free 
peoples goes hand In hand with 
how much is bought and sold In 
markets outside of each country. 
For example:

♦ In some cases, the foreign 
trade of our allies represents the 
equivalent of from 20 to 40 per­
cent of their total national in­
come each year.

♦ Our reliance on trade is like­
wise heavy, though the propor­
tion is not so great. For not only 
do we ship abroad tremendous 
quantities of our goods, but also 
year by year our imports become 
more Important to our way of 
living.

Just how significant our Im­
ports are to the health of Ameri­
can industry was pointed out 
recently by the President’s Mate­
rials Policy Commission. Sum­
ming up on raw-material needs 
for the next 25 years, the Com­
mission concluded that the amaz­
ingly efficient American indus­
tries are becoming increasingly 
dependent upon raw materials 
produced outside the United 
States.

The Commission also recognized 
the growing pressure here for 
‘’protectionism’’—a descriptive 
term for Import bartier*—and it 
condemned what it called our 
“*elf-imposed blockade.”

| That blockade has been due, in 
part, to the efforts of domestic 

roups looking only to their own 
interests. The pressures of these

i groups, the Department says, 
must be scrutinized in the light of 
the general interests of the Unit­
ed States. In many cases they 
conflict with our general inter­
ests, and, when they do, the latter 
should prevail.

The Department of State points 
out one barrier, the “cheese em­
bargo,” to illustrate just what 
trade restrictions will do. The 
curtailment of foreign cheese im­
ports has had these effects:

1. It has seriously Impaired the 
economic and political situations 
in poor regions of Southern Italy, 
Sicily, and Sardinia, where pro­
duction and export of cheeses to 
the United States represented a 
principal means of livelihood.

2. It has made It necessary for 
us to continue to give away more 
dollars to keep these areas buy­
ing our products.

3. It has meant that they have 
less money with which to sustain 
their own efforts at recovery and 
defense.

Unreasonable import barriers 
suggest this paradox: It is as 
though American workers in De­
troit, producing trucks for our 
Nato partner, Holland, were re­
fusing to buy Dutch cheese. To 
keep Holland buying the trucks, 
the Detroit workers would have 
to slip dollars Into the pockets of 
the Netherlander*.

That process, the Department 
says, is, of course, economic non­
sense and Is sure to create prob­
lems in world affairs. Yet it Is 
just about what Americans are 
forced to do by unreasonable 
trade restrictions.

Moreover, and what is very Im­
portant to all Americans, the 
process hinders normal business 
operations. It causes Government 
"interference" with the usual 
trade of farmers, businessmen, 
and consumers in doing business 
with foreign buyers and sellers.

The Department emphasizes 
that the alternative—a gradual 
elimination of trade barriers— 
offers the only sound solution. 
For the major trade problem of 
other countries is their lack of 
dollars; they believe we can help 
solve that problem by assuring 
them a "fair shake” at earning 
American cash.

By reducing our restrictions 
and thus helping our allies to 
find an opportunity to compete 
In our market, we will enable 
them to earn more dollars and to 
pay their own way. As a Depart­
ment economic expert put it, 
“Trade, not aid, 1* the best way 
to strengthen the free world.”

Recklessness And Faulty Vision Are 
Causes For Many Traffic Accidents

“America is heading for race 
suicide on her highways,” says 
Dr. John Shimek, Minneapolis, 
chairman of the Minnesota Opto­
metric Association Motorists Vis­
ion Committee, “and will contin­
ue to go in that direction unless 
a fast about-face is noted quick­
ly." Dr. Shimek says that we are 
now going towards our two mil­
lionth traffic fatality since the 
invention of the automobile, and 
he noted that the highway death 
rate was especially large in the 
winter holiday season.

“Statistics show the period now 
approaching can easily be the 
most dangerous of the year from 
a driving standpoint," he said, 
“and if your vision is at all faulty 
or below par the possibilities of 
an automobile accident for you 
is multiplied many times.

“Another thing,” points out Dr. 
Shimek, “drinking and driving 
definitely do not mix. Even if 
you’ve had only a cocktail or two 
at a friend’s home or at a holiday 
party it is best by far to let some­
one else drive or to check your­
self thoroughly before you get 
behind the wheel.

“Don’t forget too," he warned, 
“that drinking definitely dims 
and dulls your vision. Even a 
person with normal eyesight can 
become a highway menace if he

has had only a drink or two in 
some instances. To make your 
winter season a truly safe one 
it is best to refrain from driving 
when drinking and to make cer­
tain your vision is up to par be­
fore getting behind the wheel of 
a car under any circumstances."

Dr. Shimek pointed out that 
the Minnesota Optometric Asso­
ciation has been one of the lead-
ers in striving to make citizens
of this area aware of the dangers
on the 
paign

highway. “That this cam- 
is paying off is easily

noted,” he said, “but there are 
still far too many killed in our 
streets, on our highways. We can 
all be more careful, can exercise 
greater caution," he urged.

Cholera isn’t as common in 
Wisconsin as it was a few years 
ago. But the disease is a con-
stant threat to hog pi 
throughout the state. A

can cause a complete loss of 
profits and investments

McNutt says you should strong­
ly suspect cholera whenever un- 
vaccinated hogs suddenly get 
sick for no apparent reason. Hogs 
with cholera always have a high 
temperature, eat very little, and 
are inactive. Sometimes they 
later develop dysentery and 
pneumonia.

Vaccination is always good in- 
[ surance against hog cholera. Pop­
ular hog cholera vaccines are (1) 
the old simultaneous or “double 

| treatment vaccine,” (2) the old I 
crystal violet and tissue vaccines, i 
and (3) the “new” vaccines.

Simultaneous treatment is a 
must if you’re feeding garbage. 
For garbage is a cholera carrier— 
and this food is safer for hogs 
if it is cooked.

Always use a simultaneous 
treatment in sick herds, or if 
there is cholera in your neigh­
borhood.

The old simultaneous treat­
ment gives immediate immunity 
and is just as safe as the new 
vaccines. The best time for vac­
cinating is two weeks after 
weaning, but McNutt says you 
can vaccinate anytime there is
danger.

The “new1 cholera vaccines
can be used to immunize healthy, 
unexposed hogs. Immunity de­
velops about seven days after 
treatment.

McNutt reminds farmers that 
the new vaccines and the old 
double treatment are both apt 
to make hogs sick for a few days 
after treating. Some may get vi­
olently ill, some only slightly 
sick, and other may show no 
effect.

. Crystal violet and tissue vac­
cines give temporary immunity. 
Neither one carries live cholera 
virus. But they also don’t give 
immunity until 12 or 13 days af­
ter treatment.

The collarless jacket 
has stiffened revers. The slender 
skirt is cut in six gores. We used 
a handsome acetate twill with a 
herringbone print.

"Tucks in the bodice front of a । 
slimming one-piece dress give a 
lovely draped effect to the top. 
The skirt is gracefully flared. We 
made it of supple twill for an 
afternoon dress. It would also be 
charming in wool crepe or velvet.

“Make a button-front shirt­
waist dress with diagonal tucks 
on bodice and skirt pockets. It’s 
a wonderful dress in crease-re-

Combined they make a two-piece 
dress, a play suit of shorts and 
shirt and an emergency bathing 
suit. We used wrinkle-resistant 
cotton chambray for skirt and 
shorts, embroidered gingham for 
shirt and bra.

“Party-going in crisp taffeta 
describes a dress with halter bod­
ice and a full swishy skirt. Make 
a snug little spencer to wear 
when you want to cover up. To 
show off your Southern tan—a 
suspender skirt with an all- 
around Empire midriff and tiny 
inverted pleats at the waist, to 
wear with a strapless top. A jack­
et adds versatility."

Fabric gloves of light colored 
cotton or nylon must be washed 
after each wearing, says Betty 
Ann. And these can be “done" 
with your lingerie. But your 
darker gloves should be washed 
separately since white or pastel 
colored nylon has an affinity for 
attracting colors. If you’ll take 
the time to press them, after 
they’re dry. even gloves fash­
ioned of man made fabrics look 
more trim.

Leather gloves, if they've not 
been dry cleaned, can be renew­
ed with soap And tepid water. 
The best method is to slip your 
hands into the gloves and wash 
as if you were washing your 
hands. For the soiled spots on 
the fingers, use a soft brush or 
cloth for gentle friction. Rubbing 
the gloves together tends to 
weaken the fabric. Roll the gloves 
in a towel to remove excess mois­
ture and shape* them as you place 
them on a flat surface to dry. 
Before the gloves are thoroughly 
dry, work them on your hands. 
This obviates stiffness.

If the gloves are stiffer than 
they should be when you inspect 
them, roll them in a damp towel. 
Let them soak up enough mois­
ture to become pliable and then 
ease them onto your hands. You’ll 
see they have regained their 
softness. Let them dry complete­
ly before you tuck them in your 
glove case.

In Good Hands

For good results when block­
ing hand knitted woolen pieces, 
including skirts of dresses, put 
a pressing cloth between the gar­
ment and your steam iron. Hold 
the iron slightly above the arti­
cle; stretch and shape it while 
it's damp. Press dry, continuing 
to use the pressing cloth. Give 
the iron a patting motion—not a 
back and forth slide—so the origi­
nal dimensions will be retained. 
Baggy sleeves should be pulled 
into shape as you iron through 
the pressing cloth with the same 
motion.

Chocolate Chip Chiffon Cake
Set out but do not grease one 

10 inch tube pan, four inches 
deep or 13 by 9 inch oblong pan. 
Into a mixing bowl sift together 
two and one-fourth cups sifted 
cake flour or two cups sifted all­
purpose flour, one and one-half 
cups sugar, three teaspoons bak­
ing powder, one teaspoon salt. 
“Make a well" and add in order 
one-half cup cooking (salad) oil, 
five egg yolks, unbeaten, if you 
use cake flour, (seven egg yolks, 
unbeaten, if you use all-purpose 
flour), three-fourths cup cold wa­
ter, two teaspoons vanilla. Beat 
with a spoon until smooth. Then 
measure one cup egg whites 
(seven to eight) and one half 
teaspoon cream of tartar into 
large mixing bowl.

Whip together until whites 
form very stiff peaks. Pour egg. 
yolk mixture gradually over 
whipped whites, gently folding 
with rubber scraper just until 
blended. Sprinkle three squares 
grated chocolate (three ounces) 
over the batter and fold in care­
fully with a few strokes. Pour 
into ungreased pan. Bake 10 inch 
tube at 325 degrees for 55 min­
utes, then at 350 degrees for 10 
to 15 minutes. Bake oblong cake 
at 350 degrees for 45 to 50 min­
utes. When cake tests done, in­
vert and let hang until cold.

Cherry Drops
Cherry drops, favorites in Mrs. 

George Miller's collection, call 
for these ingredients: One cup 
white sugar, one cup vegetable 
shortening, two well beaten eggs, 
three tablespoons milk, one-half 
cup chopped maraschino cherries, 
two tablespoons cherry juice, one 
teaspoon vanilla, one teaspoon 
baking powder, one cup dates, 
one cup nut meats, one-fourth 
teaspoon salt and two and one­
fourth cups all-purpose flour.

Cream sugar and shortening. 
Add eggs, milk, vanilla, salt, 
cherries and juice. Mix well. Sift 
flour and baking powder and add 
to sugar mixture. Last add nuts 
and dates. Drop onto greased 
cooky sheet and bake in moderate 
oven for 10 minutes. Yield: Four 
dozen medium sized cookies.

Use leftover egg yolks to mix 
into mashed potatoes, or poach 
them in hot water and press 
through a sieve for a salad gar­
nish, . , -

“Over the mantel instead of a 
i picture, two panels of carefully 
matched scenic wallpaper are cov­
ered with glass secured with ro­
settes. Above a seating arrange­
ment in the corner of a living­
room two panels of wallpaper add 
height. These black-and-white 
patterns from a series on the four 
seasons give sharp contrast to the 
sofas.

“Above the bed give the effect 
of a headboard with a leafy pat­
tern on wallpaper cut in an ap­
pealing silhouette It’s easy to do, 
gives a decorator’s touch. In the 
hall a quaintly patterned fabric- 
backed wall covering is a pleas­
ant welcome. Fine on doors too, 
for fingerprints can be washed 
off easily.

“Outdoors comes indoors with 
an enchanting paper that’s copied 
from louvered blinds. Choose 
green, brown, turquoise or coral 
for any room, on all walls or just 
one. Over the telephone paint a 
wide-branched tree and along its 
curving boughs write the num­
bers you call frequently.

"Decorate a child’s room with 
big decorative decals, like one 14- 
by-18-inch peasant design. Put 
decals low so the child can really 
see them. Brighten your break­
fast corner with leaf-spangled pa­
per which has dishes to match. 
Cut out a panel in the paper and 
hang plates on the plain surface.”

GOC Story on the Air
The Ground Observer Corps is 

"taking to the air.”
A brand new GOC radio pro­

gram aired through the facilities 
of the Columbia Broadcasting 
System, as well as a unique disc 
jockey project involving some 
1500 platter spinners around the 
country, now carry the GOC 
story to thousands of Americans.

The CBS show, called "Aircraft 
Flash,” is built around human in­
terest stories concerning volun­
teers and their activities. It pays 
tribute to those people now ac­
tively engaged in the GOC and 
urges others to join the air de­
fense team.

Besides the human interest 
stories, the program is generous­
ly sprinkled with music as well 
as pertinent comments by civic

and military leaders. It’s a Satur­
day night affair from 11:05 p.m. 
to 11:30 p.m., CST, with well- 
known Doug Edwards of CBS as 
master of ceremonies.

The disc jockey project was 
originated by Sergeant Syd 
Byrnes, former manager of sta­
tion WCCC in Hartford, Conn.

Each of the 1500 cooperating 
radio stations, located in 27 "Sky- 
watch" states, is furnished an 
individualized tape recording. 
The first part of each tape re­
fers to the local disc jockey and 
the program on which it is pre­
sented. Reference is also made 
to the town in which the show 
originates, making the message 
personal and applicable to the 
people of a particular area.

The program is designed to ac­
quaint the American public with 
the need for volunteers and to

urge them to join the GOC. By 
enlisting the services of the Na­
tion’s disc jockeys, the project is 
expected to become a top re­
cruiting medium.

Twenty prominent disc men, 
around the country have already | 
given the tapes a test run. Their 
enthusiasm was so high that j 
large scale use of the program I 
was planned immediately.

HOW TO FASTEN A PORCH 
TO BRICK VENEER

In most American business of­
fices there comes a pause in the 
day’s occupation that is known 
as “the coffee hour.”

The porch roof should be fram­
ed similar to the illustration.

Bore holes through the header 
large enough to permit the screws 
to pass through. Lag screws 3/8” 
x 4” are about the right size.

Drill holes in the brick wall 
with a star drill or with an elec­
tric drill.

Always drill in the center of 
the brick, being careful not to 
break it.

Drive lead anchors in place, 
and fasten the roof framework in 
place with the lag screws. The 
lag screws will expand the lead 
anchors so that the fit is tight.

Another method is to use tog­
gle bolts. In this case, it is nec­
essary to drill all the way thru 
the wall and sheathing.

A toggle bolt about 8” long 
will be necessary to reach all the 
way through the wall and still 
have room for the wings to open.

Five New Film Strips 
Readied For Training

The GOC training program is 
! due for a boost in the near fu­
ture with approaching release of 
five film strips and a new film, 
all designed to advance the field 
training operation.

Of the five film strips, one 
concerning plotting is now in 
production. Distribution to the 
field is expected soon.

Three others, including over­
lap plotting and telling, basic fil­
tering and advanced filtering are 
being analyzed at ADC head­
quarters prior to their production.

Work on a fifth film strip on 
observing has also started.

The new movie film is a sup­
plement to the film, “Air De­
fense,” but goes into more detail 
on observing and other volunteer 
activities. It, too, is programmed 
for distribution very soon.

In fact there usually are two 
pauses—one in the morning, the 
other in the afternoon.

It has grown so insidiously that 
it is now a generally accepted 
fact of office life, and is taken as 
a normal working condition. Most 
employers now put up with it. 
They have come to realize that 
grownups, like children, have to 
have a periodic recess to let off 
their pent-up nervous energy.

That has taken a lot of fun out 
of what used to be a thrilling ad­
venture. Fifteen to 25 years ago 
the following ominous notice was 
a common sight on company bul­
letin boards.

"It has come to the man­
agement's attention that a num­
ber of employees are leaving 
their desks during their hours 
of employment to get coffee. 
This will not be tolerated and 
must cease at once.”
That, of course, was a flat dare 

and a challenge. An employee 
would spend an hour every morn­
ing figuring a new way to sneak 
down the back stairs, gulp a 
quick cup of coffee, and get back i 
before he was missed. He felt like 
a naughty child disobeying his | 
parents, and always wondered 
fearfully:

“If I bump into the boss, will i 
he fire me?”

Oh, the coffee hour was a fine 
thing in those days. If you met 
another employee doing the same ! 
thing, you both had a secret to 
share: You were putting some- j 
thing over on the boss. Everyone I 
on the payroll became linked in > 
a partnership of conspiracy. You 
all were getting away with some­
thing forbidden.

Gradually the practice became 
so widespread that most manage­
ments came to realize the rule 
against it was as unenforceable 
as the prohibition law. So they 
quit putting up the notices.

Many went even further. Fol-1 
lowing the British custom, they i 
started trundling little coffee and 
soft drink carts about twice a day 
so that the employees could have 
an interlude of gossip and re­
freshment at their desks. This 
is now commonplace in many 
firms, and this compromise gives 
the employer one big advantage. 
He at least knows where the 
employees are.

Today the coffee hour is an 
accepted institution. It has in­
fected the bosses themselves. 
They decided, “well, if all the 
hired hands are going down­
stairs to get a cup of coffee, 
I might as well, too. I could use 
a little snack myself.”
So what happens? You are

EASY MADE BUTTER ROLLS

This basic butter-roll dough is 
a boon to the busy housewife— 
easily made and lends itself to 
many varieties of rolls and coffee 
cake. Its rich butter flavor is de­
lightful and satisfying.

For dinner rolls, just shape the 
dough into cloverleaf, butter-horn 
or other fancy shapes. Vary sweet 
rolls and coffee cakes with a lit­
tle cinnamon, or simple butter 
frosting.

Butter Rolls or Coffee Cake: 
2 cakes compressed yeast; U cup 
lukewarm water; 1 teaspoon 
sugar; 1 cup milk; % cup butter; 
% cup sugar; 2 teaspoons salt; 1 
egg, beaten; 4H cups sifted all- 
purpose flour.

Crumble yeast into the luke-
warm water and stir in 1 teaspoon 
sugar; let stand at room temper­
ature.

Shape into dinner rolls, coffee 
cakes, or sweet rolls. Place on 
buttered baking sheet or in but­
tered muffin pans, cover with tow­
el, and put in a warm place to 
rise until doubled in bulk. Bake in 
a moderately hot oven, 375°F., 20 
minutes for rolls or 30 minutes 
for coffee cake. Makes about 2 
dozen rolls or 2 small coffee cakes.
