Winter Workouts 
Con Be Dangerous

Onset of the snow shovelling 
season prompts the Minnesota 
State Medical association, today, 
to warn people of the dangers 
involved in the old-fashioned 
winter workout with the shovel.

Regular mild exercise is fine, 
according to the doctors, even 
with a shovel; but the occasional, 
violent and prolonged spurt does 
nobody any good and, in adults 
after age 40, can end in disaster.

The truth is that violent ex­
ercise has no tonic effect at any 
age. What you get even from 
continuous strenuous exercise is 
just bigger muscles, enlarged 
heart, liver and other organs and 
more reserve power to meet the 
emergencies which most people 
who aren’t professional athletes 
never have to meet anyway.

There is abundant medical evi­
dence that you do not get great­
er resistence to disease or longer 
life or better health from exer­
cise. Even overweights cannot re­
ly upon exercise to substitute for 
dieting, except the simple, un­
complicated ext B ise of pushing 
the chair back from the table.

Fat or lean, if you save your 
exercising for the occasional 
week end or vacation, or for the 
big snow, you are simply court­
ing trouble Better to shovel the 
walk in sections or get a young­
ster to do it for you. Or leave 
the stalled car and walk.

Most people get an adequate 
amount of exercise in their daily 
found of activities, according to 
the doctors, supplemented by 
regulated therapeutic exercise in 
convalescence, after childbirth 
and injuries.

When the man who sits in an 
office most of the day comes 
home and shovels out an entire 
drive before dinner, he is com­
pelling his heart suddenly to 
pump four or five times the usual 
volume of blood while he shovels. 
Even youngsters are not particu­
larly benefited by such workouts, 
and their elders may never re­
cover from the shock.

WAS YOUR TOMATO crop a 
fizzle this year? Here is a good 
way to stretch your limited sup­
ply when you make that tomato 
relish. ( Do be sure to make rel­
ish; It’s a good menu perker-up- 
per.)

TOMATO RELISH

12 tart apples; 2 large onions; 
2 green peppers; 1 quart canned 
tomatoes; 2 cups sugar;. 2 cups 
brown sugar; 1 quart cider vine­
gar; 1 tablespoon salt; 1 table­
spoon celery seed, and 1 table­
spoon mustard seed.

Pare and core apples. Put 
through food chopper with onions 
and peppers. Drain tomatoes, us­
ing only the pulp. Mix sugars, 
vinegar, and seasonings, and com­
bine with apple-tomato mixture 
in a kettle. Simmer slowly until 
thick, about 3 to 4 hours. Fill hot, 
sterilized jars, and seal at once.

HOW to repair a
BROKEN' SIDEWALK

Unless the break in a sidewalk 
is quite small, it is usually best 
to remove the entire section.

Build a form as illustrated, so 
that the top is even with the rest 
of the sidewalk. It need not be 
the full depth.

Remove enough earth to make 
4” thick.

Buy enough asphalt expansion 
strip to put between sections. 
This precaution is well worth the 
expense.

The beginner should pour only 
one section at a time. As soon as 
the first section is set, the next 
may be poured.

The Portland Cement Associa­
tion recommends a mixture of 1, 
part cement, 2*4 parts sand, and 
three parts pebbles.

You will probably have to use 
a standard mix gravel, containing 
both sand and pebbles. A l-to-3 
mix will give you a good sidewalk. 
Most sidewalks contain less ce­
ment.

After the form is filled, level 
off the top with a board which 
leaves a slight crown on the side­
walk. It should be about *4” high­
er in the center than on the edges.

Finish the cement with a wood 
float after it has partly set. Do 
not leave pools of water.

Do not leave a smooth shiney 
surface on a sidewalk. It is too 
dangerous during slippery weath­
er. The surface may be swept with 

t a broom to leave a rough finish.
A grooving tool may be used be­

tween sections, and an edger on 
the outside edges. Some hardware 
stores have these tools for rent.

Shield the fresh cement from 
the hot sun or rain until it has set 

|hard.
Cement should be kept wet for 

I several days. It will set harder 
ithan if left to dry out.

Household Hints
Um Leftover Turkey in 
Flavor-ful Chowder

Looking for tasty ways to fin­
ish up the turkey? A thick tur­
key chowder makes a good sub­
stitute for that last-of-tne-turkey . 
hash, suggest Sally Stillman, nu­
tritionist at the University of Wis­
consin.

Chowder’s a good way to get 
a little extra milk into your fam­
ily, too. Made with rice, onion, 
and plenty of seasonings, it’s 
flavorful and nourishing enough 
to serve as a main dish for lunch­
eon or supper.

Most chowders are made with 
a thin white sauce, to which sea­
sonings, vegetables, and either 
meat, fish, or poultry are added.

Another way to thicken chow-1 
der is with rice, Miss Stillman 
continues.

For six servings, you’ll need 
about two cups of chopped tur­
key and one medium-sized onion 
chopped and browned in butter. 
Add the turkey, onion, and one­
fourth cup of uncooked rice to 
four cups of boiling water.

Season with one and one-half 
teaspoons of salt and one-fourth 
teaspoon of pepper. Cover, heat 
to boiling, and simmer 30 minutes, 
or until the rice is tender

Add three cups of milk and 
heat the chowder thoroughly be­
fore you serve it.

Most people like crackers with 
soup or chowder. Buttered toast 
or not French bread also make 
good accompaniments to a soup- 
and-salad meal.

A vegetable salad with grated 
or cubed cheese goes well with 
chowder. Miss Stillman adds. A 
vegetable relish tray also adds 
good color and crispness.

"Not Too Hot” Is Laundry
Rula for New Fabrics

The new synthetic fibers can 
lighten your washday load—but 
there are some new precautions 
to observe before you toss them in 
the tub, says Helen Pearson, 
clothing specialist at the Univer­
sity of Wisconsin.

The important rule: be careful 
of hot temperatures. Both hot 
water and a hot iron are apt to 
make synthetic fibers turn yellow. 
That’s why the washing direct­
ons always emphasize using luke­
warm water and ironing with the 
thermostatic control set at “low” 
or “rayon’.

Orlon, dacron, and nylon shed 
soil more easily than natural fi­
bers do, she points out. They also 
dry faster and require little or 
no ironing-

Before you wash garments 
made of these fibers, check the 
fabric for flaws or weak spots. 
Be sure that the seams are well- 
made and that any trimming on 
the garment is sturdy and color- 
fast.

It’s a good idea to handwash 
any articles that have delicate 
trimming, Miss Pearson continues, 
machine washing is only safe 
when seams and trim present no 
danger of fraying.

To prevent wrinkling, garments 
made of synthetic fabrics should 
be hung on the line dripping wet. 
Wringing and spin-drying cause 
unnecessary wrinkles.

You can often eliminate iron­
ing entirely by smoothing the fab­
ric with your hands while it’s 
drying. The few wrinkles that re­
main after drying can be removed 
easily with a warm iron.

To keep synthetic fabrics white, 
wash them separately from color­
ed things. Bluing isn’t necessary, 
though it won’t harm the fiber.

To bleach synthetic fabrics that 
have grayed, use sodium perbo­
rate and rinse it out thoroughly.

These are days of hearty meals and much home entertainment—and 
time to check the efficiency of your kitchen to save you time and money. 
A good start is the kitchen range.

Sputtering burners and smoky
ovens are signs of trouble and 
wasted fuel. A good rule to follow 
is “a clean stove cooks better, saves 
fuel and lasts longer.” But don’t 
make a chore of it. Keep your stove 
in working order. Like the prover­
bial “stitch-in-time,” constant care 
saves hours of hard labor.

Wipe the ton and burners with a 
soapy cloth after each use, but let 
the stove cool first. Enamel may 
crack if water is applied while hot. 
However, wipe up spillovers at 
once with a DRY cloth or paper 
towel, lest they leave permanent 
stains. Follow with soap and water 
when the stove has cooled.

To keep carbon from jamming 
.he pilot light, first turn it off;

then scrub the housing with a soft 
wire brush and wash with a soapy 
cloth. Make sure surrounding sur­
faces are completely dry before 
you relight it, and that connec­
tions are "seated” correctly.

Pour grease off the broiler while 
it is still warm, but let it cool Ite- 
fore you soak and scrub it in hot 
soapsuds. Rub mineral oil on the 
racks occasionally and they’ll re­
sist rust better and longer.

Treat the deep well cooker as 
you would any aluminum kettle. 
Lift it out and scrub with hot soap- 
tuds, particularly along the outer 
edges. Non-insulated covers can be 
tub-washed, but insulated coven 
should just be wiped clean with a 
damp cloth.

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Behind The Scenes 
In American Business 

By Reynolds Knight

NEW YORK. Dec. 29—Changes 
in relationship between govern­
ment and business, obviously in 
the making with the advent of 
Eisenhower, have begun to make 
themselves felt even before the 
Truman administration bows off 
the stage.

Charles Sawyer, secretary of 
Commerce, proposes to replace 
the present cat-and-mouse system 
of anti trust law enforcement with 
“conferences” between companies 
and the justice department to 
make sure the companies don’t get 
too close to the borderline be­
tween competition and conspiracy.

Also, the National Security Re 
sources Board proposes that the 
government end its monoply of 
atomic energy development. At 
the same time, from outside the
Board, more demands are heard
that massive government partici­
pation in natural resources devel­
opment, urged by the Paley Re 
port, be disavowed by the incom­
ing administration.

The intricate machinery of con­
trols over our economic life is be­
ing allowed to coast to a standstill. 
Resistance to Republican policies 
may yet show up in the top layer 
of bureacuracy—the permanent 
staff which is supposed to imple­
ment policy (but more often 
makes it) for appointed adminis­
trators. So far, however, everyone 
teems willing to let the new ad­
ministration make its own record. 
Paradoxically, all this is perhaps 
a greater challenge to business, 
newly enfranchised as a full part­
ner in the country’s affairs, than 
were the years of exile from the 
nation’s top councils.

MORE CANS IN 1953—Sales of 
American Can Company in 1953 
are likely to go as much as 10 per 
cent above record-breaking 1952
figures, declares William C. Stolk, 
Canco’s president. Mr. Stolk feels 
that this is a Rood omen for the 
economy as a whole, since an in­
creasing array of the products of 
industry are packed in cans. The 
container Industry has two impor­
tant factors sending it to new 
highs almost every year: popula­
tion is growing at a rate which 
may add 30 million Americans in 
the 1950-60 decade, and the aver­
age housewife today opens 776 
cans a year compared to the 486 
of 1939.

SULPHUR SHORTAGE OVER 
—U. S. industry faces 1953 assur­
ed of ample supplies of sulphur 
after weathering a two-year shor­
tage. according to Langbourne M. 
Williams, Jr., president of Free­
port Sulphur Company. Govern­
ment estimates place supplies in 
1953 at seven million tons, maxi­
mum use and export# at a total 
of 6,637,000 tons.

There are nearly 100 projects 
under way to produce more sul­
phur in 23 countries of the free 
world, Mr. Williams said, and 
these are expected to add four 
million tons to yearly output by 
the end of 1955. Freeport’s Bay 
St. Elaine mine, only floating sul­
phur plant In the world, went in­
to production late in 1952. Two 
other Freejiort projects are under 
way in Texas and Lousiana.

GAS APPLIANCES GAIN— 
iJespile a slow start, gas appliance 
sales this year probably amount­
ed to SI 2 billion, says James F. 
Donnelly, president of the Gas 
Appliance Manufacturers Associa­
tion. Increasing sales are credit-' 
ed to the trend In housing—pub­
lic, private ami remodeled—to 
ward use of the whole family of 
gas appliances. Including water 
heaters, clothes dryers, incinera­
tors. comfort heating and air 
conditioning as well as refrigera­
tors and ranges.

Factory shipments of ranges 
this year were some 2.2 million, 
a little under the total for 1951, 
and production of gas water 
heaters 19 million.

BEST YEAR FOR RUBBER— 
Looking Into 1953, John L. Uoll- 
yer, president of the B. F. Good­
rich Company, foresees the best 
year in history for the rubber 
manufacturing industry, with a 
probable gain of 11 per cent in 
total tire sales. Not only will auto­
mobile manufacture continue at a 
high rate, but many of the cars 
made In the last thrive years will 
require replacement tires.

$10 MILLION HOME SALES— 
Levitt and Sons. Inc., often called 
the Henry Ford of the home-build­
ing industry, built more than $40 
million worth of homes in 1952, 
and sold most of them before the 
first nail was driven in the spring.

'Hopeless' Cancer Has 
New Chance For Cure

Thousands of sufferers from 
far advanced breast and prostate 
cancers have a chance for life as 
a result of a new operation, states 
a bulletin from the Minnesota 
State Medical association.

The operation, developed by 
Dr. Charles Huggins of the Uni­
versity of Chicago, is the removal 
of the adrenal glands, which sup­
ply the hormones to the body. 
This is a radical procedure, since 
such removal is supposed to mean 
death. But the patient is given 
synthetic hormones to supple­
ment the supply which is cut off 
by removing the adrenals.

The operation shows that can­
cers of the prostate and breast, 
even when far advanced, can be 
influenced by control of the hor­
mones that control the growth 
of the breast and the prostate.

At first the synthetic hormone 
was not satisfactory, but the de­
velopment of cortisone aided the 
research. Cases of adrenal re­
moval, followed by injections of 
cortisone and another hormone, 
showed complete improvement, 
with the patient returning to nor­
mal.

However, total removal of the 
adrenal glands does not always 
stop the cancer’s progress; some­
times there is improvement fol­
lowed by relapse. But in half the 
cases, a return to normal health 
is seen; and all these cases would 
have resulted in death.

In cancer of the breast, after 
removal of the breast, the ovaries 
are removed, along with the ad­
renals, and daily cortisone is pre­
scribed. In eight out of 10 of the 
utterly hopeless cases, total ad­
renalectomy has brought a return 

I toward life, when death was al­
most certain. In these cases, when 
the cancer began to wither, in 
none so far, has it returned.

Adrenalectomy is done with 
little danger. For competent sur­
geons in good hospitals, it is no 
more difficult than removal of 
the gallbladder.

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Question: Can you tell me what 
to use on a concrete retaining wall 
for color? Should it be oil paint, 
waterpaint, whitewash, or color­
ed cement? Part of the wall was 
treated with water-repellent, and 
holds whitewash* well, but the 
other parts did not.

C. J. H , Staten Island, N. Y.
Answer if you want to stick 

to whitewash, and make it stick, 
try one of these: 1 oz. alum to a 
gallon of whitewash; or, 1 pint 
of molasses (or 1 pound sugar 
dissolved in hot water as a substi­
tute) to each 5 gallons of white­
wash. Both stick well. You may 
also use oil base outside paints, 
or those with a resin emulsion. 
You’ll have more trouble making 
colored cement stick to water­
proofed surfaces.

Question: Our middle-aged 
house is equipped with half-scr- 
ens which ride up and down on 
a wood molding. These screens 
do not fit flush against the bot­
tom and small sized insects gain 
easy entry. Is there any way we 
can seal these openings and still 
have the screens work?

C. S. Baltimore, Md.
Answer: You might plane or 

sand the lower edge* of the scre­
ens to fit the uneven sills by first 
drawing a pencil line along the 
sill-and-screen joint to discover 
the points that fit poorly, then re­
move the causes of trouble. Or, 
you might apply felt weather­
stripping to the underside of the 
bottom erges where its springy 
action will seal the gaps when the 
screen is closed tightly.

Question: I plan to cover my 
basement joists with ceiling 
tiles, and have to set the copper 
water pipe and electrical conduits 
into notches In the joists, but have 
been told this will weaken the 
joists. Can you suggest a solution?

D. J. T., Lansing, Ill.
Answer: It is a better plan to 

disconnect the electrical wiring, 
and run BX cables through drilled 
holes In each joist it must cross. 
If rigid pipe, you may cut notches 
to recess the pipe but cover each 
notch with a heavy steel plate the 
width of the joist, and drilled with 
holes for at least two screws on 
each side of the notch. Best way 
is to relocate the pipe along one 
wall and box it in.

Probably the cutest snake of 

them all, if you can imagine any 
snake being cute, is the hognosed 
snake, also known as the puffing 
adder, puffing viper and spread­
ing viper. Outdoor writer Shep 
Sheperd thinks this completely 
harmless snake is the biggest ham 
in the reptile world.

When danger threatens, he 
raises his body upward, flattens 
his head and spreads a cobra-like 
hood. With mouth open he hisses 
and strikes ferociously. This awe­
some performance is designed to 
frighten other creatures into in­
stant flight. For all this show of 
pugnacity, the little hognose won’t 
bite even if you put a finger in 
his mouth. If his bluff fails, he re­
sorts to other means. He dies. And 
when it comes to playing dead he 
can out-possum the most expert 
possum that ever lived.

He goes into violent convul­
sions, turning on his back and 
thrashing about in fancied pain. 
Gradually the convulsions cease, 
the mouth comes open, the tongue 
hangs out and the hognose looks 
for all the world like the deadest 
snake alive. He makes one mis­
take in this convincing act. So in 
tent is he upon his purpose that 
if you turn him over on his belly 
after he has “died” he will in­
stantly flop over on his back 
again. This is his death and, by 
golly, he is going to die in the 
manner of his own choosing.

When he is completely “dead,” 
walk away somewhere out of his 
sight and wait. After a few min­
utes he turns slowly on his sto­
mach again, raises his head and 
takes a careful look around. If 
his audience has departed he does 
likewise. If they ever come up 
with an Oscar for snakedom, the 
little hognose is a cinch to cop it. 
Incidentally, he got that name 
from his snout, which is turned 
up on the end for rooting In dirt 
after the toads that are the main 
item on his menu.

Now comes the moral of this 
piece. Destroy poisonous snakes. 
Let the others live. Don’t smash 
the skull of every snake you see 
just on the theory it might be 
poisonous. Learn to know the 
four dangerous kinds and give the 
rest a chance to leave you alone, 
which they will gladly do. In most 
sections of the country people 
have only one or two poisonous 
snakes to think about. The West 
concerns itself only with the rat­
tlers, except for a portion of the 
Southwest where a few coral 
snakes may be found. The central 
states will encounter rattles, cop­

perheads and occasionally mocas­
sins. New England has rattle­
snakes and copperheads. The 
southeastern states have the 
greatest number and variety of 
venomous snakes since it is here 
that the range of the rattlesnake, 
the coral and the moccasin over­
lap, with a few copperheads also 
appearing in northern Florida.

Parasites Harmful 
To Farm Livestock

Wisconsin farmers are needless­
ly spending money each year to 
raise a crop of livestock para­
sites.
, Dr. R. E. Hall, State Disease 

Control Laboratory veterinarian, 
lists loss of weight, reduced rate 
of gain, lower milk production, 
weakened body resistance, skin 
damage, and occasional death as 
results of the invasion of farm 
livestock by parasites.

Hall pointed out that winter 
months when dairy cattle are 
indoors and in close quarters are 
especially dangerous for livestock 
parasite infestation.

The veterinarian says dairy cat­
tle are susceptible to many dif­
ferent kinds of parasites.

Internally, livestock are ex- 
Kjsed to coccidia, stomach worm 

rvae, blood worms, and tape­
worms—all of which lower live­
stock health.

To combat these internal para­
sites, Hall advises farmers to sep­
arate the dairy herd into age 
groups, stress clean herd sanita­
tion and use drugs for parasite 
control recommended by local 
veterinarians.

Externally, three parasites 
seem to give the most trouble to 
dairy cattle; they ere lice, mange 
mites and grubs.

In controlling lice, Hall rec­
ommends spraying or dusting 
with new type insecticides, clean­
ing and disinfecting barns and 
cattle when mite infection oc­
curs, and treating with dust for 
grubs.

Hall says the actual number of 
death losses due to parasites are 
great, but the total economic 
loss is tremendous.

Getting plenty of rest and relax­
ation is recommended in the first 
place by the doctors because so 
many adult Americans appear to 
be failing to get adequate rest 
these days. Learning how to re­
lax and forget their troubles is 
just as important, they say, as 
getting regular seven to eight 
hours sleep every night. Both are 
urgently recommended for heal­
thy and comfortable living. Much 
premature aging, not to speak of 
stomach ulcers and many heart 
disorders, are known to be the 
direct result of failure to rest and 
relax.

The other four rules selected to 
help you get through 1953 in good 
health are as follows:

Have a thorough physical check 
up by your doctor and faithfully 
follow his advice.

Watch your diet. If your doc- 
tor finds you overw’eight start 
today to count calories in accor­
dance with his Instructions. With 
the holidays nearly over this sug 
gestion should be easier to fol­
low.

Be alert to any unusual symtom 
such as sudden, unexplained in­
digestion, any lumps or discharges 
anywhere on or from the body, 
any persistent hoarseness or 
cough. Report them to your doc­
tor Immediately for prompt diag­
nosis and treatment. Usually Im-

In keeping with these princi­
ples, the desk-tops in school and 
offices should be finished in nat­
ural wood or other materials of 
high reflectance, rather than in 
the old dark-stained wood.

{Eyes Come First In 
Decorating Any Room

Visual well-being should be the 
first consideration in designing 
any room where critical seeing 
tasks are to be performed for 
long periods, says the Better 
Vision Institute. Regardless of 

I transitory style trends, the re­
quirements of effecient, comfort- 

1 able seeing should receive the 
foremost attention of decorators, 
particularly when they are plan­
ning schools, offices, libraries, 
and factories.

In the performance of any see­
ing task, you have highly accur- 

. ate vision in only a very small 
area. Here, high contrasts, such 
as that between black ink and 
white paper, are usually desir- 

j able. But elsewhere in the visual 
। field it is better not to have very 
high contrasts. For instance, you 
shouldn’t read with a glaring 
lamp directed upon the book 
while its immediate surroundings 
are relatively dark. People see 
more efficiently and suffer less 
eyestrain, tenseness, and general 
fatigue when the immediate sur­
roundings have a brightness com­
parable to that of the task area 

! than when the surroundings are 
considerably darker. On the oth­
er hand, it is bad for the imme­
diate surroundings to be brighter 
than the task area.
