Ingredients 
are two and one-half quarts (two 
and one-half pounds) sifted en­
riched flour, one-third cup (three 
ounces) baking powder, two ta- 
blespoon# (one ounce) salt, three 
cups (one and one-half pounds) 
sugar, one cup (one-fourth pound) 
dry milk solids, one cup (one- 
half pound) shortening, one-half 
dozen eggs, one quart water or 
pineapple juice, one recipe cin­
namon nut crumbs and three cups 
(two No. 2 cans) crushed pine­
apple. well drained.

Make a well in 
dry ingredients and add egg wa­
ter mixture. Mix until batter is 
smooth. Divide one-half of bat­
ter into three greased pans, 9 by 
14 inches. Sprinkle each pan with 
one cup cinnamon unt crumbs. 
Spread 1 cup pineapple over each 
pan. Spread remaining batter ev­
enly over pineapple. Top with re-
maining cinnamon nut 
Bake in hot oven 400 
about 30 minutes.

The above chart presents a 
graphic picture of less-demanded 
beef cutsand their origin. Theshaded 
areas, representing 60 per cent of the 
carcass, are sources of these lesser- 
known cuts. Unshaded areas provide 
the cuts in most popular demand.

In addition to their price advan­
tage. the less-demanded cuts afford 
increased variety in the menu, and 
are as rich in nutritive value as the 
more demanded cuts.

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Away From It All

By Ted Kesting
The summer fisherman is fam- 

ilar with the bloom of a freshwat­
er pond, which he shrugs off as 
one of those things to wait out. 
But when the ocean decides to 
break out into bloom, such as the 
"red tide," he is apt to get a bit 
hysterical and feel sure that his 
fishing is doomed. It isn’t.

Certain phases of this phenom­
enon, which occurs in many parts 
of the world, kills millions on mil­
lions of fish. Some of them sink to 
the bottom. Others mass on the 
surface, carried by wind and tide, 
to form great areas of bloated de­
cay.

Since the outbreak of red tide 
In the Gulf of Mexico in 1947, the 
V. S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
has been carrying on a research 
project to find out Its cause, to 
learn how to predict its outbreak 
and especially how to disperse its 
killing power.

We know the sea swarms with 
minute organisms called dinoflag­
ellates. When some combination 
of events changes the water, these 
micro-organisms suddenly In­
crease by the billions to disrupt 
the nature of the sea. Though 
similar phenomenon has occured 
up and down the Atlantic and Pa­
cific coasts, it has not generally 
resulted in the killing of fish as 
has happened in the two recent 
outbreaks of red tide off the south­
west coast of Florida .

Scientists have observed, ac­
cording to correspondent Michael 
Hudoba, that red tide occured af­
ter a period of abnormally heavy

I rainfall followed by a shift from 
offshore to onshore winds. This 

J accumulates a mass of lof-sallnity 
water which is kept from moving 
seaward by the wind. In this mass 

. there is a microbe that explodes 
[ into bloom and changes into a 
form that is apparently poisonous 1 
to fish.

The red tide disappears almost 
as fast as it bursts into existence. 
The big question is where this mi­
crobe, which vanishes when the 
tide disperses, can be found. The 
scientists have searched the Gulf 
of Mexico from surface to bottom 
every month of the year without 
luck. They now suspect that it i 
might be found in the rivers or in 
the mud of the marshes.

Thus the problem of the red 
tide continues to be studied by the 
Fish and Wildlife Service. Anglers 
should be patient and remember 
that biological research is not like 
a comet burst, but^ constant day- 
to-day study, often tedious and ex­
hausting. which probes the secrets 
nature is so reluctant to give up.

Make a framework of 1 by 2-inch 
lumber to form a rectangle two feet 
wide and five feet long, with one cen­
ter brace running the length. Cover it 
with Masonite 3/16* Tempered Presd-

wood, attaching with 1% inch finish­
ing nails spaced 8 inches apart. A hole 
should be bored at each corner of the 
table for the clothesline rope. Rope 
ends will be knotted underneath. 1 ops 
of the ropes are tied into large screw 
eyes fastened into ceiling joists.

The ropes holding the back of the 
table should be near a wall. To get the 
table out of the way, just lift the front 
edge until the table parallels the wall; 
then hook each end to a wooden collar 
at the top of the ropes which suspend 
the back of the table, and presto- 
chango your table is suspended.

Screen door hooks attached at the 
extremes of the front edge are used to 
fit into the screw eyes on the "collars."

The fish figured here is the Stri­
ped Mullet which is a close rela­
tive of the White Mullet, the Fan­
tail Mullet and Brazilian Mullet. 
Of these the Fan-tail and Brazil­
ian Mullets may be considered 
more southern than the Striped 
and the White. The White Mullet 
is essentially a southern form and 
yet it ranges as far north as Cape 
Cod. The Striped Mullet is rare 
north of New York though it has 
been taken as far north as Maine.

I The Striped Mullet has the re­
putation in the New York latitude 
of hibernating during the winter 

, months. We do not presume to 
pass judgement on this statement. 
The southern limit of the range in 

■ the Atlantic is Brazil with the 
greatest concentration off Florida 
and the Gulf of Mexico. Tagging 
fish has indicated that there is no 
major migration movement. The 
fish may be found in brackish 
waters as well as in salt water. 
On the west coast in the Pacific 
the Striped Mullet is found from 
Monterey to Chile. The Striped 
Mullet is one of the mullet group 
that congregates in huge schools. 
It is closely related to the Silver- 
sides.

The Striped Mullet is one of 
the larger mullets. It may reach a 
weight in excess of 5 pounds and 
a length of 2 feet. It is dark blue 
above, has silver sides fading to 
white or pale yellow on the under 
sides. There are showy dark 
stripes along the sides and these 
of course help distinguish the 
species from the related White 
Mullet.

When mullet form schools in 
shallow waters they frequently 
jump into the air making it easy 
for the school to be located by 
fishermen. Fishermen usually 
take Striped Mullet with seines 
either set when a tide is in to cap­
ture the outgoing fish or set 
around a milling school of fish. 
Some mullet may escape a seine 
set for them by leaping over the 
cork line but many are taken. In 
spite of this wholesale method of 
taking the fish over many years 
the supply seems to remain ap­
proximately the same. This may 
be due in part to the enormous 

' recuperative power of the fish.
In the Florida area, spawning 

takes place in shallow water over 
sandy bottoms from December 
through February. Sometimes 
eggs may be laid over rocky bot­
toms that lie to a depth of over j 
20 feet. In spawning act a single 
female is usually surrounded by 
a number of males all of whom 
are usually smaller than the fe­
male. No parental care is given 
the eggs or young.

Striped Mullet feed freely on 
vegetable matter, some of it tak­
en from muds. The fish has the 
characteristically long intestinal 
tract of the mud eaters.

Mullets are of considerable val­
ue for man and provide one of the 
most popular and successful baits 
for the larger game fishes of the 
seas. The size of the mullet used 
depends in part on the fish sought 
by the angler. Mullets are com­
monly cut up for use as bait.

So valuable is this species that 
extensive studies are being made , 
to assure the supply continues 
undiminished. The National Wild-' 
life Federation has sponsored 
many studies designed to pro­
tect different forms of wildlife.

Doctors Encourage 
Beauty After 60

Because most people live to a 
ripe old age, the Minnesota State 
Medical association today suggests I 
that special attendtion be paid 
to keeping the mature years at-l 
tractive to look at, as well as act-. 
ive and healthy.

Particularly for women, who 
outnumber men in the older age, 
group, according to the last report 
of the census bureau, good looks 
are important to self-confidence 
and self ropect. and the cosmet-' 
ics that help along glamor after 
60 ate an important aid to health. I

There are two things to remem- j 
ber about aging anil good looks, ’ 
the doctors say. One is that the I 
size and activity of the sweat and. 
oil glands in the skin diminish ! 
with age. 'That means the skin 
will become rough and leath­
ery if skin oils are not conserved 
and restored. The other Is that 
prolonged exposure to wind and 
sun will produce premature aging 
of the skin at any age; and it is 
permanently damaging to elderly j 
complexions. It is the source of 
discolorations, scales and papules I 
that so frequently accompany age.

Once blemishes like this appear 
they cannot be made to go away, 
the bulletin states. Good cosmet-i 
ics can help to hide them, though, 
and good creams and emollients,' 
used regularly, can offset the dry-1 
ness of the skin. There are many 
good powder bases and the doc­
tors suggest use of one of them I 
for aging skin. Also they suggest 
use of a cleansing cream instead 
of soap and water for cleaning the 
face, to avoid loss of remaining j 
skin oils, as far as possible.

Horny growths that often ap-: 
pear on older skin in the areas J 
constantly exposed to sun and 
weather sometimes need medical 
attention the bulletin says. One 
type of growth seldom becomes 
cancerous but can be removed 
easily by a physician. The other 
type, is characterized by dry, hard 
growths, slightly elevated and 
with yellowish brown or black 
crusts. These are often pre-can- 
cerous and should have medical 
attention as soon as they appear.

Two-Man Farm Is 
Likely The Best Bet

Farming usually pays off best 
when it’s a two-man business.

That’s what Fred Evert, county 
agricultural agent here, has to 
say about farm labor.

Distribute your work through­
out the year—avoid peak loads! 
as much as possible and plan I 
ahead for jobs to be done. On a 
fully equipped two-man farm, I 
each man can care for 100 acres 
of crop land plus 20 livestock1 
units. A livestock unit is one cow,1 
one bull, seven sheep, five hogs 
or 100 hens.

You can figure 300 productive 
work days per man each year 
w ith good management.

Here’s the time an average' 
farm worker spends in a year at 
each type work. Haying—one- ■ 
half day per acre. Small grain— j 
one day per acre. Corn—two and 
one-half days per acre. Dairy Cat­
tle—15 days per cow. Other dairy , 
animals—two and one-half days , 
each. Hogs—one-half day each. 
Sheep—one-half day each Hens 
—two-tenths day per hen. Special 
cash crops—five to 20 days per J 
acre.

Over-investment in machinery 
is especially dangerous on one- ’ 
man farms. Use group or custom 
haying harvesting, and silo fill- j 
ing wherever possible.

Behind The Scenes 
In American Business 

By Reynold* Knight

NEW YORK—Good news for 
every business in the land, even 
those most remote from the ac­
tual erection of heavy steel and 
brick structure*, comes in the De­
partment of Commerce announce­
ment that $27 billion will be 
spent this year on new plants and 
equipment.

One inescapable problem of 
any industrialized civilization is 
that goods for our day-to-day use 
are produced in buildings and by 
machinery which last for a gen­
eration or two. When the build­
ing of these structures is going 
on, business is bound to be good. 
When it falls off, business is bad.

Much of the uneasiness felt in 
some quarters about 1953 was 
due to the feeling that business­
plant spending would fall off 
$500 million or so this year. But 
now we find it promises to rise 
by that much. The figures col­
lected jointly by Commerce and 
the Securities and Exchange 
Commission, are highly reliable.

PLANE PROGRESS PERILED 
- Is $28 million enough money, 
out of an over-all defense budget 
of $41 billion, to allot for research 
and development of new military 
airplanes? Mundy I. Peale, chair­
man of the board of governors of 
the Aircraft Industries Associa­
tion and president of Republic 
Aviation Corp, believes every 
American should interest himself 
in this question before the 1954 
budget is zet.

Mr. Peale points out that, since 
it costs $15 million to bring one 
prototype plane from drafting 
board to takeoff, $28 million 
would provide scarcely two new 
types a year. The Thunderstreak 
maker doesn’t believe this is a 
sensible risk to take—in the face 
of Russia’s owning 20,000 first- 
line planes and building more.

The proposed sum would be a 
sharp cutback from fiscal 1952’s 
$62 million and fiscal 1953’s $59 
million.

THINGS TO COME Farmers 
of all sizes, from 75 to 250 pounds, 
can ride comfortably in a new 
seat hung on rubber springs. The 
tension is adjustable . . . "Truly 
neutral” sunglasses will be avail­
able this summer.

If you like your television 
commercials silent, a new remote 
control switch called "Blab-Off' 
will shut off the sound from
wherever you sit.

WINTER VACATIONS — The 
last 90 days have brought the 
biggest boom in 10 years to the 
resort and allied industries cater­
ing to winter vacationists, says 
J. E. Farr, executive vice presi­
dent for Schenley Distributors, 
Inc. It's his business to know, 
since he must pass on seasonal 
sales and advertising programs 
directed at these cold weather 
migrants.

There were more than 15 mil­
lion of them this winter, divided 
between the winter sports cen­
ters of the North and the balmy 
beaches of the South. This means 
that winter vacationing is up 
more than 100 percent over 10 
years ago. Mr. Farr estimates that 
this year’s early vacationists have 
already spent more than $235 
million for food, drink and lodg­
ing

He attributes the boom to the 
growing prevalence of three- 
week vacations, allowing em­
ployees to split the time off be­
tween winter and summer.

INFLATION PRIMER-That’s 
a short-i primer, as in reading 
book; not long-L as in pump pri­
mer. In fact it is a small reading 
book, a new one entitled "Men, 
Money and Machines,” that starts 
by contending that the causes 
and cure of inflation can be 
learned “with no more difficulty 
than geography and arithmetic,” 
and proceeds in 116 small pages 
of large type to prove the thesis. 
Waddill Catchings, who co-au­
thored it with Dr. Charles F. 
Roos, has had a lifelong interest 
in the science of economics, but 
proof that he is no mere glib 
theorist is seen in the fact that 
he has been a director of more 
than 25 large business enter­
prises The book shows how the 
present tendency of the federal 
government to manage the 
stream of circulating money ac­
tually fosters "boom, then bust” 
conditions, and briefly outlines 
a new system for the Federal Re­
serve Board to use that will be 
an "escalator instead of a roller­
coaster way” of managing our 
money.
