In the meantime, the doctors

The first step is a thorough ex-
amination to find out how much
activity is safe. Then modified
school work and play can be
started, often, at home or in the
hospital.

Tell Us Much

THE life of the Apostle Paul is
a very good example of the
eflect that early training has on
the life of the child when he
later becomes a man
It is true that Paul's attitudes
and convictions during the ma-
ture years of life which followed
his conversion were very differ-
ent from those of his youth. This
is an example which we find in
our modern society. Many men
who entertained radical ideas in

their early years have been
“converted” in their mature
years to sensible constructive

men who are of much value to
the society which they once tried
to injure

Paul's conversion was followed
by the formation of ideas so dif-
ferent from those of his youth
that he was persecuted by the

same people whom he once
Joined in the persecution of
Christians

The one thing that character-
iz¢ed his life, both before and
after his conversion, was a good
conscience During the time
when Paul was persecuNng the
Christians: Paul thought he was
doing God & service just as he
did in the davs of his enliehten-
ment when service had become
insrired with love and devotion
to Christ

Paul evidently owed a great
heritage to the parents whose
God he worshiped.
