Basic Rules For 
Choosing and Using 
Cooking Fats & Oils

Fats are important in cooking 
for seasoning, smoothness and ex­
tra energy value. But many 
housewives don’t know which fat 
to use when because of the bewil­
dering variety on their market 
shelves, according to the editors 
of McCall’* Magazine. They give 
you a quick summary of the tra­
ditional and modern fats available 
nowaday*, their ingredients and 
uses:

"Butter: Made by churning. 
milk and cream. Contain* a rich 
supply of important vitamin A. 
Among the many kinds are sweet 
butter (unsalted and made from 
cream), salted creamery butter, 
dairy butter (made at home or on 
the farm), whipped butter (whip­
ped like cream to make it airy I 
and spreadable). Uses depend on i 
the cook, and all cooks have their; 
own.

"Margarine: Made from a vari-1 
ety of vegetable oils churned with 
skim milk. Almost all brands are 
fortified with vitamins A and D. 
A fine table spread. Also used ex­
tensively in baking and cooking.

"Cooking oils: Made from olives 
or from crushed seeds such as cot­
tonseed, corn, peanut and soya. 
These oils are refined, bleached 
and deodorized before packaging 
in jars or tins. Used in salad 
dressings, cooking, frying and 
baking.

“Shortenings are of five types.; 
(1) The hydrogenated all-vege­
table shortenings, which are fine, 
white, semisolid fats with a very 
creamy texture made from cotton­
seed and other vegetable oils. Al­
though especially adapted for use 
in quick-method cakes, they are 
used w ith equal success in other 
types of cakes, baking, frying, 
deep-fat cookery.

"(2) The meat-fat and vegetable 
shortenings, which are similar in 
appearance to the all-vegetable 
types and used in exactly the 
same way. Both these shortenings 
are packed in cans.

"(3) Lani, a pork fat which is 
refined, filtered and bleached. 
Best quality is mild in flavor, 
light in color, firm when cool. 
Lard is used only for pastry, fry­
ing and deep-fat cookery. Sold in 
containers.

"(4) Poultry fat, which is ren­
dered from chicken, goose or tur­
key. Sold in specialty shops in 
jars or cans but mainly rendered 
at home. Used in cooking, baking, 
frying.

“(5) Suet, which is the rather 
stiff white fat stripped from beef. 
Sold by the pound in butcher 
shops. Used for larding lean 
meats and also as an ingredient 
in steamed puddings.”

Hog rtisers were advised this ( 
week to watch for signs of a new 
swine skin disease-, parakeratosis, 
in their hogs.

The disease usually affect* pigs 
between the ages of eight and 16 
weeks, the American Veterinary 
Medical Association said. The 
cause of the condition is not 
known, but the disease apparent­
ly affects pigs more under dry lot­
feeding conditions.

Parakeratosis causes hard, dry 
crusts on the pig’s skin. Usually 
the disease ends in complete re­
covery, but it may cause great dis­
comfort and losses through set­
backs in the rate of gain for the 
animals.

GLUING HEADBOARD ON BEI»
The home repairman often has 

need to repair furniture which 
has split similar to the job illus­
trated. It is a difficult job of slu­
ing because of the small holding 
surface a n d the problem of 
clamping

together. Mark the edges, using a 
try square for a guide.

Bore holes into the edge of both 
pieces, the size of the dowel you 
are to use. Be sure the holes are 
centered. A good way to do this is 
with headless nails as shown 
above. The holes should be 1”

A good quality of ready mixed 
household glue is suitable for the 
job. Casein or resin glue are also 
excellent. The latter, however, 
must be mixed in small batches 
and used when the job is ready. 
It will not keep.

This type of repair job should 
be done with wood dowels. These 
are round pegs of wood set into 
both pieces of wood to hold them 
in place. You can try the job 
without dowels, but the holding 
surface is rather small.

If the wood is %" thick, use a 
3/8” dowel. If the wood is Mi" 
thick, use a U” dowel. If the 
wood is thinner than Mi” it is too 
thin to dowel unless you are an 
expert.

Place the pieces to be glued to­
gether, and mark the location of 
the dowels on both pieces. This 
job should have at least three 
dowels.

Open up the joint and lay the 
pieces side by side with the marks

deep.
Cut pieces of dowel about l3i" 

long, and insert them in the holes 
of one side. Then fit both pieces 
together. Make any adjustments 
necessary to get a good fit.

At this point you should pre­
pare the cleats and clamps you 
are going to use to hold the piec­
es together after gluing. If you 
do not have bar clamps, a piece 
of clothes line will do as illustrat­
ed. Cleats should be used to keep 
the pieces being glued in proper 
alignment. Only one clamp and 
one cleat are shown in the illus­
tration. For a job like this, two 
cleats and three clamps would be 
needed. Get them ready to use in 
a hurry.

Remove the dowels and prepare 
the glue. If you are using casein 
or resin glue, now’ is the time to 
mix it.

Place glue in the dowel holes 
I in one side of the piece, and drive 
I the dowels all the way in. Place 
1 glue in the holes of the other 
piece, and also on all other sur­
faces to be glued.

Assemble and clamp without 
delay. Also put cleats in place to 
keep work in proper alignment. 
Clamp as tightly as possible, or 
as tighlty as needed to bring parts 
together.

Remove surplus glue with a 
I wet rag before the glue hardens 
on the surface.

Leave work In clamps 24 hours.

The Chinese witchhazel or 
Hamamelis mollis is a very un­
usual shrub. Uunusual, because, 
even in the colder sections, it 
flowers during midwinter. It is a 
hardy shrub and is outstanding 
for its brilliant yellow-petalled, I 
redish-centered blooms.

Chinese witchhazels develop in ■ 
to spreading shrubs or small 
trees, depending on the way you 
train and prune them. Concentra 
ting the growth on a single trunk 
produces a tree like growth. When 
plants are allowed to grow natur­
ally, they develop into a large 
bush-type shrub reaching twelve 
to fifteen feet in height.

The foliage is as unusual as 
the blooms. The leaves are round­
ish and felted with a thick coat 
of hairs. Buds and shoots are also 
covered with this tiny hairy 
growth.

Witchhazels are not particular 
about soil but they will make 
their best growth in heavy loam. 
Holes for planting should be deep. 
The subsoil is best discarded and 
replaced with compost. Spring is 
the best season for planting.

Japanese and American witch­
hazels are confusing and often
han! to tell apart. There no
trouble identifying the Chinese

Canned Meat Idea! for Quick Meal on Cold Nights

ipOR cold nights when there is not much time to get dinner, use 
* canned meat. Or serve canned beans, either New England 
style or packed in tomato sauce. Give them distinctive flavor by 
adding a little molasses.

Here are three combination recipes that save you time yet give 
the family good hot food when the winds blow cold.

Savory Baked Beans 
(4 generous servings)

One quarter cup unsulphured molasses. 1 tablespoon vinegar, 1 
tablespoon prepared mustard, % teaspoon Tabasco sauce, 2 1-pound 
cans baked beans, 1 onion, sliced.

Combine unsulphured molasses, vinegar, mustard and Tabasco; 
mix well. Empty beans into skillet or casserole; stir in molasses 
mixture. Arrange onion slices on top of beans or layer with beans.

Simmer in skillet on top of range 10 to 15 minutes, or bake in 
casserole in a hot oven (425 degrees F.) 30 minutes.

Luncheon Meat—Sweet Potato Puff 
(4 servings)

Two pounds sweet potatoes, 2 tablespoons butter or margarine, 
2 tablespoons unsulphured molasses, % teaspoon salt, % cup raisins, 
1 can luncheon meat, 1 orange, peeled and sliced; 1 tablespoon 
brown sugar.

Cook potatoes in boiling water until tender. Drain and peel. 
Mash potatoes. Add butter, molasses and salt; beat until light and 
fluffy. Stir in raisins. Place potatoes in a shallow casserole.

Cut luncheon meat into 6 slices; arrange meat on top of potatoes 
with halved orange shoes. Sprinkle meat with brown sugar. Bake 
in a moderate oven (375 degrees F.) 20 minutes.

(4 servings)

Four and one half tablespoons dry skim milk, IM cups water, 3 
tablespoons butter or margarine, 4 tablespoons flour, Mi teaspoon 
salt, Mi teaspoon pepper, IM pounds small white onions, cooked;

There's No Pill-Path 
To Weight Reduction

For the people who made New 
Year’s resolutions about reducing 
the Minnesota State Medical as­
sociation today issued a bulletin 
about the special, foods, pills, pel­
lets, cathartics and vitamin pre­
parations that are sold these days 
to the tune of millions of dollars.

Fortunately, most patent pre­
parations promoted to exploit the 
yearning of the overweight for 
some way to reduce and still go 
on eating, are not very dangerous 
to health, the bulletin says.

The trouble is that most of the 
pill-paths to slimness are only by­
paths, a waste of time and money. 
The dieter who means business 
has to abandon them sooner or 
later and go back to the hard 
facts of weight reduction. No food 
or pill, no advertised “medical 
miracle,” no matter how imposing 
the name, will burn up food by 
itself, or permit anybody to take 
in more calories than his own me­
tabolic processes can dispose of, 
and still reduce. Furthermore, 
cathartics used for reducing can 
lead to trouble. By hurrying food 
through the digestive process 
they may cut pounds temporarily 
but they can cause digestive 
troubles later on. Also pills made 
of non-caloric, indigestible mater­
ials, though designed to satisfy 
appetite without adding calories, 
may lead to intestinal obstruction 
in some people.

Most of the pills marketed to­
day add calories to the diet in­
stead of taking them away. Usual­
ly they are made only of such 
items as skim milk powder, flour, 
fruit extracts with a catch-as- 
catch-can vitamin addition and 
they can do nothing whatever 
either to reduce pounds or aid nu­
trition.

The amphetamine drugs have 
been found useful for depressing 
appetite while a reducing pro­
gram Is getting underway. These 
drugs are also relatively safe, the 
doctors say, but only under a phy­
sician’s supervision and only 
while new eating habits are being 
established.

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SPORTS AFIELD IU. S. Army Breaks Into Prints;
By Ted Resting

Not long ago a neighbor of Hen­
ry P. Davis, sporting dog editor 
of Sports Afield magazine, tailed 
and said that his dog had worms 
and asked about the best worm 
medicine. Davis asked what made 
him so sure the dog was suffering 
from worms. It had no appetite 
and was sluggish, so naturally 
worms were the cause. Just as 
simple as that.

Now loss of appetite is often 
caused by worm infestation. But 
other things can cause loss of ap­
petite too. Among them are for­
eign bodies in the mouth or the 
throat, Insect stings, lead poison­
ing, mouth infection, loose teeth, 
burned or cut tongue, tonsilitis, 
ulcers, tumors or swelling in the 
mouth and fever diseases. Yet 
worms are so common among 
dogs that this man was willing 
to accept that as the trouble with­
out further investigation.

Loss of appetite is not the only 
symptom of worm infestation. Us­
ually, if the dog needs treatment 
for worms, he will show one or 
more of the following symptoms: 
watery eyes, pus inside corners 
of eyes (this indicates tape or 
whipworm infestation*, loose bow 
el movements, anemia (hook­

treat their dogs for worms when 
they develop a cough, but coughs 
of various types and degrees may 
indicate a number of troubles. 
Among them are asthma, upper 
respiratory infections, distemper 
(dry cough), housedog disease 
(gagging cough), eating grass (gag­
ging cough), sore throat, tonslli- 
tus, pneumonia and heartworm. 
If the dog coughs only when pull­
ing against the leash, and then 
frequently, heartworm is most 
likely indicated.

There are a number of good 
dog remedies on the market that 
are quite effective when admin­
istered properly. But, please, be 
sure you know what you’re doing. 
1 do not mean that dog owners 
should run to the veterinarian 
every time the dog seems sluggish 
or turns up his nose at a good 
meal. Dogs are prone to "go off 
feed" once in awhile and missing 
a few meals will do them no 
harm.

But when it is obvious that 
something is wrong and you are 
not absolutely sure what the 
trouble is, then heed Davis' ad­
vice and take no chances. Hustle 
the dog off to a competent vet.

The story of the paintings be­
gan in 1948 when the Army com­
missioned the first eight paintings 
of the series. Artists chosen were 
Stanley Dersh, H. Charles Mc-

Thompson. In 1951, the Office of 
the Chief of Information, impres­
sed with the morale value of the 
first eight paintings, commission­
ed the five additional ones to com­
plete the history of the Army’s 
major campaigns.

Reproductions of the first eight 
paintings are available from the 
Superintendent of Documents, 
Government Printing Office, 
Washington 25, D.C., and sell for 
$1.25 a set. These depict the fol­
lowing military achievements:

General Washington’s victory 
at Trenton, Dec. 26, 1776; the 
Battle on the road to Fallen 1 im- 
bers, Indian Wars, Aug. 1794; the 
triumph of Winfield Sco g bri-

New York—One of the most im­
portant factors in such an econo­
mic readjustment as the one we 
are experiencing is the change in 
inventory levels. For the first 
time in a year inventories, season­
ally adjusted, declined last Octo­
ber, and by some $400 million. In 
November there was another de­
cline of $500 million. Later figures 
are not available, but the softness 
of prices in December and Janu­
ary indicate that the decline is 
not yet over.

New Face for Garage
"THERE is no good excuse for 

allowing an old shed or garage 
to look like the shack shown in the 
illustration. Just think of the re­
placement value, and then decide 
to give the building a face-lifting.

This may be done readily by 
covering the old siding with the 
all-around farm panel, Masonite

quarter-inch Tempered Presdwood, 
which may be obtained in most 
lumber yards. If the building sags, 
of course, prop it up first; the 
new panels will hold it firm and 
true.

HERE’S HOW ...
MAKE A MITER BOARD OR BOX

Miter joints are neater and 
stronger for many purposes 
such as for picture frames, 
drawers, etc., than are the 
ordinary lap joints.

The miter board is made of 
1-inch lumber. Piece A is 8 
by 18 inches. Piece B, 3 by 
18. is fastened flush with one 
side of A. A line drawn from 
a point 4 inches from the outer 
corner of B to another point 7 
inches from the opposite inner 
corner produces a 45 degree 
angle. A slot is sawed through 
this line. A similar slot, mad. 
from the other end gives the

workman a 45 degree angle in 
both directions. Piece C, 2 by 
18, fasted to the under side of 
the board, serves as a braes 
against the work bench.

When using the board, ths 
wood to be angled is placed on 
A and held firmly against B. 
Sawing is done with a backsaw 
or ordinary crosscut.

In the miter box, the two 
slots a form a 45 degree angle;

MAKE A MITER 
BOARD OR BOX

Sooner or later, the home crafts­
man will want to make picture 
frames or furniture pieces that 
call for mitered joints. A neat 
miter joint is attractive, is a sign 
of skilled workmanship, and for 
many purposes is stronger than 
the ordinary lap joint commonly 
used.

A miter board provides the 
guides for cutting 45 degree ang­
les on large flat pieces of lumber, 
while the miter box is generally 
used for smaller stock. Both are 
easy to construct; hut the work­
man must be careful to obtain 
exact 45 degree angles; otherwise 
his mitered joints will not fit 
snugly.

The miter board Is made of 1- 
inch lumber. Piece A is 8 by 18 
inches. This forms the “table” on 
which work is placed for sawing. 
Piece B is 3 by 18 and is fastened 
flush with one edge of A. The 
pieces should be held together 
with wood screws, counter-sunk. 
Since B will be cut through after 
it Is in place, the screws should be 
placed so that least 2 and prefer­
ably 3 will hold each of the seg­
ments of B In place. A line from 
a point 4 inches from one corner 
of the outer edge of B to another 7 
inches from the corner of the op­
posite inner edge produces a- 45 
degree angle. With a backsaw, 
this line should be cut through 
to, but not into, A. This will form 
the slot, or guide for future 45 
degree angle cuts. A similar 
slot, made In the opposite direc­
tion, 4 inches from the other out­
er corner to 7 inches from the 
other inner corner gives the work­
man a 45 degree angle in both 
left and right directions. Piece 
(’. 2 by 18, fastened to the under 
side of the board, serves as a 
brace or stop against the work
bench.

When using the board, the 
board, the wood to be angled is 
placed on A and held firmly

able to use clamps to hold the 
wood In place when sawing. The 
angle cuts may be made with a 
backsaw or ordinary crosscut.

The miter box calls for a bit 
more construction than does the 
miter board. Here, the two slots 
a form a 45 degree angle; as do 
the two slots b. Slots <■ provide a 
right angle or 90 degrees. The mi­
ter box is also constructed of 1 
Inch material, if the angles are to 
be drawn from measurements, the 
outside width of the box is used 
as the basic measurement. If the 
box measures exactly 6 Inches in 
width, a line drawn from a point 
3 Inches in on one upright piece 
to a point 9 inches in on the other 
will form the 45 degree angle. 
However, because of the difficulty 
of making these exact measure­
ments, the workman will do bet­
ter If he uses a square to deter­
mine the angles. The slot lines, 
down through the upright pieces 
must be exactly perpendicular to 
the base. Here again, the use of 
a square is recommended.

With a well-made miter box, a 
number of projects may tie under­
taken that otherwise would re­
quire many measurements. The 
miter box is both a time savor 
and a tool of accuracy.

When business is booming, in­
ventories build up, and some per­
sons are employed In making 
goods which do not pass immedi­
ately to consumers.
