Orange Marmalade Bread
Pudding

Ministers Council convened in
Berlin In late January, diplomats
found a city that is still only a
sprawling skeleton of its former
mighty self. They also found sur-
prising recovery from war's de-
vastation.

In West Berlin industrial pro-
duction has reached almost 70
percent of the 1938 level. Over
11,000 homes have been built and
16,000 repaired. Another 11,000
dwellings are going up. From the
more than 70 million tons of rub.-
ble that clogged the streets, Ber
liners have constructed new of-
fice bulldings, apartments, hotels,
playgrounds and swimming pools.

Most heavily bombed of all Ger-
man cities, Berlin was 40 percent
destroyed during World War 11,
the National Geographic Society
The city provided more stra-
bombing targets than Mun-
Leipzig, Cologne, Hanover
and Mannheim combined. Heaps
of shattered masonry, steel and
glass piled 30 feet high
Thousands of buildings were left
burned-out shells.

Vital Site

Modern Berlin spreads over 341
square miles of a flat, open plain
on the Spree River, a hundred
miles from the Baltic Sea. Its site
has been a natural crossroads for
both trade and conquest since me-
dieval times.

In early days it was an outpost
of the militant religious order of
the Teutonic Knights in cam-
paigns to subjugate and convert
the Slavs. Later, as the capital of
Brandenburg, Berlin was the nu-
cleus of the expanding power of
the Hohenzollern family.

Still later, Berlin became the
capital of Prussia, and in 1871 it
joined the front ranks of interna-
tional cities the government

“HlAT does it mean to glorify
God and live in His Glory‘.‘_

One dictionary says glory is
“distinguished honor or orna-
mentation; exalted  reputation;

quality of being radiant; luster;
the bliss of heaven; a halo.”

These dictionary definitions
seem to be derived from the
Bible. In the glorifying of God
almost all the dictionary mean-
ings are present, but chief among"
them is the quality of honor.

To glorify God is to honor Him.
And what does honoring God
mean? It is quite possible that
honor means very much in rela-
tion to God what it means in tae
lesser things of life.

In ordinary, mundane matters
we speak of “honoring” a check,
or a note. This implies that we
accept full responsibility for it as
ours.

To honor God is to accept Him,
to take His love and His will into
our lives, to become responsible
to Him for our character and
ways,

Honoring God is something
more than reverence or obei-
sance. It is a false notion that
represents God as a great poten-
tate, sitting on a throne in gor-
geous garments.,

It is false to represent God as
being ready to wreak His ven-
geance and authority upon His
subjects if they do not fall down
and offer their abject devotion.

The likeness of God to earthly
sovereigns has been overdone. It
is a false and misleading concep-
tion.

To glorify God is to accept Him
and what He offers, and to be-
come. like Him in creative life
antd acts of love and good will.

“Here is my Father glorified,”
said Jesus, “that ye bear much
fruit; so shall ye be My disciples.”

Open-faced bookshelves place
books within easy reach. The
fewer the impediments, such
as doors, the more likely that
the student will reach for the
books.

Various formulas have been de.
vised for estimating the approxi-
mate live weights of dressed spe
cimens or of figuring the dressed
weights of undressed game.

And
conversely, you add about one-
fourth of the dressed weight to
get a rough idea of the heast's
heft when alive and kicking.

Such schemes, however, are far
from exact, even when adapted to
particular specles.
