long run will reach a sensible con­
clusion as to the value of this 
member of our fauna.

HINTS ON CONTROL OF 
UNWELCOME GUESTS

Any idea how many weeds an­
noy Minnesota farmers and ham­
per their crops? University ex­
perts in a recent comprehensive 

; booklet on “Weed Control in 
Minnesota” name 14 varieties. 
Specific control measures are 
suggested for bur ragweed, Can­
ada thistle, field bindweed, hoary 
cresses, leafy spurge, meadow 
buttercup, orange hawkweed,. 
perennial peppergrass, perennial 1 
sowthistle, poverty weed, quack 
grass, Russian knapweed, tansy, 
and toadflax (alias wild snap­
dragon or “butter and eggs”). 
Listed as “undesirable woody 
plants” are blackberry, buckrush, 
chokecherry, poison ivy, and wild 
rose.

Cold Chiffon Sauce

2 tablespoons butter
2 tablespoons flour
1 cup milk
1 egg yolk
2 tablespoons tarragon vinegar 
1 egg white beaten stiff 
Salt and pepper
Melt butter in a saucepan, add 

flour and cook until the mixture 
bubbles, stirring constantly. Grad­
ually add milk and continue to 
cook until thick and smooth, stir­
ring all the time. Simmer for 10 
minutes stirring occasionally. Re­
move from heat and stir in egg 
yolk, salt and pepper. Let cool 10 
minutes, then add tarragon vine­
gar. Cool and fold in beaten egg 
white. Chill well before serving.

In fresh or brackish waters 
more commonly near the sea may 
be seen usually small flocks of 
duck-like birds often conspicuous 
because of backward pointing 
crests. The birds measure about 
2 feet in length and have a wing- 
spread of nearly 3 feet so they 
are slightly smaller than a Mal­
lard and larger that the Bluebills. 
The drake superficially seems to 
be conspicuously black and white 
at a distance. The drake's head is 
greenish black. The female of the 
Red-breasted Merganser is gray 
to brown with a reddish instead 
of a greenish head and both show 
conspicuous white wing-patches 
in flight. In each, the bill and feet 
are red or reddish. The bill is 
slightly hooked at the tip and 
shows toothlike structures along 
the side.

Red-breasted Mergansers swim 
and dive with remarkable skill 
and are at their best on and under 
the surface of the water. It seems 
difficult for them to take flight 
and they may awkwardly cover 
many yards of ground or water 
before getting into the air and 
once there seem to prefer to fly 
close to the water’s surface. This 
is even more difficult when they 
have no helping wind into which 
they may direct their efforts.

Red-breasted Mergansers breed 
from the arctic regions of Alaska 
to Newfoundland and south to 
southwestern Canada and north­
ern, eastern and central United 
States. They winter south along 
the coast to the border of Mexico 
and into Lower California. They 
are also found in Asia south into 
India and in Africa.

Unlike related American mer­
gansers, or “shell-rirakes” as they 
are often called, the Red breasted 
Merganser builds its nest on the 
ground rather than in trees. The 
nest is near a waterway and is 
hidden by vegetation and has a 
feathery lining. The 6 to 12 eggs 
are creamy brown and 2 Mi by P* 
inches in size. They are incubated 
for 28 days by the female but both 
male and female assist in caring 
for the young. The younger birds 
molt from March through July 
while the old birds molt from Sep­
tember through November. There 
is but one annual brood.

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CLEAN A HOT WATER TANK
If your hot water runs yellow 

or rusty at the tap, it is possible 
that the inside of your hot water 
tank is badly rusted. The life of 
a galvanized tank is from 10 to 
12 years. If yours is that old, you 
should plan on replacing it an any 
time. But in the meantime, you 
do not have to put up with rusty 
hot water.

1. Close the intake valve at the 
top of the tank.

2. Open the drain valve at the 
bottom of the tank.

3. Open one faucet in the house. 
The one at the laundry tubs is 
probably the most convenient.

4. Allow all of the water to 
drain from the tank.

5. Close the drain valve at the 
bottom of the tank, and open the 
intake valve. Allow the tank to re­
fill only about one fourth.

6. Close the intake valve and 
drain again. Repeat steps 5 and 6 
until the water runs clear.

7. Refill the tank. When it is 
full, water will run out of the fau­
cet opened in step 3.

8. Close the faucet.
9. Open all of the hot water fau­

cets in the house, one at a time, 
until all of the rusty water is out 
of the pipes.

Another source of trouble is the 
furnace coil, used mostly in coal 
furnaces. This becomes overheat­
ed and rusts. Then scale collects 
on the Inside. Eventually they 
burn out or leak, and have to be 
replaced.

HOW TO BE HAPPY 
THOUGH AGING

Q. Bo people actually live long­
er today than they used to?

A. Yes. The Greeks and Ro­
mans of ancient times could ex- 
pect to live to the ripe old age of 
25. During the American Revo­
lution, our ancestors had a life 
expectancy of 35. A hundred years 
ago, that figure had been raised 
to 40. Tixiay men can expect to 
reach the age of 67, and women, 
69!

Q. How can we explain that our 
life span has increased more in 
centuries that had gone before?

A. Modern medical science and 
public health education have 
greatly lowered the infant mortal­
ity rate, and have brought infec­
tious diseases with their former 
high death rates under control.

Q. Are older people correct 
w hen they look upon aging an a 
process that affects only them?

A. Not at all. The process of 
aging goes on from before birth. 
It just takes different forms at 
different periods in your life.

Q. How does advancing age af- 
feet our minds, as regard* leans 
in, memory, judgment, reasoning, 
ami creative imagination?

A. learning is probably easier 
when you are young, and may re­
quire more effort after you are 
60. Your memory may also not be 
as keen. On the other hand, your 
judgment and your reasoning 
powers will probably improve as 
you grow older; and age has not 
been found to have any harmful 
effect on man’s creative imagina­
tion.

Q. Is it true that psychological­
ly “You are only as old as you 
feel?”

A. Yes. A person with physical 
health, energy and a zest for liv­
ing doesn't grow old in the sense 
of losing his ability to be creative. 
Maestro Toscanini at 87 still con­
ducts great symphony orchestras. 
Grandma Moses, at 90, still paints 
pictures that win the critics' ac­
claim and are eagerly sought af­
ter by the public.

Q. ('an an older person living 
in the home of a son or daughter 
ever become a valuable member 
of that household, and at the same 
time, satisfy his own inner needs?

A. Yes. Everyone has a very 
deep-seated sense of wanting to be 
useful and needed. No one likes 
to be “put on the shelf as though 
he had outlived all usefulness. 
The older person can meet those 
family needs in the household 
that he or she is qualified to fill. 
Such tasks can include: answering 
the telephone when the others are 
out; baby-sitting; mending and 
sewing; helping take care of the 
garden; attending to minor re­
pairs.

Q. Should older people be ex­
pected to give up all their social 
activities?

A. Decidedly not. You’re nev­
er too old for the pleasure that 
comes from intercourse with your 
friends, or the stimulation arising 
out of your social contacts. Many 
older men and women have found 
inner satisfactions in serving in 
their communities in various ca­
pacities—in Church work, Red 
Cross, Boy and Girl Scouts, civic 
affairs, etc.

Q. Should young people give 
thought to what they will do 
when they reach retirement age?

A. Yes. No matter how much 
you may look forward to this time 
and think you would enjoy being 
idle, it has been found that idle­
ness, whether in old or young, in 
no way satisfies your inner needs. 
That is why you are advised not 
“to retire from something,” but 
rather "to retire to something.” 
You can't begin too soon to look 
about for a hobby, an interest or 
an activity for the days when you 
will no longer be busy with mak­
ing a living or bringing up your 
family, and when you will have 
leisure to do all the things you 
have always thought you wanted 
to do, but did not have time for.

When Spring’s lethargy jades your youngsters’ appetites, it’s time 
to mind your P’s and Q's when filling their lunch boxes.

Making profits on cash crops 
In the face of today s peak farm­
ing costs calls for soundest plan- 
hing, from planting right through 
harvest. In this the smaller farm 
Is on at least equal footing with 
the big fellow: good management 
carries no price tag.

Now is the time to complete 
a good 1954 program, to get the 
paper work done, to take care of 
ivarious essentials before the sea­
won is fully under way. This is 
particularly true of fruit# and 
vegetables for processing, since 
farm and factory schedules should 
dovetail.

Yields, Quality at Stake
As Extension vegetable spe­

cialist James O. Dutt at Pennsyl­
vania State University points out, 
“Recent developments have made 
it more necessary than ever be­
fore to use the soil, equipment 
and labor more efficiently in pro­
ducing and handling vegetable 
crops for processing. Carefully 
planned operations aid in pro­
duction of high quality, high 
yielding vegetables.”

Crop authorities suggest that a 
checklist for growers now should 
include the following general ac­
tivities:

Survey winter losses that may 
force changes which can still be 
made in methods, or in perennial#. 
Inspect drainage systems Plant 
windbreaks.

Secure all latest information 
Krom county agent and cannery 
Aeldman. such a# IBM lime and 
fertilizer * recommendation* for 
•pacidc crop*__ _____ __

Estimate and order year's lime 
and fertilizer requirements. Don’t 
lime by guess—use a soil test. If 
needed, the lime can be applied 
to cover crops or plowed ground 
when dry enough to work.

Last-Minute Soil Testa
Have last-minute soil tests 

made—it is still not too late for 
tomatoes, sweet corn, snap beans.

Fit land properly. ,
Prepare for insect, disease, 

weed control; check county agent 
for latest data.

Estimate labor needs, place or­
ders early for migrants if needed.

Plow for early spring crops as 
soon as soil is dry enough. Old 
grass sods should be plowed a# 
early as possible.

Get planters and other machin­
ery in most efficient working or­
der; anticipate harvest equipment 
needs.

For tomato, bean and pepper 
growers now. Dr. C. H. Nissley at 
Rutgers advises applying recom­
mended commercial fertilizer to 
a cover crop as soon as frost is 
out of the ground. "This will in­
crease cover crop growth and 
you will not lose any of the fer­
tilizing material.”

For peas. Professor Dutt says 
that "where growers are plowing 
down gras# cover crops it might 
be desirable to plow down some 
nitrogen.” especially where soils 
are low in organic matter and the 
grass growth heavy. "The same is 
true where heavy growth of corn ' 
stalk* i* being plowed down for

If these people were simply 
standing staring into a camera, 
the paper wouldn't use the picture 
in the first place, and if they did, 
you wouldn't stop to look at it 
Usually, the activity in which they 
are engaged is the key to the in­
terest of the picture. It is the fac­
tor that makes it appealing.

Keep this in mind in snapping 
pictures of your favorite people. 
It’ll make a picture you'd enjoy 
in any case even more enjoyable.

On Heart's Condition

Jesus' Authority 
Was in His Words 
And Noble Deeds
JESUS, so far as we know, had 

no authority other than that 
inherent in His words and deeds 
He was neither a priest, a Levite 
nor a scribe.

He had nothing corresponding 
to a modern diploma or creden­
tials, and His “school" must have 
been almost, if not completely, 
unique in the annals of educa­
tion.

. The great fact of this supreme 
but unofficial Teacher, depending 
only on the inherent authority of 
the truth He uttered, is impres­
sive. The lesson which it signi­
fies should not be minimized.

In our complex world, stand­
ards are necessary. Our schools 
would suffer without some stand­
ard of qualification for teachers. 
We would be at the mercy of 
quacks if doctors did not need 
proper credentials.

All that is plain. But what is 
important, and sometimes forgot­
ten, is that such authoritative 
and official credentials do not by 
any means guarantee what they 
are supposed to imply.

Incompetent doctors and un­
trustworthy lawyers are fairly 
common. So authority rests ul­
timately upon something more 
than official status. Sometimes

heaviest in early spring accord­
ing to a bulletin recently issued.

For that reason, and also be­
cause an epidemic of rabies is 
reported right now in Illinois, 
the bulletin lists the following 
important facts in case the epi­
demic should spread to animals 
in other areas.

First: The disease is transmit­
ted to human beings by a virus 
in the saliva of infected animals, 
usually dogs. Cats, foxes, wolves, 
horses, cows and other animals 
are also occasionally infected.

Second; The virus is introduced 
into the broken skin through the 
bite of an infected animal, the 
larger and deeper the resulting 
wound, the sooner signs of trou­
ble appear.

Third: The virus, thus intro­
duced, travels along nerve routes, 
and so a bite on the face, head 
or neck is particularly danger­
ous. Symptoms may appear with­
in 10 days because the distance 
to the brain is short. In the case 
of an arm or leg the time lapse 
may be from 30 to 60 days.

Fourth: The animal may ap­
pear perfectly well at the time 
of the bite, since it usually takes 
from eight to 12 days after the 
saliva has become infected be­
fore symptoms appear. Also, 
frothing at the mouth is not nec­
essarily a symptom. Irritability 
and a general change in behavi­
or should be regarded with sus­
picion.

Fifth: The doctor should be 
consulted immediately after any 
dog bite so that preventive in­
jections can be started without 
delay. The dog should not be 
killed, but kept under observa­
tion.

Antirabic injections given in 
time will prevent rabies, which 
is one of the most horrible of 
all diseases known to man. Ef­
fective antirabic protection can 
also be given to pets to prevent 
infection.

V. L.: Can the new antibiotics 
be used to cure cold sores?

ANSWER: Cold sores are caus­
ed by a virus and do not respond 
to treatment with antibiotics. Oc­
casionally, repeated sores can be 
controlled by vaccination. Daub­
ing with camphor water or a mild 
antiseptic may help, but care 
should be taken not to spread the 
infection.

Each year over 13,000 Wiscon­
sin residents die before reaching 
age 67—as a result of heart dis­
ease. This, despite the fact that 
our average life expectancy has 
increased from 49 years in 1900 
to 67 years today.

Heart disease has become the 
leading cause of death for both 
men and women over 35, and for 
both country and city people. 
And because more and more peo­
ple are in this age group the 
problem of heart disease is be­
coming more and more impor­
tant.

But this problem for each of 
us is more than merely a ques­
tion of preventing early deaths. 
More important, we must learn 
to live with our heart, prevent 
damage to it, or help it when 
its performance is more or less 
impaired

Heart disease is not limited to 
one period of life or to people 
doing certain types of work. Nor 
does it strike those with a par­
ticular standard of living, or one 
locality more than another. There 
is no immunization that will pre­
vent heart disease.

However, many forms of heart 
disease can now be cured. Under 
the guidance of a physician oth­
ers can be improved so much 
that people can live a nearly nor­
mal life. Thus a diagnosis of 
heart disease is not necessarily a 
sentence to a life of invalidism

By following some simple pre­
cautions heart damage can often 
be avoided. Prevention of in­
fectious diseases such as rheu­
matic fever, syphilis, and diph­
theria; good medical care during 
acute and convalescent stages of 
rheumatic fever; and special ex­
amination following illness will 
all aid in assuring you a healthy 
heart. For those who are “never 
sick,” it is still important to fol­
low good general health practices 
such as nutritious diets, proper 
exercise, weight control, and 
avoidance of stress and fatigue.

Only a physician can tell 
whether or not your heart is 
healthy. Periodic physical exam­
ination started in the thirties and 
continued regularly thereafter 
are the best check on the heart’s 
condition.

bottom affect the small boat’s 
actions then?

Inasmuch as boats rock or tip 
tom side to side, the curves or 

•ingles that the bottom takes from 
the keel on out are those that 
count, when steadiness is being 
c o n s i d e r e d. Bottom-type, and 
width and length are the main 
things where stability is concern­
ed. but not the whole story. 
Height of sides and of seats also 
enter in and so does the flare of 
the sides. For example, flare can 
finally check a tip so severe that 
the chine is no longer acting as 
a break; a rounded side, on the 
other hand, will let a boat in a 
bad tip roil right on over.

Depth or weight, or both, to 
a keel can make a boat steadier. 
As you see, there are many an­
gles to this tippiness business. 
And we must remember that 
some fisherman can always bal­
ance their boat while in it—they 
do so instinctively. And some 
can’t.

Willard Crandall, boats and mo­
tors editor for Sports Afield mag. 
azine, thinks that at slow speeds 
the roundbottom handles better 
than other types. This does not 
mean that with a light load a wide 
round-bottom run-about will out­
perform a V-bottom rowboat. It 
means that, generally, round-bot­
tom boats are smoother steering, 
make more even turns, respond 
in all ways more exactly.

Flat-bottoms have the advan­
tage of a level floor to walk on, 
and where you can put gas cans, 
minnow buckets or anything else. 
If you drop a plug in a round­
bottom, It is likely to roll out of 
sight under a floorbaord, but In 
a flatbottom it’ll stay put so you 
can pick it up.

Flat bottoms not only won't tip 
far in shallows, but they also get 
stuck there less easily. But it is 
hard to get one unstuck, for they 
become fast foi the width of the 
boat—not just at the keel—and 
they can't be rocked loose as read­
ily as a craft with a round bot­
tom. The V-bottom, Crandall puts 
it somewhere between the two, a 
little closer to the flat than to the 
round.

African Esparto, Asian Zoysia - 
Cinderellas Of The Grass Family

Same Inmas 
s^onqable

Two wild grasses from oppo­
sites sides of the world each of­
fer a story of man’s ingenuity in 
finding bounty in improbable 
places.

One plant, ragged and dry, 
supports a thriving business on 
the fringe of the North African 
desert, the National Geographic 
Society says. The other, whose 
wiry green sprigs were first 
found in the wilds of northeast­
ern Asia, today carpets the White 
House lawn in Washington.

The first is named “esparto,” 
or Stipa tenacissima in botanical 
terms The second is called 
“Meyer zoysia.’’
Paper, Rope and Power

Esparto—also known as Span­
ish grass, alfa, and halfa—flour­
ishes bravely in rocky, sun- 
parched soil where almost noth­
ing else will grow Ragged clus­
ters of reedlike stalks, three to 
four feet high, cling to stony 
foothills and arid plateaus from 
southern Spain across Morocco, 
Algeria, and Tunisia.

Its leaves, tender when young, 
soon grow too tough for cattle to 
chew. Yet this harsh gray grass 
ranks as one of the world’s most 
valuable uncultivated crops.

Fine printing papers are made 
from esparto in England and 
France—glossy coated sheets for 
illustrated magazines, crackling 
parchments for college diplomas. 
The Spanish navy makes rope 
of esparto, hawsers so light they 
will float. Baskets, hats, carpets 
and tough desert sandals have 
been woven from esparto fiber 
for 2,000 years.

Today its collection is a tightly 
controlled, highly organized in­
dustry, involving nomadic tribes 
of grass merchants and fleets of 
plodding camels. Picked by hand 
and brought to remote weighing 
stations on camelback, esparto 
bales travel from hinterland to 
coast in huge 20-ton trailer trucks 
that follow dusty, barely marked

Meyer zoysia is an even more 
recent Cinderella of the grass 
family. It was discovered in Ko­
rea 40 years ago by a United 
States Department of Agriculture 
plant explorer, Frank N. Meyer, 
who died in the Orient after 
sending home many valuable 
new plants. No one then realized 
its potentiality. *

Much more recently one par­
ticular strain of the grasses Mey­
er collected was found to be an 
amazingly tough and adaptable 
grass for American lawns and 
golf courses. Tested and devel­
oped further by plant scientists 
at the government’s experimen­
tal farms at Beltsville, Maryland, 
the grass which bears Meyer’s 
name now is being planted by 
homeowners in all parts of the 
country.

Meyer zoysia’s assets include an 
ability to outgrow crabgrass. It 
thrives in poor soil, resisting dis­
eases and insects that ruin ordi­
nary lawns. Golf greenkeepers 
call it virtually divot-proof, for 
it quickly spreads and fills in 
any chunks taken from its thick, 
springy turf.

Not that White House garden­
ers expect many divots in their 
acres of manicured lawn—but 
Meyer zoysia now forms a car­
pet of green beauty around the 
home of the nation’s golf-playing 
President.

Behind The Scenes 
In American Business 

By Reynolds Knight

New York—Travel, both domes­
tic and foreign, continues to move 
at a dip that makes it a billion- 
dollar-a-year business. However, 
trade observers believe that new 
and more aggressive promotion 
will be needed to keep travel— 
and especially tourism—in high 
gear against the leveling-off trend 
in business generally.

Mexico and some European 
countries are already promoting 
“more and better accomodations” 
and “new and improved recrea­
tional facilities.’’ Meanwhile, a 
legislative proposal to set up a 
U.S. Trade Commission for pro­
moting tourism in the interests of 
improving the International econ­
omy is gaining favor.

Kail, plane, highway and steam­
ship leaders all seem to agree that 
the increasing numtier of paid va­
cations and the trend toward two 
vacations a year are important 
factors favoring the travel indust­
ry’s future.

MARKET AT SEA—American 
farmers, poultrymen, and cattle 
raisers who are seeking to expand 
their markets could well devote 
their talents to promoting travel 
on Amerkan-flag passenger lin­
ers. According to statistics from 
United States Lines, seagoing 
travelers and sailors eat 11 times 
more poultry and seven times 
more meat than do landlubbers.

One ship alone, the superliner 
United States, purchased 85,000 
pounds of fresh meats and poultry 
for one round voyage last year. 
During the nine days at sea, the 
1537 passengers anil 1000 seamen 
consumed 64,654 pounds of meat 
and 20,512 pounds of poultry. 
That's a daily average of 2.7 
pounds of meat and one pound of 
poultry, compered to the dry-land 
figures of four-tenths of a pound 
of meat and one and a half ounces 
of poultry.

Over all, the report states, the 
annual meat and poultry purchas­
es for the 1259 ships of the Amer­
ican Merchant Marine total $60 
million a year, all of it bought in 
the American market.

THINGS TO COME—A new au­
to accessory Is a device that keeps 
a constant cheek on the storage 
battery, and gives water-level 
readings on a dashboard dial. . . 
The development of a snap-on alu­
minum lid (available in several 
sizes) converts the used tin can 
Into a handy container for food 
storage in refrigerator or freezer. 
Sheet metal and plastics can be 
jig-sawed with a new type of 
hacksaw blade, which Is available 
with coarse, medium or fine teeth, 
and with adapters to fit any hack­
saw frame. ... An easy-to-fly 
plastic kite, 17 inches long and 
with bird-like wings, has been de­
veloped for sale as both a toy and 
as a tool for use in air-sea rescue 
operations. . . “Atom-age” win­
dow panes, which bow and pull 
away from the window casings 
without shattering in the event 
of a blast, have just been an­
nounced.

EXPLOSIVE DECISION—This 
month the ICC completed hear­
ings during which more than 80 
public-interest groups Including 
states, cities, the National PTA 
and the AAA opposed trucking 
firms seeking broad-scale author­
ity to haul explosives over the 
nation's highways.

Meanwhile, 40 of the original 
60 truckers who some time ago 
applied for permanent rights to 
transport explosives over the 
country's roads have withdrawn 
from the case, although another 
recently joined those still seeking 
expdosives-hauling rights. It was 
a truck of this latter company, 
as it happened, which blew up in 
the now famous Smithfield, N.C. 
disaster—one of the most destruc­
tive dynamite-truck explosions on 
record.

At the earliest, it will probably 
be two or three months before the 
ICC renders its decision in the 
case. But when it does come the 
decision may very well set the 
pattern of explosives transport 
not only for today, but for some 
years to come,

SELF-SERVICE GROWS—Re­
cent surveys indicate that super­
marketing is spreading fast in 
several non-food fields, and that 
the shift to self-service Is result­
ing in greater efficiency and high- 
er profits for retailers.

One study of 72 variety stores 
which recently have switched to 
super market Ing showed that the 
average profit level was up to 10 
per cent, whereas it had dropped 
to an average of 6 per cent In-fore 
help yourself methods were insti­
tuted. In most cases, “impulse 
buying" was claimed to be respon­
sible for gains in sales. However, 
a decrease in employe costs was 
rated as a favorable factor of al­
most equal importance.

The attendance of our Fair was estimated at more than 20.000 
in spite of the frequent heavy rains, fair visitors stayed and the pro­
gram was carried out quite well on schedule except on Saturday 
when two heavy showers, one in the afternoon and one in the eve­
ning. cut short both afternoon and evening programs.

The Saturday afternoon rain and windstorm was severe and 
completely put a stop to the childrens' program and midway rides 
i he fair management has been trying to build up a childrens' day 
on Saturday More than 2,500 youngsters were on the ground on that 
afternoon enjoying the rides at reduced prices and listening to the 
afternoon program. *

Fair °P®rates l«r<«ly as a youth fair. Members of the 4-H 
and FFA groups mi ke up a large percentage of the exhibitors. Most 
open class exhibition are women who display mostly in foods cloth­
ing and vegetable departments.

This year there were 206 adult exhibitors who displayed 1039

1039The newly con structed storage shed was used for housing Junior 
Fair livestock. However, before the shed was ready for this about 
50 cubic yards of stonedust was spread on top of the ground floor 
as needed filling. Additional filling wa/ spread on the outside. Added 
wiring was needed for properly lighting the building,

A temporary cattle tie through the middle of the shed was con­
structed thus making it possible to house 4 rows oi livestock. These 
center ties are removable thus leaving the full space inside of the 
shed available for machinery storage.

All of this was paid for by County Fair funds.

Honorable Chairman and Honorable Board of Supervisors:
Pursuant to Section 39.10 (10) of the Wisconsin Statutes, I hereby 

submit my report on the condition of the Schools of Washington 
County.

PRESENT STATUS
The condition of the county schools is a healthy one in that they 

are growing in numbers and in size. Schools that had suspended 
operation some 5 years ago have re-opened, and others contemplate 
reopening. Others have added teachers. The St. Augustine rural 
school in Richfield Township is now a two teacher graded school. 
The Newburg State Graded School is now a three teacher school and 
the Barton State Graded School has added a kindergarten teacher, 

expanding its staff to five teachers. Several districts have added ad­
ditional rooms or plan to do so by next fall.

Because of the increased enrollments, other schools will havg to 
take similar action by next September. Farms are being purchased 
by Real Estate Agencies, and plotted into lot areas. The one room 
rural will soon pass out of the educational picture in this county, 
not because of inadequate service, but because of the urbanization 
of the county.

In line with these trends, several schools have made extensive 
improvements. Some have installed modern oil consuming heating 
units, others have installed indoor toilets. Still others are drilling 
wells and have pressured water systems.

Because of the home building trends, most school districts have 
purchased additional playground area or obtained options on adjoin­
ing land so that they will be in a position to expand their building 
at the proper time.

SCHOOL DISTRICT REORGANIZATION
Certain legislation passed by the 1953 legislature gave added ‘ 

impetus to the attachment of non-operation districts to neighboring i 
operating districts. Of the 24 had at the beginning of the year only 
12 remain at this time. Of these one has voted to reopen in 1954, 
and another to petition for attachment by May 5. 1954.

A County School Committee Resolution adopted last May, dir- 
ected all suspended school districts to either vote to reopen or be­
come attached by July 1, 1954. This resolution is being accepted very 
wholesomely by all district#. The non-operating districts in Kewas­
kum Township, which surround the village, will be incorporated 
into a reorganization plan to be undertaken by the school committee.

1953 LEGISLATION
All of the sections of the statutes related to Education were 

re-coded and revised during the session. Many major revisions were 
made, the effects and interpretations of these changes are now 
forthcoming.

. Those revisions which are considered important are these:
(1) Union Free* High School Districts created by County School 

Committee orders need not have plots submitted for approval 
by the State Superintendent.

The present committee came into being as a result of the resign­
ation of the entire previous committee because of certain action 
Uken by the state superintendent in withholding all county aids 
because of a controversy over the type of Master Plan which that 
committee had filed.

Meyer as the County Supervising Teacher. Miss Meyer has spent 
nearly 2 score year# in the education service and i# considered to 
be one of the best in the state. She is a tireless worker, insisting 
continually that the best is what our children should have. The 
teacher response has been gratifying, as they wholesomely cooperate 
in jointly planning group meetings each month, at which time they 
discuss their common problems. The field of special attention this 
year is arithmetic, and all teachers are putting forth all effort to 
improve the pupil learning in this study.

WHAT NEEDS. TO BE DONE
The next step that needs to be taken to improve the educational 

service in the county i# to have Speech Correction Teacher#. A 
recent survey by this office brought forth a total of about 200 chil­
dren seemingly in need of some speech help. These were screen- 
tested by Mr Smith of the State Department Mr. Smith's testing 
disclosed this situation;

nurse serves the physician, the family, the school and the community 
area. All of her activities, whether it be discussing a health problem 
with the physician, demonstrating to a mother the procedure of 
hot packing for a child with polio, meeting with a group of teachers, 
or assisting a tuberculosis patient with preparation for sanatorium 
care, are directed toward developing individual and community 
interest in health, bringing about an awareness of existing health 
problems, assisting the individual and the community in meeting 
their own health needs.

The manner in which the public health program is carried out 
in a county is necessarily influenced by the area and population 
served and the rite of the staff as well as the other existing health 
agencies. Public health experts state that a ratio of one nurse to 
5,000 population is necessary to carry on an adequate public health 
program. If actual continuous bedside nursing care is to be given, 
a ratio of one nurse to 2.000 must be had. Washington County has 
one public health nurse with provision for a second.

Also, in areas where a total local health department exists, the 
nurse is a part of a public health t-am of specialized people includ­
ing a health officer (physician), sanitary engineer, health educator, 
nutritionist, mental hygienist, dental hygienist as well as a nursing 
staff who can carry on a really effective total public health program. 
In a County such as ours where we do not have a total public health 
team, the services of these specialized people are available to us 
on a consultant or advisory basis from the State level at Madison 
and from the District level, the office of which is located at Fond 
du Lac.

In Washington County we attempt to carry out a generalized 
health program. By this we mean a program which is directed at 
meeting as many health needs as possible of the people of this County 
within the various age groups. This is a program which is working 
toward positive health not merely absence of disease, but a state 
of physical, mental, emotional and spiritual well being for all. A 
plan which we hope meets to some measure the three-fold aims of 
public health.

The program is set up to cover the various areas of service — 
maternal and child health, school health, handicapped, communicable 
disease, tuberculosis, adult health and mental health. In each area 
we combine family visits and individual teaching with group activ­
ities in an effort to reach the greatest number nf persona over the 
entire County.

The following report will attempt to point out our various activ­
ities of individual, family and community health service.

Maternal and Child Health
The maternal and child health service provides the nurse great 

opportunity for the prevention of health problems through health 
guidance and parent education. The public health nurse with the 
guidance of the physician can be helpful in teaching parents basic 
principle# of good emotional and physical health. Well informed 
parents who are interested and secure in their feeling as parents 
can more readily handle the responsibilities involved in raising a 
family.

The individual and community approaches are used in further­
ing health education in this area. Horne visits, nursing' care demon­
stration, and individual teaching are part of the prenatal, post­
partum, infant and preachoo! service. Parents classes are probably 
the most effective means of group education in this field. Two 
series of classes were held during this past year in the Hartford 
area which were only fairly well attended. We are hopeful of having 
more successful! classes in various areas of the County in the near
future.

Service to the Handicapped
A handicapped condition may be physical or mental. It includes 

mental retardation at the various levels, severe hearing loss, serious 
visual problems, speech defects, heart conditions, and problems in­
volving the bones, nerves and muscles. The aims of this service, as 
in the other public health programs, are prevention, early case find­
ing. care and rehabilitation of individuals with handicapped con­
ditions.

The function of the public health nurse lies in guiding families 
to the resources which can aid in physical, emotional, educational and 
social rehabilitation of the handicapped individual.

The physician, Bureau for Handicapped Children, Vocational 
Rehabilitation Division, educational facilities and other agencies have 
special responsibilities in the field of the handicapped. The county 
nurse works closely with the physician and other agencies in an 
effort to gain total rehabilitation for our handicapped people.

Control of Communicable Disease

The control of communicable disease is an area where respon- 
# bility is shared with several other official and unofficial agencies. 
These include the State Board of Health, the local health officers, 
the family physician, the parents, and the teacher and school admin­
istrators.

The nurse meets her responsibility by the following means:
I. Promoting complete reporting of all reportable diseases.
2. Teaching families the need for medical care and supervision.
3. Demonstrating isolation technique and assisting families to

carry out physician's orders, thus preventing the possible 
complications and spread of the disease to others.
Interpreting the regulations and precautions needed to fam­
ilies, teachers and groups. This is done through home calls, 
teacher-nurse conferences and meetings.

5. Promotion of immunizations programs to assure protection 
Against those diseases which can be controlled in this manner.

X-rays offered to all of the teachers of the County. A 
total of 146 teachers and school personnel had chest 
films during the two days the Wisconsin Anti-Tuber­
culosis Association bus was in the County.

A tuberculin skin testing program was held at a rural 
school in May because of a case of tuberculous menin­
gitis of one of the students. A total of 23 were skin 
tested. Six of those skin tests reacted positively and 
were x-rayed. One child was advised to have sanator­
ium care.
Initial plans have been made to organize on a county 
wide basis for services of the State Board of Health X- 
ray Bus in the County in January, 1954.

School Health
The school age is a period of great physical, mental and emo­

tional growth. Il is the period at which the child's health attitudes 
and habits are formed as well as the one during which physical de­
fects may be corrected or prevented. The school health program is 
a product of cooperative planning and coordinated activities of the 
school and health personnel. It is designed to protect, maintain and 
improve the health of the child. The teacher plays the most impor­
tant role in achieving these ends.

The function of the public health nurse in the school health pro­
gram is supplementary to that of the teacher. She has specialized 
preparation which makes her valuable as a consultant to school per­
sonnel on health matters. Because of her experience with family 
health problems, she is in a unique position to interpret the home 
to the school and the school to the home. Her knowledge of commun­
ity resources makes it possible for her to refer the health problems 
to the proper agency to utilize existing facilities to the best interest 
of the child.

In Washington County the public health nurse plans one visit 
annually to each school although this is not always possible. Inform­
ation regarding the school health program is also presented to the 
teachers through the Teachers’ Institute, group meetings, office visits 
and News Letters. The service# of the nurse are always available 
upon request. Home visits are made regarding school health prob­
lems referred by the school personnel, parents or physician.

Adult Health Service
The life expectany of people of today has 

creased. With a larger aging population comes

to all high schools

very definitely in­
increased need for

medical and nursing services to the chronically ill. Among the lead­
ing causes of death in the older age groups are heart disease, cancer, 
•nd cerebral hemorrhage. These diseases usually involve long term 
illness and need for nursing care. The lack of nursing homes in this 
county and the limited hospital space for chronically ill presents a 
great need for nursing care in the home.

The public health nurse can do much to assist families with 
the burdens of the chronically ill by actual nursing care, assistance 
in planning care and demonstrating nursing care in the home. Many 
hours and hands, however, are necessary to provide adequate nurs­
ing care to the chronically ill in the home.

1954 is also a direct adult health service. A chest film is a case find­
ing method for early lung cancer and some heart conditions as well 
as for tuberculosis. With any of these diseases, early discovery and 
early treatment present the best possible assurance of cure.

Mental Health
Mental illness is one of our great public health problems of today. 

It is estimated that at least 6'i of the population of the United 
States are suffering from some type of mental disorder. Mental j 
patients occupy more than half of the hospital beds in the United 
States. In the State of Wisconsin 12.000 hospital beds are utilized- 
for physical illness while approximately 18,000 are used for mental 
disorders.

The complex living of today, the increased aging population, 
working mother, broken home, world unrest and innumerable other 
factors contribute toward mental disturbance. It is most important 
that the public in general:

Accept mental illness on the same basis as physical illness 
without feelings of stigma or disgrace
Develop an awareness of need for improving facilities of 
care and rehabilitation for the mentally ill.
Recognize the need for and working toward methods of pre­
vention.
our county 55 mental cases were admitted to mental institu-

tions in the past year. Many problems of emotional disturbances are 
referred by parents and teachers. Washington county has no re­
source for such problems.

A mental health lay group has been meeting monthly for the 
past year with a psychologist from the State Board of Health. They 
have, been studying the principles of good mental health with the 
hope that a better understanding may lead to some plans for pre­
vention and care within our area.

A professional group has also been organized very recently 
under the direction of the same psychologist. The first meeting was 
held October 22. 1953. The group also is hopeful of gaining a better 
understanding of principles ot good mental health through exchange 
of ideas of the various people represented and the guidance of the 
specialist.

These have been the efforts made in the mental health area at 
a community level through the assistance of the public health nurse. 
The principles of good mental health apply in every situation of all 
of the health services. The nurse makes every effort to recognize 
the emotional needs of the families and individuals with whom she 
comes in contact and works with the physician in guiding them 
toward a successful adjustment to their problems.

ADMINISTRATIVE AND EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITIES
Many hours of work, careful study and planning arc involved 

in efforts toward a comprehensive public health program. The nurse 
also must keep well informed with new trends In the ever chang­
ing field of medicine and disease control by attending educational 
institutes, professional meetings, current study and reading when­
ever possible.

Conferences are held too with persons in related fields so that 
the health programs can be coordinated with other* in the com­
munities. Attendance at community and school meetings in areas 
pertaining to and allied with health are absolutely essential if the 
nurse is to gain insight into the needs and functioning of resources 
within the county area.

I, the undersigned Sheriff of Washington County. State of Wis­
consin, hereby submit to your honorable body the report of the Wash­
ington County Sheriffs Department from January 1, 1953 to October

There were received a total of 3,699 complaints, reports and 
inquiries nt our office. Of this number 1,149 were investigated and 
placed in our Lies fur future reference. The balance of inquiries 
were er®d at our uffice or referred to the District Attorney.

This year a special room in the jail building was set aside as 
a conference room and a place for taking drivers license applications. 
In this room are posted approximately 300 photos of accidents which 
occuired in Washington County during the past number of years. 
The pin pose of posting these photos is to remind the applicants of 
the hazard of driving and to better educate them after they have 
received their license.

The Traffic Patrol investigated a total of 490 accidents of which 
12 persons lost their lives. The Patrol travelled 121.189 miles in their 
performances of duty and there were collected in fines the amount 
of $3,896.95. The County owned Patrol car was in use each weekend 
and holidays during the summer months and was used mainly to 
patrol the various lake roads. Approximately 5,000 miles were travel­
led during this period.

The Police radio is in operation 24 hours per day and averages 
about 200 transmissions per day. *

^!c:cJ^,re registered in the County Jail 190 men, women and 
juveniles. There were committed and conveyed to various institu­
tions as follows: 28 to the State Hospital at Winnebago 4 to the Wis­
consin School for Boys at Waukesha, 3 to Wisconsin State Prison 
at Waupun, 1 to Wisconsin School for Girls at Oregon 1 to Wiscon­
sin Home for Women at Taycheedah, and 2 to Private Institutions.

HILGHLIGHTS OF HOME DEMONSTRATION WORK IN 1953 
I. Foods and Nutrition

One of the main projec ts of 4-H girls and of homemakers is the 
foods work. During the year, homemakers have at least one or 2 
projects in their program concerning food problems. In 1953 they 
studied "Better Ilse of Home Freezers." Training meetings were 
given to 4-H leader.* who carry this material to the local 4-H girls. | 
Proper preparation and care of foods, how to judge standard food 
products, preserving foods by canning and freezing, and better buy- 
manship with well planned meals are some things 4-H girls study 
and work on.

During the year, news articles and radio releases about foods 
were prepared and presented. Need of good diets, preparation, selec­
tion, storage, and serving foods were the main topics which articles 
were based on.
II. Clothing

With counties.; varieties of new fabrics on markets today, there i 
is a need for women and girls to learn buymanship and care of them. ’ 
Many women and girls sew their own clothes, thus saving money 
and time in planning their wardrobes. It is one of the home agent's 
duties to help the women and girls in answering and working on 
problems which these people may have.

During the past year, the homemakers studied better buyman­
ship of clothing, studying labels on fabrics and clothes, and how to 
make alterations on ready-made clothes in a project "Alteration of 
Ready To Wear."

4-H leaders were given training and helps, as were 4-H members 
in clothing construction, and how to judge zippers, hems, seams, and 
good fabric and color combinations.

There were 356 entries in clothing exhibits at the county fair. | 
51 4-H girls attended a modeling class conducted by one of our 

homemakers. They learned how to be poised and gain confidence, 
and how to select accessories for clothing — when appearing at the 
County Dress Revue.

The Dress Revue is an annual program where 4-H girls wear the 
clothing outfits which they have constructed in 4-H projects. 
III. Homa Furnishing#

Making the nome attractive and a more pleasant place to live 
is certainly one of the main objectives of the homemakers and 4-H 
girls. To help with this aim, the home agent worked with 4-H lead­
ers and girls in their home furnishings projects. Choosing good colors, 
designs, and fabr cs for furniture in the home is one main topic. I 
Actually making many of the products such as curtains, bed spreads, 
and table mats is w hat many of the girls do.

Homemakers were given projects in "Attractive Table Settings’’ 
— choosing dishes, silverware, glasses, and tablecloths that will 
blend into an attractive table. They were also given a project on 
"Care and Repair of Household Appliances” — electric cords, plaster 
patching, correct use of tools, putting in window panes, etc.

Care of rugs and floors, household equipment, paint, paint 
brushes, and othe household article# were stressed in news releases 
and radio talks.
IV. Health and Safety

Good health and safety is a topic which can never be overstress­
ed. People in the community are willing to work to make their homes 
and farms safer places to live and work in. More health projects 
should be stressed in the home and in the community.

Movies were shown at local 4-H and homemakers meetings 
stressing farm safety. Most of the work done in health and safety 
thus far was in radio and new# — as given in connection with Fire 
Prevention Week. Farm Safety Week, getting Children Safely to 
School and good health habits.

Homemakers nave a health committee that has begun plans 
to work with the Chest x-ray service coming to Washington County , 
in January of 1954.

COUNTY CLUB AGENT. 1953

Robert A. Stodola
To the Honorable Board of Supervisors
Washington County, Wisconsin
Ladies and Gentlemen:

This is a brief summary of what has been done by the club agent 
from November I, 1952 to October 31. 1953. A detailed report of the 
work and how each part was carried out is on file in the County 
4 H Office and the State and Federal Agricultural Extention offices.

The club agent's job is to give useful information, mainly to the 
rural youth, and developing leadership and character in the boy or 
girl. This is done mostly through 4-H clubs. The club agent works 
with the local leaders to plan what is to be done and helps coordinate 
the yearly program. The educational value to the 4-H members 
comes from their work in the various projects and in their participa­
tion in the various recreational phases of the program.

There were 29 clubs with a membership of 565 members. 88 
local leaders helped the clubs. Most of the project instruction is 
given by the agent or University specialists to the leaders or junior 
leaders. These in turn give these instructions to their own club 
members.

The true value of club work lies in the development of the in­
dividual and in the amount of useful information they gain through 
their work. This is impossible to measure. However, some measure 
<>f the value of the 4-H program can be gotten from the number of 
boys and girls that achieve, which means selecting a project, doing 
the required work, making a public exhibit and keeping a record. 
Of the 565 members, 463 completed for an achievement percentage 
of 82%.

While it is the club agent's job to supervise club work, it must 
be acknowledged that much help is gotten from the county agricul­
tural agent and also the home agent, who does most of the instruct­
ing in the Home Economics projects. Great credit is due also to the 
local leaders that carry most of the responsibility in their community 
and the parents, whose encouragement and help is greatly needed 
by the members.

I he entire personnel of the Public Welfare Department hold 
their respective positions by virtue of having satisfactorily completed 
written examinations under the jurisdiction of the State of Wiscon-

of 1 ublic Welfare, Division of Public Assistance.

ADMINISTRATIVE BOARD
I he Administrative Board of the Public Welfare Department, 

consisted of Mr Wm T Leins, Chairman; Ml*. Carl Schaefer, Secre­
tary; and Mr. R. W Laubenheimer, Member. During the 1953 fiscal 
\ear, the memlxTs attended a total of thirteen (13) meetings at the 
request of the Director of the Department. The members received 
a fee of $5.00 for each meeting, plus travel expenses. The responsi­
bility of the Public Welfare Board, or Administrative Board, was to 
supervise the administration of the department as was provided by 
Section 49 50 and 49.51 of the Wisconsin Statute. They approved all 
new applications for assistance, they audit claims and authorize their 
payment from the various accounts created for that purpose, and, in 
general, function in such a way as to insure the operation of the 
department in accordance with State and Federal regulations, with 
the end result to derive the greatest possible benefits and reimburse­
ments for the county, from the State and Federal government.

APPOINTING AUTHORITY
The Administrative Board also constitutes the Appointing Au­

thority for the department, as provided by Rule No. 2, Regulation 
No. 1 of the State Department of Public Welfare. As such, they ap­
prove the selection of Personnel for the Department from the State 
Civil Service list, and regulate salaries for the Personnel of the de­
partment within the State Department salary schedule, subject to 
the approval, of course, of the State Department of Public Welfare 
and the Slate Bureau of Personnel. <

GENERAL CLAIMS To audit all other accounts which are not 
enumerated above; to consist of five members.

FINANCE AND BUDGET COMMITTEE—To audit all vouchers 
every three month, and take care of all matters which come under 
the heading ot finance The preliminary budget of Washington 
County is to be presented to the County Board on or before No­
vember 1, and tne final budget is to be presented to the Board 
belote the end of November session The committee is to consist 
of five members

EQUALIZATION COMMITTEE—To take care of the equaliza­
tion ot taxes of Washington County. All County Board members 
as a committee of the whole shall act on this committee

COUNTY INSTITUTIONS — To supervise the welfare of the 
Washington County Hospital, Washington County Home, and the 
Public Welfare Department of Washington County; to consist of 
five members.

SALARY COMMUTES—To supervise all salaries paid to Wash 
ington County oiticiah and employees except those of the highway 
employees, to consist of five members

EDUCATION—To provide aid for public schools, supervising 
teachers, and anything else pertaining to education, to consist of 
three members.

COUNTY FAIRS To supervise the county's fairs and 
of the supervision and maintenance of the fair buildings 
ington County; to consist of three members.

members.

PUBLIC PROPERTY—To have the supervision of the court 
house and jail of Washington County and the equipment therein, and 
the printing of Washington County, to consist of five members.

INSURANCE COMMITTEE—To handle all the insurance of 
Washington County; to consist of the following five members chair 
man of the County Board, chairman of the finance and budget com­
mittee, chairman of the highway committee, chairman of county in 
Hitution* committee, and chairman of the county fairs committee

SHERIFFS COMMITTEE—T® set hours of work, varan 
compensation, duties and general rules of employment of traffic 
patrolmen

THE HIGHWAY COMMITTEE shall be elected as provided by 
the Wisconsin Statutes, shall consist of three members and shall fix 
the salary of all employees of the County Highway Department, 
shall have charge of the supervision and maintenance of all county 
highway buildings and shall have such further duties and powe rs 
a* provided by law

No person shall be appointed to standing committees of the 
County Board except members of the County Board unless where 
the law prov ides that certain other persons shall be appointed

Section 23 The rules of parliamentary practice comprised in 

Robert's Huies of Order shall govern this Board in al) cases in which 
they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with the 
rules and orders made by this Board.

Section 24 The date for the election by the members of the 
I County Board of Supervisors shall be fixed on the opening day of 
the November session of said board except as otherwise provided 
by law.

The following procedure shall be followed for the election of 
all membei - of Jhe highway committee and other elections by the 
County Board of Supervisors. Under this procedure only one office 
will be filled on one series of ballots.

Nomination shall be made by written ballot. The three men 
receiving the highest number of votes on such nominating ballot 
-hail b< declared nominated and no other names shall be considered 
or iecognized in such election as a candidate.

in the event of a tie, nominees tied shall be declared nominated. 
If one member receives a majority of all votes cast in the nominating 
ballot, provided such ballot was a written ballot, he shall be declared 
elected; if no member receives a majority, a ballot shall next be 
taken for the election of first committee member, and if one of the 
three nominees receives more than one-half of all votes, he shall be 
declared elected In the event that no nominee receives more than 
one-half of all votes cast, a third ballot shall be taken on the two 
candidates receiving the highest total number of votes cast and the 
person then receiving the plurality of votes shall be declared elected.

In case of a tie on final ballots, lots shall be drawn by the two 
persons tied.

Sec non 25 Instead of adjourning at noon, the board shall recess 
to a definite hour in the afternoon and any member, not answering 
to roll call, may ask unanimous consent of the board to be marked 
present and the board may grant such request if just cause is shown.
