Adult Insomnia May 
Start In Childhood

( Everybody needs sleep, but no- 
■ body will lose either his sanity 
or his health if. he spends a few 
sleepless nights, now and then.

This reassurance is the first 
thing doctors emphasize in a bul­
letin on sleep.

The second is that there are 
many rituals for combatting 
sleeplessness, such as eating 
something before going to bed, or 
reading, or excerrising, or moving 
the furniture, and most of them 
are good only if they work.

The third is that anxious par­
ents who insist on a fixed amount 
of sleep for children without any 
consideration for whether or not 
the child is sleepy, are laying a 
foundation for insomnia in the 
future. The child comes to as- 
sociate bed with wakefulness and 
restraint. Some children, like 
some adults, need less sleep than 
others and parents should not 
enforce needless naptimes or 
early bedtime hours when the 
child cannot possibly sleep.

Sleep is a kind of recuperative 
loss of consciousness, the doctors 
explain. The muscles go off duty 
because the brain no longer gives 
them any work to do. The heart 
slows down, the blood pressure 
drops, glandular activity de­
creases and the body actually 
sleeps all over. All this happens 
because the senses temporarily 
stop responding to stimuli.

The lucky person is the one 
who works hard and is at peace 
with the world. He just jumps 
into bed and sleeps—and no non­
sense. For the rest, various de­
vices may bo necessary to trick 
the senses into slowing down to 
responses. The number of devices 
is almost as many as there are 
people. Drugs may do it, too, 
hut they should never be used 
except on advice of a physician. 
Worrying is the worst trick of 
all and the most perverse and 
prevalent.

All worrying does is make your 
senses more active, the bulletin 
says in conclusion. Lying awake 
never really hurt anybody. Wor­
rying about It will keep you from 
getting the rest you need.

Mary Z.: Is milk the only 
source of calcium?

Answer: Milk is the best source 
of calcium. Canned salmon, in- 
cluding the bones, provides con­
siderable calcium, also such vege­
tables as broccoli, mustard and 
turnip greens.

Not Enough GG 
For General Usage

The approach of the polio sea­
son raises questions in the minds 
of many parents. Specifically 
their questions often involve gam­
ma globulin. How successful has 
it proved to be and how will it 
be used this year?

First of all, last year's experi­
ence over the country has shown 
that giving gamma globulin to 
children in a family after one 
member has come down with 
polio gives no measurable pro­
tection. On the other hand if it 
Is given to children one to six 
weeks before they are exposed, 
it does give promise of prevent­
ing paralysis. Thus the problem 
is for children to receive the 
protection gamma globulin af­
fords during the relatively short 
period just before they come in 
contact with the disease. How­

ever, knowing when contact may 
occur is unpredictable.

Thus, to get maximum benefit 
from the available supply of gam­
ma globulin, its use In Wisconsin 
this year is restricted to pregnant 
females and to children under 
16 years of age in groups of ten 
or more in a school, a camp, a 
neighborhood or a community— 
groups larger than an individual 
family. This policy meets nation­
al requirements and has the joint 
approval of the State Medical 
Society and the state board of 
health.

The supply of gamma globulin 
is still not sufficient for general 
use and it is therefore under the 
control of the office of defense 
mobilization. It is furnished by 
the National Foundation for In­
fantile Paralysis and the Amer­
ican Red Cross. It is available 
on request to physicians through 
the state board of health—for

groups of ten or more children. 
And, only one dose can be given 
tq any one qualified person dur­
ing the season.

Since Wisconsin’s period of 
highest risk usually gets under­
way about the middle of July, 
if gamma globulin is to be used, 
it should be given early in July. 
It should be remembered that 
this protection lasts for only four 
to six weks beginning one week 
after injection.

Lastly, gamma globulin will 
not be available for polio preven­
tion in the eight counties taking 
part in the vaccine field trials 
since its use would likely inter­
fere with testing the effective­
ness of the vaccine.

Remove all inside trim, includ­
ing window stool and apron.

One method is to use furring 
stripes on the window as illus­
trated. This exposed wood, as 
well as the edges of the paneling 
will have to be finished the same 
as the paneling.

If the old trim was painted, 
you may want to use new trim. 
Or you may use paint remover 
to remove the paint, and sand the 
surface to a natural finish.

SUGGESTION. While you have 
the trim removed, you can check 
insulation and calking. Fill all 
spaces with calking or insulation.

Regular Spraying 
Needed for Fruits

Of all trees, home fruit trees 
require a regular spray schedule 
if the home owner is to realize 
a full crop of quality fruit says 
the National Arborist Association. 
Fruit trees need to be sprayed 
<luring dormancy, just as the 
fruit is setting, and periodically 
as the fruit grows, in order to 
control all the various types of 
insects and diseases.

Many home owners, says the 
association, should either set up 
a regular schedule as determined 
by their state experiment station, 
or else engage a local arborist or 
tree expert firm that has all the 
equipment necessary to do their 
spraying for them. Often consid­
erable sums can be saved by hir­
ing a local service to do the 
work, while a far more efficient 
spraying job can be performed. 
If the home fruits have not pro­
vided delicious fruits, proper 
spraying and fertilizing most 
likely is the answer.

Get The Most Use 
Of Your Refrigerator

Are you getting the best serv­
ice possible from your refrigera­
tor? l)o you know the three im­
portant jobs it can do for you? 
Besides its function as a storage 
place, your refrigerator plays an 
important role in meal planning 
and preparation, says Huth F. 
Pomeroy, Homemaking Editor of 
Hedi»ook Magazine. In a recent 
issue, she tells you how to in­
crease the efficiency of your re­
frigerator by proper cleaning.

A clean refrigerator is an effi­
cient one; here are some tips on 
how to do it:

"1. If defrosting on your re­
frigerator is not automatic, do it 
manually when frost on the coils 
is 1/l inch thick. Remove trays. 
Turn control to OFF. Set a pan 
of hot water in tray shelf to speed 
thawing.

“2. Clean refrigerator while it's 
defrosting (or every 10 days if 
defrosting is automatic*. Remove 
food. Wash interior and shelves 
with mild baking soda and water 
solution. Rinse with clean water; 
wipe dry.

“3. Most manufacturers make a 
cleaner and wax for specific fin­
ishes. Use them or wash the ex­
terior with warm soapy water. 
Rinse, dry and cover with a thin 
coating or clear wax. Never use 
abrasives.”

"Storage: Because the tempera­
ture is nearly the same through­
out a modern refrigerator, where- 
to-store is a matter of conveni­
ence and organization. There are 
general guides for storage: Milk: 
Wash bottles; place in refrigera­
tor immediately upon delivery. 
Butter and Cheese: Store in spe­
cial compartments, covered dish 
or closely wrapped with foil. 
Eggs: Store whole eggs un­
washed; they have a natural pro­
tective coating. Store egg yolks 
covered with water in a covered 
dish, egg whites in a tightly cov­
ered jar. Fresh meats and poultry: 
Remove store wrappings. Cover 
loosely with clean waxed paper. 
Fresh fish: Remove store wrap­
pings; wrap tightly in foil to pre­
vent odors. Use within two days 
or freeze for longer storage.

"Fruits and vegetables with 
heavy skins: Wash; store on any 
convenient shelf. Crisp and leafy 
vegetables: Trim and wash in cold 
water. Dry thoroughly. Store in 
vegetable drawer. Leftovers: 
Store in covered containers or 
freeze for later use. Frozen food: 
Store in freezer chest in combina­
tion model or in the ice-cube com-
part men t of refrigerator.

"Meal planning: With the in­
creased variety of frozen foods, 
a refrigerator-freezer will hold 
many days’ planned menus plus 
extras for convenient emergency 
meals.

“Food preparation: From soup 
to dessert, your refrigerator is 
a handy center of preparation. 
The foods you fix there are all 
prepared in advance.

Plan your vacation now and 
be sure you take it this summer.

Meringues
2 egg whites

Add cold wa­
ter. Cut ice cream into 6 pieces 
and add to the hot liquid.

Strawberry Mowwe
2 cups crushed strawberries

1 1-2 cups toasted slivered al­

monds
I teaspoon vanilla

Force strawberries through a 
coarse sieve. Add sugar and corn 
syrup. Stir until sugar is dis­
solved. Pour into an oiled 1 1-2 
quart melon mold. Freeze until 
edges are firm. Soften gelatin] 
in the cold water. Dissolve over 
hot water. Cool. Combine re­
maining ingredients. Add gelatin. 
Mix well. Spoon over partially 
frozen berries. Freeze until firm. 
Invert on platter to serve. Gar­
nish with whole berries and mint 
leaves.

Strawberry Milk Mallobrt 
1-2 lb. marshmallows
2 cups milk chilled
1 1-2 cups crushed strawberries
2 tablespoons lemon juice
Heat marshmallows and 2 ta­

blespoons of milk slowly, folding 
over and over until marshmal­
lows are about half melted. Re­
move from stove and continue 
folding until mixture is smooth 
and spongy. Cool to lukewarm, 
then add rest of milk, strawber­
ries and lemon juice. Pour into 
freezing tray and freeze, stirring 
several times while freezing.

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Adult Insomnia May 
Start In Childhood

( Everybody needs sleep, but no- 
। body will lose either his sanity 
or his health if he spends a few 
sleepless nights, now and then.

This reassurance is the first 
thing doctors emphasize in a bul­
letin on sleep

The second is that there are 
many rituals for combatting 
sleeplessness, such as eating 
something liefore going to bed, or 
reading, or excercising, or moving 
the furniture, and most of them 
are good only if they work.

The third is that anxious par­
ents who insist on a fixed amount 
of sleep for children without any 
consideration for whether or not 
the child is sleepy, are laying a 
foundation for insomnia in the 
future. The child comes to as- 
sociate bed with wakefulness and 
restraint. Some children, like 
some adults, need less sleep than 
others and parents should not 
enforce needless naptimes or 
early bedtime hours when the 
child cannot possibly sleep.

Sleep is a kind of recuperative 
loss of consciousness, the doctors 
explain. The muscles go off duty 
because the brain no longer gives 
them any work to do. The heart 
slows down, the blood pressure 
drops, glandular activity de­
creases and the body actually 
sleeps all over. All this happens 
because the senses temporarily 
stop responding to stimuli.

The lucky person is the one 
who works hard and is at peace 
with the world, He just jumps 
into bed and sleeps—and no non­
sense. For the rest, various de­
vices may be necessary to trick 
the senses into slowing down to 
responses. The number of devices 
is almost as many as there are 
people. Drugs may do it, too, 
but they should never be used 
except on advice of a physician. 
Worrying is the worst trick of 
all and the most perverse and 
prevalent.

All worrying does is make your 
senses more active, the bulletin 
says in conclusion. Lying awake 
never really hurt anybody. Wor­
rying about it will keep you from 
getting the rest you need.

Mary Z.: Is milk the only 
source of calcium?

Answer: Milk is the best source 
of calcium. Canned salmon, in­
cluding the bones, provides con­
siderable calcium, also such vege­
tables as broccoli, mustard and 
turnip greens.

Hot Enough GG 
For General Usage

The approach of the polio sea­
son raises questions in the minds 
of many parents. Specifically 
their questions often involve gam­
ma globulin. How successful has 
it proved to be and how will it 
be used this year?

First of all, last year's experi­
ence over the country has shown 
that giving gamma globulin to 
children In a family after one 
member has come down with 
polio gives no measurable pro­
tection. On the other hand if it 
is given to children one to six 
weeks before they are exposed, 
it does give promise of prevent­
ing paralysis. Thus the problem 
is for children to receive the 
protection gamma globulin af­
fords during the relatively short 
period just before they come in 
contact with the disease. How-1 the

ever, knowing when contact may 
occur is unpredictable.

Thus, to get maximum benefit 
from the available supply of gam­
ma globulin, its use In Wisconsin 
this year is restricted to pregnant 
females and to children under 
16 years of age in groups of ten 
or more in a school, a camp, a 
neighborhood or a community— 
groups larger than an individual 
family. This policy meets nation­
al requirements and has the joint 
approval of the State Medical 
Society and the state board of 
health.

The supply of gamma globulin 
is still not sufficient for general 
use and it is therefore under the 
control of the office of defense 
mobilization. It is furnished by 
the National Foundation for In­
fantile Paralysis and the Amer- 
kan Red Cross. It is available 
on request to physicians through 

state board of health—for

groups of ten or more children. 
And, only one dose can be given 
tq any one qualified person dur­
ing the season.

Since Wisconsin’s period of 
highest risk usually gets under­
way about the middle of July, 
if gamma globulin is to lie used, 
it should be given early in July. 
It should be remembered that 
this protection lasts for only four 
to six weks beginning one week 
after injection.

Lastly, gamma globulin will 
not be available for polio preven­
tion in the eight counties taking 
part in the vaccine field trials 
since its use would likely inter­
fere with testing the effective­
ness of the vaccine.

It will be necessary to use hori­
zontal furring strips for nailing 
the paneling. Use l"x2” white 
pine.

Remove all inside trim, includ­
ing window stool and apron.

One method Is to use furring 
stripes on the window as illus­
trated. This exposed wood, as 
well as the edges of the paneling 
will have to be finished the same 
as the paneling.

If the old trim was painted, 
you may want to use new trim. 
Or you may use paint remover 
to remove the paint, and sand the 
surface to a natural finish.

SUGGESTION: While you have 
the trim removed, you can check 
insulation and calking. Fill all 
spaces with calking or insulation.

Regular Spraying 
Needed for Fruits

Of all trees, home fruit trees 
require a regular spray schedule 
if the home owner is to realize 
a full crop of quality fruit says 
the National Arborist Association. 
Fruit trees need to be sprayed 
during dormancy, just as the 
fruit is setting, and periodically 
as the fruit grows, in order to 
control all the various types of 
insects and diseases.

Many home owners, says the 
association, should either set up 
a regular schedule as determined 
by their state experiment station, 
or else engage a local arborist or 
tree expert firm that has all the 
equipment necessary to do their 
spraying for them. Often consid­
erable sums can be saved by hir­
ing a local service to do the 
work, while a far more efficient 
spraying job can be performed. 
If the home fruits have not pro­
vided delicious fruits, proper 
spraying and fertilizing most 
likely is the answer.

Get The Most Use 
Of Your Refrigerator

Are you getting the best serv­
ice possible from your refrigera­
tor? Do you know the three im- 
portant jobs it can do for you? 
Besides its function as a storage 
place, your refrigerator plays an 
important role in meal planning 
and preparation, says Ruth F. 
Pomeroy, Homemaking Editor of 
Rediiook Magazine, in a recent 
issue, she tells you how to in­
crease the efficiency of your re­
frigerator by proper cleaning.

”A clean refrigerator is an effi­
cient one; here are some tips on 
how to do it:

"1. if defrosting on your re­
frigerator is not automatic, do it 
manually when frost on the coils 
is 1/4-lnch thick. Remove trays. 
Turn control to OFF. Set a pan 
of hot water in tray shelf to speed 
thawing.

“2. Clean refrigerator while it’s 
defrosting (or every 10 days if 
defrosting is automatic!. Remove 
food. Wash interior and shelves 
with mild baking soda and water 
solution. Rinse with clean water; 
wipe dry.

“3. Most manufacturers make a 
cleaner and wax for specific fin­
ishes. Use them or wash the ex­
terior with warm soapy water. 
Rinse, dry and cover with a thin 
coating or clear wax. Never use 
abrasives."

“All modern refrigerators are 
designed to do at least these three 
important jobs for you—storage, 
meal planning and food prepara­
tion.

"Storage: Because the tempera­
ture is nearly the same through­
out a modern refrigerator, where- 
tostore is a matter of conveni­
ence and organization. There are 
general guides for storage: Milk: 
Wash bottles; place in refrigera­
tor immediately upon delivery. 
Butter and Cheese: Store in spe­
cial compartments, covered dish 
or closely wrapped with foil. 
Eggs: Store whole eggs un­
washed; they have a natural pro­
tective coating. Store egg yolks 
covered with water in a covered 
dish, egg whites in a tightly cov­
ered jar. Fresh meats and poultry: 
Remove store wrappings. Cover 
loosely with clean waxed paper. 
Fresh fish: Remove store wrap­
pings; wrap tightly in foil to pre­
vent odors. Use within two days 
or freeze for longer storage.

“Fruits and vegetables with 
heavy skins: Wash; store on any 
convenient shelf. Crisp and leafy 
vegetables: Trim and wash in cold 
water. Dry thoroughly. Store in 
vegetable drawer. Leftovers: 
Store in covered containers or 
freeze for later use. Frozen food: 
Store in freezer chest in combina­
tion model or in the icecube com­
partment of refrigerator.

“Meal planning: With the in­
creased variety of frozen foods, 
a refrigerator-freezer will hold 
many days’ planned menus plus 
extras for convenient emergency 
meals.

“Food preparation: From soup 
to dessert, your refrigerator is 
a handy center of preparation. 
The foods you fix there are all 
prepared in advance.

Plan your vacation now and 
be sure you take it this summer.

Add cold wa 
ter. Cut ice cream into 6 pieces 
and add to the hot liquid.

Re­
move from stove and continue 
folding until mixture is smooth 
and spongy. Cool to lukewarm, 
then add rest of milk, strawber­
ries and lemon juice.

In 91 Hours

Pamela Martin, 23-year-old ad­
vertising artist, recently flew 
around the world In ninety hours 
and fifty-nine minutes.

It is a new record for a sche- 
duled-airliner around the world 
trip, breaking the old record of 
Major Horace Boren by some 
eight or nine hours.

Among the virtues worshipped 
ordinarily by man are beauty 
and courage. If the possession 
of these gifts is accompanied by 
unique skill in at least one field 
and if there is evidence that the 
subject knows his way around 
the world, then his popularity 
rating is bound to rise. If we 
accept these tenets, we must hold 
in high esteem the Royal Tern, 
the subject of the National Wild­
life Federation’s nature theme 
for this week.

Our Royal Tern qualifies for a 
high rating as a beauty queen 
whether we base our judgment 
on the animal at rest or in motion. 
Gleaming white, jet black and 
rosy red seem to be arranged in 
consummate skill to attract our 
attention. As is so often the case 
with vain beauties, the spectacu­
lar colors are on the head. While 
most of the bird is white there is 
a striking dash of black on the 
head and the 2-1/2 Inch bill is 
either orange red or yellowish 
red with a black tip. Not a few 
beauties are admired for their 
curves as well as for their color­
ation and with the Royal Tern 
we find exquisite stream-lined 
conformation whether we look 
at the head, wings, body or tail. 
Beauty contestants are frequently 
required to parade before the 
judges and few’ birds could com- 
pete with the Royal Tern Ln 
speed, grace and agility of move­
ment.

We spoke of courage as a crite­
rion for judging worth. We may 
admire a Kingbird when it chases 
a crow from its nesting territory 
or a humming bird when it sails 
into a larger bird at times but 
usually these are acts of self 
defense and not of selfish aggres­
sion. When a 21-inch bird attacks 
a 60-inch bird and makes him 
give up the supper he has caught 
by the exercise of his own skill 
and power, then we must recog­
nize courage. This is about what 
happens when a Royal Tern 
forces a Pelican to give him the 
food he wants. This is hardly 
in the class with a mosquito 
attacking a man but mosquitoes 
could rarely win a popularity 
contest anywhere.

Our Royal Tern has a wing- 
spread of 44 inches which is 
somewhat less than that of its 
relative, the Caspian Tern. The 
Royal Tern breeds in the Baha­
mas and along the Atlantic Coast 
from Virginia to Texas and along 
the West Coast in Lower Califor­
nia and Mexico. The birds winter 
from California, Louisiana and 
Florida to Brazil, Peru and Argen­
tine. This range is much less 
than that of the Arctic Tern.

Our Royal Tern nests In colo­
nies on sandy bars and islets, 
laying its 1 to 4, white to-dull 
ivory eggs in a mere hollow in 
the sand. The eggs measure 
about 2.7 inches by 1.7 inches 
and may be unmarked or marked 
with gray, black or dark brown.

Migrating Royal Terns may fly 
in king lines in calm weather or 
may fly with strong w’lng beats 
at great heights in inclement 
weather. They are poor swim­
mers and when feeding on their 
favorite fish may flutter above 
their prey before seizing it. These 
birds are most commonly ob­
served inland during the winter 
months and along the shores 
they seem to favor shoals near

The Latest In 
Train Wrecks

Down in Salta Province, Argen­
tina, a large freight train was re­
cently immobilized by a curious 
obstruction. It seems that locusts 
were swarming in that area and, 
being in the larvae stage, covered 
many miles of railway track.

When the freight train reached 
the area, it crushed much larvae, 
making the rails become so slip­
pery the freight could not pro­
ceed. the engine's wheels slipping 
when power was applied.

A rescue was then in order and 
the stranded train telegraphed for 
aid. A rescue train was dis­
patched, and proceeded to the 
scene. Just as it arrived, and 
everything appeared well in hand, 
the engineer of the rescue train 
applied his brakes—but his train 
refused to stop and slid on the 
“greased” rails. The result, a 
train wreck.

The result was $40,000 w’orth 
of damage to both trains. It is 
estimated that the rescue train 
slid hundreds of feet into the 
stalled train, all of which reminds 
us of the recent story about the 
lady who was asked to give a 
stranded motorist a push. The 
motorist informed her that his 
car would not start until she got 
up to 30 miles an hour, since it 
had an automatic drive.

We imagine the engineer of the 
stranded train, viewing the res­
cue train sliding into him, felt 
just about like the motorist who 
watched the lady back off, pro­
ceed to get up to a speed of thirty 
miles an hour and crash into the 
rear of his car. There are all sort 
of new ways to do things, it 
seems.

Once an angler passes the 
stage of borrowed and rented 
craft and gets ready to buy his 
own, he finds the investment re­
quired is considerably more than 
that paid for all his tackle. This 
doesn’t mean outboard boating is 
expensive. Far from it. A prop­
erly selected outfit can serve well 
many years, with low upkeep 
and running expense. And you 
can use it for many other things 
besides fishing.

But the key words in the above 
are “properly selected.” You’ll 
find outboard boats of various 
metals, various woods, various 
plastics. They come in almost all 
imaginable sizes and shapes. They 
come finished and unfinished. 
And motors vary from under 2 
hp to almost 30 times that power.

No wonder you have trouble 
trying to decide on the right 
boat! Still, there’s probably a 
definite answer for you. The 
great number of sizes, styles and 
sorts mean there is probably a 
good fit for your particular or 
peculiar situation.

waterway it will ever go on, and 
the largest load — not just the 
average.

Not all fur comes from remote 
regions, however. Fur animals 
still roam long-settled Eastern 
areas of the United States. They 
are caught even on the fringes 
of big cities, the National Geo­
graphic Society says.

Part-time trappers have taken 
pelts near Washington, Philadel­
phia. New York, and Boston. 
Rhode Island annually reports 
its fur catch. Within sight of 
Manhattan, oppossum, raccoon, 
skunk, muskrat, and sometimes 
even ermine and mink are trap­
ped,

In his recent book, “Unseen 
Life of New York,” naturalist 
William Beebe tells of trapping 
11 magnificent mink not many 
years ago on the Bronx River 
inside New York city limits. He 
traded them to a Fifth Avenue 
furrier for dressed furs.

Sie,mi Heat and High Wyle
Fur is a far bigger business 

today than it ever was in the 
explorer-trader era. When steam 
heat removed heavy woolen un­
derclothes from milady’s ward­
robe, requiring warmer outdoor 
wear, the fur trade boomed. High 
fashion and the practical were 
wed.

Annual fur sales reached half 
a billion dollars in the 1920’s and 
again after World War II. In the 
last few years, however, they 
have slipped back below’ $300,- 
000.000.

Any such figure means millions 
of individual furs. Between a 
third and a half of the pelts come 
from within the United States. 
Others are imported from Canada, 
Alaska. Australia, Russia, Japan, 
Norway, Afghanistan, Argentina, 
and Southwest Africa.

Most of them pass through a 
hectic five-block district bound­
ing Seventh Avenue in New York, 
the fur capital of the nation and 
even of the world. About 90 per 
cent of all fur coats sold in the 
United States are made there.

Fur grown in captivity on "fur 
farms” is the chief innovation 
since the time John Jacob Astor 
built his fabulous fortune. Yet 
even today over half of all Amer­
ican fur still comes from the 
wild.

Men who work as fishing 
guides, mechanics, or taxi driv­
ers in summer don snowshoes 
in winter to run traplines in the 
East’s Adirondack^ and the high 
forests of the Rockies. French- 
speaking trappers paddle piro­
gues through backwater bayous 
of Louisiana in search of musk­
rat. one of the staples of the fur 
industry.

Farming for Fur
Fur farming has grown and 

multiplied over the past four de­
cades until today 6,000-odd farms 
from Maine to California sell 
furs. Early fox raisers thrived 
on the craze for silver shades 
and rare mutations. Now mink 
has far surpassed fox. In 1953 
fur farms marketed 2,500,000 
mink skins, averaging $20 each, 
against less than 10,000 fox pelts.

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Most rabbit fur, widely used 
for trimmings and less expensive 
coats, comes from Australia. In 
this country It is more profitable, 
to grow rabbits for meat.

But this year a fuzzy rodent 
called chinchilla will come into 
Its own among American furs. 
The first few’ animals were care­
fully transported from South 
America to California in 1923. 
Now chinchillas are raised by 
thousands of U. S. “ranchers”— 
many in city cellars and back­
yards. To date relatively few 
pelts have reached market, for 
a pair of top animals still brings 
about $1,600 as breeding stock.

Late this spring in New York, 
however, the first large auction 
sale of domestic chinchilla fur 
will take place. At big chinchilla 
shows this winter, breeders were 
talking as enthusiastically as the 
daring traders who first penetra­
ted an unknown America for its 
fur.

Tree Is Planted 
For Usefulness

There are four general types 
of usefulness for trees planted on 
the home property. According to 
the National Arborist Association 
these are as follows:

1. A framing tree, planted to 
provide natural setting, thus im­
proving the looks of the resi­
dence.

2. Shade tree, planted particu­
larly for protection against sum­
mer heat. On hot days the tem­
perature in the shade may be 
many degrees cooler than in the 
sun, depending on the heat of the 
sun. Differences in temperature 
have been measured from five to 
as much as forty degrees.

3. Ornamental trees, planted 
for beauty of form, leaf, fruit, or 
flower. Edible fruits of course are 
extremely important reasons for 
certain trees.

4. For screening off undesirable 
view’s, reduction of traffic noises, 
trees are widely planted.

The location of framing trees 
to set off the house is important. 
Generally speaking trees or tree 
groups will look best near the 
corners of a home, at a 45-degree 
angle from either wall. At the 
west corners of the house, the 
trees will shade the home from 
the most direct rays of the sun 
against the house during hot, 
summer afternoons.

Ornamental trees are planted 
primarily for beauty, Their flow­
ers and fruits add a distinctive 
look, making a fairyland of the 
home property during blossom­
ing time. ,

With respect to shade trees, we 
might take a lesson from our pet 
animals. A dog, for instance, will 
seek out shady spots in summer 
and warm sunny spots in winter. 
Deciduous trees will provide com­
fort and coolness in the summer, 
but let the sun shine through in 
winter. On the other hand con 
iferous evergreens can be planted- 
as windbreaks against severe win 
ter winds. An evergreen tree will 
serve as a windbreak for a dis­
tance of ten times its height. 
Thus a row of trees 40 feet high 
will moderate the wind up to 400 
feet. The closer to the windbreak, 
however, the more the wind will 
be moderated. Tests by the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture have 
shown that a properly placed 
windbreak has saved as much as 
22 per cent of the fuel needed to 
heat one house by comparison 
with another identical house 
without a windbreak.

For A Grass Silage Insurance’

Farmers planning to preserve grass silage with sodium meta-bisulfite 
this year wdl find a variety of means available for efficiently and eco­
nomically using this low cost "insurance” in putting up their winter’s feed.

If the volume of the crop being 
put up does not warrant invest­
ment in one of the several avail­
able commercial models, efficient 
applicators can be rigged up from 
parts probably already on most 
farms.

Sketches above show three types 
of applicators. The simple and in­
expensive gravity feed (A) can 
continuously apply material at 
blower or forage harvester. The 
star wheel type hopper (B) hooked 
to the blower provides continuous 
force feed. A revolving pan type 
hopper (C) powered with electric 
motor and speed reduction system 
also works well.

The method of preserving grass 
silage with sodium meta-bisulfite 
has grown rapidly. It was first 
tested on a handful of farms in 
1952. A survey of results accom­
plished in several thousand cases 
during 1953 shows almost universal 
success. Approval has been given 
the practice by the U.S.D.A., and 
by state agricultural experiment 
services in more than 12 states, 
including all of the major grass 
silage areas.

Much of the test work at various 
state locations has been carried 
out with supplies of the white 
powdery chemical given by Mon­
santo Chemical Company, St. Louis, 
long-time manufacturer of sodium 
meta-bisulfite. The chemical has 
been used in industry for many 
years.

Although most of the extension 
services agree that grass silage |

can be put up without preservative 
under ideal conditions, they also 
point out that such conditions sel­
dom exist. The addition of sodium 
meta-bisulfite acts as insurance. 
Two years of experimental work 
have revealed these advantages 
generally result: 1. Reduced loss 
of nutrients and improved feeding 
value of silage; 2. Increased pala- 
tability; 3. Retention of the green 
color and pleasant odor of fresh­
cut silage; 4. An economy of about 
half the cost of the next best pre­
servative; S. Less dependence on 
weather conditions by being able 
to ensile unwilted forage; 6. And 
a general ease of application of the 
preservative.

Most county agents list the fol­
lowing simple directions and pre­
cautions for applying sodium meta­
bisulfite: 1. Harvest forage crops 
at an early stage of maturity. 2. 
Chop short and do not wilt the 
forage. 3. Apply 8 to 10 pounds of 
sodium meta-bisulfite per ton of 
green silage (one ton is about 100 
cu. ft.). 4. Level silage after every 
two or three loads, and do not keep 
a man in the silo while the pre­
servative is being applied as the 
material can be irritating to the 
skin and nasal passages. Leveling 
reduces chance of air pockets — 
chief cause of moldy silage.

Since two years of fairly exten­
sive research under a variety of 
conditions have gone into the pro­
gram, most local extension agents 
will In able to advice on further 
details.

Co To Church On Sunday

NEW YORK—It's just a matter 
of days now until the combines 
will move into winter wheat 
fields at the southern edge of the 
nation’s wheat belt. In spite of 
all the stories or drought, and the 
restrictions upon planting, wheat 
promises to overflow storage 
space quickly.

Federal loans are based upon 
wheat in approved storage. While 
some grain is piled on the ground 
in the Southwest in harvest-time 
every year, this has always been 
more a transport than a storage 
problem. This year there may be 
nowhere to move the wheat, even 
after cars are available.

In pro-control years, cost of 
storage automatically hammered 
down prices until the wheat could 
move overseas. Liverpool would 
always buy wheat at some price 
—often not a remunerative one 
to the grower. Now there's a 
wheat agreement which tries to 
parcel up the world market 
among signatory nations, so no 
more than 200 million bushels of 
wheat is likely to move abroad 
during the crop year.

Carry-over of wheat on June 1 
will probably be 900 million bu­
shels, just about twice Its norma! 
size. Any Agriculture officials 
with worrying time left over from 
that problem are probably worry­
ing about what happens if all the 
elevators are filled with wheat 
and then we have a record corn 
crop too.

REAL WAR ON PIRATES'— 
One major company which does­
n't give lip service to legal price 
maintenance then look the other 
way while its merchandise gets 
into the hands of discount sellers 
is W. A. Sheaffer Pen Co. Be­
tween January 1 and April 30 of 
this year Sheaffer’s spent $384,- 
000 buying bark its pens, ball- 
points and pencils that somehow 
got into price cutters’ hands.

"Price pirates” injure legit I 
mate merchants and damage the 
established retail system of dis­
tribution, Sheaffer’s contends. 
Discount houses seldom adver­
tise, and they provide little cus­
tomer service. They capitalize on 
manufacturers’ and merchants' 
advertising and services, which 
give national brand names their 
recognition valub, by selling na­
tionally branded products below 
Fair Trade prices.

Vigilance by salesmen ami the 
use of detective agencies and 
shopping service have helped 
Sheaffer discover 300 outlets 
which handed on merchandise to 
the price pirates, and eliminate 
them. Even so. Sheaffer's sales 
for the first four months of 1954 
were 30 per cent more than in 
the like period of 1953.

YAMS OF QUALITY—The
