LLUSTRATED here is a simply-
made but practical magazine
rack for the living room or porch.
The only parts needed are two
pieces of Masonite Tempered Duo-
lux, a %* hardboard which is
smooth on both sides, and some
lumber 1 square.

But even in what was said,
those who heard Jesus realized a
difference.
