Purdah System 
Not Compulsory

A United Nations mission hint­
ed diplomatically to Pakistan re­
cently that its women should be 
unveiled. A labor report, six 
months in the making, notes that 
there^ is nothing in the Moslem 
religion requiring women to live 
in Purdah.

Whether Pakistan unveils its 
women by law, such as was done 
in Turkey, or by a slower pro­
cess. the U. N. reports it as much 
as told Pakistan that women in 
that country will never be able 
to take their part in normal com­
munity life under the Purdah 
system.

It noted that reaction to this 
system had already freed many 
women in the upper-income 
brackets from the custom of re­
maining veiled, and that, in the 
lower-income brackets, women 
often were forced to work to help 
support the family and thus were 
freed from the custom. But, it 
noted, a majority of middle-class 
women in Pakistan are still kept 
in strict Punjab, with little op­
portunity to meet and contact 
people outside their homes.

The archiac unfairness of such 
a system is hard for American 
citizens to imagine, and if United 
Nations study groups can suc­
ceed in pointing out backward 
conditions such as this to mem­
ber nations of the U. N., then 
the organization will be making 
creditable progress. Another hint 
to Pakistan, made by the United 
Nations’ International Labor Or­
ganization, which studied labor 
conditions in Pakistan for the 
six-month period noted above, 
concerned compulsory primary 
education. It is now the custom 
in that country to send only boys 
to school, when facilities are
available, or where parents can 
afford it. Few women are there­
fore qualified for top jobs. The 
U. N. urges Pakistan to pass a 
compulsory education law, just 
as most of the world's advanced 
countries have long ago done. 
In this sort of thing, the U. N. 
is doing a good job.

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Bikes Also Need 
Regular Check-up

Bicycle safety depends as much 
on having a good machine in good 
working order as it does on heed­
ing traffic regulations, doctors 
declared in the fourth of a series 
of bulletins on summer safety is- 
sued recently.

To help guard against serious 
mishaps on a bicycle, the bike 
itself should have a check-up and 
possibly an overhaul, the bulletin 
says, and here are some of the 
mechanical things to watch for:

First: Kids’ bikes are often too 
big for them and too hard to ma­
nipulate in traffic on that account. 
A bicycle is the right height if 
the rider can stand with the balls 
of both feet solidly on the ground 
while he is straddling the bar.

Second: The bicycle should 
have a headlight and a rear re­
flector for driving at dusk or after 
dark. Many fatal accidents have 
happened at dusk with unlighted 
bicycles which were almost in­
visible to motorists. Also the bl- 
cycle should have a basket for 
carrying things so that both 
hands can be free.

Third: All moving parts and 
particularly the coast brake mech­
anism should be well lubricated 
so that all work freely and 
smoothly.

Cheaper To Repair Garage
At present building prices, it is 

worth while to patch up the old 
garage and make it do if possible. 
Just find out how much a new 
garage will cost, and you will be 
convinced the old one should be 
repaired.

First, it will be necessary to get 
new sills under the studs.

Nail 2x6s to the studs about 12“ 
above the floor all the way around 
the inside of the garage. This will 
bo necessary to hold the building 
together, and to use in raising the 
building.

Use pry bars under the 2x6s to 
raise the garage high enough to

the low parts with a pry bar. 
Nail the stubs in place.

It is a good idea to remove the 
garage doors and nail a 2x6 across 
the doorway while doing this re­
pair work. This is necessary to 
prevent the garage from pulling 
out of shape.

Leonard W. Stark says he be­
lieves he can send two daughters 
through college with Confederate 
money. Contrary to what most 
people believe, he says. Confed­
erate States of America currency 
is sometimes worth more than 
its face value.

His collection of old bills, in­
cluding Confederate money, Gov­
ernment of Texas currency and 
Republic of Texas money, is now 
valued at several thousand dollars 
and, by the time his two young 
daughters go to college, he esti­
mates it will be worth at least 
$15,000.

Stark says Confederate bills of 
value include a $5-note, called the 
“Indian Princess bill,” which is 
worth $20. The hill Is dated Sept­
ember 2nd, 1861.

The July 25, 1861 $5-blll Is valu­
ed at $10 and the September 2nd, 
1861, $5 bill is worth $5, accord­
ing to Mr. Stark.

So it is natural 
to think that most of us would be 
quite proficient in the use of both.

But hair stylists assert that few 
wninen comb their hair skillfully. 
And even a casual observation 
shows that few are adept at apply­
ing lipstick.

Some are too timid to do more 
than follow the natural outlines 
of their mouths. Others go in for 
extreme exaggeration. Still oth­
er- look as if they apply their 
lipstick while running for the 
morning bus.

One widespread tendency is to 
give the corners of the mouth a 
downward turn. Yet, it can be 
easily avoided. Ail one need do is 
start applying the color well In­
side the corners of the mouth.

This is not the solution, of 
course, for the woman whose 
mouth is not wide enough. In her 
case, it's necessary to bring the 
color right to the edges. The 
downward turn can be avoided by 
giving a definite upward curve to 
the lower line as it approaches 
the outer edges.

Regardless of the shape of your 
mouth, apply your lipstick to 
create soft curves. To do this, 
it's usually necessary to go be­
yond the natural line in some 
spots. After a few months' prac­
tice. any women can do this with 
ease.

If your lips are too narrow, 
enlarge them a bit. Then, as you 
get used to doing this, extend the 
line further if necessary.

Using a brush helps greatly to 
control the lipstick so as to 
achieve a smooth, definite line. 
It takes a while to become deft, 
but once you have, you’ll never 
again apply your lip rouge from 
the container

Dainty petticoats to lend wide­
spread to summer sheers needn’t 
add to the warm weather blues 
of the woman who does her own 
washing and ironing.

There are many available now’ 
in the miracle fabrics that thrive 
in sudsing, shun ironing.

And, because of their fast dry­
ing qualities, it’s possible to wear 
and wash them frequently though 
one's supply is limited.

Those petticoats of nylon, orlon, 
dacron fabric combinations can 
be washed In the same manner 
a< other lingerie. After sudsing 
and rinsing, they should be hung 
to drip dry. Attempts to remove 
excess moisture will only result 
in wrinkling.

One of the most common causes 
of high blood pressure II arterio­
sclerosis or hardening of the ar- 
ation of the blood vessels. In oth­
er words, the blood vessels lose 
their elasticity.

Try to visualize the heart as an 
automatic pump, connected to a 
system of elastic tubes, or blood
vessels, which distribute the
blood throughout the body.

The heart does not have to 
overwork as tong as the tubes, or 
arteries, are resilient, and the 
blood pressure is normally low. 
If bye and bye the vessels gradu­
ally harden like old rubber, and 
cannot stretch to receive the on­
coming blood, then the strokes of 
the heart or pump must become 
more powerful in order to send 
the blood along the hardened ves-1 
seis. The blood pressure becomes 
high, and we say that the patient 
has hypertension.

High blood pressure is not a 
disease. It indicates that some­
thing is wrong in the body. In 
other words it is only a symp­
tom. This is a very common con­
dition in individuals past forty or 
forty-five years of age. Particu­
larly is this true in our country. 
The diseases that cause high 
blood pressure seem to be as old 
as recorded history.

Doctor Mortensen, of the Battle 
Creek Sanitorium, says that, in 
his experience with thousands of 
cases of arterial hy|>ertension, the 
element of heredity plays the larg 
est part. This is true “in approxi­
mately 70 to 75 percent of the 
cases that we have studied. This 
means that one or both branches 
of the family have been afflicted 
with arterloslerosis, or with 
chronic Bright's disease and in 
later years of life with apoplexy, 
together with coronary thrombo 
sis,” or other circulatory diseases.

The diseases mentioned above 
are becoming more common, and, 
as we have pointed out, a greater
number of people are dying 
such maladies than xvas 
known before.

Too much 
speed, over eating and excesses of 
various kinds.

It has long been known that 
worry and anxiety are deadly 
enemies of the human race. They 
not only bring much unhappiness 
into life, but they undermine the 
health, sap the energy and cause 
many thousands to fill untimely 
graves.

About Your

Most of us think that summer 
the moth season. This is not

true, however, for moths can 
breed at temperatures as tow as 
fifty-five degrees. For this rea­
son, it is important to keep moth 
crystals that kill by gas asphyxi- 
ation In closets, chests and gar­
ment bags the year around.

Household items such as mat­
tresses. wall-to-wall carpeting and 
upholstered furniture should be 
sprayed several times a year with 
a reliable insect spray

Moths and silverfish, the rayon 
and paper-eating Insect, are not 
killed by unpleasant odors. They 
are killed by direct contact with 
sprays and by a gas as crystals 
evaporate in airtight places.

Silverfish breed around bath­
room tile and cement. Ordinary 
bathroom cleansers have no ef­
fect on them, so a spray should 
Im* used here, too.

The proper amount of nuggets 
or crystals is about one pound for 
every one hundred cubic feet of 
space. The gases do not rise, so 
the crystals should he placed at 
the top of the garment bag and 
folded in with each fold of hlan 
kets or draperies.

Most modern vacuum cleaners 
have spray attachments which1 
can be filled with crystals and do I 
an excellent spraying job.

The hest way to go about stor­
ing clothes and household articles 
is to first make sure the garments 
are perfectly clean. Then—sun 
them for a couple of hours, if pos­
sible Next—spray them an<l place 
In airtight storage bags with a 
generous supply of crystals or' 
nuggets at both the top and bot­
tom of the bag

her can be yours, too.

screen, they must look just as they do in the movies. They achieve 
the loveliness that the public expects by learning how to use 
make-up tools most effectively.

Such tools are not expensive and they are highly effective in 
helping you to obtain a natural look when using make-up. You 
might begin by buying a sable lip brush, one that looks like a fine 
paint brush. With a little practice, you can learn to apply lipstick 
deftly, for a subtle effect Follow up with a lip liner, which looks 
something like a red lead pencil but is actually a cosmetic crayon 
designed to give your lips a long-lasting outline.

For the eyes, there’s another especially-designed paint brush with 
which to apply and smooth eye shadow on the lids. Use a delicate, 
outward stroke, working toward the temples. Then apply mascara 
with a moist mascara brush and follow with use of a dry brush.

Use a la^er-sized brush to smooth the eyebrows, after you’ve 
feathered them with light strokes of your eyebrow pencil. A mini­
ature comb for the eyelashes is a haqdy aid and an eyelash curler 
will make even short lashes look longer.

The powder brush, which originated in Paris, will take off loose 
particles of clinging powder, leaving your skin with a soft, velvety 
look.

Last of the make-up tools you should own is a magnifying mir­
ror, which will show up any small defects so that you can correct 
them.

Don't Try to Put Too Much in Your Picture
C VERYBODY loves a vacation.

But what about the long year 
after the vacation is past? One of 
the best ways to refresh our 
memories and relive the carefree 
days is with pictures—with pic­
tures we took during those magi­
cal two weeks.

One thing picture takers ought 
to remember, however, is that 
when you go to different places, 
you’re pointing your cameras at 
different things—and often under 
different conditions. When you go 
on a vacation, you expand your 
views by seeing new places, new 
sights, new scenes. When you 
sight the camera you are taking 
pictures in a different vein.

Instead of the back yard, you 
are confronted with big vistas of 
other places -immense skies and 
endless landscapes.

Magical as the most ordinary 
modern camera is, it has its limi­
tations. You can’t point a camera 
at the far horizon and expect to 
get a picture showing everything 
as far as the eye can see to left 
and right. For that matter, your 
eyes can't see everything, unless 
you turn your head. Remember 
that your camera will record only 
as much as you can see in the

viewfinder's frame at one time.
What you can do to make a 

memorable picture is—pick the 
part of the landscape that looks 
best to you in the viewfinder. 
Concentrate on the big tree, or 
the curving hill, or the tream 
w’inding through the valley, or 
the bay in the shore line. W 
there's just too much for one 
view, divide the scene. Take sev­
eral shots, each one concentrat­
ing on one main feature in its 
own part of the landscape. Then, 
when you come home, and get 
back your prints from the photo­
finisher, you’ll have something to 
show.

The pictures will look as good 
to your friends as the scene did 
to you, because you selected the 
best parts to get on film. You can 
say, “There's the big tree 1 told 
you about—see how small the 
house looks beneath it” — or 
“Here’s one of the shore . that's 
our cottage to the left of the 
middle.” The pictures will be 
scenes taken far away from home, 
but your friends will understand 
almost as well as if they had been 
there, too In fact, nine out of ten 
may wish they had been.

Surgery May Save 
“Blue Babies"

One of the most spectacular 
advances in health during the 
past decade has been the increas- 
ed success of surgery in correct­
ing congenital heart disease. 
Many lives have been saved 
through such surgery, and many 
youngsters previously doomed to 
a life of invalidism have now
been restored to 
nearly normal life.

Congenital heart 
irregularity in the

a normal, or

disease is an 
heart itself—

or in the great vessels that take 
blood to or from the heart. It 
occurs as an error in development 
while the child is still in the moth­
er’s womb. Sometimes this ir­
regularity is apparent at the time 
the child is born; other times not 
for several days or perhaps even 
months after birth.

Surgery may be used to correct 
many of these conditions. How­
ever, the most common opera­
tions are performed to open up 
one of the main arteries carrying 
blood from the heart, or to cor­
rect a combination of defects in 
the circulatory system which pre­
vents the blood from getting 
enough oxygen to supply the 
body. If this latter condition is 
not corrected the body takes on a 
bluish tinge—hence these babies 
are commonly called “blue ba­
bies.”

Surgery to correct heart defects 
is a fairly recent medical develop­
ment. In fact, it has become a 
common practice only within the
past ten

But most of the news about 

congenital heart disease these 
days is good new’s. After success­
ful surgery there is often such 
dramatic improvement in a child’s 
condition that it is often difficult 
for parents to understand that 
the child, who may have been a 
semi invalid, can now run and 
play like other children.

Yes, thanks to medical science, 
congenital heart disease is no 
longer the “killer” it once was. 
Surgery has given hundreds of 
hopelessly ill children a chance 
to live healthy, happy lives.

Rediscovered
Dr. Frank K. Edmondson. Ind­

iana University astronomer, an­
nounced recently he had discover-1 
ed about 900 new pipsqueak I 
planets and re-discovered many i 
of those which had been “tost” 
for some years.

The planets are very small, and ! 
are thought to be about two miles | 
to fifty miles In diameter. They 
were located during a five-year; 
search of the heavens by Indiana* 
University astronomers.

The discovery, according to Dr I 
Edmondson, will help in chart­
ing the heavens for space ship 
navigators—if and when such 
space travels become the vogue. 
In other words, location of the 
planets should minimize the dan­
ger of these planets as traffic haz. 
ards.

We will make a note of this, 
although we do not expect to be 

l traveling this way any time in the 
I near future, nor are we yet sure 
I we can understand the traffic­
hazard nature of these small 
planets. We assume, of course, 
that space ships will be traveling 
so fast that they might have trou­
ble avoiding a planet some two 
to fifty miles in diameter, and we 
assume that Dr. Edmondson is 
taking into consideration the fact 
that drivers seem to be getting 
more and more reckless and by 
that time, small planets will de­
finitely be targets for hot rod 
space ship cowboys.

THERE are two kinds of large­

ness or greatness; greatness 
in quantity and greatness in 
quality.

Conquerors and dictators have 
changed the face of history by 
the sheer hordes of violent men 
whom they have poured over 
vast regions, as in the days of 
Genghis Khan and Attila.

soft meats are tender and ready 
for the skillet long before most 
of the animal or bird. Liver and 
all such organs are edible and 
tender the same day the animal 
is killed. In fact, they are at their 
best when cool and fresh, rather 
than when aged like muscle meat.

Experts consider deer liver 
superior even to young calves 
liver. The same is true of elk, 
sheep or antelope or almost any 
of the accepted big-game animals 
which are vegetarians.

When you open the deer for 
cleaning, after you have spilled 
the intestines out, reach back for 
the liver. It is attached to the 
animal about amidships and high 
up. At the same time take the 
kidneys which lie on either side, 
and the heart which is forward 
of the diaphragm with the lungs.

Place them gently in a clean 
canvas, plastic or rubber-lined 
bag and set them in the shade 
while you finish dressing the ani­
mal, and then get them to camp 
as soon as possible and lay them 
out in a cooler or pan of water so 
they can lose their heat. As soon 
as they are cool, cook them.

Some say it ruins the flavor 
and causes spoilage sooner to 
wash liver, heart or kidneys. But 
outdoor writer and amateur chef 
K. M. Bradford says that while 
he respect* such an opinion, he 
likes them washed in cool water.

Slice the liver not more than 
a quarter of an inch thick and 
dip it in flour while the skillet 
is heating. The skillet should 
contain cooking oil or bacon 
grease, enough to cover the bot­
tom well. As soon as it shows 
the slightest smoke over a medi­
um flame, drop in the slices and 
start calling all hands. One of the 
secrets of this morsel is to serve 
it hot off the griddle.

When the juice starts coming 
to the surface flip each slice over 
and let it cook for perhaps anoth­
er minute, and then onto hot 
plates, salted and peppered. Do 
not cremate over too hot a fire, 
nor let it set after it is done.

Check Seven Danger 
Signals of Cancer

Especially after the age of forty 
the number of cancer deaths sky­
rocket. Thus, though finding can­
cer early is important in any age 
group, it should ge given parti­
cular emphasis during this age 
period. Periodic physical exami­
nations offer the best opportuni­
ty for discovering cancer early 
when it is most curable; some­
times even before symptoms oc­
cur.

Some sites where cancers com­
monly occur are more accessible 
to examination than others. For 
example, breast cancer can be 
found by women themselves if 
they will periodically examine 
their breasts for lumps or thicken­
ing. Cancer of the uterus can be 
discovered by pelvic examination 
Uy your family physician.

In men, one of the sites in 
which cancer occurs frequently is 
the rectum. Seventy-five percent 
of the cancers of the bowel occur 
in the lower portion which is 
readily accessible to periodic ex­
amination.

If, in between examinations, 
you notice any symptoms which 
the American Cancer Society has 
labelled "The Seven Danger Sig­
nals,’’ see your doctor immediate­
ly. These seven symptoms are:

Unemployment Compensation Racket
. Federal officials are so con­

cerned about over payments and 
fraud in unemployment compen­
sation that Congress has been 
asked for $2,500,000 to finance a 
nation-wide investigation. This 
will be no surprise to those who 
have watched the unemployment 
compensation trend in many 
states.

The investigation thus far has 
centered in only a few states, but 
it is understood that over 140,000 
instances have been found In 
which the Government made ex­
cessive payments. This repre­
sents a loss to the Treasury of 
over $6,000,000.

In addition, initial study indi­
cates that another $22,700,000 may
have been lost because of 
in administrative accounts 
cause of other fraud.

Not only should frauds be thor­
oughly investigated and the guilty 
prosecuted, but the entire unem­
ployment compensation payments 
system should be reviewed and 
tightened up so that chronic loaf­
ers will not be able to take ad- 
vantage of this program and live 
off taxpayers half a year every 
year indefinitely.

NEW YORK—This year’s heat 
is doing the farmer less damage 
than did last year’s, and his cus­
tomers more. How can that be? 
It’s simple. Last year’s drought 
mainly hit the wheat crop, which 
would have gone to the Commodi­
ty Credit Corp, in any case. Thi* 
year, heat waves have damaged 
specialty crops; there the farmer 
can raise his prices to recoup 
some of his loss, but the customer 
gets less to eat.

New Jersey and Maryland, 
where foods are grown for can­
ning and for eating fresh in the 
big Eastern cities, have seen let­
tuces, beans and peas wilt. Straw­
berries were a failure. The peach 
crop will be smaller; Western 
freestones will take up the slack, 
but some Easterners prefer near­
by peaches.

Egg prices, still below the year- 
ago level, are creeping up. Eggs 
aren’t going Into storage, either, 
and that means higher prices this 
winter.

Offsets to this are rising sup­
plies of beef, especially in the low­
er grades, and pork. Hog ship­
ments to market are 20 percent 
above last year’s. Corn is burn­
ing up in the fields, and older 
hogs are being sold to trim the 
animals’ numbers to match less 
feed this winter. Southern pas­
tures are brown; lower-grade 
cows and steer calves are moving 
to slaughter.

This is a short-term boon; re­
ducing animal numbers mean* 
higher prices when herds must 
lie rebuilt.

TEST OF ROAD LAWS—The 
state of Ohio is stepping up a two- 
year-old battle to prevent the 
flouting of its road laws by inter­
state highway freighters whose 
licenses to do business are obtain- 
ed from the Interstate Commerce 
Commission.

The state has amended a com­
plaint made to the ICC against 
Ris* and Co., an interstate truck­
ing firm domiciled in Kansas 
City, Mo., asking a partial license 
revocation because of 1272 alleg­
ed violations of Ohio laws by Rlss 
drivers In four and a half years.

Less than two years ago Ohio 
asked the ICC for the revocation, 
alleging 596 violations. This 
month’s amended charge cites 
676 other violations in the 18 
months succeeding the first com­
plaint.

Railroads, as well as several 
states, have indicated a special 
interest In this proceeding be­
cause It marks the first time a 
state has sought this form of ICC 
protection against an interstate 
trucker who repeatedly violates 
the state’s laws.
