THE
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HOW '1'0 INCREASE THE SIZE 
OF THE PORCH

Many have complained of the 
size of porch slabs on the new 
houses for sale today. If you have 
a porch slab that is too small, 
you may have it larger, and do 
the Job yourself.

The first thing to consider is 
the footing. It must be solid. If 
you live in a climate where the 
ground freezes in winter, the foot­
ing should lie below frost level. 
In any climate it should be at 
least 24" deep to prevent rats 
from burrowing underneath. If 
the lawn around your porch has 
been freshly graded, dig down to 
solid earth for the foc*:-

The footing needs to be one. 
about 12" wide and 4" thick.

On top of the footing, Jay up a 
cement block wall even with, or 
just below the surface of the 
lawn. The depth of the footing 
must be such that you will come 
out at the correct height with the 
cement blocks. Cement blocks lay 
up eight inches. Four inch cap 
blocks may be used to adjust the 
height of the wall.

If you wish to increase the 
width of the porch over the ori-

three parts sand to one of mortar 
mixture. Lay up the wall to the 
same height as the old wall.

Build forms as illustrated. The 
new slab should be at least 4’’ 
thick.

Fill the space inside the new 
wall with loose rubble or sand.

Use steel reinforcement rods as 
illustrated.

When you are ready to pour the 
slab, I suggest that you use ready 
mixed cement. By the term X 
■Ready Mix,” I mean cement that 
is delivered to you in a mixer 
truck, and ready to pour. Be sure 
you are ready to use it when 
the truck arrives.

If you cannot figure the amount 
of cement you will need, tell them 
the size of the slab and they will

Buy Fitted Shoes 
For Painful Feet

Corns on the feet are usually 
reflected in lines between the 
eyes according to a bulletin on 
summer foot troubles issued re­
cently.

Together with bunions and 
swollen feet they produce the 
most fiendish of all hot-weather-
woes and the most easily avoided, 
the bulletin says.

It is true that feet often swell 
and perspire in hot weather but 
the remedy is simply to select 
shoes that are fitted properly to 
allow for it. That means shoes 
that avoid friction and chafing 
and have soles heavy enough to 
protect from callouses. If they 
are airy and cool, so much the 
better. It does not mean snug, 
high-heeled shoes with thin soles 
since high heels can be one of the 
most painful mortifications ever 
offered on the altar of foot styles 
in hot weather. High heels should 
be reserved exclusively for spe­
cial occasions when it is cool and 
no walking is involved, in the 
opinion of the doctors.

Corns are the result of friction
an«l the bunions or growths at 
the base of the big toe are the 
result of wearing shoes that are 
too short and too pointed. Both 
can be successfully treated but 
will inevitably return, the doc­
tors say, if the ill-fitting unsuit­
able shoes are worn again.

To help abused feet stand the 
strain, the doctors recommend 
contrast baths, alternate staking 
or spraying the feet with hot and i 
cool water, followed by careful J 
drying and dusting with powder 
afterwards. They also recom­
mend scrupulous cleanliness of 
foot wear as well as feet.

Other foot ills which cannot be,
solved so simply may bo the re­
sult of flat feet or injuries or oth­
er structural difficulties for 
which a doctor should prescribe.

The Importance of Background
IVHEN get an envelope of 
’ ’ snapshots back from your 

photofinisher, have you noticed 
that in some of them your subject 
seems to stand out much more 
than in others? You may even 
have taken the two shots from the 
very same distance, yet in one 
the image seems much more 
prominent—even though it is the 
same size.

If you study these snaps close­
ly, chances are you can easily 
spot the thing that makes the 
difference—it is the background. 
What shows behind your subject 
is almost as important as your 
subject itself. It is a factor that 
makes your picture outstanding 
if it is right—and can make your 
pictures most unsatisfactory in­
deed if it’s wrong.

It’s normal to have many mo­

ments of blindness during the 
course of a day, the Better Vision 
Institute points out.

Even this brief period 
without vision can expose you 
to an accident, especially when 
you’re at the wheel of a car.

Furthermore, every eye has a 
blind spot. where the optic nerve 
enters the eyeball. This is not 
very likely to cause an accident, 
because an image which falls 
upon the blind spot of an eye will 
fall on a receptive area of its 
mate. And the eye makes con­
stant little oscillatory movements, 
so that even a one-eyed person 
doesn't miss much as a result of 
his blind spot.

You can't give up blinking or 
get rid of blind spots, says the 
Institute, but you can do a lot to 
make sure your vision is kept at 
its highest level of efficiency 
throughout your lifetime.

You’re proud of your boat, mo­
tor and accessories and you want 
to take care of them because 
they cost a good many dollars. 
But just how careful have you 
been in building or buying the 
trailer to transport this precious 
cargo?

In an article in Sports Afield 
magazine, Ross B. Hall points 
out that many trailers incessantly 
hammer critical spots on a hull, 
or risk boat damage from care­
lessly secured support slings, or 
tie-downs.

Major considerations in good 
trailer design are hull contact, 
point of support, and secure fas­
tening. Neglect of these impor­
tant features has caused many 
expensive hull-repair jobs and, 
frankly, you shouldn't blame the 
design or craftsmanship of the 
boat.

Hull contact: A proper aft hull 
support should shape to the hull 
Won tour. Spread across the bot­
tom width of the boat, this sup­
port then distributes the weight 
and road impacts over a larger 
area and lessens the pressure 
against each square inch of boat 
bottom. Also, the support pad­
ding material and the way it’s 
fastened play an important role. 
Use wear-resistant yet soft and 
resilient materials. Hose of large

diameter, rubber covered anti con­
taining an inner cord for tough­
ness, is ideal. Don’t nail or screw 
to the top surface of the support 
localise the heads of the fasten­
ers may work up to mar the fin­
ish or puncture the hull.

Point of support: This location 
should be chosen to coincide with 
an internal stt uctural member 
such as a husky bottom brace or 
frame. The Ideal boat trailer 
should support the hull directly 
under the transom. Experience* 
has proven that with boats over 
15 feet which weigh more than 
250 pounds, you'd be smart to 
add an additional contour hull 
support about one-third of the 
boat-length back from the bow.

Fastening boat to trailer: On 
boats that ride front and rear 
supports or keel-length contact, 
the general rule is that all tie­
downs should be positive anil 
tight. But when your boat is 
suspended or slung in the trail­
er you’ve got a different problem. 
The back of the boat may be 
hung on hooks at the gunwale or 
slung in a web strap that passes 
under the boat. But more impor­
tant is the bow fastening. A pro­
per mounting for the front end 
uses rope, web straps or springs 
to absorb shocks and at the same 
time allows practically no slop­
piness in the tie-down itself.

If the new machine, and (or) 
similar ones become widely used 
in the retail stores of the country, 
a way might finally have been 
found to cut down the enormous 
loss suffered each year by mer­
chants in bail check counts. The 
national “take," in this racket, 
is estimated close to $25,000,000.

Water Flows Again in Angkor Baray
Angkor. Cambodia’s mysterious 

and magnificent temple-city aban­
doned to the jungle 500 years ago, 
today is regaining a portion of its 
water system.

Repairs to ridgelike dikes and 
dried-up canals will send water 
flooding once again into a 4000- 
acre reservoir near the ruins and 
out again in dry seasons to irri­
gate ricelands carefully in a for­
gotten past, the National Geo­
graphic Society reports.

Unless Indochina’s present 
strife interrupts the restoration 
work, Angkor’s great man-made 
western baray, or reservoir—five 
miles long by more than a mile 
wide—will eventually water some 
50 square miles of surrounding 
lands and refill part of the moat 
of the royal city itself.
Walls Still Stand

W. Robert Moore, chief of the 
National Geographic Magazine’s 
foreign editorial staff, recently 
visited the restoration project. He 
found the big rectangular storage 
basin to be virtually intact de­
spite centuries of neglect.

Occasional breaches in the SO-to 
115-foot-high dikes are being re­
paired. A diversion dam has been 
built across the Siem Reap River 
where it flows through Angkor, 
and an inlet canal, utilizing one 
side of the ancient city's square 
moat, is being cut and cleared for 
use.

Deep In the interior of Cambo­
dia, a warrior race known as the 
Khmer civilization flourished in 
medieval times. Angkor was Its 
imperial seat, an Asiatic metrop­
olis fantastic in size and splendor.

Angkor Thom, the Great City, 
was begun in the 9th century A. 
D. It eventually covered an area 
two miles square. More than a 
million people were centered 
there. Five great gates pierced 
the city’s walls. Carvings and 
statues of infinite variety adorned 
its stone temples and palaces.

Bas-relief murals show some­
thing of the daily life of the Khm­
er peoples. Their emperor wore 
jeweled robes and adorned his

derness. His discovery was one 
of the most startling in the his­
tory of archeology.

Since then French scholars and 
Indochinese workmen have clear­
ed the wild fig trees from Ang­
kor’s ruins and restored many of 
the temples and towers. The 
painstaking work, begun half a 
century ago, probably will require 
50 to 100 years more to complete.

Early Shrines 
Open To Public

An impressive segment of Min­
nesota history snuggles around 
the popular Sibley Tea House at 
the confluence of the Minnesota 
and Mississippi rivers. Here Lt. 
Zebulon Pike first raised the Star 
and Stripes on Minnesota soil 
September 21, 1805. Fort St. An­
thony was established in 1820 and 
in 1825 moved across the Minne­
sota as Fort Snelling. The village 
of St. Peters was formed In 1834, 
changed to Mendota in 1853. Gen­
eral Sibley built the state’s first 
stone house in 1835, followed by 
the pioneer fur trader Faribault 
in 1837. Nearby Minnesota’s first 
Catholic chapel. St. Peter's, was 
built in 1840. In 1854 Hypolite 
DuPuis, General Sibley's secretar- 
y, built a home, selling In 1R69 to 
the Fee family who in 1928 sold 
to the Daughters of the American 
Revolution of Minnesota. Today 
the DAR maintain and keep open 
to the public these early shrines, 
including the Tea House in the 
century-old DuPuis home, where 
the piquant flavor of history Is 
enhanced by the culinary finesse 
of Mr. and Mrs. Bjarne Olsen.

Angkor Wat

Angkor Wat, the city’s great, 
est temple, stands a short distance 
outside the walls. Ranking among 
the world’s foremost architectural 
achievements, its cloistered face 
rises to five gigantic towers pyr- 
amided In carved stone high 
alxwe the tallest palms of the 
surrounding jungle.

Angkor Wat was built in the 
12th century when Westminster 
Abbey and Notre Dame de Paris 
were also under construction. The 
Khmerian temple, dedicated to 
the Hindu god Vishnu, is far larg­
er than either European church. 
It measures three quarters of a 
mile long by half a mile wide.

About 1430, Siamese Invaders 
from the northwest conquered the 
Khmers, who had turned to the 
more peaceful gods of Buddhism. 
The people of Angkor left their 
city and temple and fled south. 
They never returned.

In 1861 a French naturalist 
named Henri Mouhot, exploring 
the hinterland, stumbled into a 
clearing and saw before him the 
majestic and silent towers of Ang 
kor rising from the steaming wil-

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NEW YORK—The ups and 
downs of the steel industry would 
com to be of little concern to 

most small businessmen. They 
• hin t own steel companies' stock; 
most of them don’t deal in the 
• lurable goods that consume much 
steel. But actually, steel’s fate i* 
vital to all of us. If we only deal 
in corn flakes, they were pressed 
by steel rolls and delivered in 
steel freight cars.

The cyclical industries—hous­
ing and heavy appliances—which 
must prosper for the country to 
have full employment, rest on the 
use of steel. When steel consump­
tion rises it means the nation i* 
on the uptrend.

Anyone who studied steel with 
those facts in mind for the last 
half-year found a strange contra­
diction: steel production kept go­
ing down, prices of steel compa­
nies’ shares kept going up

A Federal Reserve Board study 
gives a clue to the contradiction. 
In June, with steel production 
down 25 percent from a year earl­
ier, use of steel by fabricators was 
down by only half as much. In 
the first half of 1954, factory in­
ventories of articles made chiefly 
of steel were reduced $2 billion.

Manufacturers will have to 
come into the market to replace 
the steel they took from inven­
tory, and when they do we shall 
see an upsurge.

FIRE PREVENTIO N—Al- 
t hough post-mortems are still 
being conducted on the fire which 
destroyed General Motors’ plant 
at Livonia, Mich, last year, it's 
pretty generally agreed that as­
phalt and tar on the roof, which 
melted and dripped through to 
feed the fire, helped the flame* 
to spread throughout the 34.5-acre 
concrete and steel plant.

This has brought about the de­
velopment of a new fire retarding 
roof material which is already 
bring used in plants going up. 
In it Koroseal film is sandwiched 
between the ceiling ami roof in­
sulation. The manufacturer of 
the film says it is designed to 
eliminate any combustible materi­
als between the ceiling and insu­
lation, ami to act as a barrier to 
the dripping of hot roofing tar 
onto otherwise non-flammable in­
stallations.

MISSING FIGURES—A useful 
business tool is being threatened 
with torpedoing by the Appropri­
ations Committee of the House 
of Representatives. Although the 
Census of Manufactures has been 
authorized by both houses, there’s 
doubt about whether the needed 
funds will be forthcoming.

Rep. Cliff Clevenger (R. Ohio), 
committee chairman, taunted 
proponents of the measure, which 
would have cost some eight mil­
lions, with living the same per­
sons who had been demanding 
government economy In other di­
rections. He said businessmen In 
his district got pertinent statistics 
from their trade associations. Evi­
dently he didn’t realize where 
the trade associations get them.

Business census figures, gath­
ered every five years, are used 
chiefly by statisticians to tell 
them how far off their own 
month-bv month calculations have 
strayed.
