19 Years in Prison
Leonard Hankins, of Dawson 

Springs, Kentucky, has been giv­
en a monthly pension of $300 by 
the Minnesota State Legislature. 
He will get the $300 monthly 
check as long as he lives.

The Minnesota State Legisla­
ture acted after it had been 
established that Hankins, now

59 years of age, had been kept 
in a Minnesota prison for nine­
teen years even though he was 
an innocent man.

Hankins is thankful that the 
legislature did as much for him 
as it did although he would have 
welcomed a little more cash, at 
the moment, and would not have 
spent the nineteen years in jail, 
of course, in return for the 
monthly stipend.

Every so often we see an ex­
ample of an innocent man who 
has been sent to jail. When we 
see these examples, it justifies 
our system of trial, which gives 
every break to the accused until 
he is proven guilty.

Those whu become impatient 
with our system, because it is 
often hard to convict a person 
known to be guilty, often call for 

1 procedures which would make

convictions easier. But when we 
see men and women who have 
been sent to jail, who later were 

I found to be innocent and under­
stand the tragedy involved in 
this and the injustice which can 
never be repaid, it becomes quite 
obvious that our system, which 
makes a man innocent until he 
is proved guilty, is the right one, 
after all.

mean that foods cannot be served 
in more palatable fashion. Cool 
foods have the same nutritional 
value as hot meals. A fish salad 
is usually more appetizing on a 
hot day than fried fish Many 
people prefer cold sliced chicken 
or chicken salad when heat is 
extreme.

Fortunately summer brings 
with it an abundance of colorful 
fruits and vegetables. Color not 
only makes the food more attrac­
tive, but in most cases color is 
associated with high food value. 
This is especially true of carrots, 
dark colored salad greens, and 
tomatoes.

Let up on foods containing 
starches, sugars and fats when 
the temperature starts to soar. 
Your body still needs energy dur­
ing the warm days, but chances 
are* you’re a bit less active dur­
ing those days and you won’t be 
using up all those energy laden 
foods.

It is estimated that the average 
person loses more than two 
quarts of water and over an 
ounce of salt on a hot day. Half 
of the water excreted by the 
sweat glands cools the body by 
evaporation. Thus it is important 
to drink cool, but not extremely 
cold water, and to eat salty foods 
to replace the moisture and salt 
lost through heat.

Just because the heat gets you 
down at times, don’t give up eat­
ing entirely. Three well-balanced 
meals per day is still the best 
rule to follow, no matter what 
the temperature is.

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HERE'S HOW...
MAKE A GARDENER'S KNEELING BENCH

A combination kneeling! 
bench and garden tool kit will 
save the gardener's knees and 
keep small tools handy.

I se finished 1-inch lumber, 
either 7 or 8 inches wide, for 
all wood parts. Each joint is 
mortised, 4-inch deep. The 
mortises may be made with 
saw and chisel if power ma­
chinery is not available.

The base is 18 inches long, 
with mortises heated 1 inch 
from each end. Make handles 
in the two end pieces by first 
boring two 1-inch holes and 
cutting out the area between 
them with a key-hole saw.

Then cut the mortises in 
each end piece, making sure 
they match as to height.

The back and the door are

cut to fit after the bottom, 
sides and top panel are as­
sembled. The back is not mor­
tised in place. Use glue and 
6-penny finishing nails at all 
joints.

Bore a finger hole, 1 inch 
in diameter near the top cen­
ter of the door. Fasten the 
door in place with a pair of 
small hinges on the bottom 
edge. The door is held shut 
by a small cupboard latch of 
the spring type.

Round all sharp edges by 
rasping or sanding. Then sand 
the completed bench and finish 
it with paint, enamel or 
varnish.

A 4-inch sponge rubber pad 
is then mounted on the top 
panel, using rubber cement.

Make A Gardener's 
Kneeling Bench 

For the lady of the garden, or 
for the man who wants to avoid 
a case of housewife’s or garden­
er’s knee, a utility kneeling 
bench is a handy device. The 
lower portion of the bench is a 
cabinet for gloves, trowels, snips, 
and other small tools.

Use finished 1-inch lumber, 
either 7 or 8 inches wide. All 
joints are mortised, 4-inch deep. 
The mortises may be made with

saw and chisel if power machin­
ery is not available.

The base is 18 inches long, with 
the mortises located 1-inch from 
each end. Before fastening the 
end pieces in place, cut a handle 
in each by first boring two 1-inch 
holes and then cutting out the 
area between them with a key­
hole saw.

Cut the mortises in each end 
piece, making sure they match as 
to height. Assemble the base, 
ends, and top panel, using glue 
and 6-penny finishing nails. Then 
cut the back and the door to 
fit. Add the back, using glue and 
nails.

Bore a finger hole in the door, 
near the top center. A finger hole 
will be better for this purpose 
than a protuding knob. Fasten 
the door to the base with a pair 
of small hinges. A small cup­
board latch of the spring type is 
used to keep the door closed.

Round all sharp edges by rasp­
ing or sanding. Then sand the 
entire bench and finish with 
paint, enamel or varnish.

After the finish has dried, at­
tach a 3/4-inch sponge rubber 
pad to the top panel, using rub­
ber cement.

In addition to being handy in 
the garden, the bench serves also 
as a storage box for small gar­
den tools.

Use Caution When 
Swimming & Boating

Vacation time is rapidly ap­
proaching, and thousands of chil­
dren—and—adults will be crowd­
ing to lakes, streams, and pools 
for fun and relaxation. The wa­
ters of our communities continue 
to be our number one vacation 
attraction.

But for some, vacation days 
may end in needless tragedy. 
Drownings annually become one 
of the leading causes of acciden­
tal death each summer. And re­
grettably, as with most acciden­
tal deaths, many of these could 
have been avoided. Swimming is 
fun, but learn to swim well. Self 
taught "dog paddlers” too often 
think they are swimmers and ov­
erestimate their abilities. Know 
your limits as a swimmer and 
stay within them. Even strong 
swimmers are subject to cramps 
anil bad guesses on their endur­
ance. If you want to swim for 
any distance, have someone fol­
low you in a boat.

Never swim alone. Always have 
help at hand, preferably a life- 
quard with the knowledge and 
equipment for rescue. Don’t swim 
after dark for the same reason. It 
is too hard for even an expert to 
assist you in the dark. Never 
jokingly call for help, and don’t 
splash or annoy others who are 
timid in the water. Horseplay and 
pranks cause many water acci 
dents each year.

It's dangerous to dive into wa­
ter of undetermined depth. Sub­
merged rocks or logs may knock 
you out. Sudden plunges into cold 
water should also be avoided. Go 
in gradually, and remember that 
you tire faster In cold water. 
Don't plunge into water when 
you're overheated, and wait at 
least an hour after eating.

Every summer many folks die 
from overconfidence in small 
boats. Take no chances in rough 
weather; respect the boat’s center 
of gravity, and don’t move 
around: stay away from the 
"wise-guy” who thinks it’s fun to 
rock the boat; and in case of 
trouble, keep your head.

If your summer vacation plans 
include swimming and boating— 
and they’re both fine exercises as 
well as pleasant recreation—give 
heed to these, and other, safety 
suggestions.

Calling predators has only re­
cently begun to spread out from 
the southwest and take hold else­
where in this country. If you 
should decide you’d like to try 
this sport, about all you need is 
the will to stay hidden and the 
lung-power to make a good dis­
tress cry. Dozens of calls of all 
kinds are on the market now; or 
a good call can be made with 
your mouth if your can master 
the technique.

In an article in Sports Afield 
magazine, Hart Stilwell says that 
the best time to hunt predators 
with a call is late in the after­
noon or early morning—unless 
you want to try it at night, which 
is still better for all predators 
except coyotes. The coyote is a 
tough nut at night because he 
will slink in to look things over, 
and he’s likely to hightail it 
away without ever coming in 
range.

The best place to call is near 
a water hole. Calling works bet­
ter when there is only a little 
breeze, and of course you ought 
to take a stand where the preda­
tors won’t wind you in coming to 
the call. Obviously it’s better to 
work upwind most of the time 
in moving from place to place to 
call.

Most hunters who have had ex­
perience in calling do not do so

If you see 
your game coming, then always 
ease down on the volume. Make 
it sound sad and fading—the dy­
ing gasp.

In taking a stand you ought to 
face some little opening or trail 
—and you ought to be pretty well 
concealed. Best of all is to wear a 
camouflage suit. And next best 
is to stay absolutely still. Most 
animals have extraordinary keen 
eyesight when it comes to detect­
ing motion. But many of them 
are suckers for objects that don’t 
move.

There’s seldom any use staying 
at one stand longer than five or 
six minutes. If a predator is go­
ing to come to the call, he usual­
ly comes in a hurry.

At night, stand so you can 
make a full circle as you turn 
back and forth, sweeping the 
brush line with your light. Keep 
the direct beam slightly high, for 
most animals will leave at once 
if the beam strikes them directly 
in the eyes.

Dales and Sugar
A new industry— the manufac­

ture of sugar from dates—will 
soon flourish in Iraq as a result 
of scientific experiments carried 
out in that country by a United 
Nations scientist.

For thousands of years, dates 
have grpwn in abundance in Iraq 
and have constituted the princi­
pal food. In a “good year,” Iraq 
may harvest as much as 400,000 
tons of the fruit. This should be 
a source of considerable wealth, 
but in these "good years," date 
prices fall so low that distributors 
cannot even afford the luxury 
of moving the fruit to market.

On the other hand, despite the 
enormous sugar potential offered 
by bumper crops of dates which 
have a high sugar content, Iraq 
has been spending an average of 
$16,000,000 a year to import su­
gar.

These facts intrigued Dr. Her­
man Mohler, head of a team of 
scientists sent by Unesco to Bag­
dad in 1951.

A few experiments in the lab­
oratory of the school proved to 
his satisfaction that dates could 
be used on an economically- 
sound basis to produce white su­
gar which no palate could dis­
tinguish from sugar. Further ex­
periments, conducted in Switzer­
land, proved the feasibility of 
producing sugar from dates on a 
commercial basis.

Since then, a company has 
been founded to put the dates-to- 
sugar process on a business basis. 
The company's first factory, now 
under construction, will be 
equipped to produce 9,000 tons of 
sugar a year.

Can Umpires See Straight? 
Countless baseball fans and a 

good many managers are decid­
edly cynical about the visual 
abilities of the umpires, the Bet­
ter Vision Institute points out 
And it’s a strange fact that, 
among the thousands of umpires, 
glasses are such a rarity that they 
provoke comment in the news­
papers.

It stands to reason that these 
arbiters of the diamond must 
have their fair share of seeing 
troubles, especially as they glow 
older. But almost all of them 
manage without visual aids—un­
less some resort to the inconspic­
uous help of contact lenses.

Before the 1952 baseball sea­
son, Bruce Dudley, who was then 
president of the American As­
sociation, ordered all its umpires 
to have eyesight examinations
and advised those who needed 
glasses to wear them. He ex­
pressed the opinion that 10 or 15 
per cent of baseball's profession­
al umpires would soon be using 
spectacles.

A new ruling now lends weight 
to Mr. Dudley’s prediction The 
pitcher must throw the bn 1 1 
within 20 seconds of the time he 
takes his position when the bases 
are empty. Consequently, the 
umpire must be- able to re-ad a 
stop watch and that require­
ment is likely to bring glasses to 
many a die-hard nose.

Summer Heat Can Be 
Deadly To Your Pooch

Every summer hundreds of 
dogs die from heat prostration, 
states the Gaines Dog Research 
Center, New York

Many of them are ovt rcome 
when left in parked cars or sta­
tion wagons simply because their 
owners fail to realize how much 
heat is generated by metal and 
glass. If you must leave your 
dog in a car, be sure the windows 
are open enough at the top to 
allow for ventilation. And, warns 
the Center, the most important 
precaution is to make sure that 
the “shady place” w h e r e you 
park will still be in the shade 
when you return to your car.

Exhaustion, and even death, 
from heat, can also come to dogs 
which are tied up in yards or to 
kennel houses where there is no 
protection from the hot rays of 
summer’s sun. Do provide a com­
fortable, cool place for your dog 
in summer. Don’t leave him 
where he has no shade or pro­
tection from the sun. Do give 
him fresh cool water to drink 
several times a day

Don’t put water in a dish or 
pail and let it stand where it is 
heated by the sun, or until the 
water is stale and stagnant. Do 
give your dog exercise in the 
early morning and late afternoon, 
rather than in midday Don't let 
a puppy romp and play for long 
periods. He may not know any 
better and excitement plus heat 
can prostrate him or make him 
ill. Don't give a puppy ice water 
or food that has just been taken 
out of the refrigerator Above all, 
states the Center, think of your 
dog as you do of yourself on hot, 
humid days. Let him "take it 
easy.’’
