Persons 
between 16 and 18 years old must 
attend school at least one day per 
week if living or employed within 
the city of West Bend. Minors ov­
er 16 who are both residing and 
working outside of the city of West 
Bend are not required to attend 
school. Children under 16 years of 
age must attend school full time.

The Industrial Commission of 
Wisconsin Lists many occupations 
that are considered hazardous. An 
employer cannot, under any cir­
cumstances, employ a minor in 
these hazardous occupation. The 
Industrial Commission also speci­
fies how many hours a minor may 
work, and during which hours of 
the day. Persons desiring informa­
tion about the employment of mi­
nors are urged to call the voca­
tional school office at FE 1-49SV.

The unlawful employment of a 
minor can have serious conse­
quences for both the parents and 
the employer. Parents ran be held 
liable for allowing violations
