In New York, at the Rockefeller Institute for Medical
Rescarch, Dr. Igor Tamm is director of a project which is
studying the action of drugs against polio, influenza and other
viruses. Scientists are investigating how slight changes in the
chemical structure of compounds have a tremendous influence
on their ability to restrain virus multiplication in living cells.
At the University of Utah in Salt Lake City, a team under
the leadership of Dr. William J. Burke is searching for a
substance in crude gallic acid which appears to give monkeys
some protection against paralytic polio.
