This week end anticipation and co-j 
operation overcame the village I 
skeptics and Kewaskum again has; 
a beautiful bathing beach.

After removing a gate from the 
dam and lowering the water level 
considerably, the work was begun 
Saturday afternoon when the muck 
was blown off of the river bottom 
with fire hoses and the debris and 
weeds removed with machines and 
by hand. On Sunday morning, using 
the village front end load< r and 
grader and shoveling by hand the 
river bank was cut down and level­
ed off. In the afternoon between 
500 and 600 yards of sand were 
hauled In and dumped into the riv­
er and on the bank. Seven or eight 
truck drivers volunteered their help' 
and trucks in hauling the sand 
from the Arnold Bier pit The sand I 
was pushed into the river with vil­
lage equipment and late in the af­
ternoon "Booby" Bohn moved in 
with his caterpillar from the sand 
pit where ho had been loading! 
trucks and leveled off the sand) | 
beach. I

The gate was placed back into । 
the dam and all that remained was| 
for the water level to return to its 
normal height. Because of the dry 
weather this ■week and a few leaks 
In the dam, the water was slow in । 
rising to its regular level. It is j 
getting there gradually ami soon 
all the sand at the river bottom 
will he covered with water.

Money for the rue. ssary Items at 
the beach, including a life guard.)

The water in the river has been 
tested throe times by the State 
Board of Health of Madison within 
the last year or so and found to bo । 
excellent for swimming. Each time 
two tests wore taken, one south of I 
the bridge and the other north., 
The tests wore made on June 30. 
1*58. Juno 8. 10*9 end July 15. 1959. 
The water showed a bacteria tost 
of TOO which is of a very good sa­
nitary quality f<>r swimlng. The 
water will continue to be tested at I 
regular intervals during the swim­
ming season oa^i year.

Looking Thru the 
Field Glasses. . .

Mr. and Mrs. Daniels, on the for­
mer Wickert farm near Little Ce­
dar, raise turkeys, geese and ducks 
on a commercial scale. After the 
loss of a dozen ducks and several 
nights sleep, they shot a very large 
grreat horned owl.

Received a card from cur local 
game manager, Armin Scnwengel. 
He is banding young ducks for the 
U. S. Fish & Wild Life Service in 
the vicinity of Moose Jaw, Saskat­
chewan. I quote from his card, 
“Water is low and not too many 
ducks where we are. The weather 
has been wonderful up here, but 
we sure could use some rain.”

Speaking of ducks, Elmer Hens- 
ler, walking boss for the Line Ma­
terial Co., found five young wood 
duck in Barton; apparently the

mother had been killed. We agreed 
that he would attempt to raise 
them and release them when they 
were able to fly. Guess I gave him 
the wrong formula, the birds died. 
They were very hard to keep in a 
cage, and when they did get out 
would walk up the basement wall. 
The toe nail of the baby wood duck 
is as sharp as that of a kitten.

The Friess Lake Fish & Game 
association placed a set of grapp­
ling hooks at George Stoiber’s stor­
age shed across from his cottage 
No. 21 St The hooks are hung on the 
side of the shed and may be avail­
able to anyone, at any time. We 
hope they will never have to be 
used.

At tills time of the year, damage 
to crops, etc., by various game ani­
mals are called to the attention of 
the local warden many times and 
many questions are asked about 
laws and regulations covering da­
mage.

Some of the questions asked and 
the answers to them are:
