Tractor Rolls Over in

FIRE DEPARTMENT ANSWERS 
TWO CALLS; ALSO PUTS 

OUT SHED BLAZE

The fire department was sum­
moned to the Arnold Bier farm in 
the town of Kewaskum, southeast 
of the village, at about 3:30 p. m.

Because the 
flames and smoke were being blown 
directly toward the nearby house 
In a high wind and due to the dan­
ger, the firemen extinguished the 
fire.

CARPENTER STRIKE HOLDS 
UP PEACE CHURCH PROJECT

Union carpenters in Wasnington 
county went out on strike Monday 
morning in conjunction with the 
four county iwalkout which was 
voted Sunday and which affects 
carpenters in Milwaukee, Wauke­
sha, Ozaukee and Washington 
counties. The walkout affects only 
the cari>entry industry and does 
not affect other building or con­
struction workers.

One of the projects affected by 
the strike is the new $80,000 educa- 
tional building addition to the 
Peace United Church of Christ in 
Kewaskum, where work was held 
up Monday when the carpenters 
tailed to report for work. Several 
other projects in the county are al­
so affected.

Hamburgers with Variety
Hamburgers can lend endless

As a basic 
recipe, add 1 teaspoon salt and 
M» teaspoon pepper to each pound 
of ground beef. Onion, garlic or 
celery salt may be substituted 
for 4 of the salt, if desired. An 
eighth teaspoon thyme, marjo­
ram, basil or oregano may be 
used in place of the pepper. 
Chopper onion, olives or celery 
may be combined with the meat. 
The hamburgers may be shaped 
around a cube of cheese, a 
pickle slice or a stuffed or pitted 
ripe olive. Sauces including a 
mixture of catsup, prepared mus­
