iCode With More Stringent Rules

| Members of the Village Board
:passed an ordinance adopting a
 new building code for Kewaskum
. when they met in regular session
Monday night. The new code
iwrnt into effect Tuesday.

i In writing the code, which has
ibeen under study for about six
Inmnlths. a committee of village
gtrustees patterned it closely after
.4 model drawn up by the South-
eastern  Wisconsin Building In-
spectors  Association, with ideas
‘gl‘.‘ilnl‘d from about 22 different
. communities in southeastern Wis-
{consin.

The code calls for more strin-
geni rules, which it was felt are
{leeded. and higher fees for build-
Ing permits. Previously, the cost
of & permit was a flat fee, with a
maximum of $5. Through in-
creased permit fees, the village
will be enabled to retrieve the
cost of the salary paid to its part-
time building inspector.

The cost of a permit under the
new code will be based on the
cubic foot area of the building to
be erected. A separate plumber’s
application will be based on the
number of openings and a separ-
ate electrical application on the
number of outlets and fixtures.

The new building permit rates
are: $1.65 per 1,000 cubic feet, or
fraction thereof, for a one or two
family residence; $1.80 per 1,000
cu. ft. for more than a two family
unit or for multiple housing un-
its; $1.65 per 1,000 cu. ft. for pri-
vaie garage, accessories or breeze-
way; $1.80 per cu. ft. for local
business or institutions, and ad-
ditions thereto; $1 per cu. ft. for
manufacturing and  industrial,
new or additions.

Any other not covered by the
preceding categories or where cu-
bic feet areas cannot he figured,
such as siding, the permit will be
issued on the basis of %3 per
§1,000 value of repair.
