An additional $6 1 million will 
go back to local communities in 
the form of indirect property tax 
relief. This include funding for 
vocational and technical schools, 
county mental hospital aid and 
funding for community clinics and 
day care centers.

“These items would have to be 
paid for by the local property tax­
payer if it weren't fcr the relief 
provided by the Lucey budget,” 
Senator |M< Kenna said.
