Youth Apprehended for Holding

A 17-year-old rural Ke
waskum youth was apprehen
ded Tuesday afternoon for
holding a 20-year-old Kewas
kum woman at knifepoint
and forcing her to drive him
into the Town of Auburd
Monday

According to Police Chief
Don Hlavaty, tie youth was
released to the custody of his
parents pending an appear
ance in Washington County
juvenile court. Hlavaty said
he saw the youth in town on
Monday and that description
matched the one furnished by
the young woman

According to the police re
port, the young woman was
sitting in her parked car a
bout 2:50 p. m. ahead of the
Behnke Insurance Agency at
1304 Fond du Lac Avenue,
faced north. The youth was
walking on the sidewalk
headed south. As he ap
proached her car, he jumped
into the passenger seat and
with a hunting knife in his

William Peters, 27, of RI,
West Bend, pleaded guilty to
charges arising out of a high
speed chase around the area
Oct. 19.

The chase involved about 15
squad cars in three counties.
Peters hit four squad cars and

- ran several roadblocks before
his car was disabled in a
head-on collision with a
private car in Grafton.

Peters pleaded guilty to two
counts of hit and run and one
charge of fleeing an officer.
