loss of time, the search be­
comes a tragedy. Mrs. Rose 
has donated bloodhounds to 
the Manitowoc Sheriff’s De­
partment, Cincinnati Police 
Department, Winfield, Ill., 
Police Department, and Wis­
consin Crime Lab in Madi­
son.
