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School Board Raises Wage Scales '_

6% for Non-Certified Personnel

Wage scales for non-certi-
fied personnel were approv-
ed at the Kewaskum School
Board meeting Monday even-
ing. The basic scheduled
steps were increased 6%,
with non-scheduled personnel
also receiving a 6% increase.
An additional 25c¢ per hour
will be paid the supervisor
of the night cleaning crew.

Lunch program prices were
approved. Daily tickets will
‘be 65¢ per meal for students
and 75¢ for adults. Five-
meal tickets will be $3.75.
"Extra milk with lunch will be
4c for students and 10c for
adults.

Mr. Pearson, Mr. Esser and
‘Mr. Brenholt raised the ques-
tion of setting aside an area
near the tennis courts where
‘high school students may
smoke. The problem is that
students have been creating
some difficulties for those
living near the schools by
smoking on their property.
The board agreed this could
be done on a trial basis. They
also called for increasing ef-
forts to stop the student
smoking in the building. A
policy of requiring parents
of students with a third
smoking offense to appear
before the board will be con-
sidered.

A resolution authorizing
short-term borrowing of up
to $500,000 was approved.
The money will be borrowed
if and as needed to meet ne-
cessary expenses if there isa
delay in tax or state aid mo-
ney.
