Approval of Teacher Agreement
Voted by Education Association

Approval of the teacher a-
greement for 1975-76 was vo-
ted by the Kewaskum Educa-
tion Association at its meet-
ing Tuesday evening. The Ke-
waskum Board of Education
will hold a special meeting
Monday, Oclober 20, at 8 p

m., in the administrative of-
fices to consider the agree-
ment.

The agreement calls for a
base salary with a Bachelor’s
Degree of $8,400. This will
mean a total package increase
of approximately 7.5% for
the average teacher. The ov-
erall district cost is consider-
ably less than this, since
there were some staff reduc-
tions this year. That increase
is about 2.5%. The base sala-
ry figure last year was
$8.070

Changes were made in the
coaching schedule, which
now has two experience col-
umns. The first is for 0-4
yvears of experience, the sec-
ond for more than four years
Other financial changes in-

cluded going from 10c¢ to 12¢
per mile for travel and from
$5.00 to 8525 for Behind-
The Wheel Driver Education.
Vocational certification will
now count as 3 credits on the
salary schedule. There is only
one salary schedule this year,
not a separate schedule for
beginners in the district as
was previously true. Teachers
will receive 11 sick days per
year compared with 10 last
year, but the total accumula-
tion remains the same. One
day of personal leave is
now possible after two years
in the district rather than af
ter 5.

A reduction-in-force pro-
vision was added this year
which attempts to establish
guidelines for staff reduc-
tions if this becomes neccssa-
ry.
