Public officials in all parts 
of our wonderful country 
seem to be saying “the tax­
payers be damned;” and like 
fools, we taxpayers meekly 
allow ourselves to be 
damned.

We are supposed to have 
government OF THE PEO­

In both of the studies it 
was recommended that an 
administrator should be res­
ponsible to both the mayor 
and the council. But the 
councilmen recently decided 
that IF they hire an admin­
istrator, they want him to be 
responsible to them only, 
which would weaken the 
mayor and also the voice of 
us taxpayers If they ever 
hire an administrator his au­
thority will probably be 
so diluted that we won’t get 
any benefit from him, but we 
will have to pay his tremen­
dous salary as well as that of 
the full-time attorney.

The Milwaukee Alliance 
of Concerned Citizens (tax­
payers) called on Mayor 
Maier and the City Budget 
Director to protest a certain 
budget procedure, and the 
Budget Director practically 
told them to shut up and pay 
their taxes.

In Madison our legislators 
and the Public Service Com­
mission hold secret meetings 
that are illegal. Is it any 
wonder that our children and 
grandchildren grow up to 
violate laws, when our pub­
lic officials show them how?

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After being runnerup four 
times (second place) and 3rd 
place two times in the last 
seven years, Kewaskum final­
ly won a Scenic Moraine 
football championship. Dur­
ing this time the Indians nev­
er lost more than 2 games in 
any season Kewaskum ended 
up as co-champion with Graf­
ton, both 6-1. The Indians 
were 9-1 overall for the seas­
on and Grafton was 6-4.

Kewaskum clinched at 
least a share of the crown by 
shutting out Slinger there in 
their final game last Wednes­
day afternoon, 16-0 Then 
they had to sweat it out a- 
waiting the outcome of the 
Grafton-Kettle Moraine game 
Friday night to find out whe­
ther they would be undisput­
ed champs. But Qrafton took 
care of Kettle, 20-0, to gain a 
share of the title.

It was his best year ever 
for Head Coach Joe Harlow, 
coming in his 11th year as 
coach at Kewaskum The In­
dians have compiled an ex­
cellent 49-12 record for the 
last 7 years. They won their 
last football title in 1955 in 
the now defunct Tri-County 
Conference They became 
members of the strong Scenic 
Moraine in the late 1950’s 
and this is their first title 
in that loop.

Although they had to set­
tle for a tie, Kewaskum has 
the satisfaction of claiming to 
be No. 1 in the conference as 
they handed Grafton a solid 
14-0 defeat on the Black­
hawks’ own field in their 
meeting. The Indians lost 
their only game in the open­
er at Hartland, 10-0, and then 
proceeded to win 6 straight.

The Indians had the lead­
ing offense in the conference 
by far. They totaled well ov­
er 2.000 yards offensively :n 
their 7 games. Tn one game 
they totaled 498 yards in of­
fense and they scored 85 
points in just 2 games.

Harlow had used the I for­
mation offense for the last 6 
seasons but found the second 
back in the I carried the ball 
too much and often got hurt 
by midseason. This included 
talented former runners like 
Jim Gaffke, Dale Prost and 
Scott Koth, who all fell vic­
tim to the injury jinx and 
their absence coincided with 
a slide in the standings So 
Harlow switched to the wish­
bone this year so that the 
backs could share the ball 
carrying duties. Members of 
the speedy Indian backfield 
were Dave Menzel, Dennis 
Bremser and Gary Schmidt, 
all senior running backs, and 
quarterback Jim Bilgo Jun­
ior Ray Reindl was a starter 
but missed the last 2 games 
with a knee injury Three of 
the four backs rushed for 
more than 400 yards.

Offensive linemen Jack 
Westerman and Keith Muel­
ler did an outstanding job 
clearing out opposing defen­
ses for this group of backs, 
according to Harlow Jack 
Kern, switched to tight end 
this year, was Kewaskum’s 
leading pass receiver Stand­
outs on defense were middle 
linebacker John Sekeres. out 
side linebacker Tom Rohling 
er, nose guard Gary Gavin 
and tackle Menzel a starter 
both ways The defense sur­
vived the loss of 6 foot-2. 200 
pound Leon Laatsch. outstan­
ding end. who was lost with 
a pinched nerve in his back

Although they won, 16 0. 
the Indians did not play their 
usual game agains* tail

end Slinger there Wednes­
day. They had control and the 
Owls couldn’t stop their 
ground game but they looked 
tight Probably it was due to 
nerves as it was a title game. 
It could have been because 
they only had 5 days rest af­
ter being up and playing a 
hard game against Kettle 
Moraine in their homecoming 
Friday night.

Kewaskum’s defense ex­
ploited Slinger’s shotgun of­
fense. dropping the Owls for 
a minus 94 yards on the 
ground. In the fourth quarter 
the Slinger quarterback was 
sacked for a minus 83 yards 
Slinger did manage to com­
plete 10 of 30 passes with one 
interception for 195 yards, 
giving the Owls a total of­
fense figure of 101 yards Ke­
waskum, in contrast, finished 
with 272 yards.

Kewaskum did not take 
long to let the Owls know 
they have the best ground 
game in the league. They 
took the opening kickoff and 
proceeded to march from 
their own 21 right down the 
field for a score. Bremser and 
Menzel set the pace for Ke­
waskum. Bremser carried 16 
times for 122 yards, kicked a 
long 35-yard field goal and 
one extra point. Menzel ran 
26 times for 103 yards Gary 
Schmidt scored both Kewas­
kum touchdowns, the first on 
a two-yard run in the first 
quarter and the second on 
another two-yard run in the 
fourth period.

Slinger had the ball for 
only 3 plays, exclusive of a 
punt, in the first period. The 
closest the Owls came to scor­
ing was in the second quarter 
when Slinger completed a 54 
yard pass just before half­
time. The completion brought 
the ball to the Kewaskum 
two-yard line, but the In­
dians held to preserve their 
shutout.

Defensive standouts inclu­
ded middle guard Gavin and 
linebacker Rohlinger who 
had an interception, broke 
up four passes and had a 
hand in a number of tackles

In the two other Scenic 
games Friday n’ght. Hart­
land whacked Mayville, 34 
13, and Germantown blanked 
Pewaukee, 32-0.
