Sex Discrimination Comes Up for 
Discussion at School Board Meeting

Title IX of the Federal 
Regulations, which deals with 
sex discrimination, came in 
for discussion at the Kewas­
kum Board of Education 
meeting Monday evening. 
Prompting the discussion 
were a request for a coach 
of girls’ track at the Middle 
School and an administration 
decision to not allow girls to 
participate in boys’ basket­
ball this year.

Approval was given to hir­
ing a coach for the girls’ 
track team this spring. An 
attempt will also be made to 
provide some basketball and 
volleyball games for the 
girls through the winter as 
part of the intramural pro­
gram. Allen Tessar mention­
ed that he had heard that 
someone had indicated to the 
parents or students that not 
allowing the girls to partici­
pate on the boys basketball 
team was a board decision. 
He asked that notification be 
sent to everyone to be sure 
that the source of decisions 
is accurately stated.

JoAnne LaFleur and her 
parents were present to dis­
cuss her plan to enter col­
lege after her junior year. 
She requested that the 
board approve granting a 
high school diploma upon 
completion of her first col­
lege year. This was agreed to 
provided that a social studies 
Course be included in that 
first year to complete a high 
school required course.

A Title II resolution was 
passed allowing the district 
to apply for federal funds 
for library and audio-visual
