1976 County Fair 
Plans Beginning 
To Develop

Plans for the 1976 Wash­
ington County Fair are be­
ginning to develop, according 
to County Agricultural Agent 
Maurice Hovland.

The most recent was a 
meeting of the Livestock 
Sales Committee, chaired by 
Roy Esser The purpose of the 
meeting was to get plans un­
derway for the 1976 sale The 
committee was most inter­
ested in getting a competent 
judge, making sure that rules 
were established and that 
there was a way to enforce 
the rules It was indicated 
that the public should know 
about the action of the com­
mittee throughout the year.

One of the things the 
committee discussed in quite 
detail was the work of Pro­
duction Credit Association 
(PCA) During the discussion 
the question arose, does the 
public really understand the 
role of Production Credit As­
sociation in the sale event?

According to Esser, Pro­
duction Credit Association 
functions only as a clerk for 
the sale. They do t|ie book­
keeping, help handle the sale, 
and advance $40,000 worth 
of checks so the showmen 
can have their money imme­
diately after the fair. In 
other words, PCA finances 
the sale. In addition, they as 
an organization and indivi-' 
duals, purchase a number of 
animals, olus buying tro­
phies for the dairy show

It is support such as PCA 
gives the organization that 
can help make it a success or 
failure. According to Esser, 
without the PCA’s support, 
operating the sale would be 
difficult.

The committee indicated 
that they would again be sell­
ing about 40 head of beef 
The number of swine and 
sheep would be determined at 
a later date.

In addition to PCA’s sup­
port, it is also absolutely ne­
cessary that we have the sun­
port of other people that as­
sist, and receive nothing for 
their efforts except hone- 
fully the thanks of the pub­
lic.

Keep Rural Mail 
Boxes Clear, Local 
Postmaster Urges

The cooperation of rural 
postal customers in helping 
to keep approaches to mail 
boxes clear during the com­
ing winter months was re­
quested today by Postmaster 
Harry E Koch.

“Postal customers are res­
ponsible for keening an- 
proaches to their ma?1 boxes 
clear of snow and other ob­
structions that would make 
mail delivery difficult or im­
possible,’’ Postmaster Koch 
said. “People should be a- 
ware that failure to clear 
paths to mail boxes prompt­
ly after heavy snows may 
temporarily nrevent carriers 
from making deliveries. Cus­
tomers will be contacted if 
they have an obstructed mail 
box.”

There may also be a need 
to ask postal customers to re­
locate their boxes on a new 
line if excessive and extend­
ed detours are necessary, the 
postmaster said.

“Highway officials are res­
ponsible for keeping public 
roads passable and in good 
repair,” Postmaster Koch 
said.

Rural carriers will make 
every reasonable effort to 
serve the greatest number of 
customers during severe 
weather, the postmaster said 

■“But service on foot when 
roads are impassable is not 
required. Also, when state 
highway authorities or local 
police consider road travel 
hazardous, postal service may 
be curtailed until the incle- 
•ment weather abates,” he 
said.

The postmaster urged any­
one with a question on winter 
weather road conditions and 
mail service to contact the 
Kewaskum post office.
