Teacher contracts were ap­
proved for the 1979-80 school 
year at Monday night's School 
Board meeting.

These class assignments may 
be changed by administrators 
as conditions or requirements 
change.

Nearly 1,300 Instances of Arson Reported 
In State in 1978; Losses Exceed $10.6 Million

Attorney General Bronson C. 
La Follette today said that 
nearly 1,300 instances of arson 
were reported to Wisconsin law 
enforcement agencies in 1978 
with total estimated losses ex­
ceeding $10.6 million.

Statistics gathered by the 
Justice Department Crime In­
formation Bureau, in coopera­
tion with local law enforcement 
and fire departments and the 
Justice Department Arson Bu­
reau, indicated that 1,272 ar­
sons were reported for the year. 
The overall dollar value of 
losses and damage was es­
timated at $10,627,976, an av­
erage loss of $8,355 per inci­
dent.

The Attorney General also re­
ported that the Department of 
Justice Arson Bureau initiated 
525 arson investigations during 
1978. Of these, 53 percent were 
found to be incendiary (an in­
crease of 6 percent over 1977). 
Of the 229 full scale investi­
gations completed in 1978, 179 
were determined to be arson 
and a suspect was apprehended 
in 48 percent of the arsons. A 
total of 73 adult charges were 
issued and 18 juveniles were 
referred to the juvenile court 
system.

La Follette noted that 54

Arson Bureau cases were finally 
adjudicated in 1978 resulting in 
a 78 percent rate of convictions 
or commitments to mental insti­
tutions. Thirty-seven percent of 
those convicted received prison 
sentences with an average sen­
tence of four years. Sixty-three 
percent received probation with 
the average probationary period 
being about 3.5 years.

“Despite the fact that our 
Arson Bureau has only a mini­
mal staff,” La Follette said, “it 
has been able to do a super­
lative job. Our arrest and con­
viction rates are extremely im­
pressive conpared to other 
states. For example, the Na­
tional Institute of Law Enforce­
ment and Criminal Justice re­
cently reported that the national 
arrest rate for arson is just 9 
percent with convictions result­
ing in less than 2 percent of the 
arson cases.”

“Nevertheless, our Arson 
Bureau currently has a staff of 
only nine deputy fire marshals 
and one Bureau Director to 
cover the entire state. More can 
and must be done to combat this 
fastest rising crime, which is 
the reason we have requested 
three additional arson investi­
gators for the State.” La Fol­
lette said.

There has been much talking 
and writing of late about preven­
tive medicine. Do something 
before you get sick to keep you 
from getting sick.

And yet millions of Ameri­
cans continue to neglect the 
easiest, cheapest and simplest 
portion of preventive medicine 
— immunizations against infec­
tious disease.

Immunization is a priceless 
asset to health, the American 
Medical Association reminds. 
Vaccines to prevent smallpox, 
diphtheria, tetanus and typhoid 
fever have been available for 
many years. Whooping cough, 
polio and influenza vaccines 
later were added to the list. And 
now there are vaccines to pro­
tect against measles, German 
measles and mumps

All children should receive 
proper immunization against 
early childhood diseases. And 
all adults should maintain 
their immunization levels by 
boosters.

Vaccines may cause adverse 
reactions in some individuals. 
Most frequently, these include 
pain at the site of the injection, 
low-grade fever or rash Rarely, 
there is a more serious reaction, 
but the risk of reaction is much 
lower than the nsk of serious 
problems from the disease 
itself.

Your doc­
tor can give you the shots only if 
you go and ask for them livery 
family is responsible for protec­
tion of its own members.

The AMA urges each family 
to keep records of immuniza­
tions of all family members 
Your family doctor may have 
your family’s records already. 
Ask him about shots for infants 
and children and boosters for 
adults.

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Licenses March ‘Law of the Month

Great Guitars Concert at West Bend Increasingly sophisticated po­
lice communications and cen­
tralized computer files have 
made it increasingly hazardous 
to drive without a valid driver 
license and properly registered 
vehicle, the State Department 
of Transportation said today.

In its * ‘ Law of the Month ’ ’ for 
March, the Department pointed 
out that law enforcement offi­
cers “query” the driver and 
vehicle computer files on an 
average of once every six sec­
onds around the clock and 
throughout the year.

Norbert K. Anderson, Ad­
ministrator of the Division of 
Motor Vehicles, said the central 
computers ran more than 3.5 
million registration checks and 
1.9 million driver license checks 
in 1978 — a daily average of 
14,800.

Captain Jack W. Jorgensen, 
Commanding District 2, of the 
Wisconsin State Patrol, said 
that of the more than 500,000 
convictions entered on driver 
records in 1978, registration 
and driver license violations

together ranked number two, 
second only to speeding viola­
tions. Most of the more than 
50,000 licensing and registra­
tion convictions resulted from 
routine radio checks made by 
law enforcement officers in the 
course of arresting drivers for 
other offenses.

Jorgensen noted, however, 
computer checks of license plate 
numbers may be made without 
the driver being aware of it, for 
instance when traffic officers 
may be looking for a stolen car 
or one used in the commission 
of a crime.

A Department spokesman 
said the importance of main­
taining proper registration and 
current driver licenses cannot 
be over-emphasized, particu­
larly in the computer-age.

“With every squad car of 
every policy agency in the atate 
equipped with radio communi­
cations equipment to field­
check license information, the 
odds are substantially against a 
driver escaping a citation for 
very long,” Jorgensen added.

The talents of guitarists Herb 
Ellis, Barney Kessel and Char­
lie Byrd will be featured in a 
concert at the West Bend High 
School auditorium on Thursday, 
March 29.

In the ’50s he had a two- 
year stint with Oscar Peterson 
(Ellis replaced him when he left 
the trio) and in the mid-’50s he 
became a studio musician.

Ellis played with the big Casa 
Loma and Jimmy Dorsey bands 
in the ’40s, and in the '50s was 
featured with the Oscar Peter­
son Trio, Jazz at the Phil, and 
the quartet who backed Ella 
Fitzgerald.

Charlie Byrd plays electric

and acoustic guitar in a finger­
style manner similar to a classi­
cal guitarist. Byrd combines 
low-key presentation with high 
voltage intensity.

In a recent poll of popular 
music magazine, Herb Ellis was 
rated 12th best guitarist in the 
world, Charlie Byrd 14th, and 
Barney Kessel 17th. All three 
are legends in their own right, 
and what they do on a guitar 
within the normal human 
framework just has to be seen 
and heard to be believed.

The guitar renaissance of 
recent years, stirred by the 
electric instrument’s essential 
role in rock music, has brought 
to the fore a number of artists 
that had earlier been known 
only among jazz enthusiasts.

and Conservation Service 
(ASCS) is currently conducting 
signup for the 1979 feed grain 
and wheat programs. The sign­
up period was lengthened re­
cently from April 16 to April 30.

“This year, farmers should 
report their wheat at signup and 
not have to make a separate 
visit to the county office,”

for corn and price support loans 
for all eligible crops grown on 
the farm.

“Farmers considering the 
program should be aware that 
the grain reserve has reached 
its goal and they will need the 
price protection offered through 
the set-aside program,” the 
ASCS official said.

Use Care When 
Buying Nursery 
Items by Mail

Most gardeners are com­

pletely satisfied with nursery 
stock they buy by mail. But 
some are disappointed. Com­
mon complaints are that plants 
are damaged in transit, are 
smaller than expected and are 
not Wisconsin-hardy.

Most mail-order nurseries 
guarantee their stock and will 
replace purchases that don't 
satisfy you or refund the money 
you paid for them.

However, a few mail-order 
operations are not so concerned 
about customer satisfaction. 
Some make misleading claims 
about their merchandise. Less 
experienced garderners, in par­
ticular, may have difficulty dis­
tinguishing reputable from not- 
so-reputable advertisers.

One way to avoid mail-order 
problems altogether is to buy 
plants from a local nursery. You 
get to see the plants before you 
pay for them and you can be 
sure they'll grow in Wisconsin. 
Chances are, locally purchased 
plants will be larger than those 
you could get by mail because 
high shipping costs encourage

shippers to send mail stock.
If you ’re not satisfied with the 

performance of purchased 
plants, it’s easy to let the seller 
know if he’s nearby. It will be 
relatively simple to get a re­
placement or refund.

You should be able to find 
most standard nursery items 
locally, but you may want to 
order rare or new plants by 
mail. Your local nurseryman 
can probably recommend a 
dependable source of items he 
doesn't stock. You can also ask 
other gardeners which compa­
nies they’ve had satisfactory 
dealings with.

In spite of possible problems 
with mail-order purchases, you 
shouldn't feel overly apprehen­
sive if you have to buy nursery 
stock by mail because there’s no 
nursery near you. By carefully 
reading nursery catalogs and 
advertisements, you can some­
times find better buys by mail 
than you could locally. And you 
can be confident of receiving 
Wisconsin-hardy plants by or­

dering from nurseries in the 
northern Midwest.

You can probably judge the 
reliability of advertisements 
from where they appear. Ads in 
“serious” gardening maga­
zines are usually reliable. Those 
in the comics section or syndi­
cated Sunday supplements of 
the newspaper may not be.

In general, be skeptical of 
extravagant claims. Don't ex­
pect to find new miracle plants 
— or plant foods — on the 
market.

Wherever you buy nursery 
stock, make sure it is guar­
anteed and that you understand 
the conditions of the guarantee.

If you buy nursery stock in 
response to an ad that turns out 
to have been misleading, you’ll 
be doing other gardeners a 
favor by sending a complaint to 
the Plant Industry Division of 
the Wisconsin Department of 
Agriculture.

MORE
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April Ballot Poses 
Constitutional Question

Four constitutional questions 
concerning the office of Gover­
nor and Lieutenant Governor 
will be on the ballot when you 
go to vote on April 3rd.

These are the issues. Should 
the Lieutenant Governor as­
sume the Office of the Governor 
rather than ‘‘Acting Governor” 
when there is a permanent 
vacancy? Should the Governor 
have the power to “appoint” a 
Lieutenant Governor to fill a 
permanent vacancy? Should the 
Lieutenant Governor be re­
moved as presiding officer of 
the State Senate and the mem­
bers select a presiding officer 
from among its membership? 
Should minor language changes 
be made in that section of the 
State Constitution regarding 
length of tenure of certain 
elected officials?

SUCCESSION
When a permanent vacancy 

exists in the Governor’s office, 
should the Lieutenant Governor 
become Governor rather than 
the “Acting Governor”? You 
may recall when Governor Pat­
rick Lucey left office to accept 
the position of Ambassador to 
Mexico, Lieutenant Governor 
Martin Schreiber became “Act­
ing Governor.” Although Mr. 
Schreiber performed all the 
duties of the Governor, he never 
actually assumed that title un­
der the Constitution. Under the 
proposed change, when a per­
manent vacancy exists, the 
Lieutenant Governor will be­
come the Governor. Should that 
vacancy be temporary, the Lieu­
tenant Governor would still be 
the “Acting Governor.”

LT.GOVERNOR VACANCY
In recent years, the Lieu­

tenant Governor’s office has 
remained vacant in the event of

death, resignation, or removal 
from office. Back in 1937, Gov­
ernor Philip La Follette ap­
pointed a Lieutenant Governor, 
an appointment which was up­
held by the State Supreme 
Court. In our previous admini­
stration, Acting Governor 
Schreiber left the Lieutenant 
Governor’s post unfilled.

The Wisconsin Constitution 
does not specify how vacancies 
in the Lieutenant Governor’s 
office should be filled. The 
ballot questions asks if the 
Governor should be empowered 
to appoint a Lieutenant Gover­
nor when a permanent vacancy 
exists. The appointment would 
be subject to confirmation by 
both the Senate and the As­
sembly.

PRESIDING OFFICER
This question has raised con­

siderable discussion in Madison. 
In 29 of the 50 states, Wisconsin 
included, the Lieutenant Gover­
nor serves as presiding officer 
of the State Senate. Since the 
first of this year, Lieutenant 
Governor Russ Olson has per­
formed this duty. He may vote 
when there is a tie in the 
Senate.

MINOR REVISION
The final question would 

clarify the language of four year 
terms for state constitutional 
officers. This is a corrective 
amendment.

These are the issues that you 
will find on the April ballot. 
Each of us will contribute to 
deciding the outcome.

For a combination of reasons 
we are beginning to have short­
ages of gasoline, a problem 
which will worsen considerably 
in the next few months. Our 
foreign oil supply has been 
reduced, mostly because of the 
troubles in Iran that led to a 
complete halt in that country’s 
oil production, and our reserves 
are dwindling. But the only 
Carter Administration response 
to the problem has been to 
propose a system of gas ra­
tioning. I oppose that plan for 
several reasons.

The President’s gas rationing 
plan is very discriminatory, as it 
would allocate gas on a per 
licensed driver basis regardless 
of need or circumstance. For 
example, residents of the Ninth 
District who commute daily to 
work in Milwaukee would get 
the same minimal amount as 
those who do not. So all com­
muters would be unfairly pun­
ished because they happen to 
live in one place and work in 
another.

This situation would be doub­
ly intolerable because many 
persons in the Ninth District 
have little or no access to mass 
transit alternatives to cars, such 
as buses or trains.

The plan does make some al­
lowances for the permanently 
handicapped, but not for those

needing automobile transporta­
tion to obtain regular, and often 
critical medical treatments. Un­
fortunately it also discriminates 
against the poor, who are often 
limited to older, less gas ef­
ficient cars.

Gas rationing is only a Band- 
Aid approach to a cancerous 
problem. A shortage of gas is 
only a symptom of the whole 
complex energy supply prob­
lem, which should be addressed 
with a balanced approach — 
eliminating dependence on for­
eign supplies by expanding 
domestic production, conserv­
ing available supplies, curbing 
rates of consumption, and de­
veloping alternative sources of 
usable energy.

Rationing does not meet any 
of these goals — it merely shifts 
available supplies of one form of 
energy around in ways which 
often unfairly create severe 
hardships. On top of this, 
rationing would require a new 
federal bureaucracy to run it­
self. Setting up a permanent 
agency to deal with short-term 
symptoms is not good govern­
ment.

I hope the President recon­
siders his short-sighted plan 
and proposes instead a bal­
anced program designed to 
solve the whole energy prob­
lem.
