ORDINANCE NO. 94 -1
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 8
PUBLIC WORKS 8.04
STREET AND SIDEWALK EXCAVATIONS
AND OPENINGS IN THE
VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM, WISCONSIN

The Village Board of the Village of Kewaskum, Wisconsin do ordain as

follows:

The Village Board of the Village of Kewaskum, Wisconsin wish to repeal
and recreate the old 8.04 and ordain the new 8.04 as follows:

8.04 (A) EXCAVATIONS OF STREETS, ALLEYS, PUBLIC WAYS AND

GROUNDS. y . 4
1.Permit Required. No person, partnership or corporation, or their
agents or employees or contractors, shall excavate in or disturb the
surface of any public street, public alley public way, public ground,
public sidewalk or Village-owned easement within the Village of
Kewaskum without first obtaining a permit therefor from the Village.

2. Application for Permit. The Application for a permit shall be in

writing and signed by the applicant or his agent. The applicant shall

submit to the Village Director of Public Works, at the time the permit is
applied for, sufficient information relating to the work to be done
including the general location and nature of the work and the method
the applicant proposes to use in doing the work. The Village Director
of Public Works or Village Engineer shall determine if sufficient infor-
mation is submitted.

3. Exception. The provisions of this Section shall not apply to the
Village excavation work done under the direction of the Director of
Public Works or the Village Engineer.

4. Validity of Permit. Permits shall be valid for a period of thirty (30)
days from the date of approval. Any person or utility who has been
granted a permit to excavate in the public right-of-way or to disturb
the same shall perform such work in such a manner and in such time
as the Director of Public Works or Village Engineer shall direct and
shall restore the surface of the public right-of-way pursuant to the
requirements of this Section,

5. Excavations by Public Utilities. Any public utility having a fran-

chise to lay pipe, cable, conduit and efc. in or near the public way
shall, before excavation or disturbing any portion of the rnight-of-way,
give written notice and present plans thereof to the Director of Public
Works or the Village Engineer in such form as the Director of Public
Works and Village Engineer may prescrbe.

6. Village Standards. All street work shall be performed in accor-
dance with the current standard specifications for street openings. Any

damaged curb and gutter, sidewalk or grass-covered area shall be
restored to the condition prior to damage.

a. All excavated openings on Fond du Lac Avenue and Main Street

require the Director of Public Works or his designate to inspect each

opening to view the street light cables and conduit for their integrity.
1) Hand digging is required in these locations unless otherwise
authorized by the Director of Public Works or the Village Engineer.
2) When boring undemeath the pavement the integrity of the cables
and conduit are also to be checked.

b. When utilities run parallel to each other it is required that four (4)
feet of clearance be maintained from all utilities: electric cables, gas,
communication cables and etc. from sewer and water utility pipes,
valve boxes, manholes, hydrants and etc. or as otherwise authorized
by the Director of Public Works or the Village Engineer.
¢. When utiliies cross each other a minimum of 12 inches of clear-
ance is required, or as otherwise allowed by the Director of Public
Works or Village Engineer.

7. Permit Fee and
a. The following fees shall be submitted with applications for permits
under this Section:

1) Opening street $60.00
2) Opening curb, alleyway or parkway $40.00
3) Perform work or labor or deposit excavation or
construction materials within a public right-of-way  $30.00
b. If the work is not accomplished in a manner as prescribed and
acceptable by the Director of Public Works or Village Engineer within
the 30 day permit period, said work will be ordered and the person
opening the street or public way will be billed for all labor, materials
and equipment used plus twenty percent (20%) for administration.

8. Insurance Required. A permit shall be issued only upon condition

that the applicant submit to the Village Administrator a Certificate of

Insurance, indicating that the Applicant has in force the following kinds

of insurance, with an Insurance Company or Insurance Companies

rated "A" or better A. M. Best & Company: Commercial General

Liability with limits, minimum, $500,000.00 Combined Single Limit for

Bodily Injury and Property Damage Liability, $1,000,000.00 General

Aggregate Limit, policy to include Completed Operations Liability.

Automobile Liability Policy with limits, minimum, of $250,000.00 per

person and $500,000.00 per accident for Bodily Injury Liability and

$100,000.00 Property Damage Liability, to include Hired Automobiles
and Employers Non-ownership Auto Liability. Worker's Compensation
with limits, minimum, as required by the State of Wisconsin. Certifi-
cate(s) shall indicate that the Insurance Company or companies

The finished surface shall be smooth and free of
surface irregularities and shall match the existent pavement and any
castings or street appurtenances. Allowable deviations shall be no
more than one-quarter (1/4) inch as measured with a ten (10) foot
straight edge.

c. Concrete pavement shall be placed to the full depth of the existing
pavement or seven (7) inches, whichever is greater. Concrete used
shall not contain calcium chloride. The surface shall be given a light
broom finish. The edges shall be tooled to prevent spalling at the saw
cut edge. The surface shall be evenly and completely sealed with a
white pigmented curing compound. The surface shall be protected
from traffic for a minimum of three (3) days. Tie bars shall be
installed as directed by the Director of Public Works.

d. In emergency excavations during winter months when it is not pos-
sible to replace the removed pavement with a like material, the exca-
vation shall be temporarily resurfaced with a minimum of three (3
inches) of cold mix bituminous material. This temporary wearing sur-
face shall be compacted and rolled smooth. These temporary wearing
surfaces shall be removed and replaced with matenial as specified
above by not later than the following June 1st, except as provided
above.

Pursuant to Section 174.052, Wisconsin Statutes, notice is hereby given to all
owners of dogs in Washington County that dog licenses and rabies vaccinations are

Vaccination by a licensed veterinarian against rabies is required of all dogs (Section
95.21(2)) within 30 days after the dog reaches 4 months of age and revaccinated within
one year after the initial vaccination. The owner of a dog shall have the dog revaccinated
against rabies by a veterinarian when the certificate expires or within three (3) years of
The certificate of rabies vaccination must be presented to the
collecting official before a dog license may be issued.

All dogs five (5) months of age or older require a license. The minimum license fee
for neutered males or spayed females is $3.00, upon presentation of evidence attesting to
the same, and $8.00 for the unneutered male or unspayed female dog or one-half of these
amounts if the dog became five (5) months of age after July 1 of the license year. The
governing body of any town, village or city may raise the minimum dog license tax. Any
person who keeps or operates a kennel may apply for a kennel license. The fee is $35.00
for twelve (12) dogs or less and an additional $3.00 for each dog in excess of twelve (12).

Dog licenses can be obtained from your local town, village or city treasurer or
designee during the course of any given year. Dog owners should notify their treasurer if
their dog is given away or has died, so that you will not be considered delinquent. An
affidavit of death is available

Every owner of a dog 5 months of age or older who fails to obtain a license by April 1 will
be assessed a late fee of $5.00

Wiesner Named Co-Player of the Year

NEW HOLSTEIN - Kewas-
kum guard Ginger Wiesner
showed late in the year that she
was a big-time scorer. Her
coach, Glenn Eichstedt, and the
rest of the coaches in the
Eastern Wisconsin Conference,
already knew that the 5-7 senior
was a defensive standout.

That complete all-around
game was one reason why the
EW coaches named Wiesner to
the AII-EW first team, and in
addition earned her a share of
the Player of the Year award
with Two Rivers' Shanna
Miller.

In addition to Wiesner's
honor, two other Lady Indians
were given honorable mention
in the balloting. Seniors Ali
Bruendl and Missy Radtke were
honored by the coaches for their
contributions.

But as was the case all sea-
son, it was Wiesner who stole
the show. Literally. Anchoring
the Lady Indians' pressing
defense, Wiesner finished third
in the EW in steals (47), and
was fourth in assists (38).

Propelled by a three-game
stretch in which she averaged 27
points per game, Wiesner fin-
ished the conference slate sec-
ond in scoring (196 points, 16.3
average). She also led the EW in
free throws made (56) and
attempted (77), and her 72.7%
from the stripe was second in
the league.

"She may be the most sin-
cerely gifted and coachable
player I've ever enjoyed work-
ing with,"” Eichstedt said of
Wiesner. "Her greatest attribute
is her attitude."

While Miller may have led
the EW in scoring (200 points,
16.7 average) the 6-0 junior
probably wasn't the focal point
of the other team's defense like
Wiesner was, according to
Eichstedt.

"The biggest compliment
payed to (Wiesner)," Eichstedt
said, "was the variety of gim-
mick defenses utilized designed
to stop her."

Also named to the first team
were Chilton's ChyAnne
Kapitzke (12.8 ppg., 112
rebounds), New Holstein's
Tammy Kraus (11.1 ppg., 67
steals, 69 assists), and Two
Rivers' Angie Gates (10.9 ppg.,
59 steals, 75 assists). Kraus was
the only other senior on the first
team. Miller and Gates are
juniors, and Kapitzke is a
sophomore.

Kewaskum didn't have any
representatives on the second
team. It consisted of New
Holstein's Mindy Schmitz (12.0
ppg), and Cybil Corning (98
rebounds), Plymouth's Jenny
Sorensen (12.3 ppg), Kiel's
Karla Niemuth (38 assists), Two
Rivers' Jennifer DeGroot (39
assists), and Chilton's Denise
Woefel. Niemuth and DeGroot
are seniors. The rest are juniors,
with the exception of Dorensen,

who is a sophomore.
Bruendl "was the heart and
soul of our team," said

Eichstedt. The 5-9 forward aver-
aged 4.4 points per game, and
was eighth in the EW with 88

rebounds. "Her competitive
drive and basketball instincts
proved to be invaluable through-
out the season,” Eichstedt
added.

Radtke, meanwhile, led the
EW in rebounding (125), and

averaged 6.1 points. She also
led the EW, averaging nearly
seven blocked shots per game.
"Missy may have had the most
significant defensive impact in
the conference,” Eichstedt said
of the 6-1 center.
