This is his first bid for pub­
lic office and Borland staled he 
has an interest in the community 
as his primary reason for run­
ning. In the early stages of fil­
ing, it did not appear there were 
many candidates for office. 
Borland felt this would be a 
good opportunity to become 
involved politically on the local 
level.

Gavin 
stated, "I live here, I work here 
and I like to be active in the 
community."

The ball diamonds al the 
Kiwanis Park are scheduled to 
be upgraded this year. He also 
explained the sewer plant will 
be a major upcoming expense 
for the village as the village 
continues to grow. Ilie Board is 
taking steps now to minimize 
that expense.

Finally, new street lights 
are one other area Gavin feels 
needs to be addressed by the 
new board.

Plan Commission Ok’s
Preliminary Plat Plan

Review of the Preliminary 
Plat Plan was the main order of 
business for the Plan 
Commission as they listened to 
a presentation by Ken Ward, 
Village Engineer, who has been 
retained by Gary and Linda 
Gavin.

For those unaware, Ward 
mentioned the proposed subdi­
vision "is bordered basically by 
the Ideal subdivision on the 
north, village boundary on the 
west, Edgewood Avenue on the 
east and a little bit offset from 
ihe park on the south. The first 
phase of the development 
encompasses 31 lots."

Ward further explained, "the 
general size of the lots, the 
smallest size lol is 10,790 feet .

Why arn't you using the 
Middle School kitchen for the 
district's central kitchen as it 
was designed for? This should 
definitely be looked into."

ANSWER BY SCHOOL- 
BOARD PRESIDENT 
NEAL WEARE:

QUESTION #1: After the 
February 15lh referendum, I 
called a special meeting of the 
board to see what, if anything, 
should be done. It was the feel­
ing of the board that the prob­
lem of the facilities was still 
there and that we had to do 
something. Il was felt that the 
Fine Arts Theater (Auditorium) 
had been the cause of the refer­
endum not passing. It was then 
decided to go with everything 
except the auditorium. That 
meant laking the stage and band 
room out as in the original plan 
and moving the art room. This 
would then allow us to have the 
necessary room to gain the ten 
(10) additional classrooms that

were in the original plan.
We knew from the start that 

the stage and band room had to 
be moved and the Fine Arts 
Theater had to be built as part of 
the whole plan so we wouldn't 
lose the ability to still pul on 
plays or other activities.

Since the stage area, which is 
outdated, will no longer exist, 
we will have to be creative in 
the use of Rose Hall until a Fine 
Arts Theater is built. Some ideas 
have been to have a Theater in 
the Round. If this doesn't work, 
the only other alternative we 
have left is to rent the auditori­
um in the West Bend School 
District or perhaps the auditori­
um at UWWC in West Bend.

QUESTION #2: The reason 
the Kewaskum Middle Schoo) 
kitchen isn't being used as the 
district’s central kitchen is 
because it never was designed 
for that purpose. After talking 
with two former district employ­
ees, one of which was the food 
supervisor, the other the busi­
ness manager at the time the 
middle school was built, it was 
learned that it never was 
designed with that purpose in 
mind.

I received a letter addressed 
to me which contained com­
ments, no questions, and was 
originally UNSIGNED.

The Kewaskum Board of 
Education recently made it 
known that it would try to pur­
chase milk that did not contain 
the synthetic bovine growth hor­
mone (BGH).

The hormone has been a hot 
topic of conversation recently, 
as small dairy farmers are upset 
that it is used by larger farms to 
increase milk production in 
cows. The safety of BGH has 
also come under fire by those 
opposed to its use.

The school district has 
received its milk supply from 
Kemps Dairy, which gets its 
supply from Marigold Foods. 
Marigold recently requested that 
all of its milk producers refrain 
from using BGH in production.

In a matter related to that 
measure, the Board of Education 
for the Kewaskum School 
District, announced that it 
would be implementing a school 
breakfast program at Kewaskum 
Elementary School next fall. 
The program will be run similar 
to the hot lunch programs cur­
rently being offered in the dis­
trict.

a reassessment within three 
years and must inact it no later 
than the fourth year.

In most cases, it will end up 
being lower, because one thing 
we all would like, is for our 
house values to increase and in 
Kewaskum, house values have 
been increasing.

It has been a very, very long 
time since we had any village 
reassessment done. Due to that 
reason we are at about 78% 
which is well below the state 
mandate of 10% plus or minus 
of 100% which would mean 
90% is the lower limit.

In a way, it's good to have an 
accurate value assessment for 
the village. When a municipality 
is conducting its government, 
it's no different than you as a 
individual working on your per­
sonal finances to have accurate 
records and to find what your 
net worth is.

Reassessment doesn't neces­
sarily mean your village proper­
ty taxes will be going up, 
because as we all know, the vil­
lage has a set budget and does 
something I wish the Federal 
Government would do, which is

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many parts of the world
Just as Christmas has its 

various symbols such as holly and 
wreaths, so does the Easter holi­
day feature its own special char­
acteristics. One that immediately 
comes to mind is the Easter egg. 
How did eggs become associated 
with the season we know as 
Easter?

The answer may lie in myths 
and customs of long, long ago. 
The ancient Egyptians and Hin­
dus believed that the world beg^h 
as a huge egg. According to a 
Hindu legend, this egg broke in 
two, with half becoming the sky 
and the other half becoming the 
earth; what was hatched from the 
egg became our sun.

The Finns had a similar legend. 
It seems that the god Ukko sent a 
water bird to nest on the knee of 
the great Water-Mother. Earth 
and the Heavens were formed 
from the broken eggs of the water 
bird, the Finns once thought.

Samoans believed that (he God 
Tangaloa-Langi was hatched out 
of an egg, with the bits of its shell 
scattering over the Pacific to 
become the Samoan Islands.

It was the custom of the ancient 
Persian and Greeks to gift each 
other with eggs during spring fes­
tivals in celebration of the new 
life springing up around them, 
while the ancient Druids had a 
ceremony that centered on the 
eggs of serpents, which were 
sacred to these pagan people. 
During the ceremony, the Druids 
would circle around the eggs, 
which represented life; the circle 
signified eternity.

So it seems that the association

of eggs with birth was a universal 
one; in fact, historians think that 
Easter eggs go back a very long 
way, although they were not men­
tioned in writings until 500 years 
ago.

Because eggs were given up 
(along with meat) during Lent in 
the Middle Ages - due to reli­
gious reasons and due to the scar­
city of food in winter - they 
became a special treat. The nobi­
lity made it a practice to gift their 
servants with fresh eggs at Easter 
time, and children were some­
times gifted with eggs for the 
holiday.

Easter Eggs Magical

In time, people began to 
believe in the magical powers of 
Easter eggs. Many thought that 
burying painted eggs in the 
ground around Easter time would 
make their grapevines grow well. 
Up to a century ago, the British 
believed that the yolk of an egg 
laid on Good Friday and kept for 
a hundred years would turn into a 
diamond.

Over the years, decorating eggs 
for Easter evolved into a folk art, 
especially in Eastern Europe. 
There, the peasants made their 
own dyes, using onion skins, hick­
ory bark, roots and walnut shells 
to create the hues that colored 
their eggs. Intricate designs were 
often used, but certain motifs 
occured again and again: the sun, 
symbolizing good luck; a hen or 
rooster, to make wishes come 
true; a deer, symbolizing good 
health; and flowers, representing

love and beauty.
These intricately decorated 

eggs were blessed at the local 
church and then distributed to 
friends and family.

In Germany, designs were 
scratched on colored eggs; this 
art was brought to the United 
Stales by the Pennsylvania 
Dutch.

Nowadays, Easter eggs are still 
part of the holiday celebration, 

not only in the United States, but 
in other parts of the world.

In Switzerland, after attending 
morning services, Swiss children 
hurry home to see if the Easter 
Hare has left them gifts such as 
candy eggs and other goodies.

In Sweden, egg-rolling contests 
are held on Easter Sunday; this 
custom is also popular in Eng­
land and other European coun­
tries. It is thought that the cus­
tom was originally associated 
with the stone being rolled away 
from the tomb of Christ on 
Easter Sunday.

Norwegian Tradition

Norwegian children begin col­
lecting eggshells weeks before 
Easter. They paste the shells toge­
ther with bright paper and then 
decorate them with cutouts, or 
paint pictures on them.

In the Netherlands, Easter 
Sunday means hunting for 
brightly colored eggs. Dutch chil­
dren also engage in a game of hit­
ting the eggs, which have been 
hardboiled, or course! The 
players try to match up their 
Easier eggs with a friend’s of the 
same color. The object is to try 
and break the shell of the other 
egg without breaking your own.

candies shaped like eggs and 
resembling semiprecious stones 
after their traditional feast of 
roast lamb at Easter.

Young German girls are taught 
the art of painting and decorating 
Easter eggs by melting wax over 
charcoal and then “painting” the 
wax onto the egg with a pen. The 
eggs are then colored and the wax 
removed, leaving a white design. 
The eggs are then rubbed with 
bacon to make them shine.

The Polish people make a 
ritual of cutting a colored Faster 
egg; this is done by the father of 
the household, who distributed a 
portion to everyone at (he table.

In the United States, every 
youngster expects to find a basket 
filled with candy eggs, left by the 
Easter bunny. And, the annual

VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM’S 
ETHICS LAW

The ethics law went into effect on August 15, 1991. The Village of 
Kewaskum’s ethics law effective date will be March 21. 1994.

II. Statutory References. u
The ethics law can be found in the Wisconsin Statutes ss. 19.42 and
ss. 19.59.

III. Governmental Units and Local Public Officials Affected.
( ss. 19.42 (7u); ss. 19.42 (7w); ss. 19.42 (7x)).
1 Local governmental unit - a political subdivision of this state, a 
special purpose district in this state, an instrumentality or corporation 
of such a political instrumentality or corporation of such a political 
subdivision or special district, a combination of subunit of any of the 
foregoing or an instrumentality of the state and any of the foregoing.

2. Local public official -
(a) an individual holding an elective office of a local government;
(b) a village administrator or village manager,
(c) an individual holding an appointive office or position of a local 
government in which an individual serves for a specified or unspeci­
fied term, or a position filled by an independent contractor, or 
(d) an individual holding an appointive office or position of a local 
government which is filled by the governing body of the local govern­
ment or the executive or administrative head of the local government 
and in which incumbent serves at the pleasure of the appointing 
authority, except a clerical position limited to the exercise of ministeri­
al action or a position filled by an independent contractor.

IV. Prohibited Conduct (ss. 19.59 (1))
1. Use of Office for Private Gain. No local public official may use his 
or her public position or office to obtain financial gain or anything of 
substantial value for the private benefit of himself or herself of his or 
her immediate family, or for an organization with which he or she is 
associated.
2. Offer or Receipt of Anything of Value. No person may offer or 
give to a local public official, directly or indirectly, and no local public 
official may solicit or accept from any person, directly or indirectly, 
anything of value if it could reasonably be expected to influence the 
local public official’s vote, official’s actions or judgement, or could rea­
sonably be considered as a reward for any official action or inaction 
on the part of the local public official.
Note - This paragraph does not prohibit a local public official from 
engaging in outside employment.

3. Action Affecting Substantial Interest or Benefits. No public offi­
cial may take any official action substantially affecting a matter in 
which the official, a member of his or her immediate family, or an 
organization with which the official is associated has a substantial 
financial interest.
4. Actions Affecting Substantial Interest or Benefits. No public offi­
cial may use his or her office or position in a way that produces or 
assists in the production of a substantial benefit, direct or indirect, for 
the official, one or more members of the official’s immediate family 
either separately or together, or organization with which the official is 
associated. «^ v ,
Note - Paragraphs 3 and 4 do not prohibit a local official from taking 

any action concerning the lawful payment of salaries or employe 
benefits or reimbursement of actual and necessary expenses.

V. Penalty and Enforcement (ss 19.59 (7); ss 19.59 (8)).
1. Any person who violates the prohibitions outlined in ss 19.59 (1) 
may be fined up to $1,000.00 for each violation. In addition, other legal 
or equitable relief may be obtained, including but not limited to man­
damus, injunction or declaratory judgement, as appropriate.
2. The ethics law shall be enforced in the name and on behalf of the 
state by action of the district attorney or any county in which the viola­
tion may occur, upon the verified complaint of any person. If any dis­
trict attorney fails or refuses to commence action within 20 days after 
receiving a verified complaint, the person making the complaint may 
petition the attorney general who may act upon the complaint.
Note - If the district attorney prevails, the court shall award reasonable 
costs and any forfeiture recovered to the county of violation. If the 
attorney general prevails, the court shall award the same to the state.

VI. Advisory Opinions. ( ss 19.59 (5); ss 19.59 (6)).
1. Any individual, either personally or on behalf of an organization or 
governmental body, or any appointing officer, with the consent of 
prospective appointee, may in writing request an advisory opinion 
regarding the propriety of any matter to which the person or prospec­
tive appointee is or may become a party. The request should be 
directed to the county or municipal ethics board if there is one, or to 
the county corporation counsel or attorney for the local governmental 
unit.
2. Such request shall be reviewed and an advisory opinion may be 
given in writing. However, an advisory opinion is not required to be 
given. The identity of an individual requesting an advisory opinion or of 
individuals or organizations mentioned in the opinion may not be made 
public.
3. It is prima facie evidence of intent to comply with this section when 
a person refers a matter to a county or municipal ethics board or a 
county corporation counsel or attorney for a local governmental unit 
and abides by the advisory opinion, if the material facts are as stated 
in the opinion request.
4. The advisory opinion may be made public with the consent of the 
individual requesting the advisory opinion or organization or govern­
mental body on whose behalf it is requested. A summary of an adviso­
ry opinion issued under this subsection may be made public after mak­
ing sufficient alterations in the summary to prevent disclosing the iden­
tities of individuals involved in the opinion.
5. A person who makes or purports to make public the substance of or 
any portion of an advisory opinion requested by or on behalf of the 
person waives the confidentiality of the request of an advisory opinion 
and of any records obtained or prepared in connection with the 
request for an advisory opinion.
6. Any county corporation counsel, attorney for a local governmental 
unit or statewide association of local governmental units may request 
the Wisconsin Ethics Board to issue an opinion concerning the inter­
pretation of the statutory code of ethics for local public officials. The 
Board shall review such a request and may (but is not required to) 
advise the person making the request.

VII. Formal Opinions of the Wisconsin Ethics Board.
1. Meals, Lodging Travel and Entertainment. The Department of 
Development may sponsor an anniversary celebration of a Wisconsin 
Corporation if, but only if, the department determines that the event 
will benefit the State of Wisconsin and will promote business, econom-
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food, drink and lodging offered in connection with the celebration to 
the extent that the items are provided by the Department of 
Development. OEB 93-2 (January 27, 1993).
2. Influencing Official Judgement. A vendor should not sponsor a river 
cruise for local public officials attending a convention if more than an 
insignificant number of the officials attending are responsible for mak­
ing or approving purchasing decisions that could invoke the vendor’s 
goods. OEB 92-31 (November 25, 1992).
3. Improper Use of Office. A village engineer should not act in an offi­
cial capaaty with respect to the review of plans the engineer has pre 
pared in a private capacity or submitted by developers with which the 
village engineer is associated. OEB 92-28 (September 15 1992)
4. Improper Use of Office. A Village Board member should not partici­
pate in official discussions, deliberations and votes with respect to lea 
islation (that is, ordinances and the like) affecting his or herreal estate 
interests except to the extent that he action affects a whole class of 
similarly situated interests, and the board member’s interest is insignif­
icant when compared to all affected interests, and the action’s effect 
on the board member’s private interests is neither significantly greater 
nor less than upon other interests affected by the act.

The Village Board member ought not to participate in quasi-judicial 
deliberations or decision-making such as actions on permits licenses 
rezoning of specific parcels, and the like affecting the member’s inter-’ 
ests or competing real estate interests. In those instances in which the 
member should refrain from votes, the member should also refrain 
from discussion and deliberations and ask that the minutes reflect that 
the member has withdrawn. OEB 92-22 (June 16, 1992).
5. Improper Use of Office. A law firm should not purchase meals for 
officials of local units of government the firm represents (nor should a 
local public official accept) unless, and only to the extent that, the local 
government would otherwise bear the official’s expense and the gov­
ernmental units obligation to bear the expense is expressly authorized 
by, and in accordance with, established written criteria. OEB 92-17 
(April 17, 1992).
6. Disqualification. A local public official is not disqualified from partici­
pating in the award of a contract to a business simply because that 
business is involved in an unrelated joint venture with the official’s 
employer. OEB 92-10 (March 24, 1992).
7. Entertainment. A local public official should not permit another to 
pay the official’s costs of a golf outing to which the official has been 
invited because of holding an official position. OEB 92-9 (March 24 
1992).
8. Meals. A local public official may attend a breakfast meeting spon­
sored by a private firm at a convention if the official's local governmen­
tal unit would otherwise pay the cost. OEB 92-9 (March 24, 1992).

RECYCLING TIPS
The Village of Kewaskum continues its Mandatory 

Recycling Program. This article is one in a series of several 
that is designed to help you more thoroughly understand 
the details of the program.

Items to be placed inside the bin or bag together 
include: aluminum containers, glass bottles and jars (clear, 
green & brown), #1 P.E.T. plastic bottles, #2 H.D.P.E. 
plastic bottles and wide mouth containers, steel/tin cans, 
and bi-metal steel/aluminum containers. Items to be bun­
dled and set along side the bins or bags include: newsprint, 
corrugated cardboard, and magazines. Lead acid batteries 
are also to be set along side the bins or bags for pick up.

NOTE, the dark green recycling bins may be placed at 
the curb every Wednesday for pick up unless specifically 
noticed in the newspaper. The blue recycling bags from 
multi-family dwellings are only to be placed for pick up 
the 1st and 3rd Wednesday of each month.

Fhe focus recyclable items this week is tin and steel 
vans.

Type of Cans: Food Cans Only.
Preparation: RINSE CLEAN. This is the most impor­

tant aspect of a successful recycling program. Containers 
that are contaminated with food residue cannot be recy­
cled. REMOVE LABELS. This is easily done by slitting 
the label with a knife or fingernail and peeling it off. Place 
the cover into the can. Flattening the can is optional, but 
will conserve space in the bin or bag. Place cans in the 
dark green recycling bin or blue recycling bag.

Indian Boys Fifth

WEST BEND - The 
Kewaskum boys track team took 
a minor step backward in their 
showing at the Washington 
County Indoor meet, here, last 
Thursday.

After finishing fifth (62 
points) in the 1993 meet, the

points. West Bend East won the 
boys meet for the fifth time in 
the last six years, upending 
defending champion Hartford 
128-108.

consecutive days. "We felt that 
the kids wouldn't be able to run 
at their best on two consecutive 
nights like that."

Several KHS athletes turned 
in good efforts in the meet. The 
pole vaulting combination of 
Brad Jackson and Wade Kreis 
showed why they will be at, or 
near the top of that event this 
season. Jackson, finished sec­
ond, clearing 11-6, while Kreis 
was right behind, taking third 
with his leap of 11-0.

Kreis also had a fine perfor­
mance in the long jump, where 
he look second. Kreis leaped 19- 
5, well behind first-place Bryan 
Hetzel’s mark of 20-11.75.

Junior Travis Jacak once 
again placed in the high jump, 
taking third by clearing 6-0. 
Jacak also added a fifth in the 
high hurdles (7.1++).

Tony Rix added a fourth in 
the 400 (58.8), while Andy 
Mathias finished sixth in the 
shot put (42-3.5). KHS also took 
fifth in both the six-lap and 10- 
iap relays.
