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Sidewalks Again An Issue

The continuing saga of the 
Kewaskum sidewalk issue 
reared its head again at last 
Monday evening's Village 
Board meeting.

The proposed sidewalk in 
question runs along the east side 
of Reigle Drive with the proper­
ty belonging to the Kewaskum 
School District.

In his opening statement on 
this issue, President Robert 
Wagner said, "There has been 
quite a bit of behind-the-scenes 
discussion held with the school 
district regarding the proposed 
sidewalk. One reason it became 
an issue is because the Village 
does not have the right-of-way 
to put them in."

When the road was laid out 
the curb was placed right on the 
easement

Wagner also stated, "I know 
in the past, sidewalks have 
always been a real hot topic in 
this town. And it probably will 
continue to be. I feel sidewalks 
should be put where they're 
needed. A month or so back I 
was opposed to the sidewalk 
next to Herriges Oil."

"With this particular side­
walk (east of Reigle Drive) I 
feel personally it is needed. Of 
all places you want a sidewalk, 
it is at a school. For obvious 
safety reasons and especially

I'll be honest 
with you... talking foolish... we 
did a study on it. It's going to 
cost them a helluva lot more 
money because they could be 
assessed the full amount to do 
that."

Wagner stressed, "Again, I 
think this is ludicrous that we 
would argue over not putting a 
sidewalk at a school! Of all 
places that you would want 
sidewalk, especially with the 
improvements going up at 
school, this just doesn't make 
sense."

A member of the audience,

named him Agent of the Year.

I 
don't see why the Village resi­
dents should have to pay more 
for it."

Police Chief Richard 
Knocbel added, "I agree with 
the safety factor. They’re putting 
a new football field in. Right

now, it will probably be during 
the day but someday they'll 
probably put lights in and it will 
be dark. It's bad enough now 
when they're walking around the 
streets in the dark, I'd much 
rather have people on the side­
walks walking to and from the 
games, rather than walking up 
and down the road."

Gavin added, "I think as 
more and more people see how 
foolish the school system is 
being about this... maybe it 
wouldn't hurt for the village to 
write a letter in the paper letting 
the people know in the school 
district and the village what's 
going on... explaining the situa­
tion, and maybe some of the 
people on the school board will 
wake up and decide that maybe 
they should work with the vil­
lage instead of talking as foolish 
as they have been, not worrying 
about the cost or what it's going 
to do to the village. A mistake 
was made that the right-of-way 
was not given or taken. 
Somewhere along the line you 
should try and work it out 
instead of spending $7,000 by 
working it out or paying 
$14,000. It's still taxpayers 
money being spent. Let more of 
the public know about it."

President Wagner agreed, 
saying, "The School Board had 
agreed to have a meeting on this 
at their last meeting and I was 
going to attend it, but they said, 
no, they would bring it up and 
talk about it but then they didn't 
take any action on it. Up until 
now, I didn't want to start rub­
bing their face in it, and we

wanted to be nice about it at 
first, but now, I felt, you're right, 
we are going more public with 
it."

Trustee Dave Goeden staled 
he had been in contact with a 
school board member and the 
subject possibly could be 
brought up at the school board 
meeting, also held Monday 
evening.

Gavin said, "I see no reason 
why the village residents should 
have to pay for half of that side­
walk. You put sidewalks in front 
of our churches, any other build­
ing, and they have to pay 100%. 
I see no reason to make an 
exception for the school sys­
tem."

To clarify. Administrator 
Daniel Schmidt explained, 
"...The option the board shows... 
instead of paying the legal 
expense, offering to pay half the 
sidewalk... it's a benefit for both 
units of government."

Following more discussion, it 
was the consensus of the board 
to write another letter to the 
school board, further explaining 
the situation and stating the 
options. Therefore, the ball will 
again be in the school board's 
court.

Wagner did state in closing, 
"It's already too bad that we 
couldn't do it (put in the side­
walk) this year because I think 
the safety of the children is of 
the utmost importance and I 
don't think that should take a 
back seat to anything else."

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Fire Helped to Shape
Wisconsin's Forests

Although most Wisconsin 
residents associate Mrs. 
O'Leary's cow with starling the 
Chicago fire of 1864, they are 
not aware of equally severe fires 
that destroyed large sections of 
the State of Wisconsin during 
the nineteenth century.

One hundred years ago, 
during the summer of 1894, the 
area around Phillips was literal­
ly transformed into a towering 
inferno. The blaze destroyed 
more than 100,000 acres of 
land.

Unlike Chicago, there are 
no anecdotes concerning the ori­
gin of the Phillips fire, nor is 
there any solid historical evi­
dence that establishes the reason 
for the tragedy. A second differ­
ence lies in the fact that this fire 
did not bring out public senti­
ments for fire prevention.

Part of the reason may be 
due to the public attitude that 
fire constituted a viable option 
for clearing land for farming 
development. When settlers 
originally arrived in Wisconsin 
in the 1620s, they discovered a 
land which contained seemingly 
endless forests. The missionar­
ies and fur traders were fol­
lowed by trappers and small 
cities were formed. As fanning 
communities developed, lum­
bermen cut down thousands of 
acres of pines to provide lumber 
for buildings in Milwaukee, 
Chicago and St. Louis.

Farmers tried to use the 
cleared land for farming and 
during the nineteenth century 
would even intentionally start
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forest fires to clear the land. 
Wisconsin forests acquired the 
nickname of "the Cutover," 
since farmers considered fire lo 
be as much of an agricultural 
tool as the plow or the ax.

Although some environ­
mental pioneers, such as Aldo 
Leopold, recognized the futility 
of these procedures, little 
thought was given to forest con­
servation until the early portion 
of the twentieth century. In 
1904, E.M. Griffith was 
appointed as Wisconsin's first 
state forester, but forestry con­
servation measures still lacked 
public support.

Today, foresters from the 
Department of Natural Resour­
ces estimate that an average of 
2,500 forest fires per year 
occurred in Wisconsin during 
the early 1930's and that these 
fires destroyed nearly half a 
million acres each year.

Eventually economic and 
soil conditions ended hopes for 
a large scale fanning industry in 
Northern Wisconsin and efforts 
were made to restore forest 
lands. During the depression, 
The Civilian Conservation 
Corps provided over 66,000 
men to help replant the forests 
and fight forest fires. With com­
petent fire protection, the forest­
ed land became highly desirable 
property and today Wisconsin's 
forests have become an integral 
part of the state's economy.

July 19,1919

What probably is consid­
ered one of the best moves that 
has ever been made toward the 
interest of the cheese business in 
this community, was pulled off 
last week when B. Schriber, 
wholesale cheese dealer of 
Sheboygan, decided to place a 
warehouse in this village for the 
purpose of storing and shipping 
cheese. Part of the L. 
Rosenheimer warehouse, locat­
ed near the malt house has been 
rented, and equipped with a 
paraphine tank, storing and 
shipping room. Otto Hammen of 
Sheboygan has been engaged to 
take charge of the warehouse, 
and will take care of all cheese 
brought to him. Ernest Slyfield, 
also of Sheboygan, will do the 
buying for Mr. Schriber. The 
placing of a warehouse in this 
village by Mr. Schriber was 
made necessary on account of 
too much cheese being spoiled 
while being shipped from 
Kewaskum to Sheboygan. It is 
said that cheese shipped from 
this village on Tuesdays would 
not reach the warehouse until 
the following Monday, during 
which time hundreds of dollars 
worth of cheese would be 
spoiled with each shipment. 
With a warehouse in this vil­
lage, cheese makers can bring 
their cheese to said place at any 
time during the forepart of the 
week instead of one particular 
day as heretofore. When a car­
load has been received, it will be 
shipped direct to the eastern 
market. Mr. Hammen informed 
us that it is the intentions of Mr. 
Schriber to erect a large ware­
house in this village as soon as 
business will warrant it.

Parents Help Kids 
Discover Interests

(West Bend) - It may seem 
like the list of activities avail­
able to your child is endless — 
sports teams, music lessons, 
dance, gymnastics, art, summer 
camps, Scouts, 4-H. And thats 
just the beginning.

It's easy for parents to get 
caught up in offering children 
all these opportunities and for­
getting that kids don't need to be 
busy every minute to have fun 
and learn.

Parents may want to assess 
whether they want their children 
to participate because they think 
their child will enjoy the activity 
and learn from it, or because the 
activity meets some of the par­
ents' expectations about what 
children should do.

There's a difference 
between providing an opportu­
nity to discover a child's inter­
ests, and pushing a child into 
something they clearly dislike. 
It's easy for parents to introduce 
children to activities that they 
think the children will like or 
excel in. But children are indi­
viduals, and they need to have 
some say in the matter.

When parents choose activ­
ities for their children, they:

— Evaluate whether the pro­
gram or project is developmen­
tally appropriate. Is your child 
ready for a structured activity? 
Can he or she sit still for half an 
hour and follow instructions? 
Does he or she have the energy, 
fine motor skills and concentra­
tion needed?

— Examine whether the pro­
gram is balanced. Does it pro­
vide opportunities to be active,

creative, reflective and social 
with other children?

- Take into consideration 
what type of person your child 
is. Talk to him or her about per­
sonal interests. Think about 
what he or she enjoys and what 
he or she is good at.

-- Think about why you as a 
parent are interested in the pro­
gram. Is it because the activity . 
will appeal to your child and 
develop skills, or because you 
want a winner in the family?

- Decide what you will do 
if your child dislikes the activi­
ty. Parents need to evaluate 
whether it is really in the chil­
dren’s best interest to stick with 
an activity if he or she doesn't 
enjoy it.

Parents also can remember 
that kids don't have to be busy 
and active all the time. One 
thing parents can teach their 
children is that they can't do it 
all. It's not realistic. One of the 
luxuries of childhood is being 
without a strict schedule.

Parents can show their chil­
dren how to enjoy themselves 
without a lot of formal activi­
ties. You can encourage your 
child to read, dream and reflect 
without enrolling him or her in a 
program. Perhaps you and he 
can keep a journal of the sum­
mer, plan a special outing or 
visit a park together. Children 
often say what they enjoy most 
is one-on-one time with a par­
ent, regardless of what they do 
together.
