Village Board Approves ‘95 Budget

The Kewaskum Village
Board met on Monday, No-
vember 28, to approve the
1995 budget.

In reviewing budget items,
that were previously dis-
cussed at great length at past
board meetings, Administra-
tor Daniel Schmidt was asked
by audience member Gary
Gavin to go over, "areas
where major increases are
from last year."

Schmidt explained, "prop-
erty tax proposed for 1995 is
$445,152.00 and that reflects
a $14,872.00 increase and
that would equal 3.5%."

After further discussion,
Gavid asked, "What is the
highway project actually
costing the village." To
which Schmidt replied,
"$262,000." Schmidt also
stated the stop and go lights
on Highway H are included
in the project.

In a memo to taxpapers
the village explained it has
again been able to maintain a
stable/balanced budget. As

far as the general budget, an
increase of 4.8% was real-
ized. The property tax por-
tion of the budget has
increased by $14,872 or
3.5%. The equalized value
for 1994 increasing
$12,608,300 or 14.8% and
the assessed value for 1994
increased $2,706,500 or
4.0%.

What this translates into
for the Village of Kewaskum
taxpayers is good news. The
tax levy for 1995 reflects an
increase of 6.9% and a tax
rate increase of 2.73% or
$.19 per $1,000 of assessed
value. The rate for the year
ending December 31, 1994 is
$7.3179 per $1,000 of
assessed value.

The State of Wisconsin
has kept the "Lottery Credit”
on the tax bill. This "Lottery
Credit" is estimated to be
$105.68 per each claimed
primary residence.

The level of all basic ser-
vices are to remain almost

the same, as is with mainte-
nence of all Village property
to continue on an even sched-
ule.

The assessed gross tax
rate has increased from
$35.50 to $37.91 this year.
This does not mean all taxing
jurisdictions have followed in
the Villages footsteps. The
Kewaskum School District is
realizing an increase of
$1.438 or 6.9% for 1995. The
Washington County rate has
increased $.602 or or 11.2%,
the MPTC (VTAE) rate has
increased $.144 or 7.1% and
the State rate has increased
$.026 or 10.3%. The Village
has no authority to approve
or disapprove these rale
increases; they are just man-
dated to collect those taxes.

The State Tax Credit for
1995, $1.84 reflects a
decrease. This means a
decrease in the tax credit of
$.04 or 2.3% which means an
increase in the net tax rate
will be realized.

"Doc" Edwards is sort of a
legend in these parts; at least
in Kewaskum, he's remem-
bered as the country doclor,
sometimes story teller, who
brought alot of today's resi-
dents into this world with the
help of his wife, Alma.

Now a part of their lives
lives on through their daugh-
ter, Gwen Dreher, and her
new Bed and Breakfast estab-
lishment, "The Doctor's Inn.”
Dreher recently purchased
her parent's home on Fond du
Lac Avenue, a sprawling two
story trimmed in green shul-
ters and landscaped like a
country garden, and has put
her experience as an interior
designer o work.

The Drehers had settled in
Kenosha, and for 15 years,
Gwen worked as a designer
while her husband Jules
owned and operated five gas
stations throughout the arca.
In 1988, her parents asked i
she would like 1o move back
home and live with them,
secing they were getting up
there in years and would pre-
fer staying in the comlort ol
their own house rather than
£0 10 a nursing home.

In '89, Gwen began the
slow process of moving back
to Kewaskum, but in 1990
her father died at the age of
85. Left with her mother (o
care for, she realized Alma
had Alzheimer's Discase --
creating the added challenge
of keeping a constant ¢ye on
her. She also began redeco-
rating her childhood home,
working with a room at a
time in the winter, and taking
on the yard work in the sum-
mer.

Her husband finished
tying up loose ends in 1992,
and joined Gwen. They pur-
chased the house across the
street as an investment, fixed

it up, and recently sold it in
order to purchase the Ed-
ward’s home, which became
official this past October
1 1th.

Doc and Alma Edwards
traveled here from Minnesota
in 1929, settling in the house
next to the present property,
which at that time contained
an apple orchard. The
orchard was purchased from
the government in 1847, and
changed hands several times,
before they bought the piece
of property, hired an archi
tect, and built their dream
home in 1940,

"In her teens, Alma
worked in some wealthy
homes in Sheboygan - that's
how she met Doc,” Gwen
explains. "She was caring for
Doc's sister, who had just lost
a baby." Mrs. Edwards grew
up on a farm, and had always
longed to own an ¢legant
home of her own someday.
When her dream became a
reality, the couple worked
side by side, serving as the
doctor and his assistant for
this community for several
decades. "It wasn't always
casy,” remembers Gwen.
"With five children and
cousin Annabelle Tessar liv-
ing with us, our parents often
worked 'til after midnight,
We were alone alot."

The home is truly elegant,
inside and out, graced with
two fireplaces, one in the liv-
ing room and the other in the
basement. But for thirty years
it had no real upkeep and
needed a major overhaul. "1
spent the past four and a half
years fixing it up,” remarks
Dreher, "and it turned out to
be alot of work."

All the hardwood floors
were redone, rooms were
wallpapered in bright colors,
and she recently framed
Doc's old diplomas, on dis-
play in the dining area.

The late "Doc" Edwards photo and diplomas

The Cupid and Floral room reflects

Guwen’s interior design experience.

Everything was purchased,
along with the house, an in
all the nooks and crannies
lies evidence of a doctor's
life, (although most of his
things are on display at the
Kewaskum Historical Soci-
cly.

PPainted metal cabinets are
chock full of old medical
equipment and original desks
and furnishings are located
throughout the interior, as
well as childhood photos of
the family growing up. Every
bit of wall space is filled with
memorabilia. You'll also dis-
cover Jules' passion for col-
lecting treasures and antiques
which create a finishing
touch to The Doctor's Inn.

Gwen adds her love for
creating stitcheries and
afghans, and their enthusiasm
for car racing, the Brewers
and the Packers, decorates
the rec room in the basement.

His original doctor's office
has been turned into a five
room apartment, which they
rent out. At one time, the area
served as examining, treat-
ment and drug storage rooms.
This little country hospital of
sorts was connected to the
main house.

Two bedrooms upstairs
have been turned into guest
rooms for the Bed and

Breakfast. The Cupid and
Floral Room is done in teal
and peach with an old-fash-
ioned four-poster double bed,
and a full size pull-out sleep-
er sofa. A ceiling fan is locat-
ed overhead for summer
comfort and towel racks,
thick with towels, are located
behind the door in each of the
WO rooms.

Lady Indians Split in Openers

PORT WASHINGTON - As
far as season openers go, new
Kewaskum girls basketball
coach Dave Rizzardi will
take his team's effort last
week in the Port Washington
Invitational here.

The Lady Indians made
Rizzardi's debut as KHS boss
a successful one, beating the
host Pirates in the first round
of the tournament, 44-41 on
Friday night.

But Kewaskum couldn't
make it a perfect weekend
the following evening, as the
Indians ran into a cold spell
in the first half, leading to a
47-33 loss to Ozaukee in the
championship contest.

Against the Pirates, the
Lady Indians fell behind in
the first half. Some sloppy
offensive play by Kewaskum
enabled Port Washington to
hold a 26-20 lead heading
into the lockerroom at half-
time.

But KHS came out on fire
in the second behind the hot
shooting of senior forward
Kelly Schreffler. She hit
three three-pointers in the
contest, as the Lady Indians
rallied to tie things at 36-all
after three quarters.

Some tough defense by
KHS in the final stanza
enable them to take the lead
for good. The Indians held
Port Washington to just five
points in the final eight min-
utes of play, thus allowing
them to pull out the close
win.

"It was nice to get a victo-
ry," in his initial coaching
contest, said KHS boss
Rizzardi. "We didn't play all

Schreffler finished with a
game-high 18 points to pace
the Indians attack.

Rick Kania of SEWRPC was
present to update the Commis-
sion on the proposed Land Use
Plan for the Village; and to pre-
sent a summary of desirable
street cross section plans for
arterial, collector, minor and cul-
de-sac streets.

Board Representative for
the Library Board, Trustee
Charles Waala reported that
library circulation is up for 1994
by 4,745; also the new cost as
related to MOLLI/Athena was
reviewed with the Board.

Board Representative for
the Mid-Moraine Municipal
Association, Legislative Com-
mittee, Trustee William Kulas
informed the Board that the
MMMA will be scheduling sev-
eral seminars for employees as
well as Board Members and
encouraged good participation.

It was noted that the
Wildlife Drive project is com-
pleted and that the special
assessment would be mailed out
in early December.

On a motion by Trustee
Robert Beisbier, seconded by
Trustee William Kulas and
unanimously carried by voice
vote, the Board authorized the
signing and mailing of the letter
as presented to the Kewaskum
School Board and Dr. David
Heather regarding the installa-
tion of sidewalk on Reigle Drive
adjacent to the athletic field.

Costs  were reviewed
regarding the renovation needed
on the rental house located at
1102 Fond du Lac Avenue. It
was noted the cosmetic type
repair equalled an estimated
$6,650 and that the immediate
capital improvements would
equal an estimated $23,100 for a
total of $29,750. The additional
capital items not needed to rent
the house, but proposed for the
future, were estimated at
$25,000. The appraised value of
the house was $57,700 or less
per the Village Assessor. It was
noted that all of the contractors
contacted except one, indicated
the Village would best be served

if the building were razed. The
same comment came from the
Assessor, Attorney and Building
Inspector. It was further noted
that the Village did not have any

funds budgeted for such work in
1994 or in the proposed 1995
budget. If the Village Board
would borrow the estimated
$30,000 to complete said work
and pay for it over a 10 year
period, the monthly payments
would be $342.07. The Village
Board also asked the Director of
Public Works to get an estimate
on razing the property which
came in at $3,300 to $7,300
depending on a motion by
Trustee David Goeden, seconded
by Trustee John Borland and
unanimously carried by voice
vote, the Board authorized the
razing of the property located at
1102 Fond du Lac Avenue. It
was further noted that when the
property was purchased in the
mid 70's it was purchased with
the intent to raze the structure
for the placement of the fire
house. The building was in fair
enough condition to rent out to
hopefully recoup some of the
purchase cost. In reality, this
was accomplished with no major
outlays.

A review of the Special
Revenue Fund noted that
$36,530 would be taken from the
Open Space Fund to pay for
those items on the Park Outlay
budget for 1995.

A review of the TIF/CIP
budget as proposed for 1995
revealed that the amount of
increment is estimated at
$332,018, in increase of
$107,556 or + 46.7%.

The Water Department pro-
posed budget for 1995 was
reviewed. It was noted the cur-

rent revenue is up slightly, but
not in comparison to the expen-
ditures. It was further noted that
the Village's rate adjustment has
been submitted to the Public
Service Commission for review.

The Water Pollution
Control Department proposed
budget for 1995 was reviewed.
The revenues are up considering
the rate adjustment recently
acted on by the Village Board
and taking into account the dairy
may only be located in the
Village 6 to 9 months. The
expenditure side of the budget is
proposed to increase $37,510 or
10.7%.

A review of the 1995
Budget Summary was held indi-
cating that the general fund actu-
ally reflected a decrease in the
tax levy. This was clarified by
noting that some capital project
accounts have been set up to
make proper determinations for
the Department of Revenues
Expenditure Restraint Program.
On a motion by Trustee Charles
Waala, seconded by Trustee
William Kulas and unanimously
carried by voice vote, the Board
established the date and time for
the budget public hearings. The
public hearing will be held on
Monday, November 28, 1994 at
7:00 p.m.

Some general budget dis-
cussion was held noting that as
presented on the budget summa-
ry a 2.72% increase would be
reflected on the tax rate, which
would equal $0.194 per $1,000
of assessed value increase. The
gross Village tax rate using these
figures equals $7,318 per $1,000
of assessed value. This would
mean a property assessed at
$70,000 would pay $13.58 more

AN ORDINANCE TO AMENDING CHAPTER 5

WHEREAS, the Fire Department of the Village of Kewaskum has
brought Bylaw changes before the Village Board and the Village
Board has approved those changes as presented and needs to bring
the Municipal Code into compliance.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that 5.05 ORGANIZA-
TION.
(1) (a).COMPOSITION - The Fire Department shall con-

sist of one Chief, an Assistant Chief, First and Second
Captain, First and Second Lieutenant, Rescue Captain,
Rescue Lieutenant, Secretary Lieutenant, Treasurer
Lieutenant and fire fighters. The Members of the Fire
Department shall reside within the Village or in the sec-
tions of the Townships protected by the Fire Department,
the Village of Kewaskum and protected townships. In
addition, persons resident on the roads which form the
perimeter of this area are eligible to become members,pro-
vided that their addresses are listed as resident on such
roads. Any Members resident outside of or absent from
the area here specified, for a period of 90 days or longer,
shall be dropped from the roster of the Kewaskum Fire
Department, unless excused by the Chief.

(b) To be eligible for the Rescue Squad, you must be a
member of the Kewaskum Fire Department and shall
reside within the Village limits or in sections 3, 4, 5, 8, 9,
10, that portion of section 14 bounded on the east by Oak
Road, 15, 16, and 17. In addition, persons resident on the
roads which form the perimeter of this area are eligible to
become members of the rescue squad providing that their
addresses are listed as residing on such roads. You may
also become a rescue squad member if you live in the fire
department boundaries (as described in section (a) of this
chapter) and work within the boundaries described above
and that your employer allows you to leave work to
respond to calls during working hours.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the existing 5.05
Organization be replaced with aforementioned.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as
provided by law.

KEWASKUM -- A team can
play a nearly flawless game
for three quarters - even three
and a half quarters - and still
come up a loser.

KHS Grapplers Blending Youth, Experience

KEWASKUM -- After
a stellar 1993-94 campaign
that saw several firsts record-
ed by his squad, Kewaskum
wrestling mentor John Nell
will have a challenge on his
hands this season.

His quest will be to
blend a group of talented
returning letterwinners with
some enthusiastic underclass-
men. The mix, Nell hopes,
will be a winning one.

"We're very young at the
lower weights," Nell said of
his team. "We've got some
nice kids back though, and
they are working real well.
I'm really happy with the
team that I've got."

Heading the list of
returning grapplers is sopho-
more Joel Dziedzic, who will
open the 1994 campaign at
119 pounds. Dziedzic fin-
ished fifth at the WIAA state
meet at 103 pounds last year,
and Nell thinks he will be
heading back to Madison this
year,

"He's looking real
tough," Nell said of Dziedzic,
who will probably move to
112 pounds after the Christ-
mas break. Wrestlers are
allowed a two-pound allow-
ance at each weight class
after the holidays.

Several seniors return (o
the mix, including longtime
veterans Tyler Dieringer
(135), Jake Thull (130), and
Rich Farchione (171).

Farchione is a two-time
Eastern Wisconsin Confer-
ence champion, and finished
20-4 last season after being
upset in Regional competi-
tion. "He's real tough, and
has set some high goals for
himself this year," Nell said.

Dieringer, meanwhile,
finished 22-10 as a junior,
and "is wrestling real aggres
sively,” this season, accord-
ing to his coach. Thull, a
three-year varsity wrestler, is
very experienced and should
hold his own against anyone,
Nell said.

Other seniors returning
to the varsity lineup include
Jason Czaja (140), Brian
Redig (145) and Peter Reis
(152), although Reis is hav-
ing a problem with sore ribs,
and will be out of action for
awhile.

Junior Tim Gundrum is
back and should hold down
the heavyweight spot in the
lineup. "He looks real tough,”
Nell said, adding, "he went o
some camps over the summer
and is very confident.”

Matt Heather and Craig
Erdmann will battle for the
160-pound slot, while
Richard Wolff will battle
sophomore Bruce Gundrum
for the 189-pound spot. Both
Erdmann and Wolff missed a
lot of practice time during the
hunting season, and will need
catching up before cracking
the starting lineup, Nell
noted. Transfer Eric Kopecky
will occupy the 152-pound
slot for the time being.

Nell is equally excited
about several freshmen who
should see significant mat
time this year. Dieringer's
brother, Josh, will begin the
season as the starting 112-
Pounder, although he likely
will be moved to another
weight class when Dziedzic
is ready to move down.

"He's got a great atti-
tude,” Nell said of the
younger Dieringer, who, "is
hanging right in there with
the more experienced kids."

Fellow freshman Josh
Sterr will open the season at
125 pounds. "He's not afraid
of anybody,” Nell said of the
inexperienced Sterr. "He just
needs to get some mat time."

Nell said that the Indians
currently don't have anyone
to fill the 103 pound spot,
although freshman Clint
Bindrich could fill the void.
"He might have to wait until
after Christmas though,”
when he can actually wrestle
at 105 pounds

It will be tough to dupli-
cate last year's success, as
that squad won its Regional
tournament, thus qualifying
for the state team tournament
for the first time in school
history. The Indians also had
a pair of places at the state
meet - senior Chad Mucker-
heide took fourth - for the
first ime ever.

Making things more dif-
ficult for Nell is that several
seniors who had been a part
of the program the past three
years decided not to go out
for the sport this season. That
surprised Nell, who noted
that all four were qualily
wrestlers, who had experi
enced success in previous
years.

While he says that he
"will leave the door open for
their return,” Nell is confi-
dent that those who did try
out for the sport will perform
well.

"I think we'll be alright,"
he said. "We have some real-
ly nice kids out. We've been
running them through the
mill, working them pretty

hard. But they never com-
plain, They really have been
working hard."”

As for the Indians’
chances in the EW this year,
Nell is optimistic, yet cau-
tious.

"It's going to be a dog-
fight," he said. "One move
(in any match) can determine
alot."

He pointed to New
Holstein, Sheboygan Falls
and Plymouth as other teams
that will be challenging the
Indians for the conference
title. KHS finished third at
the conference meet last sea-
son.

"My main goal is to get
kids down to state," Nell
said. "And I think that we've
got some kids that can do
that."
