Visions of candy coun-
ters from days gone by bring
back memeries of noses
pressed against glass cases
and big decisions over a few
pennies. Now, thanks to Barb
and Jerry Vanderwall,
Kewaskum can enjoy some
of Chicago's finest choco-
lates, along with a selection
of antiques at their new store
located at 131 Main Street,
aptly named, "Antiques and
Fine Chocolates."

The couple formerly
operated the Gingerbread
Antique Mall in Waupun,
until the roof caved in and
the owner wouldn 't fix it.
Their collection of antiques
was moved into the garage,
which meant no more room
for the cars. Afier a period of
three years searching for an
ideal location, the Vander-
walls found what they were
looking for in Kewaskum.

"I've always collected
antiques," Barb recalls, start-
ing with dolls and added on
until her Lobby became big
enough to start a business."
Antique shows became a
great place for us to learn,
compare prices, and general-
ly see what's available. It's
alot of fun because you never
know what you're going to
find."

Throughout the years,
she noticed that the nicer
pieces were getting more and
more difficult to find.
Auctions are another favorite
haunt of the Vanderwalls,
"and it used to be easy to find
twenty items we liked there.
Now it's common for us to
find only one," she points
out, "but it's a great place to
meet alot of nice people.”
They also enjoy traveling out
east in search of antiques,
since the farther west you go
in the country, the less you'll
find to chose from.

Their new store offers a
general line of collectibles,
which means, "a little bit of
everything."

An old erector
set in the original box was
the first one made, set next to
an old wooden butter churn
from 1840,

The two rooms are
arranged so the areas remain
uncluttered and easy to take

in, and the antique enthusiast
can find furniture, toys,
books, pictures, steins, old
trunks, glassware and bowls,
in a variety of price ranges.
"We will be offering a large
selection of furniture... pine
tables, Hoosier cabinets,”
Vanderwall adds, "But we
aren't moving it in quite yet
because of the snow."

Antiques can also be
brought in on consignment,
or, if you have a question
about a keepsake that's been
in the family for years, bring
it in and Barb will try to help.

The Vanderwall's line of
fine chocolates were chosen
from the Chicago area after
sampling a variety of brands
throughout the region.
Rendered the best by their

MILWAUKEE -- St.
Francis Capital Corporation
(NASDAQ:STFR) on Janu-
ary 25, reported a modest
decrease in earnings but
increased earnings per share
for the three months ended
December 31, 1994, the first
quarter of its fisca! year.

Net income was $2.29
million for the three months
ended December 31, 1994,
compared with $2.35 million
for the three months ended
December 31, 1993, Earnings
per share increased 15.2% to
$0.38 for the three months
ended December 31, 1994,
compared with $0.33 for the
three months ended Decem-
ber 31, 1993. The higher
earnings per share for the
three months ended Decem-
ber 31, 1994 was the result of
a lower number of shares
outstanding during that peri-
od compared with 1993, The
results for the quarter include
the results from the Compa-
ny's acquisition on November
21, 1994 of two bank offices
from M&I Corporation. The
new offices are being operat-
ed as a separate bank sub-
sidiary called Bank Wiscon-
sin.

"We are pleased with the
results of our most recent
quarter,” stated John C.
Schlosser, President and
Chief Executive Officer.
“The Company has achieved
higher earnings per share in
the face of significantly
increased interest rates over
the past twelve months."

Although total earnings
were virtually unchanged, the
Company experienced an
increase in net interest
income offset by a decline in
other operating income and
an increase in general and
administrative expenses. The
increase of $1.38 million in
net interest income is primar-
ily the result of the Com-
pany's larger base of earning
assets which averaged $1.04
billion during the three
months ended December 31,
1994 compared with $825
million during 1993. The
assets acquired in the Bank
Wisconsin acquisition are
included in average earning
assets from November 21,
1994 to the end of the quar-
ter. Other operating income
declined $701,000 as a result
of a decline in gains on
investments of $861,000 par-
tially offset by increases in
varous fee incomes. The
decline in gains was primari-
ly due to the effect of the
general increase in interest
rates on the Company's
mortgage operations and in
the Company's mortgage-
backed securities portfolio
and related option positions.
G&A expenses increased
$905,000 primarily as a
result of increased expenses
from the Bank Wisconsin
acquisition and expenses of
the Company's affordable
housing development sub-
sidiary.

Total assets at December

31, 1994 were $1.15 billion,
an increase of $123.8 million
or 12% from the $1.03 billion
in assets at September 30,
1994, Of this growth in
assets, approximately $85
million was obtained from
the acquisition of Bank
Wisconsin. Loans receivable
increased by $73.6 million
although the increase, other
than that acquired through
Bank Wisconsin, was $27.9
million. Funding the growth
in assets was an increase in
deposits of $93.8 million (of
which $71.8 million was
acquired from the Bank
Wisconsin acquisition) and
an increase of $43.7 million
in borrowings.
Non-performing assets
totaled $7.6 million or 0.66%
of total assets at December
31, 1994, compared with
$7.7 million or 0.75% of total
assets at September 30, 1994,
The allowance for loan losses
increased to $4.2 million at
December 31, 1994 com-
pared with $3.4 million at
September 30, 1994. The
increase was primarily due to
the Bank Wisconsin acquisi-
tion which added $694,000 to
the Company's allowance for
loan losses. Net charge-offs
for the three months ended

December 31, 1994 were
$13,000. "The asset quality
of the Company continues to
compare favorably with that
of our peers,” commented
Schlosser.

The Company's book
value per share was $19.86 at
December 31, 1994 com-
pared with $18.40 at
September 30, 1994, The
Company adopted a change
in accounting for ESOP plans
which affects the calculation
of book value per share by
excluding from the calcula-
tion those ESOP shares not
yet released to employees.
Without the change, the
Company's book value per
share would have been
$18.57 at December 31,
1994. The future effect of
this accounting change will
lessen as shares are released
from the ESOP plan.

Why Should | Belong to a Club

What can a club
do for me?

The most important thing
a club can do for you is to
provide 25,000 miles of some
of the best trails in the United
States right here in
Wisconsin.

In Wisconsin each county
has a county level association
or alliance which are made
up of almost all of the local
clubs in that county. All of
the officers and directors of
that county organization are
made up of members of those
local clubs.

The AWSC is a state level
organization with directors
from each county level orga-
nization which again is made
up from local clubs. Every
mile of trail in the state of
Wisconsin is made possible,
not at the state level, or at the
county level, but, you
guessed it. Right back at the
local club, The DNR does
not put in the trails. Neither
does the state or the county.
It is all done at the local club
level.

How do we get these trails
and where does the time and
money come from to make

them all possible?

To start with, every hour
that is worked by club mem-
bers, is time that is donated
along with the equipment
that is needed to make it hap-
pen.

Before a trail is even start-
ed, someone has to lay out
where you want it to go.
Then go to each landowner
and get permission to Cross
his or her property. The
landowners also donate the
use of their property. So keep
this in mind when you are on
the trails. Please respect the
land you are on. Stay on the
trails. Once we have the
agreements of all the
landowners, we then have to
make sure the groomer can
get through without breaking
anything on the drag or
groomer itself. This means
we sometimes have to
remove rocks, stumps, or
sometimes small trees, if we
get the landowners’ permis-
sion. We then go through and
put up stacks and mark the
trails with signs, so everyone
knows where they're at.

What does it cost to put in
and maintain a trail system?

For each mile of trail it

takes approximately 18 blaz-
ers at $2 each, 18 2x2's at 75
cents each, four stop signs at
$4 each, and eight informa-
tion signs at $5 each. For a
grand total of $110 per mile.

When the trail is all in and
the snow comes, the trail has
to be groomed. A good
groomer can cost anywhere
from 10 to 70 thousand dol-
lars. Then you need a drag.
They cost from three to six
thousand dollars. What about
fuel to run the groomer?
When it breaks down, who
fixes it? Who drives it?
Donated time again by a club
member.

In the spring when every-
one has put their machines
away for the summer, and
getting their boats ready for
the lakes, the club members
are back out taking down the
signs and stakes. They're tak-
ing them apart and putting
them away to wait for the
next fall.

We hope they will let us
use the trail again next year,

One more time. What can
my club do for me? Or in the
words of the late John F.
Kennedy, Ask not what my
club can do for me, but what
can I do for my club.

Hello Kewaskum
Statesman readers and how
are you all doing today?

As you know, postage
rate increases went into effect
January 1st. We do have an
ample amount of three cent
stamps for those of you who
still need them. Postage for a
letter up to an ounce is 32
cents and 23 cents for addi-
tional ounces.

The postcard rate is now
20 cents and we also have
one cent stamps available.
The 32 cent stamps are avail-
able in singles, books of 10
($3.20), books of 20 ($6.40),
self adhesive sheets ($5.76),
rolls of 100 ($32) and rolls of
500 ($160). Stamped
envelopes are now 38 cents.

For those of you that
have various "odd" amount
stamps lying around at home,
just write down what you
liave, stop in and we will be
more than happy to assist you
in purchasing stamps to "add
up” to the new postage rates.

For those that use our
vending machine, the 32 cent
stamps are now available. To
assist you, 35 cents will give
you one 32 cent stamp and 3-
1 cent stamps. $1 (in change)
will give you 3-32 cent
stamps and 4-1 cent stamps
and $1.60 (in change) will
give you 5-32 cent stamps.

Many of you are still
awaiting the 1994 mint set. |
have the list of those interest-
ed and as soon as the ship-
ment comes in, 1 will notify
you, okay? For other collec-
tors, we still have a good
variety of 29 cent stamps.
Please feel free to stop in
and/or give me a call and 1
will be more than happy to
assist you.
