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Village Plan Commission Gives Favorable
Recommendation to Apartment Complex

Representatives of
R.T.K.M., LLC, were in
attendance at Tuesday
evening's Plan Commission
meeting to hear input and
answer questions from the
Commission members in
regards to their proposed
apartment complex to be
located on the east village

limits on land already zoned

R-4,

Lengthy discussion en-
sued on the abandonment of
a portion of Highland Drive,
the Certified Survey Map and
the items to be included in
the Developer's Agreement.

Items brought up to be
listed in the Developer's
Agreement included mainte-
nance of roads, outside light-
ing, drainage, retaining a line
of trees, screening of the
dumpsters, northwest buffers,
and possibly a five-foot side-

walk.

The Commission made a
motion for Village Admin-
istrator Daniel Schmidt to list
the criteria discussed.

Following further discus-
sion, the Plan Commission
ultimately made a favorable
recommendation to send the
Conditional Use Permit back
to the Village Board for
Public Hearing, providing
abandonment of the road pro-
cedures are completed.

School Sidewalks Slated for '96

The Kewaskum school
board met with Kewaskum
village officials Monday
night in an informal session,
to talk about issues regarding
the installation of sidewalk
along Reigle Drive.

The section of sidewalk
under construction has been a
topic of discussion since the
mid 80's, and had previously
been scheduled for installa-
tion by the village in 1994,

Approximately 700 feet
of sidewalk needs to be
installed at this location, with
the village citing continual
growth in that area to the
north and northwest of the
village as the main reason for
implementing the project.

According to village
reports, the growth and po-
tential for growth within the
village limits equals eleven
family homes, two duplexes,
and six multi-family build-

ings. This equals a total of 63
living units, of which 47 have
already been built.

Also, the farm to the
north is prime land for resi-
dential expansion, with two
streets already designated for
access. The area to the
northwest has been recently
annexed, bringing in an addi-
tional six homes. As yet, the
area to the north has not been
annexed, but does have seven
homes using this as their
access. More annexation
could take place in the future.

Members of the school
board expressed concerns,
regarding costs, responsibili-
ty, and ownerships of the
property. It was pointed out
that sufficient right of way
was not available because the
road bed was extended to the
ROW limits along that sec-
tion of Reigle Drive. Several
alternatives were discussed,

with both boards looking at a
66-30 sharing agreement.

Under this type of agree-
ment, the school would retain
ownership of the land, with
some type of sharing arrange-
ment set up for the benefit of
both parties, as well as
expansion of the easement
for the sidewalk.

Although the sidewalk
within the village is general-
ly five feet wide, because the
street right of way is less than
normal, a four foot sidewalk
will be installed at this loca-
tion, at an estimated cost of
$6,000, or approximately
$8.57 per lineal foot.

No votes were taken as
both parties will take the dis-
cussed information back for
approval at their regular busi-
ness meetings. If all goes as
projected, construction will
begin during the summer of
1996.

Board Acts on Miscellaneous Items

Besides the public hearing
on the proposed apartment
complgx detailed in last
week's issue, the Kewaskum
Village Board also addressed
many other agenda items dur-
ing last Monday evening's
meeting.

The board voted unani-
mously to hire Dennis
Aupperle, 24, for the position
of General Maintenance
Worker within the Depart-
ment of Public Works.
Aupperle, who resides in the
Town of Kewaskum, is
expected to start March 7. It
should be noted the person
hired previously to fill this
position, declined the job.

Chairman of Protection
and Public Safety John
Borland reported his commit-

tee is awaiting a recommen-
dation by the electric compa-
ny in regards to additional
street lighting located in
strategic village locations
that appear to be dark spots.
Chuck Waala, Chairman
of Parks and Recreation,
announced his committee had
approved a bid from Century
Fence Company in the
amount of $7,064 for the
installation of backstops and
fencing at Kiwanis Com-
munity Park. The board
unanimously gave their final
approval. Discussion was
also held on the possible
installation of volleyball
courts at River Hill Park.
Trustee Robert Stoltz-
mann gave a report on a Mid
Moraine Association meeting
he had attended in which the
Department of Natural Re-

sources gave a presentation
on recycling.

Stoltzmann stated many
neighboring communities are
experiencing difficulties with
recycling. In answer to a
question about what happens
if residents don't recycle,
Village = Administrator
Schmidt stated the garbage
contractor will not pick up
bags that obviously contain
items that must be recycled,
or if residents do not comply
with state mandated recy-
cling rules.

The Administrator also
explained details on the
Water Utility Rate adjust-
ment. The board voted unani-
mously to affirm the action
of the Public Service
Commission.

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Zoning Ordinance In Relation to Home
Occupations Amended by Town of Scott

The Town of Scott has
amended its zoning ordi-
nance by an addition relating
to home occupations,

The amendment indi-
cates that no home occupa-
tion shall be established,
altered or enlarged unless it
is in compliance with all of
the standards which apply to
the district in which it is
located. Other restrictions
limit employment of not
more than one non-resident
part-time employed.

Other regulations
include the following: Only a
limited number of retail sales
may be conducted on the
premises, the building (resi-
dence) may not be altered
giving it a business character,
the home occupation shall be
conducted within the princi-
pal residential building, and
in a permitted private acces-
sory building if necessary.
Outside storage of equipment
or materials used in the occu-
pation may not be stored out-
side and home occupation
does not include automotive
business.

The board emphasized

"common sense” be used in
defining the restrictions. This
came about relative to a
question concerning a baby-
sitting business having a
swing set in the backyard.
The question was, "Is that
type of equipment referred to
in the restrictions or would it
be necessary to remove such
items from the premises?”
Common sense was the
answer, The same answer
was given on trucks and
equipment which returns to
the home each evening in a
business such as landscaping
or tree trimming.

A zoning request by
Shaun and Kim Eckmann
was tabled.

The location of a recent-
ly drilled well will be taken
up at the March meeting.

Dave and Judy Curry of Small Engine Service

In business since last
October, Small Engine Ser-
vice, located at 2979 Newark
Drive in the Town of Barton
has been building a steady
clientele of customers from
the surrounding area.

Owners Dave and Judy
Curry have spent the past
year renovating a large out-
building on their property
into usable area, which in-
cludes a shop, office and
showroom. "I wish I had
before and after pictures to
show you," Judy declares,
remembering the building's
disrepair before their project
began.

Their new business
offers all aspects of repair
and maintenance of small
engines, such as lawnmow-
ers, snow blowers, weed
eaters, generators, cement
mixers, and all lawn and gar-
den equipment.

Dave Curry has been in-
volved in the small engine
profession since 1984, when
he started at Kohler, after
earning an Associate's De-
gree in Engine Design and
Technology. In 1986, he
changed employers and
began working at Tecumseh,
a manufacturer of small
engines.

There he specialized in
troubleshooting, as a sales
rep selling to manufacturers.
If a company is going to be
building a product that uses a
Tecumseh engine, Dave's the
man they deal with, including
parts and service. He is also
skilled as a service coordina-
tor, dealing with customers
and dealers who have any
problems with the engines
themselves. Dave's territory
includes all of eastern
Wisconsin.

The couple are both
originally from the area, so
they have a feel for the needs
of the community, and view
their evening hours as a plus,
not a drawback. Since they
work full-time during the
day, Small Engine Service is
open Monday through Friday
from five to nine, and Satur-
days from nine to three.

"Our hours are geared
for the homeowner who

works, and needs to 1ind a
place that's open when others
aren't," Dave points oul.

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'Lac Lawrann Legacy'
Now Available at Stores

It was 1955 when Ann
and Lawrence Maurin invest-
e¢d some money in a 20 acre
parcel of Kettle Moraine hills
and wetland to use as their
own private campground,
when it became increasingly
difficult for the Milwaukee
couple to find secluded
campsites.

Little did they know this
special place would someday
prove to be their legacy, and
grow into a 104 acre conser-
vancy that's host to over 236
types of plants and 234 dif-
ferent species of birds.

How Lac Lawrann Con-
servancy was transiormed
from a dumping site into a
nature refuge is the subject of
a recently published book,
based on the journal writings
of Ann Maurin. "Lac
Lawrann Legacy," a 202
page soft cover book, chroni-
cles 25 years worth of work
the couple engaged in, plant-
ing over 8,000 trees, shrubs,
and flowers and dredging a
shallow lake to restore open
waler,

Weckends were spent on
the property, sleeping in their
Nash car with the fold down
seats and screened in win-
dows. The land bore the scars
of years of grazing, dumping,
and water level changes, and
their first endeavors included
hauling out car loads of trash
and developing a restoration
program, with birds and their
habitat as top priority.

Ann writes in her book,
"although we had no real
plan for development when
we began our purchases but
to give ourselves a place of
peace and quiet from the ten-
sions of city life, it soon
became evident that BIRDS
would be our emphasis.”

The core of the book
contains, "Ann's Log,"” whose
journal writings continue
from 1955 to 1980, and
includes colorful stories of
life among wood ducks, war-
blers in spring migration,
adopted rabbits and injured
Osprey, violent storms and
the cruelty of nature, and
Fritz the Squatter, who came
with the land.

The Maurin's crusade to
restore and replenish their
piece of heaven included
hand planting 2,500 rose
bushes, 850 Norway pine,
500 white cedar, 500 white
pine, 100 bittersweet vines
and 500 cranberry bushes
within a five year planting
schedule. Two hundred forty-
five diseased Elm trees were
removed, while rabbit brush
piles, bird houses, and duck
loaf sites were constructed.

The saying goes, "if you
build it, they will come," and
in this case, they did. Vast
numbers of birds and a vari-
ety of wildlife began inhabit-
ing the property as a place o
raise their young. For others

it became a stopping place
along their migratory route.

Ann and Lawrence never
ceased to enjoy their cre-
ation, and avidly skied and
hiked in the surrounding
Kettle Moraine area, logging
ncarly 100 miles each year --
well up into their 80's. Ann
wriles, "a century or two ago,
such an adventure would
have been routine. Americans
rested their claim to liberty
and rights that flowed from it
in Nature and God.

Today, America's great-
ness still lies in the simple
things that make human
hearts beat faster... planting a
tree, helping a neighbor,
doing an honest day's work,
stopping to watch the fire of
the sun reflected in a pond or
a skyscraper's windows.
America the beautiful shines
in the hearts of each of us
who is willing to respond to
her splendor and its Creator,
and who performs acts of
awarcness and appreciation
that make a man, or a
woman, or a nation mighty."

As the years passed, they
eventually built their home
on the land, and remained
there until 1979, when Ann's
health began to fail. It was
then the Maurins offered
their home and land to the
City of West Bend to be part
of the park system, and to be
preserved as a conservancy.

Ann died in 1991, a vic-
tim of Alzheimer's Disease.
Lawrence, now 88, still lives
in his house on the edge of
the lake, acting as a resident
carctaker, watching over the
birds, animals and plants. He
had wanted his wife's journal
published over ten years ago,
but funds and volunteers
weren't available.

Over the years, a hun-
dred attempts were made
with publishing firms across
the United States and Can-
ada, to take the book on at
their expense and copyright,
and one looked promising
until the firm fell apan, leav-
ing Lac Lawrann volunteers
disappointed and exhausted.

Bette Pouros, volunteer
naturalist for the conservancy
and one of the book's editors,
says, "that's when the park
director asked the park com-
mission for a major portion
of the Lac Lawrann Trust
Fund to be spent to pay for
the printing. This included
some donations, but mostly
money raised by volunteers
at fund raisers over the past
ten years."

Produced by DeRaimo
Publishing in West Bend, the
book sells for $12.95, and
includes wildlife sketches as
well as some beautiful color
photos. Three thousand, two
hundred copies were printed,
and the Friends of Lac
Lawrann hope to sell enough
books to repay the $18,000
borrowed from the trust fund.

The book is available at

the Kewaskum Pharmacy,
bookstores in West Bend,
and through the Park and
Recreation and Forestry
Department in the West Bend
City Hall, and at the conser-
vancy after public tours. For
tour information, call 335-
5080.

"At Lac Lawrann we
have come to know that life
is such a simple thing, if we
but live it so. Silently, the
stars swing out through gor-
geous space. Seasons move
without a sound to their
appointed place. Fields stand
still and wait for sun, for
purifying rain. We who move
hurriedly are learning to go
softly - step by step - with
things that grow - with trees
and stars, and flowers that
pierce the sod." (Ann Maurin
- 1978)

Dear Kewaskum School
District Residents,

My decision to run for
the Kewaskum School Board
has taken me on a very
enlightening journey into the
workings of our school dis-
trict. I'd like to share two
observations with you this
week.

I have been attending a
number of not only School
Board meetings, but Policy
Committee and Building and
Grounds Committee meet-
ings as well. These two com-
mittees are made up of
School Board members and
two community members. I
is in these committee meet-
ings that policies, expendi-
tures and referenda are dis-
cussed. Discussion eventual-
ly leads to a vote and from
that vote a recommendation
is made to be taken up by the
full Board at the regular
School Board meeting. Most
of the time, though not
always, the Board accepts the
recommendations of the
commmittees because the
committees have done most
of the topic research.

After attending several
Policy meetings and Building
and Grounds meetings, one
thing became very obvious to
me. Some of the recommen-
dations coming out of com-
mittee may not represent you.

Children need that sense
of accomplishment, too. IU's
crucial to their becoming suc-
cessful adults. I further
believe that some homework

youngsters to become more
responsible and better pre-
pared for the more demand-
ing assignments they will
encounter in the upper
grades.

It seemed to me that the
overwhelming concern of our
teachers is the lack of parent
involvement in their chil-
dren's school work. It was
discussed as being a major
factor in the difficulty some
of the students were experi-
encing. Of course, none of
the teachers seemed o expect
the parents to do the work for
their child (lucky for my sev-
enth grader!) -- but the over-
riding opinion seemed (o be
that for reading and spelling
assignments, a parént could
spend as little as 15 minutes
just listening to their child
read or review a word list, or
at the very least, 1o ask their
child about their homework
assignment. A litle goes a
long way.

In closing, I hate 10
sound as though I'm saying
that the buck stops with you,
but it does! You own this dis-
trict. Act like a hand-on
owner, not an absentee owner
-- and parents, speak wilh
your child's teacher if you
have any concerns about
what is expected of you, your
child or your child's teacher.

License Renewals

Those present holders of
Conservation Patron licenses
should have received a re
newal application in the mail
within the last week.

The renewal application
is to be filled out and
returned to a Milwaukee
address, which is not a DNR
station, but has been con-
tracted out to process the
renewal forms. Make sure
that the information on the
application is correct, and
correct any changes which
may have occured since last
year's license was issued.

Be sure to mail the appli-
cation back as soon as possi-
ble. By doing so you will
receive your new license
before the old license expires
on March 31st.

In the past, a number of
patron licensees have put off
mailing in the renewal until
late in March and have noth-
ing to show when the new
license is required on April 1.

If at the present time,
you are not a Patron license
holder, but would like to
switch to the Patron license,
applicatons will be available
at DNR stations the first part
of March. Again, with these
applications, be sure to mail
them in as early as is possible
to make sure you have your
new license by April 1.

The cost of the Conser-
vation Patron license will
remain at $100 this year and
includes $200 worth of privi-
leges for outdoor users.

Fishing licenses expire
on March 31st and the new
licenses will be available for
the 1995-96 license year
about the first week of March
at local vendors.

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Time for Wisconsin to Stand
Up to the Federal Government

Last month, Washington
County residents got their
first taste of the federal Clean
Air Act of 1990,

Reformulated gasoline
was required for use in six
southeastern Wisconsin
counties. The immediate
result was lower gas mileage,
higher fuel prices, damage to
two-cycle engines, and possi-
ble headaches and other
health problems.

The secondary problem
has been the arbitrary effect
of the required sale of this
fuel on local gas retailers and
the Ozaukee and Washington
County economies, as people
travel to neighboring coun-
ties to fuel up. Taking into
account the extra trips to buy
gasoline, coupled with the
reduced gas mileage, it is not
even clear that reformulated
gas actually reduces air pol-
lution.

But this is only the start.
Shortly, if you work at a
company with more than 100
cmployees, your employer
will have to try to find a way
for 25% of his or her employ-
ees to get o work, other than
with their own cars. Your
employers have already been
wasting countless employee
work hours planning and
preparing for that fiasco.

The final and worsl
irony is that all of this prepa-
ration, cost and suffering is
unnecessary. A careful
review of ozone reporting
data shows that we do not
have a serious pollution prob-
lem in Milwaukee County;
we have no pollution prob-
lem in Washington County.
The Washington County test-
ing site is at Slinger, the only
site in Washington County,
has not been out of compli-
ance with federal ozone stan-
dards once since 1989.

Before that, the county
had already established a
much better-than-average
record, falling out of compli-
ance more than one hour per
year only in 1980 and 1987,
and achieving perfect com-
pliance in 1986 and 1988,

In part, this is because of
new cars built after 1981.
Nationwide, the introduction
of computer-controlled igni-
tion and fuel delivery sys-
tems into cars has reduced
emissions of hydrocarbons
by 66 percent, carbon
monoxide by 59 percent, and
nitrogen oxide by 21 percent
over the past twenty years,
despite a doubling of the total
miles driven in the same peri-
od!

Washington County has
met the federal ozone attain-

ment standards each year
since 1989, Even western
Milwaukee County, in which
one would expect to find ais
quality problems, has consis-
tently been in compliance.
Away from the lakeshore, on
Appleton Avenue, there has
been just one day since 1989
that legal compliance levels
have not been met. Even at
the Bayside testing site,
which has logged the worst
record in Milwaukee County,
there were just three days last
year in which the limit for
ozone concentration was
exceeded.

This is a foolish federal
law, passed in 1990 by a
Congress afraid of environ-
mentalists and unaware of the
side-effects of its actions, and
the details of a long and com-
plicated law. The time has
come for Wisconsin to stand
up to the federal government
and insist that Washington
County be ruled an attain-
ment area.

Areas closer to the lake
should be redesignated as
moderate non-attainment
zones. This would allow us to
get exemption from the refor-
mulated gasoline, as well as
other requirements of the
Clean Air Act.

Owens Aids in Passage of
Welfare Reform Agenda

As promised in the Fall
1994 Assembly campaigns,
Republicans in the Legis-
lature's lower house passed
ground-breaking measures
recently, aimed at repairing
and redesigning a severely
flawed welfare system,
according to Rep. Carol
Owens (R-Oshkosh).

“This is only the begin-
ning of a complete overhaul
of a welfare system that has
done nothing but increase
dependency, and keep people
in poverty, while raiding tax-
payers pockets,” said Owens.

Among the provisions of
the bill, is a measure deny-
ing increased benefits to
AFDC recipients upon the
birth of an additional child.

"If they had regular, pri-
vate-sector jobs, they would-
n't get a raise for having an

Owens. “"We're just seeing (o
it that they live under the
same set of rules as those
who work for a living."

She also pointed out that,
under the benefits cap, wel-
fare recipients would still
remain eligible for medical
benefits and food stamps,

The "Pay for Perfor-
mance” provision links job
training programs o benefits,
allowing reduced benefits to
be paid to those who fail to
attend job training programs,
thus, helping to pull recipi-
ents out of the dependency
cycle.

Other aims of the pack-
age include a parental re-
sponsibility section, which
establishes a public aware-
ness campaign and creates a
“Ten Most Wanted" list of
parents who fail to make

TYPE E NOTICE - VOTING BY ABSENTEE BALLOT

Any qualified elector unable to get to the polling place on election day may request to vote
an absentee ballot. A qualified elector is any U.S. citizen, who will be 18 years of age or
older on election day, who has resided in the ward or municipality where he or she wishes
to vote for at least 10 days before the election. If voter registration is required, the slector
must also be registered.

TO OBTAIN AN ABSENTEE BALLOT YOU MUST MAKE A REQUEST IN WRITING.
Contact your municipal clerk and request that an application for an absentee ballot be sent
to you for the primary or slection or both. You may also request an absentee ballot by
letter. Your written request must state that you will be unable to get to the polling place

on election day. It must also list your voting address within the municipality where you
wish to vote, the address where the absentee ballot should be sent, if different, and your

Special absentee voting application provisions apply to slectors who are indefinitely
confined to home or care facility, in the military, hospitalized, or serving as a sequestered
juror. If this applies to you, contact the municipal clerk.

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Dziedzic Sixth at State

MADISON - Kewaskum
wrestling coach John Nell
said that his prize 112-
pounder knew better. Still he
knows about anything can
happen in the heat of compe-
tition,

That was about the only
explanation that Nell could
give for a mistake made by
Joel Dziedzic in his opening
match at the WIAA State
wrestling competition here,
Friday. That mistake led to
the first-round loss, and led
to a sixth-place finish by the
KHS sophomore in the tour-
nament.

Dziedzic had his first
round opponent, Ellsworth's
Chris Voelker, in a precari-
ous position late in their
match, with the score tied at
2-2.

That penalty point turned
out to be the difference in the
match, which Voelker won 3-
2. The loss prevented
Dziedzic from competing in
the winner's bracket, and
meant that a top-four finish
was out of the question,

Nell explained that
Dziedzic had Voelker in what
is called a figure four posi-
tion, while the two wrestlers
were still standing. In that
type of hold, Dziedzic's leg
must be directly behind
Voelker's knee. Dziedzic was
trying to get more leverage
for a subsequent takedown
and slid his leg around
Voelker's calf, instead, con-
stituting a scissors hold,
which is illegal.

"A lot of times, you're
not going to hit it just right,"
Nell said of the move. "What
he should have done is
stepped right over (Voelker's)
head for more (leverage).
That would have put Voelker
right on his back. That's what
he should have done, and he
knows that."

The loss sent Dziedzic
into the consolation bracket,
where he met Tyson
Karchefski of Kimberly.
Dziedzic had faced Karchef-
ski earlier this season in the
finals of the Oshkosh Tour-
nament, and Dziedzic had
beaten him in a closely-con-
tested match.
