Parents Express Disapproval 
Of Moving WES Third Graders

Parents of students from 
Wayne Elementary School 
were present at this month's 
school board meeting to 
voice their disapproval of a 
suggestion to move a third 
grade class from Wayne to 
Kewaskum Elementary 
School.

Although it was only one 
of many points school board 
members were discussing in 
order to come within revenue 
caps established by the legis­
lature as they began to work 
on the upcoming budget, par­
ents wanted their opinions to 
be heard before any decisions 
were made.

Parent Roland Wall 
expressed his concern. "We 
don't think it's fair to the chil­
dren, just because the number 
of students in the class is 
small, we don't feel they 
should be moved. It's a short 
term solution to the problem, 
from a financial standpoint."

Another parent pointed out 
that it would create a prob­
lem, because she had stu­
dents in other grades at 
Wayne Elementary, and 
would have to divide her 
time between two schools.

The group of parents 
also brought up what had 
happened with the eventual 
abandonment of Beechwood 
School, and did not want this 
happening at Wayne. 
"They're getting one on one 
with the limited class size," 
one of the mothers expressed. 
At the present time, there arc 
12 students in the third grade 
class at Wayne, and moving 
them to Kewaskum would 
create a classroom size of 23 
students.

Board President Ruth 
Schmitt explained to the par­
ents, "We're in the very 
beginning of (working on) 
the budget, and it was only 
one of many points. Never 
before have we been faced 
with such difficult choices."

The audience members also 
voiced their dismay at having 
heard about a major change 
such as this "through the 
grapevine," and wanted to 
know how they could be 
made aware of decisions such 
as these before they reached 
this point, it was suggested 
that they attend the May 1st 
budget workshop, which is 
open to the public. The pre­
liminary budget is usually 
approved al the June board 
meeting.

The Finance, Transpor­
tation Building and Grounds 
committee brought a propos­
al to the board regarding a 
new, district-wide GTE tclc- 
phonc/communicalion sys­
tem. The total cost would be 
approximately $175,000, and 
would include a five year 
municipal lease, after which 
the equipment would belong 
to the school. The proposal 
had included recommending 
to the board adding $40,000

As a community service, 
the Postal Service offers pic­
torial cancellations to coin 
memorate local events cele­
brated in communities across 
the nation.

Kewaskum's Postmaster, 
Bonnie Eldredge, has arran­
ged for a one of kind, 
Centennial postal cancella­
tion to be issued on the day 
of the event, in honor of the 
village's 100 vyar celebra­
tion.

People attending the fes­
tivities on June 10th al 
River hi 11 Park may obtain the 
cancellation in person al a 
special booth set up by the 
Centennial Committee at the 
park It will not be available 
al the post office on that day. 
Bonnie will be manning the 
booth, with postcards and 
envelopes for those interested 
in the pictorial cancellation, 
or anyone is welcome to 
bring along whatever they 
would like stamped on that 
day.

The cancellation, as 
shown above, contains a pro­
file of Chief Kewaskum, the 
date, and the wording, 
"Centennial in the Kettle, A 
Heritage Experience," Cen­
tennial Station, and the town, 
stale and zip code. Never 
before has Kewaskum been 
honored with such a one 
lime, collectible item. Since 
these stamps have lo adhere 
to strict guidelines, after it's 
use the stamp will be sent 
back to the main office to be 
destroyed, according to 
postal guidelines.

Those who cannot attend 
the event, but who wish to 
obtain the cancellation, may 
submit a mail order request. 
Pictorial cancellations are 
available only for the dates 
indicated, and requests must 
be postmarked no later than 
30 DAYS following the 
requested pictorial cancella­
tion date.

All requests must 
include a stamped envelope 
or postcard bearing at least 
the minimum First-Class

mail postage (32 cents per 
envelope or 20 cents per 
postcard). This means that 
customers wishing lo obtain a 
cancellation should affix 
stamps lo any envelope or 
postcard of their choice. 
Then address die envelope or 
postcard to yourself oi some­
one else you would like it to 
go to. Insert a card of post­
card thickness into the 
envelopes to insure sturdi­
ness and then luck in the flap 
of the envelope (rather than 
<ai it oi you can't reuse it, if 
you so choose). Place the 
envelope or postcard in a 
larger envelope, seal it, and 
address it to: PICTORIAL 
CANCELLATIONS, CEN­
TENNIAL STATION, 
KEWASKUM, W I 53040.

After applying the picto­
rial cancellation, the Postal 
Service returns the envelope 
or postcard through the mail. 
(Customers who would like 
their serviced items returned 
under protected co ver,should 
also include a larger, 
stamped, self-addressed 
envelope. Remember this 
special service will only be 
available for 30 days follow­
ing June 10th.

Cancellations of this sort 
are collected by enthusiasts 
across the nation, and arc 
considered a valuable sou­
venir, to be treasured for 
years to come. Don't miss out 
on this very special col­
lectible item, offered in 
honor of the village's centen­
nial.

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The "Deutsche Apotheke" was built and was operated for 
37 years by Charles Miller, who died in 1913. It was the 
first drug store in Kewaskum and Mr. Miller also estab­
lished the first photographic studio. He took this picture in 
the early 1890’s with the young lads, Edward C. Miller 
(his son), Oscar Koerble, August Backhaus and Carl 
Meinhardt posing on the store steps. Main Street has been 
lowered by almost three feet since that time. Edward C. 
Miller then operated the photographic, patent medicine 
and sporting goods store for 24 years. Charles F. Miller

later conducted Miller Electric and Miller Studio at the 
same historic Kewaskum location (formerly Village Sport 
Shop, across the street from the Post Office). Charles F. 
Miller was the grandson of the founder. Note the shed at 
the left of the photo where the Randy and Wendi Dreher 
home now exists, the dirt street in the foreground, the 
wooden sidewalk and steps in front of the store and the old 
lamp and water pump in the yard.

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50 Years of Girl Scouting

L()IS BARTZ

KEWASKUM - On sev­
eral pieces of loose-leaf note­
book paper, Lois Bartz has 
created a living history. On 
these pages are important 
milestones in her family's 
development, interwoven 
with an almost to-the-date 
listing of her 50 years in Girl 
Scouting.

"I joined as a third and 
fourth grade Brownie in 
November, 1944," she says, 
verifying the dates on her 
notebook pages. "Now, peo­
ple sec my 50-year pin and 
say, 'You can't have been in 
50 years!' but I've never been 
out. Il's a lifetime commit­
ment."

Her lifetime commitment 
spans several important his­
torical events, as her first 
camping trip, in 1945, shows.

"We got two permission 
slips for that trip," she 
recalls, again double-check­
ing die dale. One slip was for 
parent permission, and the 
other went to the local grocer 
- a ration ticket for a small 
tin of eight marshmallows.

"Everything went to the 
servicemen."

As a Senior Girl Scout, 
Bartz and her friends did 
their community service pro­
ject working every Friday 
night for the St. Camillus 
Monastery fish fry at a parish 
on 27th and Lincoln in 
Milwaukee, Bartz's home­
town. Their reward, she says, 
was getting to go camping at 
the monastery's Merrimac 
retreat bouse for 1 1/2 weeks 
every summer.

"I still laugh when I think 
about it. They sent 20 giggly 
Senior Girl Scouts to a facili­
ty where they were training 
new priests," she says, 
adding it was always a fun 
trip. When Bartz completed 
the girl program of Girl 
Scouting, she registered as an 
adult volunteer, and helped 
with area troops. Then, not 
surpisingly, when she found 
herself the mother of two 
daughters, she was also the 
leader of two Girl Scout 
troops.

Bartz credits Girl Scouting 
for helping her cope with her

husband's death in 1971. 
Bartz says although her hus­
band died in '71, it wasn't 
before he had taken Boy 
Scout Webelo training (with 
her) and was leading a pack 
of Wcbelos. So for awhile, 
Bartz was also leading that 
group.

"That's what saved my 
winter," she says of her youth 
involvement. "I couldn't 
lliink about sadness - 1 was 
too busy. I must say Girl 
Scouting saved my sanity."

All through her adult vol­
unteer years with Girl 
Scouting, Bartz has served 
girls and her community 
beyond her role as troop 
leader. With the former Wau- 
Bun Girl Scout Council she 
was a troop consul Lint, coun­
cil trainer, on (he Day Camp 
Committee, a delegate, a 
Program Aide advisor and 
area cookie manager - a vol­
unteer post she has held for 
19 years. Last October, when 
the Kewaskum area joined 
the Manitou Girl Scout 
Council, Bartz became a 
Manitou Council trainer, and 
again handled the cookie sale 
for community troops. And 
she's one of the first people 
Kewaskum troops contact 
when they have a question 
about earning a badge or 
planning activities involving 
Bartz’s true love: camping 
and outdoor cooking.

With the enthusiasm of a 
true gourmet, Bartz tells sto­
ries of Kewaskum-area 
troops making mouth-water­
ing dishes while camping. 
Menu items like cheese torte, 
meatloaf, surprise roast, 
cakes, breads (for which the 
butter was made by Girl 
Scouts shaking the cream 
during a two-mile nature 
hike) are just a few of the 
dishes created under her 
watchful eye. For the last few 
years, she has helped Girl 
Scouts adventure into a new 
realm of outdoor food prepa­
ration - solar cooking.

"You should see my 
chicken," Bartz says, leading 
one to question the safety of 
cooking chicken in the sun. 
"Ob no," she says, dispelling

any fears. "A solar o*ven 
heats to 300 to 350 degrees, 
depending on the sun's angle. 
You just have to turn the 
oven every couple of hours, 
with the sun,"

Bartz's commitment to 
staying contemporary is one 
of the reasons for her 
longevity in Girl Scouting. 
But Bartz is quick to say Girl 
Scouting has continued to 
change with her changing 
needs.

For the past eight years, 
Bartz has needed a wheel­
chair to help her get around. 
She says society can be cruel 
to people with a disability, 
but that hasn't been the case 
in Girl Scouting.

"I'm so glad to see Girl 
Scouting has stepped forward 
to include changes for handi­
capped girls and leaders," 
Bartz says. "I have always 
been fortunate in Girl 
Scouting to find I am wel­
comed."

"I love camping. Fortu­
nately, I work with these two 
troops (Kewaskum troops 
625 and 255) and they are 
tolerant. They don't see the 
wheelchair, but they know 
it's there. They know my lim­
itations."

Bartz's limitations don't 
stand in her way of using 
Manitou Girl Scout Council 
Camp Evelyn either, as her 
troop found out.

"The girls walked through 
Camp Evelyn and were able 
to pick out two handicapped 
accessible units we could 
use," Bartz says, adding 
being sensitive to her needs 
teaches the girls about being

adults and girls in all its 
camping programs. Registra­
tion is currently underway for 
this summer's resident camp 
program, and the Camp 
Director works with families 
of girls with special needs.

Bartz's volunteerism was 
honored in 1993 by a 
Milwaukee television station, 
when she was recipient of the 
"Channel 12 Who Care 
Volunteer Award." Getting 
that award, her Girl Scout 
troop's involvement in the 
IV interview and the accom­
panying kudos helped create 
what Bartz says was, "one of 
the biggest parts of my life."

What keeps this lively 58- 
year-old coming back year 
after year?

"Fun," she says. "I think I 
have as much fun doing all 
these activities as the girls 
do, no matter what level." 
But her love and commitment 
to Girl Scouting go even 
deeper.

"I'm trying to bring girls 
to the same fun and knowl­
edge I had. Granted, it's 
changed over the years, but I 
think I've adapted."

Bartz says its important 
for all moms and dads to "get 
in there and help" with things 
important to their children. 
Doing so, she says, helps 
adults pass their knowledge 
on to the next generation.

Her knowledge has been 
shared with many girls over 
the years, as well as her own

family: two daughters, one 
son and eight grandchildren. 
Grandchild number nine is 
due in July.

As she neatly folds her 
notebook pages in half to 
tuck them safely away, Bartz 
sums up why its important to 
volunteer time and experi­
ence.

"Time is precious. Time is 
money," she says. "Anyone 
who can give that time to 
(Girl) Scouting is giving a 
precious gift."

Assistant Fire Chief Mark 

Herriges gave bis monthly 
report and brought to the 
board proposals and draw­
ings on the new tanker the 
village is looking into pur­
chasing.

The 
traffic study that was recently 
completed at the crossing 
showed an exposure of only 
1,569.

Schmidt added the village 
will be monitoring the situa­
tion during construction peri­
ods and would continue to 
pursue the crossing signal 
issue.

The administrator also 
reported he had received a 
letter from Kemps Marigold 
Foods stating they would be 
completely shutting down the 
operation of their Kewaskum 
plant effective June 24, 1995.

Over the past two 
months, I have been trying 
unsuccessfully to persuade 
the Federal Government to 
change our area to an ozone 
attainment area so that we 
will not have to deal with 
reformulated gas, mandatory 
car pooling and much 
tougher emission standards. 
The most irritating aspect of 
this crisis is that we do not 
have an ozone crisis in south­
eastern Wisconsin anyway.

The four county Milwau­
kee area is considered by the 
Federal Government to have 
an ozone problem. If at any 
one of the eight testing sites 
in the area there are four days 
in a three year period in 
which there are more than 
125 parts per billion of ozone 
in the air for at least one 
hour, we are a non-attain- 
ment area. Ozone forms on 
very hot days - particularly

near Lake Michigan. During 
the hot summers of 1987 and 
1988 - right before the Clean 
Air Act was passed - there 
were several high ozone 
days.

It is by now well known 
that there have been no high 
ozone days at the Washing­
ton County test site in sum­
mer for five years. It is not as 
well known that there has 
been only one high ozone 
day at a test site at 76th and 
Appleton Avenue in Milwau­
kee in the last six years. This 
is an incredibly busy part of 
Milwaukee but is about six 
miles from Lake Michigan.

Meanwhile, the highest 
reading in the Milwaukee 
area last year was at the test 
site at Harrington Beach - 
very unpopulated, but near 
the lake. Indeed, even on hot 
days, the only ozone prob­
lems occur within two miles 
of Lake Michigan - even in 
the City of Milwaukee!! 
When the sun goes down, or 
the temperature drops, the

Furthermore, computer 
models not available when 
the Clean Air Act passed, 
show on these few high 
ozone days 40 to 60 percent 
of the pollution causing the 
ozone comes from the south­
eastern regions of the United 
States. It doesn't even come 
from Milwaukee or Chicago.

Finally, anything we do 
with the formulated gas is 
insufficient compared to the 
reduction in pollution which 
is automatically caused as 
older, high polluting cars are 
scrapped. Nationwide, one- 
half of the ozone causing pol­
lutants are caused by cars 
which are more than 20 years 
old. Therefore, the ozone 
problem is disappearing even 
if we do nothing with our 
gas.

Unfortunately, it looks 
as though Washington will 
not move on its own.

When I talk to the people 
in our nation's capitol, they 
are afraid the combined 
power of the environmental 
lobby, the oil lobby, the grain 
lobby (com is used to make

ethanol) and the high-con­
tributing companies that 
make the additives are too 
powerful.

Because Milwaukee is 
one of the cities with one of 
the highest readings in 1988, 
we cannot opt out like states 
with lower readings. We 
must therefore, find grounds 
to file a lawsuit.

If the Congress won't 
intervene, maybe the courts 
will. Three years without a 
high ozone reading allows us 
to petition the Environmental 
Protection Agency to be re­
designated as having no 
problem. If we have one 
more year in the Milwaukee 
area without high ozone, we 
can ask to get out anyway. 1 
am trying to get the 
Department of Natural Re­
sources to move their test 
sites in from the lake. They 
never should have been put 
there anyway. Meanwhile, 
let's hope for a cool summer.

Governor Thompson 
announced the award of 
$47,792 to the Washington 
County Task Force to help 
this unit continue its efforts 
to fight drug abuse and drug 
distribution throughout 
Washington County.

In total, Governor 
Thompson awarded over 
$2,852,000 to the 26 Drug 
Enforcement Task Forces 
that operate throughout 
Wisconsin. 'These units repre­
sent over 280 local govern­
mental units in the state. This 
is the seventh year of funding 
for the programs which are 
founded on the cooperation 
and collaboration of local law 
enforcement agencies.

"1 am proud of their 
efforts and continue to be 
impressed by the Task 
Forces' focus on the most 
serious drug offenders, which 
is borne out in their arrest 
statistics." Governor
