Desterhoft says this is his
first attempt at the retail busi-
ness, although he did run a
lawn and garden shop in
Germantown for several
years. His wife, Julia, works
for Fleming Materials in
Milwaukee, and will be
working with him at the store
in the evenings and on week-
ends. They have two sons,
Chris and Nick Bailey.

The couple decided to stay
with the name, Parkview
General Store, but that's basi-
cally all that remains of the
old business. Completely
revamped inside, the modern
interior has the look of a 90's
mini-mart, with a wide array
of inviting services and fresh
foods.

One side has been con-
verted into a game room,
with picnic tables, a juke
box, pool table and foosball,
and seven different video
games.

bad last year, that they're
worried again this year."

Gavin stated, "It sounds
like they're going to start
holding everybody up for
ransom.”

Knoebel stressed, "There's
no cars, you can't get a car.”

President Robert Wagner
asked, "Wouldn't Ford be
cheaper though, maybe?"

Knoebel answered,
"Well, we don't know, we're
hoping."

Village Administraior Dan
Schmidi added, "Fords are
maybe a little cheaper, but
there's also less resale.”

Knoebel added,
"Chevrolets are bringing like
$2,000 to $3,000 more than
the Fords at the auctions."

Schmidt reiterated, "You
do have an option, you can
say well we can just bid nor-
mal, however, you still did
not get your local dealers to
bid, because they're not going
to be making anything.

1. PERMIT REQUIRED. No person shall construct, install or replace any culvert without first obtaining a culvert
permit from the Zoning Administrator or his designee approved by the Town Board. The applicant for a culvert per-
mit shall file the application with the Zoning Administrator.

2. FEE; DEPOSIT. The fee for a culvert permit is $50.00 and shall accompany the application. In addition, a secu-
rity deposit of $250.00 shall accompany the application.

3. SPECIFICATIONS:

(a) Size and Location, All culverts placed on, in or along the highways of the Town, either under private driveways
leading from the public highways to private property or otherwise, shall be of sufficient size and constructed in
such manner and of such materials as to provide means for the flow of water naturally accumulating or flowing
along the ditches on such highways. Such culvert shall be of corrugated steel construction and be not less than 18
inches in diameter or of same volume capacity and shall be at least 24 feet (40 feet for property zoned commercial
or industrial) in length (plus endwalls) to prevent injury to persons or property in the use of the highways and the
entrance to and exits from the highways over and across such culverts. The Zoning Administrator or his designee

inches and be covered with sufficient gravel to prevent injury to the culvert. Any culvert hereafter installed in the
Town shall have steel panels; concrete panels are prohibited.
