The New Fane Sports­
man's Club, Inc., treated their 
trapshooters to a year end 
cookout at their awards ban­
quet this past Saturday. The 
club has a long history of ser­
vice to the community, and 
membership has climbed in

recent years, as gun enthusi­
asts gather there to hone their 
shooting skills with like­
minded men and women.

The club is built on 
property that was at one time 
the Hebcrcr family farm. 
Local resident Bill Hebcrcr, 
founder of the New Fane 
Sportsman's Club, remem-

bers when his grandfather, 
William, worked the 117 acre 
parcel, until Bill's parents, 
John and Mildred, eventually 
took over the homestead. "As 
a matter of fact, I was born 
on that fann," Bill mentions.

In the early 60's, cousins 
Bill and Ira, who both 
worked second shift, spent a

great deal of their spare time 
hunting together. In order to 
improve their hunting skills, 
they bought a hand-thrower 
trap, and that's all it took to 
fire up some grander plans. 
"It just grew from that point," 
Hebcrcr recalls. "In 1963, Ira 
and I started talking with 
other people about forming a

sportsman's club, and we got 
about 40 members together, 
made up of family, close 
friends, and neighbors." They 
incorporated that same year, 
and held their meetings at 
Lany and Irene's Tap in New 
Fane.

In the meantime, Bill 
had purchased 13 acres from 
his father, with plans to build 
a shooting range and club­
house. The group held 
dances, and other fund-rais­
ers to raise enough money to 
improve the land and put up a 
building. In 1965, they hired 
two carpenters and with the 
help of a lot of volunteers, 
put up an all block building 
with a flat roof. It served as 
their clubhouse through the 
decades, and it was just in the 
last few years that it was 
remodeled to better serve 
their growing membership.

Trap leagues were 
formed in the mid to late 
60's, with only one trap to 
shoot clay birds, until a sec­
ond trap, which is automatic 
and can hold up to 450 
loaded birds.

"All through the years, 
we've kept improving the

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grounds and the building," 
Bill remarks, and seven years 
ago the clubhouse was 
upgraded with a new roof 
and cathedral ceiling, as well 
as a 10 x 30 foot addition for 
storage. The rustic interior 
holds a large bar, seating 
area, enclosed porch, cooler, 
bathrooms, and a side room. 
Five years ago, Bill pur­
chased an additional 17 acres 
from his father, and the club­
grounds now totals 30 acres.

A few years ago, the 
Kewaskum Kiwanis Club 
began holding their annual 
Turkey Shoot at the New 
Fane Sportsman's Club, an 
event which always promises 
to draw large crowds. This 
year it will be held on Sept. 
10th. Six years ago the 
Kiwanis donated materials to 
put up a new garage, which 
members of the club erected 
south east of the main build­
ing. During the Turkey 
Shoot, the Sportsman's Club 
sponsors a gun raffle, and- 
turns all proceeds over to the 
Kiwanis. It's a great example 
of club's working together to 
benefit the entire community.

Today the New Fane 
Sportsman's Club has 188 
members, and 22 teams in 
their trap league. They run 
spring, summer and fall 
leagues, from April through 
November, with open shoot­
ing every Friday night, and 
also sponsor a traveling 
league, which shoots on 
Tuesday nights. The club is 
always open to new mem­
bers, and recently, more 
women have become 
involved in the sport of trap 
shooting. A 100 yard rifle 
range is used for target prac­
tice, and for siting in their 
high powered equipment

The only fund-raiser 
they annually hold is their 
Wild Game Feed, which was 
started about seven years 
ago. Held at the Amerahn in 
Kewaskum, the dinner draws 
over 400 people each year, 
and the funds raised are 
donated to a variety of orga­
nizations. The club supports 
Wings Over Wisconsin, The 
Rocky Mountain Elk Foun­
dation, DARE, the Kewas­
kum Library, the Wild 
Turkey Federation, Fond du 
Lac County 4-H, AWARE 
(hunting educational pro­
grams), and the Kiwanis, just 
to name a few.

Officers are elected once 
a year, and this year, mem­
bers serving in an office 
include: Charlie Walls, 
President; Jim Hodge, Vice 
President; Randy Delcore, 
Secretary, and Steve Volm, 
Treasurer. They also have a 
four man board of directors.

In the future, they hope 
to set up some shooting sports 
activities for the youth in the 
area, as they continue to grow as 
a club, and promote the idea that 
shooting is a form of recreation 
that a family can enjoy doing 
together.

Few Construction Zone Delays

As motorists enjoy the 
last three-day weekend of the 
summer, they’ll find most of 
their journey free of orange 
barrels. Wisconsin Depart­
ment of Transportation Sec­
retary Charles H. Thompson 
says that work in construc­
tion zones is expected to 
cease as of around noon on 
Friday, September 1. It won't 
resume until 6 a.m. on 
Tuesday, September 5.

"We want motorists in 
Wisconsin to have a safe hol­
iday weekend," said 
Secretary Thompson. "The 
best way they can do that is 
by obeying the speed limit, 
anticipating construction 
zones, and keeping cool 
when traffic builds up."

Secretary Thompson 
noted that while there won't 
be any actual construction 
going on during the three-day 
Labor Day weekend, several 
construction zones will 
remain in place. On the 
Interstate, motorists can 
expect a few places where 
traffic will likely be slowed 
due to construction. The most 
congestion is expected on I- 
94 just north of Tomah, 
where traffic will be nar­
rowed to one lane in each 
direction on the same side of 
the median. During the July 
4th holiday weekend, lengthy 
delays developed there as 
traffic tried to funnel through 
the construction zone. 
Motorists can use US 12, 
which parallels the Interstate, 
to bypass the construction 
zone.

Secretary Thompson 
urged motorists to slow down 
and be alert when they 
approach - and drive through 

construction •zones. 
"Construction zones general­
ly have narrow lanes and 
shoulders, uneven pave­
ments, and slower-moving 
traffic," he said. "Patience,

moderate speed, and good 
separation between vehicles 
will keep traffic flowing 
smoothly not only through 
construction zones, but on all 
state roads this holiday week­
end. And remember, fines are 
double for violations in con­
struction zones."

Wisconsin State Patrol 
Administrator William Sin­
gletary said that throughout 
the summer, his troopers 
have been noticing an 
increase in the speeds at 
which vehicles are traveling. 
"Our troopers have had to 
respond to a number of 
crashes in which motorists, 
because of their speed, have 
drifted off the roadway onto 
the shoulder, where thev 
over-corrected, lost control, 
and crashed. Some of the vic­
tims did not survive." He 
urged motorists to avoid 
excessive speed, to buckle 
up, and to refrain from drink­
ing and driving, adding that 
motorists who are suspected 
of drinking and driving will 
lose their license on the spot.

"Every available trooper 
will be on duty during the 
Labor Day weekend's peak 
travel times to assist stranded 
motorists, enforce traffic 
laws, and respond to emer­
gencies," Singletary said. 
Peak travel limes are expect­
ed to be between noon and 8 
p.m. on Friday, September 1, 
and again between noon and 
8 p.m. on Monday, Septem­
ber 5.

Last year, ten people lost 
their lives in Labor Day 
weekend accidents.

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ORDINANCE NO. 95-8
An Ordinance Amending Sec. 13.21 (1) & (4) and Sec. 
13.39 (8) & (11)(a) of the Municipal Code of the Village 
of Kewaskum, Washington County, Wisconsin. 
(Municipal Court) _____________

The Village Board of the Village of Kewaskum, Washington 
County, Wisconsin do ORDAIN that Section 13.21 (1) & (4) and 13.39 (8) 
& (11)(a) of the Municipal Code of Kewaskum, Wisconsin is hereby 
amended to read as follows:

13. 21 DELINQUENT-WATER BILLS. (1) Quarterly water bills 
due and not paid within 20 days of issuance, a late payment charge of 1 
1/2 percent per month will be added to the bills per PSC Rate File Mg-1. 
This late payment charge will be applicable to all customers. The utility 
customer may be given written notice that the bill is overdue no sooner 
than 20 days after the bill is issued. Unless payment or satisfactory 
arrangement for payment is made with the Treasurer within the next eight 
days, service may be disconnected pursuant to Public Service 
Commission, Rule 185.37 Wis. Adm. Code.

(4) On October 15 in each year notice shall be given to the 
owner or occupant of all lots or parcels of real estate to which water has 
been furnished prior to October 1 by the water utility operated by the 
Village and payment for which is owing and in arrears at the time of giving 
notice. The department in charge of the utility shall furnish the treasurer 
with a list of all such lots or parcels of real estate, and the notice shall be 
given by the treasurer. Such notice shall be in writing and shall state the 
amount of such arrears, including any penalty assessed pursuant to the 
rules of such utility and PSC Rate File Mg-1; that unless the same is paid 
by November 1 thereafter a penalty of 10 percent of the amount of such 
arrears will be added thereto; and that unless such arrears, with any such 
penalty, shall be paid by November 15 thereafter, the same will be levied 
as a tax against the lot or parcel of real estate to which water was fur­
nished and for which payment is delinquent as above specified. Such 
notice may be served by delivery to either such owner or occupant per­
sonally, or by letter addressed to such owner or occupant at the post 
office address of such lot or parcel of real estate. On November 16 the 
department issuing the notice shall certify and file with the clerk a list of all 
lots or parcels of real estate, giving the legal description thereof, and the 
owner or occupants of which notice of arrears in payment were given as 
above specified and which arrears still remain unpaid, and stating the 
amount of such arrears together with added penalty thereon as herein 
provided. Each such delinquent amount, including such penalty, shall 
thereon become a lien upon the lot or parcel of real estate.

13. 39 ANNUAL BUDGET AND METHOD QF PAYMENT QF 
CHARGES,

(8) SEWER SERVICE CHARGES. Sewer service charges shall 
be billed quarterly and shall be payable at the Village Treasurer's office or 
at any officially designated location. Statements for such charges and 
assessments levied and assessed in accordance with this section shall be 
due and payable within 20 days from and after the billing date. Quarterly 
sewer bills due and not paid within 20 days of issuance, a late payment 
charge of 1 percent per month will be added to the bills. This late payment 
charge w#| be applicable to all customers. (NOTE: The afore mentioned 
charge of 1 percent per month will first take effect upon the 3 quarter 
billing for 1995. The billings of the 4 quarter of 1994 and the 1 and 2 quar­
ters of 1995 will be charged at 12% per quarter.) The utility owner or cus­
tomer may be given wntten notice that the bill is overdue not sooner than 
20 days after the bill is issued. Unless payment or satisfactory arrange­
ment for payment is made within the next eight days, service may be dis­
connected pursuant to Wis. Stats.

(11) DELINQUENT ACCOUNTS. Pursuant to the authority 
granted under ss. 66 60(16)(a) and 66.069(1), Wis. Stats., the following 
procedure shall apply to collection of delinquent accounts for sewer ser­
vice:

(a) Notice of Payment Due, On October 15 in each year notice 
shall be given to the owner or occupant of all lots or parcels of real estate 
to which sewer has been furnished pnor to October 1 by the sewer utility 
operated by the Village and payment for which is owing and in arrears at 
the time of giving notice. The department in charge of the utility shall fur­
nish the treasurer with a list of all such lots or parcels of real estate, and 
the notice shall be <y\ in by the treasurer. Such notice shall be in writing 
and shall state the amount of such arrears, including any penalty 
assessed pursuant to the rules of such utility; that unless the same is paid 
by November 1 thereafter a penalty of 10 percent of the amount of such 
arrears will be added thereto; and that unless such arrears, with any such 
penalty, shall be paid by November 15 thereafter, the same will be levied 
as a tax against the lot or parcel of real estate to which sewer was fur­
nished and for which payment is delinquent as above specified. Such 
notice may be served by delivery to either such owner or occupant per­
sonally, or by letter addressed to such owner or occupant at the post 
office address of the owner or occupant of such lot or parcel of real 
estate. On November 16 the department issuing the notice shall certify 
and file with the clerk a list of all lots or parcels of real estate, giving the 
legal description thereof, to the owner or occupants of which notice of 
arrears in payment were given as above specified and which arrears still 
remain unpaid, and stating the amount of such arrears together with 
added penalty thereon as herein provided. Each such delinquent amount, 
including such penalty, shall thereon become a lien upon the lot or parcel 
of real estate.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as provid­
ed by law.

Indians Beat Cougars, 10-7 Kicking Game a Key

CAMPBELLSPORT - For 
those fans looking to see a lot 
of scoring, it may not be a 
wise idea to take in a Ke­
waskum High School foot­
ball game this fall. Staying 
home and catching a Mil­
waukee Brewers contest may 
result in more points being 
scored.

But those football purists 
that enjoy some tough 
defense, and a ground-it-out 
offense, the Indians may be 
just what you've been look­
ing for.

At least that held true 
here, last Friday night, as the 
Indians didn't play their best, 
yet still came away with a 
thrilling 10-7 victory over 
rival Campbellsport in the 
season opener for both 
squads.

It was the third straight 
year that the Indians have 
downed their old foes from 
the west. The victory gave 
KHS coach Clark Pearson 
good reason to smile, but he 
knows that his team is capa­
ble of much better perfor­
mances.

"It was a real good foot­
ball game, very exciting," 
Pearson said. "But we need 
to get better in all phases of 
the game. The whole team 
needs to improve."

The game did see the 
Indians improve dramatically 
in one area, the kicking 
game. Senior Luke Chesak's 
30-yard field goal midway 
through the second quarter 
turned out to be the game­
winner for KHS, which has 
failed in past attempts to 
establish a consistent kicking 
game.

"We've worked at it pret­
ty hard," Pearson said.

Defensively, the Indians 
continued to shine, following 
a trend that has seen dramatic 
improvement in that area in 
recent years. Capping off a 
fine defensive effort was 
Ryan Herman's interception 
deep in KHS territory with 
less than a minute to play.

Campbellsport had dri­
ven the ball to the Indian 15- 
yard-line, but a Seamus 
McCready pass was picked 
off by Herman near the end 
zone. Herman headed the 
other way 97 yards before 
McCready caught up with 
him just before the goallinc.

"That was real big," 
Pearson said of Herman's 
pick, which nearly resulted in 
a KHS score. "The quarter­
back had the angle on him, 
and tackled him. It was a 
good effort on (Mc-Cready's) 
part."

McCready had hooked 
up with Dave Bothc on a 25- 
yard touchdown pass on the 
Cougars' first possession of 
the game. The extra point 
gave the hosts a 7-0 lead, but 
that advantage was short­
lived.

"It was a perfectly 
thrown ball," Pearson said of 
the Cougar scoring strike. 
"He (Bothe) got a step on our 
defensive back, and the ball 
was right there in the corner."

The Indians came right 
back and marched 70 yards 
in 19 plays, a drive culminat­
ing in quarterback Brian 
Butschlick's one-yard sneak 
into the end zone. Chesak's 
extra point promptly tied the 
game at 7-all.

"Our longest play on the 
drive was 12 yards," Pearson 
pointed out, noting running 
back Aaron Kurth scampered 
for a pair of 12-yard gains on 
the drive. Kurth, however, 
only finished with 33 yards 
in his eight carries.

Campbellsport fumbled 
on its next series at its own 
19-yard-line, Pearson noted. 
The Indians couldn't muster a 
first down on their ensueing 
possession, however, and set­
tled for Chesak's 30-yard 
boot, giving them a 10-7 
lead.

The Cougars threatened 
again before halftime, but the 
KHS defense stiffened inside 
their own 20, forcing 
Campbellsport to turn the 
ball over on downs.

In the second half, the 
Indians drove to the 
Campbellsport 18-yard-line, 
but eventually turned the ball 
over when one of 
Butschlick's passes was 
picked off.

The teams traded several 
possessions with neither 
mounting a serious scoring 
threat. That changed in the 
fourth quarter, however, as 
the Cougars gave a last 
chance effort to either send 
the game into overtime, or 
pull out the victory.

But Herman snatched 
away any Cougar hopes with 
his interception, and ensured 
the Indians on starting off a 
promising campaign with a 
win.

"We had a solid defen­
sive effort," Pearson said, 
singling out Herman and 
defensive end Matt 
Wiedmeyer. "He played an 
excellent game. He was in on 
a lot of tackles," noting 
Wiedmeyer led the team in 
defensive points.

Offensively, Pearson

"You have to have a 
good snap, and a reliable 
holder, too," Pearson said, 
noting center Nathan Scheel 
and defensive back/holder 
Jim Westerman are showing 
signs of completing that trio.

But Chesak has to 
remain consistent in future 
games, otherwise the Indians 
may resort to trying to gain 
the three yards needed for a 
two-point conversion.

"If you're successful 
(kicking the ball) only 50 
percent of the time, you're 
almost better off running (or 
throwing) it," Pearson point­
ed out "We've worked pretty 
hard at it. I'd like to be able 
to kick every game."
