Arbitration Proceedings 
Favor Re-Hiring Allmann

Former Kewaskum Mid­
dle School teacher, George 
Allmann, has been assigned 
the administrative position of 
curriculum specialist for the 
school district, after winning 
his job back through arbitra­
tion proceedings between the 
district and the Kewaskum 
Education Association.

A 25-ycar veteran with the 
school system, Allmann was 
suspended from teaching in 
December, 1993, and later 
fired by the district in June of 
94 after alleged reports from 
some of his students claimed 
he interacted inappropriately 
with them, citing incidents 
that took place between 
August, 1992, and December, 
1993.

The felony charges of 
causing mental harm to a 
child were dropped by

Circuit Judge James Schwal- 
bach after a hearing on 
March 6lh. The charges had 
been filed by the District 
Attorney’s office, and the 
court case had interrupted 
arbitration proceedings that 
would determine if the dis­
trict had just cause in their 
decision to not renew All- 
mann's contract.

Arbitrator Frank P. 
Zeidlcr’s 40-page decision 
dated August 10th, ruled that 
there is just cause for the dis­
trict to impose discipline on 
Allmann for his actions, but 
not just cause for non-renew- 
al, because he was not sub­
jected to progressive imposi­
tion of discipline through 
warning for unprofessional 
conduct.

Zeidler stated the disci­
pline would consist of layoff 
for the 94-95 school year 
(without pay), no compensa­

tion for the use of sick leave 
in the 93-94 school year, and 
the first year of renewal, 
Allmann would not be 
assigned to a teaching posi­
tion at the high school or 
middle school level.

The ruling did acknowl­
edge the fact that Allmann 
engaged in unprofessional 
and inappropriate conduct 
with his students, and, in 
Zeidlcr’s opinion, conduct 
that demeaned and denigrat­
ed students in order to assert 
dominance over them.

The school district accept­
ed the recommendation of the 
arbitrator to reinstate All­
mann and assigned him to the 
curriculum position, left 
vacant after Connie Strand 
resigned as curriculum coor­
dinator to become principal 
of Campbellsport Elementary 
School.

Allmann had been a K-12 
reading specialist in the dis­
trict, and his new position in 
administration will earn him 
a salary of $46,000.

metering, billing, and value- 
added services and products. 
In transporting electricity, a 
single provider is still the 
lowest-cost option. Regu­
lation would continue in 
transmission and distribution 
- the "wircs" part of the busi­
ness that delivers electricity. 
Reliability, safety and envi­
ronmental protection also 
would remain regulated.

"Reliable, low-priced 
electricity is critical for the 
continued success of our $6 
billion dairy industry in 
Wisconsin," says dairy 
farmer and Stale Represen­
tative Judy Klusinan. "The 
state is now reviewing ways 
to bring the benefits of com­
petition in the electric power 
industry to all consumers, 
including farm consumers. 
Because electricity is such an 
important commodity on my 
fann and every farm, this is 
an issue that we should 
track."

Schocnherr says a com­
petitive electricity market 
will offer farm customers 
several major benefits:

*Lower prices. The com­
bination of excess clccticity 
and competition to serve cus­
tomers will drive prices 
lower Ilian they are today. As 
a guarantee, Wisconsin 
Electric's plan recommends a 
price cap to ensure customers 
pay no more in the new elec­
tricity marketplace than they 
do today.

♦More choices. Cus­
tomers will be able to choose 
from a number of electricity 
suppliers competing on price, 
service and products to meet 
customers' needs.

♦New products. To com­
pete for customers, customer 
service companies will devel­
op a wide array of products 
and services to meet cus­
tomer needs. A company spe­
cializing in serving fann cus­
tomers would purchase low- 
cost power and package it 
with optional services that 
fann customers want.

Schocnherr says a com­
petitive market responds bet­
ter to customer needs than a 
regulated market. "If there's a 
need, someone finds a way to 
meet it," says Schocnherr. 
"We expect to sec new com­
panies serving specific mar­
kets such as farmers. Farm 
customers represent as much 
business as a medium-sized 
commercial customer such as 
a McDonald's restaurant, so 
we expect to sec companies 
formed to compete for their 
business just as we expect to 
see competition to serve all 
types of customers."

The competitive market 
in general will reduce prices 
for all types of customers, but 
in the fann sector, real-time 
pricing and more sophisticat­
ed energy management ser­
vices can provide significant 
savings to farm customers, 
according to Schoenherr.

Rather than paying an

average cost for electricity, 
customers taking advantage 
of real-time pricing will buy 
their power for the actual 
cost, which changes every 
hour. Since the actual cost 
typically is highest in the 
early afternoon, customers 
who use most of the energy 
at other times of the day can 
realize significant savings, 
especially if they use new 
energy management equip­
ment.

"I think you'll find com­
panies offering many innova­
tive ideas to attract and retain 
customers," says Schocnherr. 
"Real-time pricing is one, but 
you'll probably see compa­
nies offer total energy solu­
tions that include everything 
from owning and maintaining 
electrical farm equipment to 
being a one-stop source for 
all types of energy needs — 
electricity, natural gas, 
propane or other fuel."

The Public Service 
(Commission of Wisconsin is 
studying ways to bring the 
benefits of competition to the 
state. The commission will 
issue a report to the Wiscon­

Governor Okays More US 41 Freeway 
Conversion in Fond du Lac County

Governor Tommy 
Thompson has approved a 
$2.2 million contract to elim­
inate three intersections and 
private accesses to US 41 in 
Fond du Lac County.

As one segment of 
Governor Thompson's Cor­
ridors 2020 Plan, this project 
is part of the multi-phase 
conversion of UW 41 into a 
limited access freeway from 
Milwaukee to Green Bay. 
Corridors 2020 was created 
in 1989 to foster economic 
development and meet inter- 
regional/intercity transporta­
tion needs.

"Conversion to freeway 
status will provide for more 
efficient traffic flow and 
eliminate the hazards of 
slow-moving vehicles turning 
into or crossing high speed, 
high volume, traffic," said 
Robert Packee, director of 
the southeast Wisconsin dis­
trict of the Department of 
Transportation.

The contractor, Reliance 
Construction Company, Inc., 
of De Pere, was expected to 
start work on the 6.1 mile 
project in late August.

The project runs from 
the Dodge/Fond du Lac 
County Line to the south city 
limits of Fond du Lac at WIS 
175, except for a 1.3 mile 
length of US 41 near Fond du 
Lac County B.

A separate contract to 
build a full diamond inter­
change at Fond du Lac 
County B was to be placed 
for bidding in September, 
1995. Because of budget con­
straints, that project has been 
tentatively rescheduled for 
bidding in March, 1996.

Work under this present 
contract includes eliminating 
access to US 41 at Fond du

Lac County Y (Campbell 
Road), Church Road and 
Lost Arrow Road. Overpas­
ses will be constructed at 
County Y (Campbell Road) 
and at Lost Arrow Road. 
Church Road will have cul de 
sacs constructed on each side 
of US 41.

All private drive access 
to US 41 will be. removed. 
Median crossovers between 
northbound and southbound 
lanes of US 41 will be 
removed. New crossovers 
will be built for emergency 
vehicles only.

When this project and 
the County B interchange 
project is completed, the only 
access to US 41 between the 
WIS 49 interchange and the 
WIS 175 interchange will be 
at the future County B inter­
change.

County Y (Campbell 
Road) and Lost Arrow Road 
will be closed to cross traffic 
during overpass construction. 
Church Road will be closed 
for construction of cul de 
sacs on both sides of US 41 
and Hamilton Road will also 
be closed during this project.

Hamilton Road will be 
permanently closed as part of 
the future County B inter­
change work. Hamilton Road 
west of US 41 will have a cul 
de sac and east of US 41 it 
will be turned south onto a 
new frontage road to County 
B. Upon completion of the 
County B interchange, the 
access ramps to US 41 at the 
County F underpass will be 
removed.
4 Because of the expected 

loss of about 20 acres of wet­
land due to this project, 
approximately 48 acres of 
wetland will be restored and 
enhanced between WIS 26

and Fond du Lac County C 
near the Fond du Lac/Win- 
nebago county line. Native 
trees, shrubs, seeds and other 
wetlands rootstock will be 
planted and pond and marsh 
areas will be improved.

The project is scheduled 
for completion in summer, 
1996 and will be paid for 
100% with state transporta­
tion funds.

OSHKOSH - About 

1,525 new freshmen were 
expected for the fall semester 
beginning September 6 at the 
University of Wisconsin- 
Oshkosh. That's more than a 
nine percent increase over 
last faU’s 1,395.

The increase comes in a 
year when the number of 
high school graduates in­
creased only by seven per­
cent

The new UW-Oshkosh 
freshman class will not only 
be larger but will maintain 
the high academic profile of 
last year's best-ever freshmen 
class, university officials 
said.

"We are pleased by the 
number of quality students 
who have chosen UW- 
Oshkosh," said Chancellor 
John E. Kerrigan.

With most new freshmen 
registered, the percentage 
ranked in the top half of their 
high school graduating class 
is just over 94%, according to 
Roger J. Herold, director of 
enrollment management. A 
year ago, 94.3 percent of new 
freshmen were ranked in the 
top half of their high school 
classes. Only UW-Madison 
in the UW System had a 
higher percentage.

The average ACT score 
for 1995 fall freshmen is 
more than 22, Herold said, or 
about what it was for the 
1994 class.

The university's total 
enrollment on opening day 
will meet the target set by the 
UW System Board of 
Regents. It is expected to be 
down slightly from a year 
ago at 10,400. About 1,425 
will be graduate students. 
About 17% of the total 
enrollment will be freshmen.

The freshman class will 
include a smaller percentage 
of women in 1995: 57.3 per­
cent, down from 59.1 percent 
in fall 1994. The total enroll­
ment will be 58.9 percent 
women.

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thresheree Held It's a Woman's Right to Know
By State Representative Glenn Grotbman

The Woman’s Right to 
Know bill, a bill I authored, 
would ensure that any wo­
man seeking an abortion 
would receive pertinent, 
accurate information 24 
hours prior to the abortion. 
Under my bill, the woman 
will receive a booklet pre­
pared by the State's Depart­
ment of Health and Social 
Services which will include 
vital medical information, 
such as pictures of and facts 
regarding the developing 
unborn child, accurate infor­
mation describing the meth­
ods of abortion, and the med­
ical and psychological risks 
associated with the abortion.

As expected, the bill 
generated widespread support 
as 45 assemblymen and 14 
state senators signed on to 
the bill.

Nearly five hundred citi­
zens came from across the 
state to register their support 
of the Woman's Right to 
Know bill at a public hearing 
held at the Capitol on July 
27. letters in favor of the bill 
continue to flood legislators' 
offices.

It only makes sense.
The original version of 

the bill was introduced in 
mid-June, but at the July 
hearing testimony was given 
that showed that, unlike nor­
mal clinic or hospital proce­
dures, doctors who run abor­
tion clinics have a "get 'em 
in, get 'em out" mentality. 
Abortions arc almost always 
performed the same day the 
woman comes into the clinic 
and normally, she docs not 
even sec the doctor until she 
is on the table, ready for the 
abortion. Signs are in the 
waiting room stating that 
women must pay before 
their consultation, indicating 
the priority these clinics 
have. Frequently these 
women have strong misgiv­
ings about their abortions, 
but are pushed by boyfriends 
or husbands afraid of their 
additional "financial burden."

It is very interesting to 
compare the abortion clinics 
way of doing business with 
normal doctors who frequent­
ly insist upon waiting periods 
for their patients on elective 
surgery as they carefully go 
over the alternatives. Cur­
rently, under Wisconsin law, 
if you sell something at an 
irregular place of business, 
you have 72 hours to change 
your mind. Nevertheless, on 
this significant decision, 
abortion clinics have slipped 
through the cracks of normal, 
civilized behavior.

The bill was amended 
and improved at my request 
to allow a woman to go to 
her hometown doctor rather 
than the abortion doctor at 
least 24 hours before her 
appointment. Testimony indi­
cated that abortion doctors 
were seldom impartial, not

even using the word "abor­
tion," but only referring to 
"the procedure," not even 
using the word "fetus," but 
using the term "tissue." 
Several other states already 
have a reflection period and 
its time Wisconsin caught up 
with them.

On August 24, our sub­
stitute bill easily passed the 
Assembly Committee on 
Children and Families by a 
vote of 6-3. The Woman's 
Right to Know bill now 
moves forward to be voted 
on by the full Assembly on 
September 21, to be followed 
by the state senate shortly 
thereafter. I am hopeful it 
will pass.

This bill is long overdue. 
Everyone, whether for or 
against abortion, should sup­
port the Woman's Right to 
Know legislation. It simply 
allows each woman to make 
a fully-informed and volun­
tary abortion decision. It 
truly is a woman's right to 
know.

Outlook Good
For Bear Hunters

MADISON - Bear hun­
ters who were lucky enough 
to draw a harvest permit for 
the 1995 season should have 
excellent hunting prospects, 
according to field observa­
tions by Department of

Natural Resources wildlife 
ecologists.

"Wisconsin's black bear 
population is in very good 
shape throughout the north 
and the population is continu­
ing to expand," says Bill 
Mytton, DNR deer and bear 
ecologist.

The black bear season 
opens September 9 in the 
zone where dogs are not 
allowed, and for hunters 
using dogs in the zone where 
it is allowed. The season 
opens September 16 in the 
zone where dogs are allowed 
for hunters who hunt over 
bait.

Acorn and berry crops 
were good in 1994 and bear 
were in excellent condition 
when they went into their 
dens last fall, Mytton says. 
Population surveys conduct­
ed over the winter indicated 
cub production was excellent.

"With the addition of 
these cubs, the 1995 fall bear 
population will be over 
7,200," Mytton says.

Even though the black 
bear population is continuing 
to increase in the north, more 
people are also applying for 
bear tags, making it difficult 
to draw a harvest permit, 
Mytton says.

"In 1994, only those 
with five or more preference 
points were assured of get­
ting a bear kill tag. It is 
unlikely that the number of 
bear licenses sold in 1995 
will be much lower than last 
year, when nearly 26,000 
were purchased. So the wait­
ing time will remain at about 
six or more years," Mytton 
syas. Each continuous year 
that a hunter applies but does 
not receive a kill permit, he 
or she receives a preference 
point.

Last year a significant 
number of hunters reported 
multiple sightings of bears, 
and several trophy bears over 
500 pounds were harvested.

Kills Bureaucratic Snafu

MADISON - In a deci­
sion which will have wide- 
ranging effects on the health 
care system in Wisconsin, the 
Joint Committee for Review 
of the Administrative Rules 
struck down an emergency 
rule put forth by the Office of 
the Commissioner of Insur­
ance (OCI).

The committee, which is 
co-chaired by State Repre­
sentative Glenn Grothman 
(R-West Bend), took up the 
issue after fellow legislators 
complained that the OCI rule 
contradicted legislation 
passed by lawmakers last 
year.

In 1994, the Legislature 
approved a law which would 
allow doctors, nurse anes­
thetists, and other specialists 
such as optometrists and chi­
ropractors to form so-called 
"service corporations." These 
organizations, previously 
open only to doctors and 
nurse anesthetists, enhance 
health care by allowing for

teams of specialists to pro­
vide coordinated health care 
services.

Act 473 did not permit 
the new members of the ser­
vice corporation to obtain 
insurance coverage individu­
ally from the Patient's Com­
pensation Fund, a state- 
administered account which 
pays out in the event of cer­
tain malpractice suits. The 
Act did allow the expanded 
Service Corporations to 
obtain this coverage as a 
group.

When the OCI issued 
administrative rules to regu­
late access to the Patient's 
Compensation Fund, howev­
er, it excluded all expanded 
Service Corporations from 
Fund coverage.

Grothman's rules review 
committee responded by 
holding a public hearing at 
which testimony on suspen­
sion of the rule was heard 
from the OCI and various 
practitioner's groups. West 
Bend was represented by 
local resident Steve Engel­
brecht, who testified for sus­
pension of the undesired por­
tion of the rule. The commit­
tee ultimately decided to sus­
pend the rule, on an 8-0 vote 
with two members absent. 
Grothman termed the vote a 
victory over an unresponsive 
bureaucracy.

"Several legislators who 
were concerned about the 
implications of this rule tried 
unsuccessfully to have it 
changed by the OCI," 
Grothman commented. "This 
suspension shows that those 
who suffer the effects of bad 
rulemaking can do something 
about it through the rules 
review process."

Grothman took over the 
Assembly co-chairmanship 
of the Joint Committee for 
Review of Administrative 
Rules at the beginning of the 
year.
